72. of Dot:;on 
Branch. says she hod no intcntion 
of huning an innocent bystander 
when she pi need "boob)' trdps" in 
her backyard to ward off a thiefin 
the mght. 

But that ~ exactly what hap­
pened, however. when a local 
police officer came ro her home to 
investigare a 9 I I call. 

After the death of her husband 
four years ago. Thomas said she 
needed extra protection as well as a 
bruak from several ATV drivers 
who constantly drove through her 
yard.ll1at\ why she placed boards 
lined wit11 nails along the edge of 
her yard. And that's why 
Prestonsburg Police Officer 
William Petry ended up with a two 
flat tires and a nail in his foot. 

On September 7. city and state 
police responded to a 91 I call to 
the Thomas home, which reported 
that Thomas "was down and need­
ed help:· 

'This call, said Thomas. was 
nothing more than a prank, but it 
was one that inadvertently resulted 
in criminal charges being filed 
against her. 

Petry came to the back entrace

controlled area around the 
perimeter of a typical forest fire. 
"As long as the winds wiU lay 
down we shouldn't have too 
much of a problem. although we 
have had a hard time keeping the 
crew full and could use more 
help." 

Conley said the burning ban 
would afford workers more time 
to devote to ~;nuffing the exbting 
fires mstcad of the usuaJ con­
cerns of re~jdential debris fires 
that often take up a portion of 
much needed time during a stlu­
arion such as this. 

"Of course we have imposed 
a burning ban which prohibits 
any burning whatsoever in 
Floyd County." said Conley. 
"This reduces the number of 
debri~ fires, which gives us 
more tune to concentrate on the 
tntentionally set fire~ ·· 

During what JS known as 
"fire season," a time frclllle is set 
by the Department of Forestry 
for the burning of residential 
debris. This time frame - from 
6 p.m until 6 a.m - lasts from 
October I until December 15 
and helps keep the risk of forest 
fires to a minimum. said Conley. 

However, with the majority 
of the fires existing in the coun­
ty now coming as a result of 
intenllonal misconduct. the time 
frame has been eliminated alto­
gether. gtving workers time to 
deal with those fires and author­
ities time to implement efforts to 
bring those responsible to jus­
tice. 

"Most of these cases fit the

of her home. c;aid Thoma.'>, and in 
the process. drove directly over the 
nails in her yard. 

"When they came knocking, 1 
a'iked them how did he get into my 
driveway." said Thomas. '·When 
he told me, I said 'You got flat 
tires' and when he went out to 
look, he stuck a nail in his foot." 

On September 27, Petry issued 
a Citation against Thomas. charg­
ing her with second-degree wanton 
endangerment and third-degree 
criminaJ michief. 

"l think I have the right to put 
anything in my driveway.'' said 
Thoma~. 'Tm 72 years old. I ain't 
hurt nobody in my life, and here 
they put my nan1e in the papt!r and 
charge me with wanton endanger­
ment because I have nails in my 
yard. It's a good thing be didn't go 
over to the mailbox. He would 
have gotten caught up in all them 
fishhooks hanging from the trees. 

"I apologized for his foot and 
his tires," continued Thomas. '1 
even told him to come in and I 
would put some medicine on it. but 
not after he carried on like he did." 

According to Thomas' attorney. 
Gerald Derossett. Thomas had ''no 
t:resSpassing'' ~igns on her property 
as well a' a sign that read "beware 
of nails." 

criteria for felony woods arson," 
Conley explained, ·'which 
would be that they intentionally 
set fire to someone's property or 
allowed it to spread to some­
one·~ property ...

The burning ban will most 
lik.ely remain in place for 
awhile. according to Conley.

"Right now what I see here is 
a long stretch of no rain." said 
Conley. "And a lot depends on 
how long that will last" 

)l}ose statements were rein­
forced by members of the 
National Weather Service during 
a press conference about Lht• for­
est fires at the Floyd County 
Fiscal Courtroom yesterday. 

During that meeting, Jim 
Keeny, of the National Weather 
Service m Jackson. said that 
according co their outlook rain 
would not be likely in the next 
10 days. 

Al"o on hand for yesterday's 
meeting "as 911 director Bill 
Dotson, \\ ho warned concerned 
residents to ca11 the correct 
agencies with information about 
local fires. 

''The problem is that many 
people are calling 911 when they 
see a forest fire. which is tying

I've heard dark green 
vegetables are good 
sources of calcium, but 

how much do I need? 

A h is true that many 
dark green vegetables 
arc higher in calcium 

than other vegelables. The 
• problem is that they also t~,;nd 

to contuin substances that tie 
up the c:1k1um and limit our 
bodies' ability to absorb it. 
Obviously, it's how much \\C 

can actually get from a food 
that counts. To absorb rbe 
same amoun1 of calcium you 
get from on~ eight-ounce 
glass of milk, you'd need 
about e1ghl cups of rav. 
spinach, lWO and one-half 
cups of C<X>ked broccoli. two 
cups of cooked kale, or 
almost two cups of cooked 
bok cho~. To meet recom-

fl mendauons for adults, you 
ncct.l the l!quivalent of rno w 
three cups of milk daily. So 
the likelihood of caring lhat 
many large servings of these 
vegetables every day 1s smaJI 
for most Americans. If you 
don't usc enough milk. 
yogurt. m cheese to suppl) 
the c.:ulciUm you need. using 
calcium-forti fieu juice. bread, 
or ccrealts probably a more 
reliable ahemative. Dark. 
leafy greens are ex.cellent 
sources of other nutrients. :;o

Those with the lowest calorie 
needs, like less active women and 
older adults, generally need only 
aim for lhe bottom of each range.

Western E ementary students visit CEDAR Coal Fair

we there ~ ct '? Wh~n do we 
cat'l·· These were the bum­
ing 4uestions on the minds 
of eight-two We.stern 
Elementary fourth-graders as 
lhe} traveled the Mountain 
Parkway to Pikeville on one 
rainy May day. . 

Western Elementary 
School in Georgetown. 
Kentucky. \vas a 200 I recipi­
ent of the CEDAR Outreach 
Grant for advancement of 
coal education in Kentuck). 
This funding afforded oppor­
tunities for these central 
Kentucky students to have 
an up close and personal 
look at the state\ mo!>t valu­
able resource--coal.

Studenb were 
amazed· at both the number 
and the size of the machines 
that were re4uireu to main­
tain a l:Oal site. 

One concern of lhe 
Georgetown students regard­
ing the coal indu:-.try was the 
reclamation of the land once 
it bad been nHned. The1r 
level of concern was greatly 
reduced when they sat on Lop 
of Maggie Mountain and 
looked out at the incredible 
vista surrounding newly 
developed StoneCrest Golf 
Course. Danny Moon. 
CEDAR Board Member. met 
the buses and explained to 
students what was involved 
in reclaiming this land and 
making it productive once 
more. 

On the long ride home. 
questions regarding the time 
and distance of the joumey 
were repla<.ed by an 
exchange of dialogue among 
sLUdents focused on what 
rhey had seen and learned 
throughout the day.
