Slone maintained he had
nothing on his person, but as
Webb initiated a the search, he
noticed something strange.

"I saw he had on two pairs
of socks,” explained Webb,
*So 1 asked him to take the

socks off.”
As Slone removed the first
pair of socks, Webb then

noticed something taped to
bottom of the inside pair of
socks.

When he inspected further,
Webb found three marijuana
cigarettes taped to along the
hottom of Slone's foot,

The search continued as
Slone was asked to remove the
rest of his clothing at which
time Webb said another dis-
covery was made.

When Slone removed his
pants, 17 pieces of Xanax, a
cammonly abused prescription
medication, were found, in
addition to another joint of
marijuana taped to his groin,

“When [ saw the pills were
broken in half and in picces,
my first thought was that he
was going to try to sell them
separately mside the jail,” said
Webb.

When questioned about the
illegal drugs, Slone claimed
the pills were for himself, say-
ing he was having trouble
sleeping in jail and they
helped him.

No attempt at an explana-
tion was made by Slone con-
cerning the manjuana found
during the search.

been added to Slone's sen-
tence, of which 39 day remain
of the original 45-day sen-
tence, for a total of 129 days,
or approximately three
months.

“1 1old him (Slone) that
he’ll get pretty use to sleeping
here in the next three or four
months,” said Webb.

fire started n o roof vent and
spread into an area in the back of
the restagrant. Our first step was
to cut off utilities to the building
because the mix of water and
electricity is a dangerous
aspect.”

Various water hoses were ran
along North Lake Drive as work-
ers sprayed down the dining area
of the restaurant while others
positioned themselves carefully
along the roof and tore down
remnants of the charred vent.

While firefighters and public
safety workers continued to
bring what was left of the fire
under control, Diary Cheer
owner Bill Powell stressed that
only workers were present in the
restaurant at the time the fire
occurred,

“It was only the workers
inside at the time,” Powell said.
“One of the workers who was at
the grill said she noticed the
smoke and then the fire when it

Several Diary Cheer employ-
ees sal outside the restaurant yes-
terday, visibly shaken but main-
taining that no was injuried due
to the fire.

Wells said he was watching
news coverage of yesterday's
apparant terrorist attacks on New
York and Washington when he
received the call reporting the
fire,

“It was just scary for minute
because | was in that frame of
mind,” said Wells. “We were
watching this news coverage and
then all of 4 sudden the phones
started nnging and we have a
structure fire reported. 1 mean,
this is a small town, but things
can happen in a small town too,
you never know,”

When asked how long the fire
could force business at the Diary
Cheer location to be suspended
Powell admitted he was unsure
what effect the incident would
have, saying he simply couldn't
say at this time.

Washington, including the
Capitol and the White House.

Floyd County felt the effects
of the attacks yesterday as well
as blood centers became active
and opened their doors to donors
accepting all blood types, after-
school activities were canceled
for those with relatives who
were in the two cities ot the time
and the U.S. National Guard's
Prestonsburg armory was placed
on “high alert” along with the
rest of the nation’s military
installations.

The Kentucky Blood Center
opened four locations yesterday
in  Prestonsburg, Pikeville,
Hazard and Lexington and
expressed a desire for all blood
types as well as fielding ques-
tions about what was being done
locally in consideration of yes-
terday’s tragedy.

“Basically we've decided to
stay open until 9 p.m. tonight,
but we’ll stay open as long as
donors keep coming in,"” said
Angie Little, operations manag-
er for the donor center in
Pikeville. “Most of the people
who are coming in are asking if
the blood is going to New York.™

Although there have been no
requests at this time from hospi-
tals in New York, Little said they
would wait to see if a request is
sent and then react by getting the
donations to them as fast as pos-
sible.

