1 remember her in <1 kitchen - her Cl\\ n. 
my Uncle Arnold's, m) grandmother·s. 
She was always cooking, baking. canning. 
freezing or serving food. Appk pte. chick· 
en and dumplings. green beans and com­
bread, macaroni and tomatoes. and cho~,;t>­
late pudding - all delicious smelling and 
even better tasting. were some uf my 
favorites. She made the best hamhurgcrs, 
mixing t.be meat with raw egg and pieces of 
left-over white bread before frying. She 
had a recipe for something she called 
"vinegar pie,'' a contradiction in terms. if 
you ask me. This dish was madt! from a 
base of biscuit dough and a cooked mtxture 
of vinegar, .sugar. and water. She poured 
the liqu•d over the nat dough and baked it. 
Altb<mgh 1 did not appreciate the ta~tc and 
versatility of vinegar until] reached adult­
hood, 1 did see that my Aunt Vi had a knack 
for making tasty food out of simple and 
inexpensive ingredients. She grc\\ up l.lur­
ing the Depression and no doubt learned 
this skiU from my grandmother. 

A particular time at my gnmumothcr's 
house stands out in my mind. My grJnd­
mother, m) Aunt Vi, my mother, my cousin 
Judy (Anm Vi"s daughter), and l wt•rc 
"working up" strawberriel> for freezing. 
We were sitting on the porch that exlendcd 
off my grandmother's kitchen. Nothing 
special happened that duy. but bemg 
included in the work crew was pleasing to 
me, Judy and T both had a brother and a 
sister at that time, and 3:2 adult 10 <:hilu 
ratio probably wa.; unusual. The five of U'> 

working together gave me a sense uf <;ecu­
rity and belonging. 

My Aunt Vi was. perhaps. an ordinary 

woman by some standards, but those of us 
y, ho were fortunate enough to know her 
realilc that -.he was special. She had a 
beautiful. '>unny smlle that \\as often 
accompanied with a quick and hearty 
laugh. She had clear blue, I mean really

blue, eyes that mostly twinkled but could 
also shoot out a "you kids better settle 
down" ga.te that would stop you in your 
tract..s. l tried very bard to avoid those 
kind~ oflooks from her. 

My Aunt Vi was the wife of a coal 
miner. She would pack b~r husband's 
"dinner bucket" (some people say ''lunch 
pail") in the aftemoon before he left for his 
shift. Most limes he would get food like 
fncd chicken and biscuits and potato salad. 

occasionally he would get bologna sand­
wiches with coffee and twinkies. 
Whatever be got always looked good to 
me. He would come back around midnight 
with black coal dust everywhere. on his 
face, on his clothe!., on his shoes. I never 
realized the danger he faced every time he 
went to work nor did I reahze the dread my 
aunt must have felt whenever he left to go 
to his job at the David coal mines. 

My Aum Vi dtd mterestmg things with 
words, One summer day she and Judy and 
I were sitting on her front porch, perhaps 
around 1958 or so, and Judy related a story 
about me. I was a llun child. and someone 
had said that I was just right for "slim 
jims," the name given to a certain kind of 
pants that were popular at the time. Aunt 
Vi chortled for minutes. She thought that 
wa~ very funny. that I was a good fit for 
"slim jims." She said it out loud several 
umes. each ttme cracking up. 

She also told us to "clam down" and ro 
quit .. skivin"' when we got a little rowdy in 
the house. It took me a while to figure out 
the fonncr. but l fimilly got iL She wanted 
us to "calm" down. 

TI1at phrase still runs through my mind 
sometimes. "You kids better clam down 
or .. ·• Although others, including my moth­
er, often used "skivin"'' ak a verb. [ have 
never heard anyone else ever say ·'clam 
down." I'm glad. That phrase was unique 
to my aunt. 

She raised a big garden next to her 
house.

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Talking with 
children when the 
talking gets tough 

Wars, shootings in schools. 
natural disasters, deaths at sport­
ing events-as adulls we hope 
that these and other tragic out· 
comes will never happen any­
where, and definitely wiJI not 
impact the children and youth 
we care about. We would like to 
proteCt those young minds from 
the pain and horror ot difficult 
situations. We would like to 
ensure that they have happy, 
innocent. and carefree live,, 

So what ts a parent. teacher, 
or other caring adult to do when 
disaster!> fill the airwave~ and 
the consctousness of society? 

• Don't assume that the kids 
don't know about il. They prob­
ably know more than you think. 
The reality of today's world is 
that news travels far and wide. 
Adults and children learn about 
disasters and tragedtes shortly 
after they occur. and live video 
footage with close-ups and 
interviews are part of the report. 
Children and youth are exposed 
to the events as soon a<; they can 
watch TV or interact with others 
who arc consumers of the new~. 
No~ talking about it doe~ not 
protect children. In fact. you 
may communicate that the s~ 
ject is taboo, and that you are 
unavailable. if you remain 
silent. 

• Be available and "askablc." 
Let kids know that it is okay to 
talk about the unpleasant events. 
Listen to what they think and 
feel. By listening. you cart lind 
out if they have misunderstand­
ings, and you can team more 
about the support that they need. 
You do not need to explain more 
than they are ready to hw but be 
willing to answer their questions. 

• Share your feelings. Tell 
young people if you feel afraid. 
angry, or frustrated. It can hdp 
them to know that others also are 
upset by the events. They m1ght 
feel that only children are ~ITUg· 
gling. If you teU them about your 
feeling:.. you also can tell them 
about how you deal with the feel­
ings. Be careful not to over­
whelm them or expect them to 
find answers for you. 

• Help chtldren use creative 
outlets like art and music to 
express !.heir feelings. Children 
may not be comfonable or skJIIe.d 
with words, especially in relation 
to difficult situations. Using art, 
puppets, music, or books might 
help children open up about their 
reactions. They may want to 
draw picrures and then desLrOy 
them. or they could want to dis­
play them or send them to some­
one else. Be flexible and li:>ren. 

• Reassure young people and 
help them feel safe. When tragic 
events OCCI..lr. children may be 
afraid that the same will happen 
to them. Some young children 
may even thmk it already did 
happen to them. lt is unportant to 
let mem know that they are not at 
risk-if they arc not. Try to be 
realistic as you reassure them. 
however. You can tr) to 1>upport 
them and protect them, but you 
cannot keep all bad thmgs from 
happening to children. You can 
always tell U1cm that you love 
them, though. You can say that. 
no matter what happens, your 
love wiU be with them. That is 
realistic, and often thm is all the 
children need to feel better. 

• Support children's concern 
for people they do not know.
