Last week, Pikeville at1orney 
John Doug Hay and eight sup­
porters in his race for dislrict 
judge entered innocent pleas to 
federal charges that they con­
spired to buy votes in Pike 
County. 

Pro ecutors contend that 
Hay , who also i a fanner state 
enator, conspired in his unsuc­

cessful campaign last year to buy 
votes under the gui e of paying 
people to drive voters to poU . 

The Hay campaign paid 684 

people $50 each to uri ve voters 
to rhc polls on Election Da). His 
opponent paiu about 140 de. ig­
nated vote-hauler $50 each. 
according to campaign-finance 
records. Mullin defeated Hays 
10,835 to 7 ,817. 

The indictment alleges Hay 
and his wife Brenda Hays. who 
al o was charged. were involved 
in meeting· at which the voter 
payment cheme was discussed.

What if the Floyd County Board of Education held a 
meeting to gather input about the future course of the 
school district and nobody came? 

That's exactly what happened last week. when the 
board held a mandatory public forum concerning the 
district facility plan proposed by the Local Planning 
Commission. The board convened, asked an empty audi-
nce for comments and, having heard none~ adjourned. 
'That a hearing failed to generate any attendance is not 

in itself unusual. Sad a it i to ay, it IS hard to find 
civic-minded people \\'illing to contribute their voices to 
shaping public policy an:ymore. And that not a prob­
lem exclu ive to Ftoyd County. but evident in mo t 
communities. 

What is unu ual is that thi particular hearing couldn ·t 
b1ing people out when the plan it involved has been 
thoroughly cussed and discussed over the past year. 
· 'The di trict facility plan came into the public's focus 
la t year. after rumors circulated that it could result in 
Prestonsburg Elementary clo ing. 

But that po ib11ity isn't the only thing in the plan 
which should raise eyebrow .. The plan al o call for 
several significant construction projects at Allen Central, 
Betsy Layne and South Floyd high schools, only to tum 
around and close those schools and merge them into a 
consolidated high school. That, in our opinion, at the 
very lea t prompts que tions about whether the plan 
makes the best use of taxpayers' money. 

But that que tion and other weren't asked 
Wednesday night becau. e no one howed up to ask. or 
to give their opinion in support or oppo ition to the 
plan. 

It i thoroughly di heartening that a proposal which i 
·so crucial to the direction of our school system and 
which has prompted uch pas ionate debate, both emo­
tional and logicaL still doe not ri e to the level of 
importance that people would be willing to give up a 
night of television to go to a meeting to debate its mer­
it . 

The public has a large role in forming thi policy, 
hould it choose to assert itself. Regardles of what i m 

the plan. the cau e for mo t concern is the public's 
unwiJlingness thus far to accept that xesponsibility. The 
power vacuum left behind is reason for alarm and 
hame.

Officer Krishea 
Osborne testified that 
Gilchrist's barking made the 
dog "work himself up into a 
frenzy." 

However. Athens County 
Municipal Judge Douglas 
Bennett threw out the charge 
last June, saying the law violat­
ed the right to free speech. The 
appeal court agreed 
Wednesday. 

Bennell al o said Gilchrist 
wasn 'r a threat to the animal or 
public safety because he was 30 
feet away from the cruiser. 

City Prosecutor Lisa Eliason 
argued in the appeal that taunt­
ing can oc.;ur from any distance.

America at War: Helping children cope

No\\ that America is ar war 
against Iraq, an edge of anxiety 
and uncertainty pervades our 
nation. Our children are quick to 
pick up on the resulting tension 
and concems. Most parents have 
had practice in helping tbeir 
youngsters cope with violence, 
confu ion, and uncertainty since 
September 1 I. 2001. 

As your child' first and mo t 
important teacher, recognize 
that this is another "teachable 
moment." Here are ugge hons 
that you may find beneficial. 

