Auditors find poor 
electric service in 
Eastern Kentucky

PIKEVILLE - An electric 
company serving customers in 
eastern Kentucky ha n 't done 
enough to prevent power out­
ages, particularly those caused 
by trees falling across tran mi -
sion lines. 

That's the overall conclu 10n 
of an independenL audit released 
Thursday by the Kentuck} 
Public Service Commisston. 

Amencan Electric Power 
needs to widen rights of way 
through three mountain counties 
in the heaviJ)' forested regiOn to 
prevent di ruptions in servtce, 
according to Shumaker & Co .. 
an Ann Arbor, Mich., finn that 
specialize io utility audits. 

The auditors said people in 
Perry, Letcher and Knott coun­
ties will not rece1ve the same 
level of reliability available 
elsewhere in Kentucky unles 
the electriC company pend 
more money on improvements. 

"American Electric Power 
will no\1\· be expected to come 
up with a plan of action, and to 
demonstrate to the PSC that they 
are following through on that 
plan of action," said Andrew 
Melnykovych, spokesman for 
che state agency. 

Electrical outages became a 
public issue during an election 
on Nov. 7, 1995, when ervice 
was interrupted at several 
polling location . A local grand 
jury looked into rumors of sabo­
tage. but found that the outages 
were the result of aging equip­
ment. 

The grand juT) asked the 
Public Service Conunission to 
look into why the region is ub­
ject to frequent and prolonged 
outages. As a re ult, the com­
mission recommended everal 
upgrades. which were complet­
ed in 1996. 

However, the commi ·sion 
has continued to receive com­
plaints. Resident of the small 
town of Buckhorn filed a peti­
tion with the Public Service 
Commis ion asking for an 
investigation after they lo t 

power on Chri tmas Da) 200 I. 
That' when the Public 

Service Commission decided to 
hire the auditor to develop rec­
ommendation . 

Ron Robin on, a poke man 
for American Electric Power, 

said the compan} has received a 
cop) of the audit report. 

"We are looking at it.' he 
aid. ''We will agree with orne 

points of it. We \\ill disagree 
with some point of it." 

Robanson agreed that the 
steep. hea"il \1\ooded terrain is 
the major hindrance to provid­
ing uninterrupted ervice in the 
region. He said the compan) has 
worked hard to overcome the 
problems. 

"Our goal is to pro\ ide 
affordable. reliable ervice to all 
of our customers," he said. 

The auditor· a1d the electric 
company.' ·hich enes 170.000 
customers in 20 mountain coun­
ties, could prevent a '\igmficant 
number of the outages "-Imply 
by widening right of "ay.

Service will not improve. the 
auditors said. unle s the electric 
company finds a wa) to spend 
more on improvements in the 
region. They recommended that 
the company e:\plore all option 
for paying for the improve­
ments, including rate increa e .

-Don't try to approach a 
gobbling turkey on rt roost any 
closer than about I 00 yards. 
Chances are a closer approach 
will pook the bird - and. too, 
you could also walk up on 
another hunter who's being 
drawn to Lhe same gobbling.

-Remember that camou­
flage only conceals the human 
identity instead of hiding the 
bunter. MJnimize movement. 
which is readily seen and possi­
bly misidentified. 

-As in any hunting pursuit, 
never hoot before you are 100 
certain of your target. Legal 
game for the spring hunt is 
specifically a gobbler with a 
visible beard, so visual confir­
mation of the target should be 
explicit. Mere sound or move­
ment does not make a valid tar­
get. 

-Assume that every sound 
you hear and every movement 
glimpsed is made by another 
hunter. Expect another hunter 
until an indisputable vie" of a 
turkey gobbler prove other­
wi e. It doesn't burt to be wrong 
on tbe side of caution. but a 
hunter can't afford to err by 
assuming '·something coming" 
is a tom turkey.

ORLANDO. Fla. - The nationwide 
average price of elf-serve regular gaso-
1 ine has increased 4.4 cents p r gallon 
since mid-Sept~mber, from $1 .404 to 
$1.448 per gallon, AAA said today, 
bringing an end to a six-month streak of 
teady prices. Since April the nationwide 

average gasoline price has hovered 
around 1.40 per gallon . 

The increa e in the nationwide aver­
age gasoline price has been expected fol­
lowing a rise in the price of crude oil and 

brief inteiTUplions to industry operations 
weeks ago due to hurricanes in the Gulf 
of Mexico. 

Since mid-September, gasoline prices 
ro e an average 7.5 cents per gallon in 
the MJdwest ro $1.475. Prices have 
increased 6.6 cents to $1.394 in the 
Southeast, and moved 6.4 cents higher in 
the Great Lakes to $1.501 per gallon. 

Southwest gasoline prices have 
increased 3.8 cents per gallon to $1.409 
since mid-September, while the Mid-

Atlantic states have seen an average 3-
cent increase to $1.442 per gallon. Prices 
in New England are up 1.1 cent per gal­
lon to $1.463. Prices in the West are 
down an average . 9 cent per gallon to 
$1.518. 

Nationwide, the price of self-serve, 
mid·grade avett~ges $1.54. an increase of 
4 .9 cents per gallon ince last month, and 
10.8 cents higher than last year.

The endometrium is the lining tissue of the 
uterus. Every month. from the stimulation of 
female hom10nes, the endometrium grows and 
matures into a Ju h ·oil that provides the ideal 
terrain for nurturing a fertilized egg. If no egg 
i fertiHzed, the lining is shed during the men­
strual period. 

Piece of the shed lining can find their way 
to places they shouldn't be. They can implant 
on the ovarie , the fallopian rubes, many 
pelvic structures and even the lining of the 
intestine. Then, a woman has transplanted 
uterine lining that responds to the monthly 
stimulation of female hormones just as it 
would if it was in the uterus. That is 
endometriosis. 

You have two endometriosts ymptoms: 
infertility and painful periods. Pain during 
intercourse is another common symptom.
