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Say it openly, 
or just keep quiet 

It never fails to amaze u when a taxpayer-paid official stands 
up in a meding about taxpayer-funded bu iness to announce that 
the next statements he makes about an issue of direct importance 
and relevance to taxpayer are "off the record.'' 

It amazes u , but il doe n't deter us. We've developed a sim­
ple solution to that cenario - print whatever was said "off the 
record.'' 

That' what we did in Sunday' paper. when reporting that a 
bureaucrat from the state Department of Education jumped up 
during a chao! board meeting last week to say that he was 
speaking ·'off the record," and then printed hi remark anyway. 

The remarks which followed may or may not have been 
important in the grand ·cheme of th1ng . but we felt that acqui-
e cing to his declaration of secrel:y would et a bad precedent for 
how the pre re ponds when presented with an illegal attempt at 
censorshjp. 

Reader· might wonder how we could print '·off the record" 
comment and the answer i quite simple. othing aid in an 
open meeting is off the record. That's why they call i1 an "open" 
meeting. 

Which brings us to another point - the overuse of "off the 
record · comments. 

Sometimes it's appropriate and necessary for a reporter to be 
wid something when Ills or her pencil is put away. It can lead to 
a deeper understanding of a story aod help a reporter fmd more 
relevant "on the record" infonnation. 

But note. empha is hould be placed on the word "some­
umes.'' as in "rarely.'· ot all the time. Not mo. t of the time. Not 
even once a week. 

There are really only rwo in tance when we are interested in 
hearing someone comments off the record. One is when the 
source is hesitant to talk because he or he fear· retaliation. This 
does not include public officials who are afraid of taking heat for 
somethmg they've done. Being a target of criticism is part of the 
job description. 

The other instance i when the source can offer information 
which can show more or le s relevance to ome aspect of a tory. 
Reporters are human being , and we're not above falling for a 
wild goose chase every now and then. Information which can put 
an end to that i ah\·ay welcome. 

But when it comes lo public meetings. nothing i "off the 
record'' while the meeting is in ession. When someone tries to 
muzzle our reporters during a meeting. that only shows that he or 
he has something to hide and we are not going to allow a public 

official to speak about public bu. iness during a publi forum in a 
private manner. 

We've told you our simple ·olution to that. We can offer a 
simple olution to any official who feels the need ro go ·'off the 
record·' during an open meeting. If you don't want what you re 
about to ay to wind up in the newspaper. there is only one sure­
tire way to ensure it doe n't: 

Sit down and shut up.

Kentucky Public ervice 
Commmission has granted 
Louisville Ga. & Electric Co. 
permission to expand a program 
which allow cu ·tomcrs to pay 
for electricity in advance u ing a 
special meter and a ". mart'' card 
similar t{l an ni ·ard. 

LG&E expects as many a 
40.000 customers to enroll 1n the 
program. which can begin Ma) 
l. 2003. The PSC .1llowcJ the 
exp<msion on the basis of result 
from a pilot program im ol\ ing 
500 cu ·tomers. 

The PSC order appro\ ing the 
program incorporate. a number 
of sugge. tion), made by "-evcral 
orf:!:aniz.at ions thar adm intsler 
pr~grams that provide inanctal 
assistance to lo\\ -income 
ratepayers and the Kemuck) 
Office of Attorney General. 

With pre-paid meLering. cu~­
tomcr receive the spccJal 
meter. an in-hou e displa) unit 
that track electric con. umpt1on 
and two. mart card . Customer· 
put money into a paystatiOil, 
.,. hich transfers th~:: amount to 
the card. When the card is 
inserted into the in-hou t· unit. 
the displa) shov.·s the amoum 
of electricit) the u ·tomer ha­
purchased. 

The display also shows the 
rate of electrH: cotL umrnion 
and the amount of lime until rhe 
prepayment run~ out.

The pre-paid metering pro­
gram allows cu Lomer who 
haw had their electric service 
di ·connected because of unprud 
bills to have ecvice re tored 
wnhoul paymg off their bill in 
full.
