11tOm'iberry wa arre~ted 
in late March and charged 
with first-degree trafficking 
in cocaine along with hi 
brother Rodney Thorns­
berry, of Bevinsville, and a 

econd set of brothers, 
Vcmon, David and Michael 
"Whitey" Slone, of 
Bevinsville. 

Thornsberry·. p!r:a was 
in agreement to serve five 
years in prison on the 
charge, which carries a 
mandatory minimum sen­
tence of not less than five 
years and not more than 40 
years. and also included for­
feitures. 

Thornsberry agreed to 
forfeit approximately 
$1.900 in cash. one vehicle 
and three rracts of land con­
taining two residences. with 
an e ·timated value exceed­
ing $100,000.

OfficiaJs at the research cen­
ter were not amused and asked 
the Web site's developer. Dan 
Mezick. to remove all refer­
ences to th6 sanctuary from his 
site. 

The sanctuary is being built 
on a 137 -acre site near the Des 
Moines River. Founder Ted 
Townsend has said it will be a 
world-class research center 
where scientists can study ape 
culture, including the way ape ' 
Jearn and communicate. 

"We're putting together a 

team of world-renowned scien­
Lists who have devoted their 
lives to primate learning,'" aJd 
Al Setka. s<mcma.I) spokesman. 
"Our mission is , anctuary, 
research and education. We take 
that very seriously. and we don't 
want there to be any confusion." 

Mezick, pre~ident of New 
Technology Solutions. a North 
Ha,·en, Conn., company that 
trains C<..ltnputer programmers, 
said he never intended to harm 
the center and planned to 
remove the refcrenceo;. 

The Web ite suggests com­
panies provide .. a leafy com­
fortable work pace- and warns 
that "hominids (great apes) will 
not share . ource code and 
become very territorial when 
programming ...

CHARLESTON, W.Va. -
State lawyers are trying to recover 
the cost of reclaiming strip mines 
from a financially troubled insur­
ance company that pledged to pay 
if an operator defaulted on its 
reclamation bonds. 

Frontier Insurance Co. was one 
of the principal holders of coal 
mine reclamation bonds in West 
Vtrginia. 

The company stopped writing 
bonds in WestVrrginiaonJuly 27, 
2000, and a year later the state of 
New York declared lhe company 
insolvent. The West Virginia 
Department of Environmental 
Protection ordered mine operators 
to replace any bonds financed by 
Frontier, but not all were able to 
comply. 

Frontier has argued that it can­
not be forced to pay the bonds 
while it is in rehabilitation. 

A hearing scheduled for 
Wednesday before the state 
Swface Mine Board was post­
poned.

The ones in the 
aerobic program showed an 
improvement in grades, lower 
depression, and increased self­
esleem. in comparison to tlte 
other group. The conclusion 
was, "Exercise could be making 
a difference in a number of 
ways. In pubeny, exercise may 
be stabiliLing children from 
having extreme hormonal level 
swings, which would allow 
them ro concentrate better. 
Also. activity help· with Len· 
sion: if a kid is having behav­
ioral problems. exercise could 
bring about a faligue preventing 
them from having as many out­
bursts.

Since such effects were iden­
tified. efforts have been made to 
use scientific information to 
clarify as to how exercise might 
bring about significant changes 
on cognitive processing. 
Although the results have not 
been .repeated for humans, 
recent studies at the Salk 
Institute in California investi­
gated the impact of exercise, 
e~peciaJiy running. on the cell 
growth in laboratory mice 
(1999). "Runnrng increases the 
genesis and survival of new 
cells in the hippocampus, a 
region (of the brain) important 
for learning and memory." In 
comparison ro inactive control 
m1ce. these "running" mice did 
better on learning tasks requir­
ing skills for the understanding 
of space. One maJor theory is 
that exerctSe provides the brain 
with more glucose or blood 
sugar. The brain needs glucose 
both to power neurons and to 
produce acetylcholine, a neuro­
transmitter important to memo­
ry and found within the neurons 
or actual brain ceUs. However, 
short periods of exercise do not 
seem to enhance cognitive abil­
ities very much. It is thought 
that long-term commitments 
with follow-through for exercis­
ing creates an apparent differ­
em;e, which furtl1ermore stress­
es the importance of an exercise 
program. 

