State-funded golf courses 
putting squeeze on 
Paintsville Country Club

PAINTSVILLE An 
Eastern Kentucky country club 
is asking for money from public 
ources to offset fmancial losses 

caused by competillon from 
tate-funded golf courses. 

Larry Ward, golf manager at 
the Paint ville Country Club, 
has alread) made a plea to the 
City Council for a contribution. 
saying the future of the 18-bole 
golf course could be in jeopardy 
unless assistance is provided. 

"I'm going to approach basi­
cally every place you can think 
of - state, federal, county, city, 
anywhere money is available," 
Ward said. "At this point and 
time, we're going to need to 
modernize and improve to stay 
competitive.'' 

Paintsville Mayor Doug 
Pugh said the City Council is 
considering Ward's request for 
help. 

As part of a $28 rn1Jlion tate 
touri m initiative, six new pub­
lic golf courses were opened in 
Kentucky this year, including 
one in neighboring Lawrence 
County. Ward said that one, cou­
pled with another 18-hole golf 
course the tate helped to fund 
in Floyd Coumy three years ago. 
are competing with Paintsville 
for golfers. 

"The new golf courses defi­
nitely are taking play away from 
the Paintsville Country Club," 
he said. "We've had a decline in 
play:· 

The Paintsville golf course, 
which operates on an annual 
budget of about $350.000. \Vas 
the only 18-hole course in the 
area until the state decided addi­
tional course would help draw 
tourist to Eastern Kentucky. 

The tate pent $6.8 million 
on the Lawrence Count) golf 
cour e, which was built at 
Yates\ ille Lake State Park. 

Similar amount were pent 
on 18-hole golf ·cour es m 
Eastern Kentuck) at Pine 
Mountain State Resort Park in 
Bell County and Grayson Lake 
State Park in Carter County. 
Jenn) Wile) State Resort Park 
in Floyd County alre~d) had a 
9-bole course. 

Other course opened in 
Kentuck) this year at Dale 
Hollow Lake State Re ort Park 
in Cumberland County. Ylineral 
Mound State Park in Lyon 
County, Pennyrile Forest State 
Resort Park in Christian County 
and Kincaid Lake State Park in 
Pendleton County. 

The ftni bed product are 
beautiful golf course that draw 
tourist from across the nation, 
said Jim Goodman, deputy com­
missioner of the Kentucky 
Department of Parks. 

"There weren't many golf 
courses in Ea tern Kenruck}," 
he said. ··we felt like building 
the e >·a a great opportunity to 
promote touri ·m and to provide 
recreation to local residents who

According to Denni Moore. 
FES program drrector for a five 
state area including Kentucky, 
Virginia, Alabama, Georgia and 
Florida, the TCP program wilt 
pair 100 schools with 100 col­
leges and will target and track 
100 students over a five-year 
period. According to Hampton, 
106 students have already been 
targeted for involvement at PHS.

program differs from many oth­
ers in that it allows for •·creativi­
ty" on the part of school person­
nel involved in the direction of 
the program. 

"With many ca es. directive 
are given,'' he said. "but wiLh th1s 
program, and its individualized 
nature, people are allowed to be 
creative and through this, we 
have seen the mosl powerful 
things happen." 

Han1pton said that teachers 
from both PHS and Big Sandy 
will soon meet as the initial step 
in forming student mentoring 
partnerships. Moore. who visited 
both campuse! for a three-day 
period last week, plans to vtsit 
the schools five more times with­
in the next year to offer support 
and networking opportunities. 
Later this month. the program 
will host a national kickoff in 
Washington, D.C. 

"There's always that ldd out 
there who's waiting for someone 
to reach for them," Moore said. 
"That's what this program is all 
about - reaching out and pre­
venting them from falling 
through those cracks." 

Moore said that Prestonsburg 
High School was chosen for par­
ticipation in the program, in part, 
because of the strong leadership 
exemplified by the school 
administration and personnel. 
"Leadership is a key component 
to the success of programs like 
these," Moore said. "That leader­
ship was found at PHS." 

ln addition to those who 
attended the Lake George work­
shop from PHS, two teachers 
from Big Sandy also attended, 
Lexie Butcher and Susie 
Chaffms.
