rela Branham. 67. of 
ockey Hollow at Auxier, 

was pulling onto U.S. 23 
ffom Route 1428 when she 
pulled into the path of a 
loaded 18-wheel coal truck 
dnven by Garner L Crum. 

Police said he truck 
struck Branham's 2001 
Ford Tempo and then over­
turned along the south­
bound shoulder of U.S. 23. 

Branham's vehicle also 
came to a rest along the 
soulhbound shoulder fol­
lowing the collision, police 
sa1d. 

Branham was transport­
d to Paul B. Hall Medical 

Center after the wreck. She 
was later pronounced dead. 

In add1t1on to the state 
police, other agencies 
assisting at the scene 
Sunday included the 
Johnson County Sheriff's 
Department, t11e Pam1sville 
Pollee Department, the 
Paintsville Ftre Department, 
offic1als w1th Kentucky 
Vehicle Enforcement and 
the Kentucky Department of 
Highways.

be awarded the Nobel Peace 
Prize, for helping to mediate an 
end to the Russo-Japanese Wai. 

On this date: 
• In 1817, Mississippi was 

admitted as the 20th state. 
In l869, women were grant­

ed the right to vote in the 
Wyoming Territory. 

• In 1898, a treaty was 
igned in Pari officially end­

ing the Spanish-American War. 
IIi In 1931, Jane Addams 

became a co-recipient of the 
Nobel Peace Prize, the first 
American woman so honored. 

• In 1948, the U.N. General 
Assembly adopted its 
Univer al Declaration on 
Human Rights. 

•In 1950, Ralph J. Bunche 
was presented the Nobel Peace 
Prize. the first black. American 
to receive the award.

The "Fir t Tee'' appropriation was part of the $820 bil­
lion omnibu spending bill the Hou epa ed Monday. 
The money - 37 percent of the entire $2.2 trillion feder­
al budget - will finance the work of 11 of 15 cabinet 
departmenrs for the current year. Some $447 billion of 
the pending will be on entitlement program like 
Medicare and Medicaid, with the $373 billion balance 
devoted to discretionary pending that needs congres ion­
a] appro al. 

There's little argument aboul most of the di cretionary 
spending. Employee and pensions mu t be paid. election 
systems updated re ·earch conducted. borders patrolled, 
AIDS combated. But the bill al o contains some neaky 
provisions tacked on to avoid legislative crutiny.

Woman expected 
to plead guilty to 
trafficking charge

PRESTONSBURG - A 
Garrett woman indicted on drug 
traft1cking charges i expected to 
plead guilty later Lhis month, 
according to an order issued by 
CircUit Judge John David 
Caudill. 

The order, filed Friday in 
Aoyd Circuit Court, stipulates 
that Connie Owens. 45, of 
Wayland. having reached a plea 
agreement with the 
Commonwealth Attomey' 
office, is expected to enter a 
guilty plea on Dec. 29. 

Owens wa originally indict­
ed in May for ftr l-degree drug 
trafticking for allegedly selling 
lliyContio. She wa. also indict­
ed on a persistent felony offend­
er charge. 

According to an motion filed 
Sept. I 5, the Commonwealth 
Attorney's oflic~ offered Owens 
a 12-mootb sentence, probated 
for 24 months, in return for a 
plea or guilty. 

According to the motion. the 
commonwealth' offer hinge on 

the condition that Owen "coop­
erate with the commonwealth" 
in another drug trafficking ca. e 
against Pete Hall, 40, also of 
Wayland, who was sentenced 
Dec. 2 to three years for an 
amended charge of second­
degree trafficking. 

The commonwealth's motion 
indicated that the trafficking 
charge ag!rinst Owens be amend­
ed to first-degree facilitation of 
trafficking, a clas A misde­
meanor. 

Additionally, the per istent 
felony offender charge will be 
di missed if Owen agrees to 
enter a guilty plea later Lhis 
monrh. 

Owens' CJ"imina,l history 
record indicates that she was 
found guilty of theft in 1996. 
She was given a 30-day entence 
for that charge, a sentence that 
was probated for a year. She was 
also found guilty of two count 
of theft for two separate events 
in l994 and 1995, for which she 
received a 30-day and 90-day 
sentence, both of which were 
su pended. 

Owens was also indicted in 
April for first degree complicity 
to commit the offense of traf­
ficking. That charge was dis­
missed and merged wilh the cur­
rent drug trafficking and persis­
tent felony offender charge 
against her, according to an 
order igned by Judge John 
David Caudill and filed on 
Monday.
