Methodist Hospital. 

Newsome was pro-

Dr. Gary D. Williams, a 36-
year-old Martin re ident who 
served as medical director of the 
emergency room at Paul B. Hall 
Medical Center in PaintsviJle, wa 
traveling . outh along the highway 
when he lost control of his 2002 
Chevy King Cab truck while top­
ping a hill and began a downhill 

slide, Prestonsburg police officers 
said Friday afternoon. 

Investigating officer George 
Tussey said Williams lo t traction 
along the 1ce- and now-covered 
roadwa:r and crossed over into the 
northbound lane. where he collid­
ed at approximately 8 a.m. with a 
2004 Freight Liner commercial 
Lruck dnven by 53-year-old 
Charles H. Campbell, of Byesville, 
Ohio. 

Williams died instantly m the 
era. h and was later pronounced 
dead b)' Floyd County Coroner 
Roger el on, while Campbell 
su tained no injuries in the acci-

The pre ident signed his Medicare 
bill into law the other day, amid much 
self-congratulatory celebration. Ringed 
by grinning Republican , he said Lhat 
the bill, which . tensibly v. ill pay pan 
of seniors' drug bill beginning in 2006.

But he didn't ay to whom he 
promised what.

It should also 
extend Medicare coverage of routine 
physical examination. and offer tax-free 
"health s ving accounts" to meet med­
ical expense. not covered by insurance. 
Further it purport to give "m re health 
care choic .. to elderly people who 
wi h to get the government off their 
backs by dropping out of Medicare and

Hanukkah commemorates 
how Jews reclaimed the deft.led 
Jeru alem Temple from a Syrian 
de pot in 165 B.C .• and how one­
day's worth of ritual oil that the 
Jews found miraculou ly b1.1med 
for eight days. 

The holiday is celebrated by 
lighting a menorah. or cande­
labra, for eight nights. Gift-giv­
ing i traditionally part of 
Hanukkah, too, but the cu tom is 
for children lo receive coin -
real or chocolate- called gelt 

That changed in the United 
States when Jewi! h irnmigr.mts, 
eager m adapt to Am rican cul­
ture. took notice of secular 
Chri runas traditions and began 
incorporating them inro their 
own celebration . 

Tern Bern ohn. a religiou 
school admini trator, remem­
bered being told a child that 
Hanukkah gift were from a 
Santa equivalent called
