Regardless, USC will play in the Rose Bowl on ew 
Year's Day. The other two schools will play in the Sugar 
Bowl on Jan. 4. And football fans will have ail next year to 
argue who was really the best team. 

Use of the computerized formula that analyzes records, 
schedules and rankings was supposed to preclude this, but 
not obviously in the minds of USC fans. Many of them 
believe the computer made a mistake.

Fletcher gets authoritY 
to shift monev to 
avoid delicit

FRANKFORT- Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher on Monday got the 
authority needed to shift mil­
lions of dollarli among tate 
accounts to avoid a deficit in the 
current fiscal year. 

His budget director said 
Fletcher would soon order about 
. 200 million tran feued to the 
General Fund from variou 
"trU t funds" that exist for pe­
ciftc purpo e . 

In addition to fund transfers, 
Fletcher ha told mo t tate 
agencies and institutions to 
reduce -pending by :.!.5 percent 
for the remainder of the fi cal 
year that end · June 30. 

That would generate about 
$1 00 million a a reserve to 
carry over into fi cal 2005. 
when the revenue outlook is 
expected to be worse. state 
Budgel Director Brad Cowgill 
said. 

''There i a srgnificant dispar­
ity of pain between this year and 
next year," Cowgill aid in an 
interview. ·'The pain get wor e 
- it gelS ignificantly worse -
becau e there i no nonrecurring 
reveuue." 

Cowgill wa referring to 
"one-time money... including a 
$276 million windfall from 
Congre s earlier this year. that 
the state ha used in paying 
recurring expenses. 

Fletcher' authonty to llift 
money from re tricted state 
accounts to the General Fund 
was triggered when the 

Consensu Forecasting Group, a 
panel of govemmen! and acade­
mic economi. rs that makes 
Kentucky'. official revenue pro­
jections, changed the projection 
on which lhe budget for the cur­
rent year is based. 

Their new esttmate was that 
revenues for the resl of fiscal 
2004 would fall short of budget 
needs by $261 million. That was 
an incremental Improvement 
over the same group ·s earuer, 
unofficial estimate of a $262 
million shortfall. Until a revi­
sion became official, Fletcher 
lacked authority to order whole­
sale transfers of money from 
re tricted accounts. 

Among them is a fund that 
pays for cleaning up the ites of 
old, underground petroleum 
torage tank . A fraction of what 

motorists pay at the gas pump 
goes into the fund . Without the 
governor's emergency aulhority, 
or an order of Lhe Legislatw·e, 
the money could be used for no 
other purpo e.
