Keep politics 
away from 
money

The supporters of eampaign-frnance 
regulation, and now a bare majorit} on 
the U.S. Supreme Court, are trying to 
square the circle. They want a vast dis­
tributive state - in which politicians 
di'Spense favors at the expense of others 
- without the appearance of corruption. 
An inherently corrupt system with no 
appearance of corruption is about as 
likely as, well, a square circle. 

The Court has upheld by a 5-4 vote 
the McCain-Feingold law, which among 
other things prohibits political parties 
from raising unregulated "soft money'' 
and restricts "issue" advertising on tele­
vision 60 days before a general election 
and 30 days before a primary 

This is no minor matter. Five mem­
bers of the Supreme Court (includjng 
the "liberals") are willing to accept tim­
its on free speech because in their view 
it will help avoid the appearan e of cor­
rupt access to government favor-ped­
dlers. Since it won't actually do that -

One wonders whether the advocates 
of such conu-ols are dealing in good 
faith.

So 
now they try again. Do they eriously 
think the new rules won't be gotten 
around? (No, they don't.) What then? 
More r stnctions on Americans' free­
dom? 

This is where it is headed. The logic 
i relentless: Once the government's 
authority to transfer wealth from one 
person to another is declared nonnego­
tiable, Iibert) become highly nego­
tiable. 

Let' state plamly what the champi­
on of campaign-finance laws refuse to 
acknowledge. Government today is 
mostly a wealth-transfer machine. This 
takes roughly two forms: taxation and 
regulation. Through taxation politicians 
loot productive people and give the pro­
ceeds to favored constituencies, rich and 
poor. For example, when government 
sub idize a bu ine or a person, it fll'St 
has to take the money from omeone 
else without consent. Through regula­
tion government can accompli h much 
the same goal. A regulation impo ing 
quota on imported clothing will rai e 
the price of clothing in the American 
market and benefit dome tic produ ers 
who otherwi e would have lo t out to 

- from service to high-tech - are say­
ing that this is America's work future. 
Get used to it, they say. 

Which leaves us with overwork. This 
include those of you that have to take 
two or three low-paying jobs, working 
days and nights just to cover your bills, 
as well a those working in d nsized 
compailies with too few empl6yees to 
do the work, meaning you have to work 
longer hours and on weekends. Balk ... 
and you get the boot. 

Forget what pol1ticians and econo­
mists say - we'll know there's a real 
recovery when everyone has a good job 
at good wages with good benefits. 
Everything else is a lie.

foreigner competitors. The regulation is 
equivalent to a cash subsidy procured by 
taxation. 

Since government has the muscle to 
bestow wealth in these ways, it is no 
surprise that people lobby to become 
beneficiaries. The prospective rewards 
are so great that tho e aiming for them 
are w1lling to spend considerable sums 
in the effort. What better way to get a 
piece of the action than to contribute 
money to elect or reelect friendly candi­
dates? 

Money isn't spent only to obtain the 
unearned. Sometimes those threatened 
with wation or regulation do it to pro­
tect themselves from state encroach­
ment. They too have an interest in find­
ing sympathetic candidates. When gov­
ernment has life-and-death power over 
business and other areas of life. we 
should expect to see such defen ive 
activitie . 

The second group of people is more 
honorable than the first. although cam­
paign-finance reformers regard both as 
equally corrupt. 

But notice that the surest way to end 
that corruption is to prohibit government 
from engaging in favor-peddling in the 
fll'St place. If government has nothing to 
sell, no one will try to buy. 

Unfortunately. it's a rare politician 
who would deny himself the power to 
hand out booty. That's how one wins 
votes and makes a career of politics.

me, earl) in life. 
There was another instance. 

when I redecorated the Christmas 
tree as a youngster. However. the 
nexlllme was not by choice, as it 
was in the early 1950's when tl1e 
family had its ftrSt holidays after 
moving to Aorida from 
Grapevine. Besides the environ­
mental changes of ha-.ing palm 
trees decorated in all the public 
p1ac · and the fact that the sun was 
shining most of the time. there just 
w:as not an atmosphere of what 
Christmas time was upposed to 
be. That )'ear was the f ITSt one that 
I recall seeing Chnstmas trec:s 
being sold at the supennarket. 
The biggest problem was that rhe 
•mall container of wl1at was likely 
preservative attached to the bot­
tom of the tree as not a reliable 
means of upport and p1edicted 
t.hat the tree would not stay in on 
upright position, especially after 
many treasured ornaments and 
hghts had been placed on its 
branches. Abour the time I 
thought 1 was finally finished and 
had done what 1 thought was the 
'·best I could do," the little tree. by 
Grapevine standards, fell over. Of 
course. fewer ornaments broke 
than [ thought there would have 
been. 

Life with the impact of 
Christmas trees went along pretty 
good until my first year out of 
nursing schooL Since 1 was living 
with other girls and working away 
from home in West Palm Beach, 
my mother was very agreeable to 
my taking her Christmas tree dec· 
orations and decorating a tree for 
us girls in the apartment. Being 
young, there was no way that I 
could comprehend why she 
seemed thrilled to not have to dec­
orate a tree at home. Anyway, my 
roommates and r had a beautiful 
tree in our small duplex apartmenL 
The downside of the story became 
known when it was time to deco­
rate the next year's Christmas tree. 

Lo and behold' I could not find 
the decorations nor could I 
rem~mber what. l had done with 
them. Then, I recalled! After the 
previous holiday were over, the 
box. with my mother· Christmas 
tree decorations was stored in the 
utility room at the apartment to be 
returned to her. But. in the rush of 
moving out ol the duplex during 
the summer, I had no thoughts of 
the Chri tmas bet'ore. much less 
the decorations. When 1 went 
bac to inquire about the box, the 
previous landiord knew "nothmg 
about it." I was sooo sick with dis­
appointment regarding \\hat I had 
done. My mother· decorations 
were gone, some of them from the 
early 1930's when my older broth­
er and sister were children. Again. 
she taught me the lesson of trying 
to accept that which you cannot 
change. 

Needless to say, there have 
been oilier ups and down. pertain­
ing to Christmas trees. as there are 
to Jife. The second winter out of 
nursing school, I worked at the 
New York Ho pital, had my own 
maJI room in the multi-floored 

nurses' residence, and did not have 
a tree at aU. Man. did I regret mhk · 
ing that decision when the holi­
da}S actually came. For sure, I 
survived them a~ \-\eU as I thought 
I could, being awa) from family. 
home. and all things familiar and 
import-ant Guess that's why 1 
have had a tree every year since 
then, even when J lived alone for a 
couple of years before marrying. 
In fact, three ornaments are left 
from that time. The> are classics 
for several reasons. Beside being 
old, they were bought at 
Woolworth's in downtown We t 
Palm Beach. Woolworth's has 
been gone for decades and the 
"downtown" commercial disuict 
moved wa)' west of town to the 
"malls" 20 years ago. Although
