"Domestic violence does pick up ometimes wh Q 
you get family in for holiday.:· sai~~ Stan Farler, assi • 
tant chief with the the Prestonsburg Po !tee Department, 
who reported that no calls were received by 911 dls~ 
patchers regarding domestic violence 1ssues. 

1n fact, the Prestonsburg Police Department received 
very few caBs at all over the holidays, said Farler, and 
those that were investigated dealt with automobile acci­
dents or alanns going off within cit) limits. 

The Floyd County Sheriff's department assisted in 
only one accident during the Christmas holiday, said 
Phillips, wh1ch occurred Chrisunas Eve on Route SO ar 
Maytown when a vehicle pulled out into oncoming traf­
fic. 

Although detailed information was not available 
regarding that accident. no injuries were reported, she 
said. 

According to Farler. there were fewer than five auto­
mobile accidents reported this season with the 
Prestonsburg Police Department. 

One reason for the quiet season, said Farler, is prob-­
ably the fact that most of the stores within the ciry clo e 
shop early during Christmas. Other policing agency 
officials, however, say there may be other reasons. 

"Evidently. everybody got what they wanted for 
Christmas this year," said one dispatcher.

ou -of-state donors

BEREA - Rerea Collegt\ ne~­
tled in Appalachia. has been edu­
cating poor tudents Without 
charging them tuition for nearly 
100 years. 

The tiny college of about 1500 
tudents covers the tuitions with an 

extraordinary endowment that 
exceeds even the Universtty of 
Kentucky's. the state"s largest uni­
versity. 

Berea's endowment hit a peak 
of $876 million ill 2000. anu it is 
steady ar about $741 million. near­
Ly twice as much as UK 's. which 
has 35.000 students. 

TI1e uccess srory of the college 
is in many ways grounded m its 
appeal to donon. who never 
attended the school, but are attract­
ed to its mi sion bf educating 
Appalachia's poor. 

"Because our miss1on i com­
peUing, we appe.al to a broad mnge 
of people,'' said President Larry 
Shinn. 

Alumni account for just 20 per­
cent of donations. Much of 1t 
comes from people who aren't 
from Kentucky and didn ·l attend 
Berea Legendary philanthropist 
Andrew Carnegie funded one of 
Lhe campus buildings in the 1920s. 

In the past five years. Shinn 
said, the school has raised between 
$6 and $8 million from people in 
New York City who didn't previ­
ou ly know of Berea College. 

And Last year, 17,000 people 
gave money to Berea. which 
exceeds the number of graduates 
for its entire hi tory. 

Berea engenders enormous 
loyalty because it changes so 
many lives so dramatically. says 

Rob.:n Lawson. a B..:rca graduate 
and t\H)·Iime dean of the tJK hl\\ 

chnol.

FRANKFORT - Fallout on 
Kentucky's cattle industry from 
the country's first possible case 
of mad cow disease was uncer­
tain, some beef producers said 
Wednesday. 

They urged consumers not 
be worried about the safety of 
beef products. 

·'I'm going to eat beef for 
Christmas:· said Dave Maples, 
executive director of the 
Kentucky Cattlemen's 
Association. 

The federal government 
announced late Tuesday that a 
cow from the state of 
Washington had tested positive 
for the disease. Tlssue sample 
from Lhe cow. which was 
slaughtered Dec. 9, were sent to 
England for further testing. 

In Kentucky. there are about 
40,000 farm families that pro­
duce beef cattle. Maple said. 

"Kentucky is a very large. 
beef-producing state and there's 
a lot of concern with our pro­
ducers ... that it will have an 
effect.'' Maples said. 
"Hopefully it will be temporary. 
The big thing is the consumers 
have to be confident in our 
product." 

Currently, there are about 1.2 
mil lion cows in the state, 
Maple said. Most of the cows 
in Kentucky are sold to farmers 
in western states where they are 
eventually slaughtered, he said. 

Mad cow disease - wltich 
destroys the brains of infecled 
animals - cannol pas through 
mu cle tissue, Maples said. The 
nation's food supply should be 
safe he said. 

Nelson Curry, a Bourbon 
Count} beef producer, said the 
effects on his business were till 
uncertain. He manages a 2,200~ 
acre farm that ranges between 
500 to 1.500 heads of cattle at 
different time of the year. 

"As producers. the first thing 
we want to do i · rea sure the 
consumers that our product 1s 
afc,'' Curry said.

To move in on one's own and try to 
punish the bad guy ' hile paring the 
good i very nearly impo · 1ble, as we 
are finding out.

Discouraged Bills prepare 
to wrap up 'surreal' season

ORCHARD PARK, N.Y. 
Drew Bledsoe had mixed emo­
tions after watching game film 
from the last time his Buffalo 
Bills faced the New England 
Patriots.

Bledsoe and the Bills (6-9) 
are out of playoff contention, 
preparing to wrap up a frustrat ­
ing season with a meaningless 
game at New England this 
Saturday. The biggest thing rid­
ing on the outcome is for the 
Patriots (13-2). who have an 
opportunity to finish with the 
NFL's best record. 

.. It feels like two seasons 
ago," safety Lawyer Milloy said 
of the season-opening victory. 
"At that time, you really could­
n't tell us anything, because we 
were feeling really good about 
ourselves. And now, it's 
reversed." 

The Bills' troubJes began 

after they followed the win over 
New England with a 38-17 vic­
tory at Jacksonville. Buffalo 
then inexplicably unraveled, 
losing seven of its next nine, 
undone mostly by a sputtering 
offense.
