Rep. Hal Rogers 
announced Friday that he 
has secured $8 million for 
a new drug initiative in 
southern and Eastern 
Kentucky. 

The regron-wide grant 
program will focus on 
three points: creating 
regional drug task forces. 
pooling resources for inter­
diction. confiscation and 
undercover programs; 
establishing drug treat­
ment programs; and 
expanding drug education 

•and awareness programs. 
The project will be 

operated out of the Center 
for Rural Development in 
Somerset, according to a 
statement Friday. 

Rogers also announced 
on Friday that he has 
obtained an additional 
$7.5 million for his pre­
scnption drug monitoring 
program. The money will 
fund grants for states look­
ing either to create a mon­
itoring program or upgrade 
an existing program. 

Rogers also said Friday 
• that another $13 million in 

federal funding will be 
used to eliminate toll­
booths on the Daniel 
Boone and Cumberland 
parkways In southern and 
eastern Kentucky. 

The funding relieves a 
large portion of Kentucky's 
parkway burden and will 
allow the state to refi· 
nance its bonds at a lower 
rate. Kentucky currently 
owes $26 million in bonds 
for all the toll roads in the 
state, Rogers said.

In the name of tan din up for patriotism. the Letcher 

County Fi cal Court i undennining the very value for 
which America i worth . tanding up to defend. 

At a recent meeting. magi trate cho e not to endor e a 
$300.000 grant application which would allow Appal hop 
to renovate a building for u e a an exhibition hall. The 
rationale behind thi move? Because a di c jockey at 
Appalshop•s radio tation, WMMT. might or might not 
have made remarks on-air which offended one of the mag­
istrates. 

According to Lhe Associated Press, Magistrate Wayne 
Aeming objected to comment he claims to have heard 
made by Bill Andy Farley that America has killed more 
innocent people than any other country in the world. 
Fleming then u. ed that objection to succe fully urge his 
fellow magistrates to nix the grant application. 

If Farley made tho e commem -he claims he didn't, 
and ay he ha li tened to evera1 weeks of tape to make 
sure- they would certainly . bed an unfavorable light on 
hi character. The fact remains. however. thaL we live in a 
country in which even the most objectionable comments 
have the arne level of con titutional protection as the 
words of a preacher. a pre ident or even a magistrate. 

But while Farley' comment may make him the object 
of criticism, the Letcher court ha made itself a far worthi­
er target through it own actions. 

What the court ha done in effect is punish an entire 
organization - one which ha accomplished much good 
for Letcher County and all of Eastern Kentucky - because 
one man used his right of free speech to voice an unpopu­
lar idea. Such retribution marche in lock step with the tac­
tics of tyrants who retaliate against those who do not toe 
the party line. 

As a person, Aeming i not required to like, embrace or 
agr with Farley's alleged comment .. He even ha the 
right. even encouragement. to combat those word with 
words of hi own, and there i little doubt he would win a 
war of public opinion. 

But the Letcher County government Fleming reprc ents 
is committing a grave wrong by choosing to castigate not 
only a per on who hold political opinion which differ 
from their , but tho e who are merely a ociated with that 
per on. 

If our sy. tern of government ever deteriorate to the 
point that the rights of man are ubjugated by the whims of 
government, then the freedom we cheri h will be lo t and 
that government will be worthy of criticism far harsher 
than any flight of fancy Farley might have uttered over the 
airwaves. 

In committing this totalitarian injustice, the Letcher 
County Fi cal Court has taken the ftrst tep down that slip­
pery lope. God help us if they do not ee fit to correct it. 
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Freedom of th 
press is not an e.nd 
in itself but a means 
to the end of

sodet .
