get deficit. 

With the flooding that ccurred this past weekend, 
it has yet to be detennincd if individual damage will 
exceed or even match tho e of2001. and we're still 
\ aiting on federal reimbursement O\ •ed to the coun­
ty from that di a ter. 

If the county had those fund - which official ~ay 
re ts at about 700.000 when coupled with flooding 
the time before that - available today~ the money 
would certainly be put to good use in light of the cir­
cumstances. A it stand , however, county officials 
are forced to admit to a county reeling from another 
flood related disa~ter that funding i ~imply not in 
hand at thi time. 

In spite of the uncertainty of help corning into the 
area and odd that could ea ily di courage hope. 
county re. idents ha e again illu trated the close tie 
that are o often the taple of Eastern Kentuck) com­
munities by ending a flurry f call into county 
office. offering donation to their more unfortunate 
neighbor . 

Even a thi i being written. there are Floyd 
Coumians offering help to fellow Floyd Countian 
perhap offering shelter or lending a strong pair of 
hands to help wash down the warped paneling of a 
flooded home.

geuing pretty late in the 
process." Richard said he had 
never heard of any industry 
offering upfront money while 
trying to get legislation passed. 

Bob Elliston. president of 
Turfway Park,, said the state's 
horse tracks are united behind 
rhe effon. Last year, nearly iden­
tical legislation made no head­
way with the legislature. 

The state Chamber of 
Commerce is also a strong sup­
porter of the expanded gam­
bling. 

Under d1e proposal, rht: state 
would tax proceed from lot 
machines at a graduated rate. 
The first $50 million would be 
taxed at 28 percent, and the rate 
would reach a maximum 41 per­
cent for amounts over $200 mil­
lion. 

Jus[ over a third of proceeds 
frorn slots would go to the state. 
Another 12.5 percent would go 
to the horsemen in the form of 
higher purses. and the rest would 
be kept by lhe race tracks.
