Forget SARS; obesity 
is epidemic in U.S. 

Humpty Dumpty sat on a wall. 
Humpty Dumpty grew round as a ball. 
And all of his doctors 
And even his nurse 
Could.n 't spare Humpty a ride in the hearse. 
Tn ca~e you weren't following recent events, Humpty i fat 

and growing fatter. So is Mr , Dumpty. Whereas 20 years 
ago 46 percent of Americans were overweight and 14 percent 
obese. today 65 percent weigh too much. A whopping -
please excuse that - 30.5 percent of us are obese, and near­
ly 5 percent severely so. carrying at least 100 pounds too 
much. Further proof lhat people are heftier: the Federal 
Aviation Administration recently ordered airlines to add 10 
pounds to the weight of the average adult passenger and his 
carry-on when they calculate a plane's ability to get off the 
ground. 

Americans' health is suffering as a result. A study pub­
lished in the April New England Journal of Medicine found 
that obesity plays a much larger role in causing cancer than 
previously believed. The increased risk for people weighing 
7 5 to 1 00 pounds above the recommended maximum is 30 
percent. A few weeks ago the Center- for Di ease Control 
and Prevention released a study confmning that babies born 
to overweight moms are at significantly greater risk for hean 
.and other abnormali£ies. 

Nonetheless, the percentage of obesity-linked cancers and 
irth defects still remains small. This is not the case for sev­

.eral other diseases. Weight i. a key factor. and in some cases 
.the most important factor. in heart and arterial disease. arthrj­
tis, stroke and diabetes. The number of diabetics in America 
grew by 49 percent in the 1990s. 

"If you can control your weight, then these problems will 
·diminish,'' says Hla Phone. epidemiologist with the Peoria 
City-County (Ill.) Health Department. Echoing the words of 
Health and Human Services Secretary Tommy Thompson, 
Phone says obesity ••is an epidemic" that deserves more 
attention than it gets. 

Another recent Centers for Disease Control study says it is 
a costly one. Health care for the typical obese American 
costs $732 more a year than for lhe typical American of nor· 
mal weight. The nation•s bill? Nearly $93 billion last year, or 

.about 9 percent of all medical expenditures. The financial 
burden now rivals that of smoking, said the authors, who 
urged employers to come up with incentives to encourage 
weight controL 

That's a struggle, says Rebekah Bourland. marketing man­
ager for the Central Illinois John Deere Health Care. While it 
is possible to otler health-insurance discount· to non-smok­
ers. employers may run into legal problems if they try to do

Testing results we received for the four quarters ending 
March 2003, show that our system exceeded the standard, or 
maximum contaminant level (MCL) for THM's. The standard for 
THM's Is .080 mg/1. The average level of THM's over the fast 
four quarters was .081 mg/1. 

WHAT SHOULD I DO? You do NOT need to use an alterna­
tive water supply (1e: bottled water). However, if you have spe~ 
cific health concerns, consult your doctor. 

WHAT DOES THIS MEAN? This is NOT and immediate risk. If 
it had been, you would have been notified immediately. 
However, some people who dnnk water containing THM's in 
excess of the MCL over many years may experience problems 
with their liver, kidneys, or central nervous systems, and may 
have an increased risk of getting cancer. 

WHAT HAPPENED? WHAT IS BEING DONE? THM's are 
synthetic organic chemicals often found in drinking water as a 
byproduct of the water purification system. Disinfectants com­
bine with organic and inorgamc matter present in water to fonn 
chemicals called dismfectant byproducts. As indicated above, 
we exceeded the MCL for THM's (a disinfectant byproduct) for 
the four quarters ended 3/31/03. However, our MCL for the cur­
rent 4 quarters (.081 mg/1) is less than that of the previous 4 
quarters (.086 mg/1).

You may have been reading 
lately about the controversy that 
surround~ how often animals 
'ihould he given tht:ir vacctna­
tions.. So what's all the fuss 
ubout'? 

' llli!. is one of the hottest topics 
of debate in Veterinary Medicine, 
and it h;l'\ no dear-cut am.wcrs. 
Vac<:ine~ and vaccination sched­
ules are getting complicated. TI1 
old D H-L (Distemper. Hepatiti!>. 
Leptospirosis vuccine for dog" 
has turned imo a DA2PLPC 
(Distemper. Adenovirus2/Hepa­
titis. Parainfluenza. Leptospiro­
... is, Parvovinc,. Coronaviru~) or 
-.omcthing similar. Cab routinely 
receive vaccine against 
Rhinotracheitis, Calicivaru .• 
Panleukopenia, Pneumoniti-.. and 
f-eline Leukemia. As we develop 
more vaccine to more diseases. 
we are reaching a point where we 
have to ask whe1her w~ ar~ doing 
more hann than good. 

Ava em· 1s, afrcr all, a fore1gn 
sub..,tanc •• injt'<'tcd imo tiP body 
tn llrdcr to . timultte an i mmunc 
re'rxw.~:: 10 a panicular diseao;e. 
TI1<.:y arc generally sat!.- and etTec­
tivc, but when vc•u confrom the 
body with too niany tor •ign sub­
stance' too often, it can stan to 
have adverse effects. The ideal 
situation would be to only vacci­
nate ag<tinst those dio;eases that 
the dog or cat is at reasonable ri.l;. 
of contract mg. and only when the 
animal's immunity to each dis­
ea c drops below protective lev­
els. 

We accompli. h the first goal 
by taking each animal's lifestyle 
i..uto cmtsidcration. and onlv vac­
cinating ag;unst th \ie llist>~ to 
which he/she is likely to be 
expose(]. For example. an indoor­
only dog in castcm Kentucky 
probably dne~ 't need to be vac­
dnated agamst Lym Dtsease. It 
d~JCsn 't mean h is at tero ri k.
