Smithsonian gets 
what CBS doesn't 

Tn stark t:ontrast lo the arrociLms reality "Beverly 
Hillbillies" series heing planned by the CBS tele­
vision network~ the SmithSonian Institute in 
Washington, D.C. plans on presenting Appalachian 
people and cuJture in a true light later this month 
and next at rhe 37th annm~l Smithsonian Folklife 
Feslivul on lhe National Mall June. 25-29 and July 
2-6. 

CBS, despite widespread criticism and outright 
condemnatio:n, apparently still plans to pluck a 
poor Appalachian family from 1heir home and 
transport them to a Beverly :Hill~ mansion to be 
film·ed while Lhe family adnpts to Southern 
CaHfomia·s affluent life tyle. 

The first ''Beverly Hillbillies .. was a situation 
comedy involving actors playing hillbilly stereo­
type. ror htughs. The reality series simply will LLSf' 

Appalachi~Jn people as 1 hu huu for laughs. 
The Smithsonian Polkli rc Festival, on the other 

hand, will bring cooks. musiciam.:. square dancers 
and Lhe like to show a distinctive culture that is 
disappearing as the region becomes homogenized 
into Lhe mass American cu]lure through television 
(including rea1iLy TV) and fi l ns. 

Among Ken111ckians who w]ll be at the Folklife 
Festivat are square dancers from the Carcassonne 

~ Community Center. 
Unfortunately, the terrible budget deficits facing 

Appalach1an states. Kentucky included. are forcing 
organizers in those srmes to limit the scope of rheir 

• participation in the festival. 
For ex. mple, Scotland and Mali are also being 

showcased on the .Ivlall at lhe same rin1e, and tbose 
two nations raised $2.5 million for their participa­
tion. Only $l00,000 was raised from Appalachian 
states and private businesses, and thus 
Appalachian crafts will be lilt!e seen at the fe..,tj­
val. 

That's especially regrettable since AppaJachian 
arts and crafts have received nationwide attention 
in recen~ decades for their beauty and quality. 

Still, this is the kind of aHenUcm in the nation's 
capit~l lhat can go a long way in refuting the 
stereotypes that CBS and others so blatantly use 
and abuse in the name of ratings points and net-
work profits.
