Circuit Judge Beth Lewi 
Maze placed Mann on probation 
and ordered ber to pay restitution 
of$5,300. 

Mann, a cabmer employee 
since September 1992, earned 
$30.455 a year as a case manage­
ment spedalist in Mount Sterling. 
She was responsible for helping 
Kentucky Transitional Assi tance 
Program (K-TAP) clients obtain 
the financial benefits, training and

other assistance they needed to 
become elf-supporting. 

One benefit she admini tered, 
known as Employment Retention 
As istance, is re erved for clients 
who have left K-TAP but need 
further financiaJ help to cover car 
repairs or other expenses that 
enable them to remain employed. 
Clients can receive up to $1.500 
during the year after they leave K­
TAP to cover verified job-related 
costs. 

A cabinet investigation 
revealed that, in April 2002, Mann 
issued Employment Retention 
checks in the names of two clients 
but mailed them to herself. 
Confronted with this evidence, 
he resigned last May. 

The Office of the Inspector 
General forwarded the evidence

Shirley Lafferty of Huey Ville has 
written in to ask the question, "Ho\ 
do you get a CAT to lllke medication? 
I have tried putting it in his food and 
he will NOT eat it!" 

Shirley, I'm not at all surprised. 
You call dupe most dogs into taking 
medicine in food if you work at it, but 
few cats fall for it It may be because 
dogs gulp most things down whole, 
while cats have lo shred every bite 
into tiny morsels. (Or maybe cats are 
just less gullible than dogs.) 

If you 'U indulge me, the answer to 
your question will probably evolve 
into a two-part djscussion on restrain· 
ing cats in general and then on specif­
ic techniques to get medicine "A .. into 
feline ''B". 

First of all, if you anticipate having 
to give your cat medicine for several 
days, clip his nails first. This will 
reduce your risk of injury and the eat's 
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Open wide, Kitty! 
ability to use hi claws for traction. 

The basic role when handling cats 
(from my mentor Dr. Maury Reeves) 
i , .. either re trnin completely, or 
don't restrain at all"-and some are 
surprisingly cooperative if they don •t 
feel the need to escape. Tf you can 
remain calm and confident it helps a 
lot. too, smce cats, like dogs. ensc 
fear and uncertainty. 1 think they feel 
that "if Mom's not upset about this, it 
must not be roo bad .. . 

Always work on an elevated sur­
face. preferably with a wall at one 
end. This is easier on your back, and 
cats are more secure when they're up 
high. A ldtcben counter, dryer, or 
snack bar works well. You can clean 
it with an anrjbacterial kitchen pray 
when you're done. 

Place a small rug or towel on the 
surface. Cats hate insecure footing, 
and this gives him something to grip 
besides your arm. Your left arm 
(assuming you're right-handed) 

around the cat may be enough to 
re train him while you admtni ter or 
apply medication . A llllle more con­
trol is gained by grasping the scruff of 
the neck and applying slight upward 
pressure-not dangling the cat, just 
lifting enough to take his weight off 
his front paws. (This may affect an 
accupressure pomt that triggers relax­
ation. When you see a mother cat car­
rying a kitten. notice that the kitten 
goes completely limp when the queen 
picks it up.) 

lf you need more complete 
restraint, u e a large thick bath towel. 
This is our method of choice at the 
clinic. Even though we have commer­
cial cat resr.raint bags, we tend to 
reserve them for the truly homicidal 
cats. When properly mummified (I'll 
explain the exact technique), most 
cats actually seem to feel secure, and 
they calm down. 

People often ask about using heav) 
gloves to handle cats_ I don't use 

them. although I know a lot of vets do. 
In my opimon, if they're heavy 
enough to prevent a cat biting through 
them. the>'re so awkward you can't 
handle the cat. 

