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FBI issues alert for suspected terrorist

WASHINGTON - The FBI 
issued a worldwide alert 
Thursday for Adnan G. El 
Shukrijumah, a Saudi wbo offi­
cials said may be plotting terror­
ist attacks against the United 
States as part of al-Qaida. 

The FBI is asking for help 
from law enforcement and the 
public in locating El 
Shukrijumah, who officials say 
may have been in Miami before 
ne disappeared. 

.. EI Shukrijumah is possibly 
involved with al-Qaida terrorist 
activities and. if lllle. poses a 
serious 1hreat to U.S. citizens 
and interests worldwide," the 
FB£ said in a statement, 

El Shukrijumah is described 
as 27, about 5-foot -4 and 132 
pounds or heavier. He may or 
may not be wearing a beatd and 
has black hair, black eyes and a 
Mediterranean eomplexton, the 
FBI statement says. 

Althougtl born in Saudi 
Arabia. the FBl said El 
Shukrijumah carries a passport 
from Guyana. He also could 
have passports from Saudi 

Arabia, Canada or Trinidad and 
has used a half-dozen aliases. 

Known aliases include 
Adnan G. El Shukri Jumah. Abu 
Arif, Ja'far At-Tayer, Jaffar Al­
Tayyar, Jafar Tayar and Jaafar 
AJ-Tayyar. 

The FBI alert did not specify 
the nature of the threats EI 
Shukrijumah may pose to U.S. 
interests. One FBI official said 
El Sbukrijumah only recently 
came to the agency's attention, 
but the official did not say how. 

The alert came as rbe FBI 
intensified its effort to mterview 
thousands of Iraqi-born individ­
uals living in the United States 
to uncover any potential terrorist 
attacks planned by Iraq_i opera­
tives or sympathizers. The FBI 
said the interviews also could 
help protect Iraqis from hate 
crimes. 

Additionally, the PBI is 
actively investigating "others 
who have links to terrorism," 
including potential ai-Qaida 
members or sympathizer in 
America. 

Several thousand FBJ agents 
are being diverted from regular 
duties to do the interviews and 
to man command posts at each 

of the bureau's 56 field offices. 
They are to gather intelligence 
and respond quickly to any ter­
rorist threats. A national com­
mand center was set up at FBI 
headquarters in Washington.

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Shredded belts 
mean a pulley 

problem 
by TOM AND RAY MAGLIOZZI 

Dear Tom and Ray: 
J ha\.c a problem with the belt on my 

'89 ix-cylinder Jeep Cherokee. It ' a 
fine, but then lhe erpentinc belt began 
to hred- I replaced. it, and the ncv. one 
began to shred, too. I noticed that the 
belr was hifting off of the pulley that is 
located on rhe crank haft. ll wasn't mm-:.. 
ing much. but it had moved exactly one 
groove closer to the engine. T tried 
another new belt and tightened 11 more. 
But halfwa)' through a te I drive. it was 
shredding, too. Can you ghe me an) 
advice? -- Ricky 

RAY: 
Yeah. Buy 

your belts b} 
the caseload, 
Ricky. 

TOM: 
Back in 

the old days. 
cars had one 
belt for each 
accessory: 
the alternator, water pump. fan. power 
teering, etc. But that was roo ea.) . 

RAY: 
So. now most cars have a -erpcntine 

belt. which is a long belt rhat runs all 
over the engine and runs everything. 
The real advantage of a erpentme bell 
is that it's ea ier to "hange. You don't 
have to reach your fat arms into liule 
kinny opening to change multiple 

beltc;_ You change one belt, and it's done. 

TOM: 
This belt run · over and around man} 

pulleys that power the acccssorie . and it 
sounds to me like one of tho~e pulleys is 
out of alignment. That' what's pulling 
the belt off~line and causing it to hred. 

RAY: 
Lf you've had one of the accessories 

replaced recentl} -· like the alternator or 
warer pump-- I'd uspect rhar rhat pul­
ley i now lined up incorrectly. It could 
have been manufactured incorrectly. or 
it could have been the wrong pulley for 
your engine. A pulle) onl) ha to be a 
few millimeters off to et a belt a-shred­
din'. 

TOM: 
Another po ' ibilit}' 1 a bad idler pul­

ley or rensioner pulley. Tho-e are son ot 
"dumm) · pulley that are u:ed to alter 
the direction of the bell. If a beanng 
goe bad on one of tho e pullc) . It 
tends to tilt, and that could cause the 
belt to hred. 

RAY: 
The worst possibility (for ~ou -- if 

your mechanic ha. kid with tuition pa) · 
ments due, thi will be good new.s to r 
him) is the crank haft pulle) itself. Tt 
could be the harmonic balancer portion 
of the crankshaft pulle . or-- the worst­
case cenario -- too much end pia) in 
your crankshaft. 

TOM: 
And if you have too much crank haft 

end pia}, even Viagrn won't help. That 
mean you need an engine rebuild. 

RAY~ 
But unles you can clearly ee that 

one of the pulleys is not in the same 
plane as the others, it's gomg to be hard : 
for you to figure rhi out yourself. So I d 
recommend taking it to a mechamc. 1 
know it'll cost you a few buc . but 
think of the fortune }·ou'll be saving on 
belt . Rick).

The European influence in 
the EuroVan GLS is apparent 
when you notice that a standard 
ashtray is provided on the side t 
wall for second- and third-row 
seats. In many U.S.-bwlt vehi­
cles, ashtrays are disappearing 
as fewer Americans smoke. 