“A lot of people are coming
in because this is just such a

tragedy they want to do some-
thing,”  continued  Little,
*“There's just been a national
outreach for people to donate
blood and we're just doing what
we can locally,”

The local reaction went fur-
ther than donating blood yester-
day as Floyd County School
Superintendent Dr. Paul Fanning
canceled all after-school activi-
ties at the request of several con-
cermed phone calls from adults
— both parents and school
employees — who explained
they had relatives in the areas
attacked yesterday.

“There’s a lot of people who
would just rather go home this
afternoon.” said Fanning yester-
day. “The tragedies in New York
and around the nation's capitol
effected a lot of people and they
would just rather be home under
the circumstances.”

Fanning said he visited
schools vesterday and the stu-
dents appeared to be fine, adding
it was the adults who seemed to
express the most concemn.

Fanning did not mention any
further plans for schedaling
throughout the remainder of the

placed on “hgh alen,” a
preparatory move, said officials
at the National Guard branch in
Prestonsburg yesterday.

“We have been placed on
high alert, that includes every
branch and, as for now, that's it,”
said Swuaff Sergeant Earl
Sumpter. “Any other call in
terms of sending units and so on
would come from the govemor,
that’s how the order would dissi-
pate down to us."”

Others at the Prestonsburg
national guard post referred to
the alert as a “sit-tight™ situation,
but explained that no units were
being moved from that location
as of yesterday.,

“High alert means just that
the military has been alerted that
there is a security status,” said
Sergeant Chuck Miller.
“Members are not to report at
this time, unless otherwise noti-
fied. This is just a case where we
have been told w be ready.”

Patton was hosting the

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he said he was not worried that
the small gathering of governors
‘would be a target, he canceled
the last day of the conference.

Access was limited to the
state capitol and annex, and
patrol units around the area were
increased, said Ishmon Burks,
the commissioner of staie
police.

Burks said he didn’t feel like
any other building in Kentucky,
besides the Capitol, needed any
extra patrol, and echoed the gov-
emor’s belief that the state
appears 10 be safe.

“1 can report that 1 don't
think there's any serious threat
to the governor, or the complex
or the Commonwealth of
Kentucky at this time,” he said.

The National Guard has two
C-130 cargo aircrafts on alert to
bring supplies 10 any of the dis-
aster sites,

“We stand ready to help the
victims in any way we can.
Certainly with our prayers and
our concerns,” Patton said.

Despite the increased securi-
ty, state work was not canceled
Tuesday, and Patton said that
unless there is & repeated attack,
he does not plan to do so.

“We like all Americans are
concerned about the tragedy,
and have empathy for the vic-
tims, but we will be carrying on
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Board

response to the criticism handed
out to Floyd county’s teachers at
last week's meeting by board
member, Dr. Chandra Varia, dis-
trict 2 representative.

Varia had repnmanded the
teachers for prematurely leaving
an earlier meeting in which a
scheduled discussion of CTBS
(Comprehensive Test of Basic
Skills) scores was to take place.
The teachers had gathered to
address the board with com-
plaints in regard to an extended
instructional school day, and the
majority of the teachers left the
meeting once their concerns in
regard to this matter had been
expressed.

Varia later reminded the
teachers that they should re-
examine why they initially
chose careers in the field of edu-
cation and expressed disappoint-
ment in the fact that the greatest
number of their assembled body
left the meeting before the
CTBS score results could be
brought up for discussion.

In response, Collins read
from a previously drafted letter,
“Teachers left the board meeting
on August 27 only a few min-
utes before you expected to
adjourn, They were not aware
the CTBS scores would be
addressed with so little time
remaining.”

Collins continued, “Let me
remind you that teachers have
been addressing the problem
these scores reflect, either indi-
vidually or collectively since
before the school term opened.
We address them every day. We
do care about meeting the
instructional needs of students,”

Collins went on to say that
that the currently discussed test-
ing scores reflect "last year's
needs” and that “this year's stu-
dent body may not reflect last
year's weaknesses, but have a
whole new set of needs.”
Additionally, Collins said that
test scores “merely reflect what
knowledge or information the
student had or was willing to
demonstrate on a given day.
This is the nature of tests. On
another day, scores might have
been higher or even lower. Yet.
we are gearing a whole year to
deal with problems identified
from one day’s efforts,”

The association's representa-
tive then queried the board as to
“how will we know if we have
met a student’s instructional
needs when we won't formally
test him again until two years
from now? .. We need some-
thing more.”