• All children and their par­
ticular circumstances are 
un1que; therefore, it's important 
that we sen iti vcly re pond lo 
the indivitluaJ needs of each 
child. While a few children may 
nor seem bothered by the war, 
others may experience a range 

of emotions including fear, 
worry, dollbt, confusion, sad­
ness, anger. and guilt. 

• Every youngster will bene­
fit from an extra dose of adult 
sensitivity, wisdom, and love, 
during this time of complicated 
international strife. Keep family 
routines uninterrupted, and 
enjoy your usual times of fami­
ly fun. 

• Be generous w1th heartfelt 
smiles and hugs when your child 
seems troubJed. Your caring 
attention and physical touch wilJ 
reassure your child. and help 
youngster to feel safe in 
expressing feelings and 
thoughts. 

Observe carefully and lis­
ten attentively to clues from 
your child about her inner 
world. Her tone of voice, body 
posture, facial expression, indi­
rect questions or comments may 
help you out. Younger children 
might express their concerns in 
behaviors such as withdrawal. 
ctingmg, or irritability (rather 
than words). 

• Children with limited lan 
guage ability may benefit from 
drawing pictures. or acting out 
their worrie with toys. A sensi­
tive a,dult might use an open­
ended question. such as ... Would 
you like to tell me about your 
picture?" to gain in igbt into a 
younger child 's thoughts. 

• Older children are likely to 
state opmions or ask questions 
about the war. In addition to 
anxieties, they may display 

qualities such as pride, confi­
dence, faith, and compassion for 
those killed and injured. They 
may also want to affect the siru­
alion by helping out-a healthy 
respon e that should be appro­
priately encouraged. Such 
"helping" may involve reaching 
oul to victims or military per­
sonnel by sending gifts, mone­
tary aid, writing letters. saying 
prayers. or offering other forms 
of support. Younger brothers 
and sisters might also ask to par­
ticipate. Encourage uch ges­
tures; they foster a healthy ense 
of control and compassion, 
wblle aiding children in working 
through their feelings. 

• According to Purdue 
Umversity's Dr. Judith Meyers· 
Walls, media images of troops 
deploying for war can be con­
fu ing ro young non-military 
children. When they observe 
other children saying goodbye 
to family members, they may 
become anxious, thinking the 
same thing may happen to them. 
This was a common misunder­
standing in the Persian Gulf 
War. Be on the lookout for such 
confusion a the same thing is 
happening in the current war. 

• Ex.pre , your personal 
viewpoints about the war in a 
way that is appropnate for the 
developmental level of your 
children. Feel free to share that 
you find the situation frighten· 
ing or dismaying. Be honest and 
realistic. You cannot guarantee 
that the violence will be con-

fined to Iraq. The war could 
spark other international con­
flicts and terrorism, may 
become more prevalent on 

merican soil. Strive to find a 
balance between helping a child 
feel safe and acknowledging the 
e istence of danger and evil. 
Your honesty opens lines of 
communication that will help 
your child work through his 
thoughts and emotions. 

• Avoid taking unneces arily 
about war or other act of vio­
lence in the pre ence of chil­
dren. Unnece ary exposure to 
televised coverage of war and 
violence are also harmful. A 
good point for everyone-why 
give an overdose of informa­
tion? This only promotes feel­
ings of anxiet} and fear. 

• Restrict television viewing 
war coverage to adult eyes and 
ears only. For the benefit of 
everyone, view news coverage 
only to obtain a few facts. Then 
turn it off and view family 
friendly programming. 

• Remam calm and in con­
trol. Children react strongly to 
the feelings of parents. care­
givers, and teacher . Even 
young children p1ck up on adult 
uncertainty, helplessness, ad­
ness. and anger. You cannot hide 
your feelings, but you can use 
your inner courage and strength 
as the adult and parent. Keep in 
mind Lhat the children (of all 
age } are depending upon you 
for stability in a time of uncer­
tainty.