For years, the medical pro­
fession has preached the proba·

ble benefits of exercise and 
keeping the body healthy. A 
good example is the positive 
impact of exercise upon hyper­
tension, a major risk factor for 
stroke, heart disease, and kidney 
djsease. Recent research at 
Tufts University found that 
exercise, in combination with 
weight loss, can help keep blood 
pressure under control. 
Although the individual cannot 
control factors like ethnicity. 
gender and age, personal habits 
are things that individuals can 
adjust. IF THEY WANT, or are 
motivated, to follow-through. 
The "exercise" does not need to 
be a fancy. detailed program, 
but something that keeps the 
mdtvidual moving and gets the 
heart pumping. 

Breast cancer is another 
medical condition where the 
influence of exercise has been 
studied. A project at Reuters 
had three groups of women with 
the diagnosis of breast cancer. 
( 1) women were urged to exer­
cise when they felt well enough; 
(2) a self-directed group was to 
do warm-up and cool-down 
exercises along with a progres­
sive walk.ing program, five 
times per week; and (3) a super­
vised group met three times a 
week, plus received instructions 
to exercise at home two addi­
tional days. Not all patients 
benefited. but about half bad 
positive results. Although the 
effects did not necessarily slow 
cancer. a conclusion was that 
lhere were impr. vements noted 
in quality of life, mobility, inde-

of infection is called dermatop!->~ tosis. or 
more commonly r.inea. 

tions. 1t is usually caused by a different 
dermatophyte. When it occurs in these 
areas. the infection doesn't have the 
characteristic "ringworm" look, so it's 
u ually called something else. For 
instance, tingwonn of tbe foot (tinea 
pedis) i'> commonly known ac; athlete's 
foot 

ly raised edge that appears to be a ring. 
Several plaques can merge together or 
appear separately. It is mildly itchy. It is 
easily diagnosed by a skilled practitioner. 
A scraping of one of the lesions can be 
taken for examination under a micro­
scope. as well. 

Ringworm is generally easy to cure, 
sometimes with over-the-counter anti­
fungal medications. Lf it doesn't clear up 
in a few days, you should ask your doc­
tor for a professional diagnosis. 
Occasionally, stronger prescription­
strength medication is required, and 
sometimes oral antifungal agents are 
needed if the rash is widespread. 

Instruct your children nol lO hare cloth­
ing, personal items or towels. Shared 
sleeping mats or gym mars can be a 
potential source of infection. If ring­
worm does crop up. get a prompt diag­
nosis and trear. it c mpletely. Also -
and this is the hard part- uy to identify 
and eliminate the sou roe of the infection.

The dermatophyte that causes ring­
worm is found in contaminated soil, in 
humans and animals. It's everywhere! lt 
c.an be spread by direct contact with 
these primary carrie~. and it is also 
often spread by indirect contact Jn this 
case, the dem1atophytes are spread first 
from a primary carrier to items such as 
clothing, sluffed toys. telephones or 
showers. and then from there to the vic­
tim. 

Ringworm usually appears as a flat. 
round patch. As it expands, the center 
part begins to clear. leaving a red, slight-

An interesting note is that the inci­
dence of ringworm appears to be increas­
ing, especially among school-aged chil­
dren. Prevention is better than treatment, 
but this can be difficult since dennato­
pbytes are so common and widespread.

people. 
In an effort to determine if all 

exercise was equal, a researcher 
from the University of Georgia 
used laboratory rats and conclud­
ed that unforced exercise provid­
ed more benefits than either the 
antidepressant or forced exercise 
for his subjects. It was also 
thought that the ultimate benefits 
of exercise probabJy result from a 
combination of biological and 
social factors and not the state of 
being "fit.·· Another conclusion 
was that, biologically, exercise 
gives the body an oppo11Unity to 
practice dealing with stress. 

If you do not have an exercise 
program, design one that meets 
your needs, emotionally and 
physically. Please remember 
£hough, if you are not exercising 
now, check with your doctor 
bef\Jre doing so. The' National 
Heart, Lung. and Blood Institute 
recommends 30 minutes of eJter­
cise on most days, such as a brisk 
walk (3 miles per hour or faster). 
Also, sr.an slowly and wear com­
fortable shoes and clorhmg.