Here's the most effective way tO 
use the towel: lay it out flat Oil the 
counter where you're going to work, 
and place the cat crosswise on it, near 
one end. Apply enough pressure on 
the eat's back to cause him tO fold his 
legs into a crouching position. and 
bring the short end of the towel up 
over hts back and tuck the end under 
his body on the opposite tde. Now 
bring the remaining long end of the 
towel up from the other ide and wrap 
it around the cat until the entire towel 
i used. Make sure the front paws are 
secured in this and only his head is 
sticking out. J think of it as making a 
jeUy roll, although I once heard it 
referred to as a "kitty burrito"

Water walls EXPLORING THE REALMS OF HISTORY, SCIENCE, NATURE & TECHNOLOGY 
A dam is a wall or barrier built across a river to 
stop the flow of water Dams come in all sizes, 
from a small earth-and-rock wall across a small 
stream to huge concrete structures that harness 
fantastic amounts of water. 

People have been building dams since ancient 
times. Earty dams were made of brush, earth and 
rock. They were built to create reseNoirs of water 
that could be used during dry seasons. Since 
then, dams have been constructed to be larger, 
stronger and more pennanent. 

Modem dams do more than provide a depend­
able source of water for a community. Dams help 
reduce soil erosion by preventing floods that 
remove rich topsoils. The lake or reservoir creat· 
ed by a dam is often used lor recreational activi­
ties like swimming and boating. Dams help con­
trol water levels above and below the dam, pre­
venting flooding and assuring adequate water 
levels for boat navigation. Some dams harness 
the energy of the stored water by releasing it 
through hydraulic turbines to create electricity. 

Masonry dams 
Dams constructed of con­
crete, stone or brick are 
called masonry dams. 

Gravity dams, a kind of 
masonry dam. rely solely on 
their weight to fight the huge Concrete dam 
force of the water they are 
containing. Built on solid rock foundations, these 
dams can hold back massiVe amounts of water 
by transferring the force of the water downward to 
the rock foundation. Gravity darns are very big, 
extremely strong and expensive to build. 

Arch dams, another type of gravity dam, are built 
in narrow gorges and canals and are less expen­
sive to build than gravity dams because they 
require less material. These dams curve outward 
toward the flow of water. The force of the water is 
transferred toward the canyon walls. 

Buttress dams use vertical supports (called 
buttresses) and generally have a 45-degree­
angle sloping face. This kind of dam is used In 
wide valleys where long dams are needed.

Waterfalls 
Waterfalls are some of the most beautiful and 
wondrous of nature's creations. The sight and 
sound of a powerful, pounding river crashing over 
a precipice is both dramatic and awe-inspiring. 
And because waterfalls are often found in moun­
tainous, hard--to-reach areas, they frequenUy have 
the added allure of unspoiled, natural beauty. 

Cascades and cataracts 
Waterfalls come in many shapes and sizes. 
Some, like Angel Falls in Venezuela, are tall and 
narrow. Others, like KhOne Falls in Laos, 
Southeast Asia, are miles wide. The amount of 
water they carry varies as well. Smaller waterfalls 
with less water volume are called cascades. 
Falls with large water volume are referred to as 
cataracts. The tenn cataract is also used to 
describe a series of rapids or falls caused by 
water moving over a rapidly sloping bed of rocks. 

How waterfalls form 
Rapids and 
waterfalls are 
the result of 
water wearing 
down layers of 
soft rock in a 
stream or riVer 
channel. This 
erosion of soft 
rock sometimes 
evolves Into a 
cliff, which the 
river flows over 
to create a 
waterfall.

York). A popular tourist destination, n is estimated 
that 1 o million people visit the falls annually. 
While most people visit in the wanner months, 
the falls are also spectacular in the winter. 

About 85 percent of the water at Niagara Falls 
flows over Horseshoe Falls. Horseshoe Falls is 
about 167 feet (51 meters) high and 2,600 feet 
(792 meters) wide at its widest point American 
Falls is about 176 feet (54 meters) high and 
1,000 feet (305 meters) wide. 

The falls are continuously being eroded by the 
force of water eating away at the soft rock of the 
gorge. Horseshoe Falls wears away at a rate of 
3 inches (8 em) to 6 feet (2 m) per year. American 
Falls erodes more slowly because less water 
flows over it (about 1 inch [2.5 em] wears away 
each year). It is estimated that Niagara Falls has 
moved back 7 miles from where it began.