And in contrast with com­
petitors, such as the Odyssey 
and Grand Caravan. the mid­
range EuroVan MV can be had 
with a pop-up roof, two-person 
bed, window curtains and other 
items in a Weekender package 
that makes the vehicle ready for 
any getaway. 

ln addition. the top-of-the­
line Euro Van Camper even 
includes such thing as a two­
burner gas stove, stainless steel 
sink and countertop. clo et and 
two table . 

The ational Highway 
Traffic Safety Administration 
has no reported te l results of 
the low-volume Euro Van. 

There have been no safety 
recalls of the 2002 and 2003 
models. 

The most recent recall - in 
May 2002 on 2001 EuroVans 
- was for updating instruc· ,. 
tions on how to instaiJ a child 
safety seat in the reannost seats 
of the vehicle. 

EuroVan buyers tend to 
come from two groups. One is 
older. in their 50s, with a large 
proportion being men. The 
other is in the mid-30s and into 
stylish, unique transportation. 

Household income averages 
some $80,000 a year, and many 
EuroVan buyers here have seen 
the vehicle previously on the 
streets of Europe during their 
travels. 

Because the Euro Van is a 
low-volume model, Consumer 
Reports does not list owner 
trouble complaints.

EIGHT REASONS TO HOPE TUBBY STAYS AT UK: As Kentucky basketball fans 
shamelessly celebrated the rediscovery of their hero with chants of "Tubby! Tubby!" that 
echoed through Rupp Arena this winter, you know at some point there was a dreadful real­
ization among the revelers- "Uh-oh, what if Tubby leaves after this season?" 

Certainly, the NBA will be courting Tubby Smith (right). and his marke1ability will 
never be higher. Atlanta and Philadelphia are hot topics and national basketball follow­
ers say ownership of the new Charlotte expansion team is quite smitten with Tubby 

As disconcerting as that might be, it's actually much worse because Kentucky 
stands to lose much more than a basketball coach. 

Consider, if you will, eight reasons to hope Tubby remains In Lexington, in honor of 
UK beginning pursuit of its eighth national championship this week 

.. Lots of people are good coaches, very few of us are outstanding people-a Tubby 
trait that even his most ardent detractors have always conceded. On Sunday night, 
Bernadette Mattox resigned as women's coach after eight seasons. The next day, 

Smith broke ranks from his SEC Tourney preparation to have lunch with several of the 
women's players who were struggling with the news. Name another big-time men's bas­
ketball coach who would do that. 

In what may have been a first, Smith included the parents of John Stewart in UK's 
Senior Day activities. The Stewart's son signed with UK in 1999 but died of a heart 
attack during the high school state tournament A season never passed without 

some mention of Big John by Tubby, and his incluston of the Stewarts in what would have 
been the player's senior year made for an unforgettable memory. 

Alan Elstun writes of Tubby: "My wife works for NorthKey Community Care in 
northern Kentucky, and one of her clients, Dan Lipnlckl, wrote the University of 
Kentucky athletics department concerning a ramp for the handicapped at Rupp 

Arena that was hard to see because it wasn't painted. Dan Is 37, has cerebtal patsy and 
is limited to a wheelchair, and loves his Wildcats. 

"Not only did the department get the ramp painted, they held Dan two tickets to the 
Notre Dame game on Jan. 18. Dan had asked if it would be possible to meet the team 
but the 1978 team reunion celebration was that same day. Tubby sent Dan a letter to 
call his assistant to set up meeting the team at a practice. 

"Dan got to sit at mid-court on the floor during an entire practice. Tubby sat and 
talked with Dan and we got plenty of pictures. It really was a special day for Dan and I 
just wanted everyone to know that Tubby is a wonderful human being." 

The coach shakes hands with everyone in what is a simple but powerful testimony 
of decency and upbringing. The big-time coach could ignore us commoners and we 
would think nothing of it. It's the norm. But Tubby demonstrates neither big-time nor 

elitist attitudes. If he had, his daddy would long ago have taken him down a notch or 
two. 

Tubby Smith rescued Gerald Fitch, from himself and an environment the young· 
ster was struggling to move beyond. Most coaches would have sent Rtch packing 
and been applauded on the public stage. Tubby took the lonesome path and stood 

alongside Rtch, choosing person over player. Both have benefited enormously, as have 
fans of Kentucky basketball. 

Though he stayed long and strong with Fitch, Tubby had the honesty to admit 
recruiting mistakes and the courage to make numerous roster changes last spring 
after a tumultuous season. lt was his best coaching move of the 2003 season. 

1Tubby has ushered in a new day for UK basketball in regards to recruiting. Tubby 
will now find kids with talent and character. If a choice must be made between the 
No. 5 rated player who 1s a jerk w1th his own entourage versus No. 25 who has solid 

skills and is a good citizen, make a roster spot for No 25 and be glad of lt. An extra ben· 
efit is that he'lllikely be at UK the full four years, too 

'We're talking about guys who are going to do something for the program," Smith 
said. not that the program 1s going to do something for them " 

The man can coach basketball , but don't feel too bad about not recogniZing that 
fact right away 1t took most of the season before the 1998 champs came to lha1 
realization and it was not until h1s senror season that the stubborn Keith Bogans 

surrendered to Tubby's teachings.