Saying that "obviously, annu-
al testing is the only standard
tool available™ to monitor stu-
dent progress, the educational
association then optlined the fol-
lowing approaches for possible
board approval: One, “track a
student’s progress in acquiring
basis (sic) skills”; two, “pinpoint

where in our curnculum we are
[ailing to provide necessary ele-
ments to student achievement™,;
and, three, “lessen the fear and
intimidation now surrounding
the ‘'big" test which produces
either rewards or penalties,”

Collins then reminded the
board. of teacher dissatisfaction
over the 15 minutes of extended
instructional time that the asso-
ciation views as unpaid work
time imposed upon them by the
current board. In reference to a
request for additional funding of
work time extended beyond
contract for engineering services
at the Prestonsburg High School
athletic complex, Collins said,
“the consensus seemed to be
that your practice is to pay the
hourly fee for professional ser-
vices ... We are professionals.
You have added unpaid time to
our instructional day. Do we nol
deserve the same consideration
you grant to other professional
people? Should we not receive
an hourly fee for these extra
‘professional’” services?”

The association then outlined
what they called “a reasonable
way out of this predicament” by
suggesting that the board take
the following action: “Rescind
the six-hour, 15-minute day in
board policy 08.31."

The association further sug-
gested to the board that they
offer as explanation to the
Kentucky State Board of
Education, the following: “To
the State Board you state the
simple truth: You discovered
you were adding time. unfo-
cused, to produced (Sic) a spe-
cific result and for which yon
could not pay. Your decision is
to postpone adding time until
both results and salary can be
assured.”

Further, the association deliv-
ered somewhat of an ultimatum
to board officials saying, “the
rescission should take effect no
later than Friday of this week
(September 14).”

Collins went on to say that by
this date “‘teachers will have
worked 28 extended 15-minute
days (240 minutes). We ask that
teachers be paid the hourly rate
for their rank and experience for
that additional ‘professional’
time. Four hundred twenty min-
utes equals seven hours. Cost:
approximately $90,000. This
money would not impact the
salary schedule or the Teacher's
Retirement deduction, since it
would not be paid 1o all certified
staff, only teachers.”

The association even went a
step further, outlining a formula
by which this $90,000 expendi-
ture could be allotted: “The sim-
plest way to deal with this
expenditure would be to amend
it to the supplemental salary
schedule as an entity that

expires with this school year"
The association suggested that

the bourd compute the number
of leachers involved, credit them
with 28 days of service at 15
minutes per day and prorate
their comparable professional
pay for the school year 2001-
2002.

Lastly, the association issued
a request to the board to “amend
08.31 as follows: A six-hour
equivalent instructional day will
be utilized to produce early
Wednesday, every week, by
adding 10 minutes to the
instructional day. Classes on
Wednesday will be rotated to
provide equity in mstruction on
that day. No ecarly Wednesday
will encomipass more than 45
minutes unless the group pro-
poses to exceed that time and
sets the limits of the extension ...
This additional 10 minutes is
focused ome, producing an
impact on instruction by provid-
ing fime for teachers to plan,
grade, refine lesson plans, col-
laborate, meet site-based com-
mittee obligations, etc.”

Collins ended with saying,
“Mr. Chairman and members of
the board, this is a ensis for your
teaching staff. We did not cause
the problem, but it is there and
we have proposed a solution,
one which this board can and
should be able to meet."

In response to the associa-
tion's  suggestions, Board
Chairman Johnnie E. Ross, dis-
trict 1. quizzed Collins as to the
nature of the contracts signed by
each teacher when they aceepted
employvment within the county’s
educational system. Ross made
inquiries as to whether or not
these contracts state that the
accepting teacher agrees
abide by not only state laws and
regulations in regard 1o educa-
tional policies, but also to agree
to abide by policy adopted by
their local school board

Collins agreed that these con-
tracts do read as Ross stated, but
that “we do not sign contracts
every year - it has been spo-
radic.”

Board member Varia then
commented that "I am disap-
pointed more in this one (as she
held the FCEA lefter up before
her) than the last one. You are
trying to blame the school board
for the scores.”

Carol Stumbo, district 4,
said, “I think the proposal is
workable. If 1 could, I would
vote on it tonight." She further
cautioned the board and teachers
to “stop fighting among each
other and work for the children”
and that “finger-pointing” was
not going to bring solution to the
problem, “Going at each other's
throats is not helping children,”
she said.

Board member Varia agreed
with this statement, as did
Collins,

Stumbo then guestioned her
fellow board members, “Will

To which Chairman Ross
replied. 1 assure you, it will be
there."

In interviews during u break
in ‘the meeting, both Ross and
State Manager Zella Wells were
in dismay that the extended fif-
teen minutes of instructional
time had become such an issue
of disgruntlement with the
teacher’s association,

“State law says that we have
to pay professional services,
such as engineering services, lor
example. an hourly rate. We
have to,” Ross said. “And,
beyond that, this fifteen minutes
of time is already incorporated
into the teacher’s day, Teachers
must arrive [ifteen minutes
before the first bell, and remain
fifteen minutes after the last
bell. This fifteen minutes of
added instructional time that s
being argued about can be incor-
porated into the day at any
point.”

Wells agreed saymg that,
“The time can be placed any-
where. It can be an extra three
minutes of instructional tme in
this class, and an extra six min-
utes in this class, it doesn't mal-
ter where they put il, we just
need the additional classroom
instructional time incorpordted
into the regular school day.”

Ross was very adamant about
his stance on the situation say-
ing that he would nol be in com-
pliance with a board decision 1o
rescind the added fifteen min-
utes of instructional time. “1 will
not agree if the board decides o
rescind this decision, 1 will not.”

The matter of the extended
school instructional day will
again be taken up at the nexi
regularly scheduled meeting of
the Floyd County Board of
Education.

Board, principals discuss test scores

CTBS (Comprehensive Test
of Basic' Skills) scores were
highlighted at Monday
evening’s meeting of the Floyd
County Board of Education,
Principals from several schools
were present to offer informa-
tion to the board on detailed out-
lines and goals for future
improvements in student scor-
ing.

Representatives from Adams
Middle School, Betsy Layne
Elementary, Clark Elementary,
May  Valley  Elementary,
Prestonsburg Elementary and
Opportunities Unlimited were
on hand to offer PowerPoint pre-
sentations (o the board in regard
to their individual responses to
their respective school scores.

As a whole, cach school
vocally accepted responsibility
and “ownership” of their respec-
tive student scores and have
adopted aggressive methods to
overturn the poor showings by
the next testing assessment. The
schools hope to improve student
scoring through the involvement
of intensive curriculum planning
and specially appointed curricu-
lum planning teachers, rubrics,
professional development, com-
mon group planning, family
involvement. on-going analysis
of assessment data, an increased
focus on homework assign-
ments, and continuous monitor-
ing of student progress, to name
a few,

Clark Elememary principal
Wayne Combs said that his
school would place a renewed
focus on state educational stan-
dards and that he and his faculty
plan to “re-visit our mission, we
haven’t done this in a long, long

while.™

Board member  Carol
Stumbo, district 4, commended
Clark Elementary saying that
she acknowledged that the
school has typically remained as
a leader in student scoring and
that she attributes part of this
success to “being focused” and
to possessing 'teachers ‘that
exhibit “professional attitudes.”

She also commended Sheila
Calhoun, principal of Betsy
Layne Elementary, for her
school’s plan outlining “respon-
sibility for the principal.”
Stumbo said that Betsy Layne’s
plan was an “ambitious plan™
that was “going to take a lot of
work.”

“It's a good plan.” Stumbo
remarked.

Bonita Compton, principal of
Opportunities Unlimited, noted
that her school was in need of an
“aligned curriculum,” However.
in noting the schools’ strengths,
Compton said that the school
faculty believes “all students can
learn academic and social skills
necessary o become successful
members” of their communities,

According to Compton, the
average student class size of her
school is 10 students, and each
student is exposed to group and
individual counseling. “We have
a one-on-one ratio — that makes
a difference.”

In other board business,
Glendine Hale, a teacher mem-
ber of the Prestonsburg
Elementary Site-Based Council,
approached the board with a
request for two additional pri-
mary level teachers for the
school. Hale informed the board
that Prestonsburg Elementary
had an enrollment number of
359 primary level students, mak-
ing them eligible for two addi-

tional primary level teacher
positions.

Board Chairman Johnnie
Ross informed Hale that no
decision on the matter could be
made’ that night, but the issue
would be addressed and dealt
with, Ross said that Supt.
Fanning could make faculty
adjustments up to and until
September 15.

Dwight Blake. of the
Kentucky Education Board of
Professional Associates
(KEBPA), spoke on behalf of the
school system's classified
employees, the “invisible” seg-
ment of the school system;
according to Blake. Blake noted
that the term “invisible” was
used only to pertain to the fact
that a great number of classified
employees do their work oul of
sight of the general public, i.e.,
driving buses, preparing meals,
performing custodial duties, etc.
Blake presented an information-
al sheet outlining important
aspects of KEBPA, and took
note of the fact that the associa-
tion offered classified employ-
ees benefits 1dentical to teacher
benefit packages.

Greta Thornsbury, May
Valley Elementary school coun-
selor, was formally recognized
as the “Wal-Mart Teacher of the
Year,” and Prestonsburg
Elementary was formally recog-
nized as the county elementary
school placing first in atten-
dance and possessing the highest
composite score on CTBS fest-
ing. Principal Gwen Hale-
Frazier accepted the award for
her school.

South Floyd High School was
also recognized for best high
school attendance. Dan Collins
and Joe Skeens accepted the
award for their school.

We must fully investigate events to
determine who is responsible and
how they were able to camry it out.

Then, we must respond with
overwhelming vengeance.

“Terrorism against our nation
will not stand,” the president pro-
claimed.

We've entered a new era where
innocent Americans can lose their
lives in a sudden and unprovoked
strike. Those responsible for the
attacks must be punished, and
nations that harbor terrorists
should be held responsible. as
well.

We have seen the hand of ter-
rorism before. Prior 1o the attacks
in New York City and Washington
Tuesday, Timothy McVeigh's
destruction of the Alfred P. Murrah
Building in Oklahoma City in
1995 had been the worst act of ter-
rorism on American soil. The
Pendleton, N.Y.. native's' bombing
killed 168 and wounded more than
500,

Before that, terrorist bombers
struck a parking garage below the
World Trade Center in 1993,
killing six people and injuring
more than 1,000 others.

But never before has an attack
of such proportions struck our
nation.

Let us pray that we quickly find
those responsible and punish them
for their termible deeds. And let us
also pray that our nation comes
together, strong and united, to
guard against any further chal-
lenge to our security.

UPS international hub in
Louisville hit hard by grounding

JEFFERSONVILLE., Ind. — The
unprecedenied “ground stop” order
halting U.S. flights will haye a tremen-
dous impact on American commerce,
grounding flights by air carriers
including United Parcel Service, with
a hub in pearby Louisville.

Spalding said UPS officials met in
an emergency session Tuesday, and

“We have contingency plans in
place for airports being closed — it
happens all the time," Spalding said.

It happened so quickly that he

could recognize it only as a com-
mercial aircraft, Kems said. But
he knew something was wrong
because all commercial flights
had been suspended. "That is
why it did attract great attention,
the fact that it was so low, and
then banked right toward the
Pentagon.”

Kemns said he could identify
nothing about the aircraft “other
than you tell that it was very low
and flying toward the Pentagon.”

The Pentagon received “'sig-
nificant structural damage,”
Kems said.

Shortly afterward “there was
(what) I can only describe as a
tremor  felt throughout
Washington,” Kerns said. "1
guess it was an aftershock of
some sort (felt) widely through
the Washington area, even here
at the Capitol.”

Professor: Public attitudes
on security will change

EDMOND, Okla. — The coor-
dinated terrorist attack on the World
Trade Center in New York and
smaller attacks in Washington, D.C.

We don’t have a lot of types of
security measures (o guard against
acts like this, This will likely lead to
a re-examination of otr prepared-
ness.”
Markwood said it would be

“It’s too early to say but 1 would
be surprised if that were the case,”
Markwood samd, “What point
would that serve? We'll see dramat-
ic examples of increased security
around government  buildings,
though.”

Markwood said was expecting
plenty of questions from students
when he got into the classroom yes-
lerday afternoon.

Personally, I'd like to see UK
officials use the first opportunity fo
end the deal that calls for UK al
IU 1o play every football season,
Perhaps you could keep them on
the lineup every few years, but
wouldnt it be nice to see a little
variety in the Kentucky schedule?

How about a home-and-home
series with West Virginia? Or
North Carolina?

Or. every once in awhile, an
Ohio State or Michigan? Memonal
Stadium in Bloomington 1§ never
full when Kentucky comes 1o town
and | expect that trend 10 continye
this Saturday, so I don’t sense that
the matchup with the Wildcats
really stirs up much serious emo-
tion in the Indiana fans either. For
budgetary reasons, Kentucky must
play one game per year that does
not require a retumn mp the fol-
lowing season (and when the
schedule expands to 12 games next
year, UK will wise add a second
“buy a win” game because it will
then take at least seven to get bowl
eligible).

More than a few Wildcat {ans
would like o drop Louisville, but
there is no game on the schedule
that generates the level of passion
that playing the Cardinals does.
The game helps boost exposure for
football in our state and helps both
schools sell tickets, Despite losing
three in a row to U-of-L, Kentucky
is not losing any ground in the in-
state recruiting race, Players like
Bobby Leffew and 1T, Haskins
would be on the Kentucky roster if
only UK had offered them a schol-
arship,

Yes, putting Louisyille on the
schedule helped the U-of-L pro-
gram  immensely, particularly
when it came 1o getting a stadium
built, but it also helped Kentucky
justify a much-needed stadium
expansion a few years after the
series started.

But the bottom line is that it’s a
fun game-—and | think most fans
would nol want to see the series
end. Ifthat's true, then it's the least
aschool can do for the people who

pay the money to follow the pro-

gram.

One item, however, needs to be
added to the Kentucky-Louisville
contract. It should be mandated
that both schools play no other
opponent before the big one or the
schools should agree to play in the
second o third game of the season.
I think the latter policy makes
sense in that you still get the “foot-
ball 1alk™ throughout the summer
and yet each team gets a chance to
work out the kinks before playing
a game in which the stakes are so
high.

Showing promise

Sure it was only an eight-point
win over a md-level Mid-
American

Conference team, but it says
here that Kentucky fans have good
reason o feel much better about
the rest of the season after week
two,

Kentucky had the ball for only

The defensive performance
was below average, but I'm will-
ing tocut the guys on that side of
the ball some slack because of
juries. The game began with
five projected starters out and
Dewayne Rob-ertson's effective-
ness was limited after an early
ankle mnmjury.

If Jamal White, Jeremy Caudill
and David Johnson are back for
this week's game with Indiana, |
think you'll see a markedly differ-
ent showing, White, in particular,
could make a buge difference
because he's the best blitzing line-
backer that Kentucky has and in
the first two games, the lineback-
ers’ blitzes have produced few big
plays.

As for the quarterback position,
Shane Boyd cernainly established
himself as the starter.

To this day —and this certainly
means no disprespect to Cawood
— old-timers will argue about
who was better, Cawood or
Claude. Bemie Shively, then
UK's athletics director, refused o
pick one about the other, which is
why UK didn't form its own net-
work until after Sullivan's
untimely death in 1967.

“Even though | was the new
kid on the block and the one at the
bottom of the totem pole, both
Claude and J.B. were so darned
good 1o me.” Ledford recalled in
his 1992 autobiography. “It
would have been natural for them
to resent me, but they couldn't
have been nicer. | remember that
somebody once remarked to
Claude how surprising it was that
the three of us could be so friend-
ly and Claude said. ‘We only
compete for an hour and a half on
game nights." | thought that was
fairly well put.”

These were among the stories
retold by the 125 people who
attended Cawood's funeral in the
Mount Pleasant Mortuary Chapel
in downtown Harlan.

Noted for his impatience for
long-winded speeches and a lot-of
gushing — especially about him-
self — Cawood got the kind of
service he would have wanted —
short, sweet, and simple.

“l can hear him now,” said
Ralph Hacker, Ledford's long-
time broadcast partner. “Let’s get
this thing going and get out of
here.

Hacker recalled the time when
referee Burl Crowell, frequently
the target of Cawood's criticism,
was officiating a UK game
against Tennessee. The pregame
show had drug on longer than
expected, and the network needed
lo get in some commercials
before the tipoff.

“Go ask Burl if he's delay the
tipoff for a couple of minutes so
we can get these commercials in,”
Cawood told Hacker. Hacker
relayed the request.

“Tell Cawood I'll do it,”
Crowell said, “but only if he says
something nice about me."”

Hacker brought that message
back to Cawood, who dndn‘{ miss
a beat.

“Tell him to throw the damn
thing up,” Cawood said.

The family was so determined
to keep the service as private as
possible that Kim Ramsey,
Cawood’s longtime assistant, set
up a system reminiscent of cover-
ing an NCAA tournament game.
Invited guests were instructed to
pick up a credential packet at the
Best Western motel in
Barbourville. The packet includ-
ed a parking pass, a sticker to
indentify you as a guest, direc-
tions to Harlan, and a list of the
day’s events, “Cawood taught
Kim well,” said Jim Payne, one of
Ledford's longtime friends. “He
was always organized and so is
she.”

At the chapel, Dave Cawood,
Ledford’s cousin and one of the
pall bearers, worked with the
funeral-home directors, the local
shenff’s department. and the
Kentucky State Police to make
sure everything went smoothly.
Cawood even had a listening
device in his ear and a micro-
phone in his cuff, just as he did in
all those years when he was run-
ning the Final Four for the
NCAA.

Everything were perfecily.
Streets were blocked off. TV
camera crews from Louisville and
Lexington were confined (o a

canopied area across the street
from the funeral home. Non-
invited guests were turned away,
and invited ones shown where 1o
park.

It was hot and stuffy in the
chapel, the building's air-condi-
tioning being overtaxed by the
heat outside and the heat from the
bodies that were stuffed like sar-
dines into the pews. In the back,
there were three extra rows of
folding chairs. As Cawood might
have put it, “The house is full,
Ralph, and it’s a great crowd.”

It was, indeed.

Local citizens rubbed elbows,
literally, with some of the most
important people in Kentucky
sports. Jim Host was there. One
of the most powerful and influen-
tial leaders in college sports for
the last 25 years, Host talked
Cawood into leaving WHAS and
becoming an  entrepreneur,
Cawood was reluctant, because
he loved the Bingham family that
owned WHAS and he was addict-
ed to the paycheck mentality, but
he finally gave in to Host's
entreates and right away began
making a lot more money.

Seth Hancock was one of the
pallbearers. As the head of the
legendary Claiborne Farm in
Paris, Ky., Hancock got Cawood
involved in some horse deals that
worked out well for him. A couple
of years ago, Hancock delivered
the euglogy at the funeral of
famed trainer Woody Stephens.
“Woody and Cawood,”

Seth said. “were both one of a
kind. We'll never see anybody
like them again.”

UK was represented by former
president Charles. Wethington,
athletics director Larry Ivy, assis-
tant A.D. Kathy DeBoer, basket-
ball equipment manager Bill “Mr.
Wildeat” Keightley, and Van
Florence, head of the UK
Basketball Museum and longtime
aide to Wildcat hoops coaches.

He was highly intelligent
and ran the team like a coach,
Kyle could get the ball 1o a team-
mate for a good shot, or he could
take the shot and hit it himself.

Kyle was one of the best
clutch players to ever play at UK.
I don’t know of any player |
would choose ghead of him to
take the last shot or go to the free-

throw line with the game on the
line.”

Father Ed Bradley, the UK
team chaplain, presided over the
service. He didn't culogize Ca-
wood on the grounds that “his life
speaks for itself.” and that the
state's newspapers had been full
of information about Cawood's
life and tributes to his unique tal-
ent. Instead, he addressed most of
his comments to Frances. who
was as devoted to her husband as
a wife can be,

renditions of “Amuzing Grace”
and “Ave Mana." Then, at the
end. a door at the front of the
chapel was opened, letting in the

He didn’t
want to seem impolite, but he just
didn’t enjoy that sort of thing.”

But he loved the serenity, the
beauty, and the privacy of the
mountains.

All that wis buried yesterday
were his mortal remains, Cawood
Ledford's spirit, and his incredi-
ble voice, will echo through the
mountains, and across the com-
monwealth, as long as there are
kids who grow up dreaming of
playing for the Cats.

barber

Don't you just love
the haircuts young boys
are sporting today?

I'm, no doubt, telling
my age, but I can re-
member when haircuts
for boys came in only
two styles: short and
needs cuttin', Furthe-
rmore, we didn’t neces-
sarily have to go to a real
barber shop in order to
get our ears lowered,
And heaven forbid that
we'd set foot in a beauty
parlor.

In the forties and
fifties, practically every
community had someone
(who wasn't really a bar-
ber) who kept all the
boys’ hair looking trim.
Personally, I didn’t have
to leave the house when
I needed a haireut,
because, along with
being the typical, hard-
working coal miner, my
dad was, for years, also
the barber for Silk
Stocking Row. Especia-
lly in the summertime,
whenever he'd corral
and shear my little broth-
er Joe and me, half the
boys in the neighbor-
hood would suddenly
appear. It was like his
barber tools (such as
they were) had become
large magnets, and those
attracted would take
turns sitting in the
straight-back, cane-bot-
tom chair that he'd taken
from the back porch and
set in the shade of our

big, yellow, two-story
house,
Dad, as likely did

most of the other ama-
teur barbers of the day,
had a pair of those old
hand clippers that he'd
ordered from Montgo-
mery Ward. They were
the kind that he had to
squeeze and release,
squeeze and release, as
he’d guide them across
our boney noggins. He'd
turn an old shirt upside
down, drape it over our
shoulders, and clip away,
He'd cut some off and
pull some out for as long
as the hair lasted, and the
boys kept coming.

He was by no means
an expert, but his barber-
ing skills were certainly
more than adequate, and
kept us from disgracing
the family when we’d go
to church and stuff. To
my knowledge, no one
ever paid him a penny
for his barbering ser-
vices.

He did this for years,
until Joe and I got to the
point where we thought
we were too old for
home-made haircuts and
started going to a real
barber in town.

As a matter of fact, |
