Five hour and 460 dead Union soldjers later the party.­
goers had a better sen "e of the nature of war. 

Firepower and CNN notwith tanding, there seemed a 
parallel to the circumstance. of Bull Run in the 
voyeurism with which American watched pellbound 
as tank after tank after tank rolled through Iraq 
Thursday and Friday. rapidly and almost bloodlessly. 
By a sad Sunday morning. TV viewer had a better 
sense of the nature of war. 

Nine Marines were reponed killed on some surpris­
ing battlefields, a dozen soldier were reported missing, 
two British airmen peri bed when a Patriot missile shot 
their plane dm n. and an American in Kuwait died 
when a troubled comrade used grenade to try to blow 
up his commander . Meanwhile. Iraqi troops put some 
of their frightened and apparently battered captives on 
TV. And U.S. leaders were trying to persuade Turkey to 
keep its soldiers out of no1them Iraq and a potential 
battle with our allie" rhere.

How tough the w1r \\ill get and how long it will last 
are question that may n t find their answers until the 
troops get to Baghdad.

Larry Redden, executive 
director of the council's 
Appalachian Identity Center, 
also was born in Cincinnati to 
parents who migrated from 
Appalachian Ohio and 
Kentucky.

The Eamed Income Credit 
(EiC) is a special tax benefit for 
working people who cam low or 
moderate income . Workers 
who qualify For the EIC. and file 
a federal tax retum, can get back 
some or ail of lhe federal income 
tax that wa~ taken out or their par 
during the year. They may aLo 

,. get extra cush back from the IRS. 
Even workers who ceamings arc 
too ~mall to have paid taxe · can 
get the EIC. and the EIC reduces 
an) addittonal taxe that workers 
may owe. 

Working couples making less 
thm $34.178, and indh·idual~ 
muking less 1han . ~3,178, m<~y 
find Uley now quaJily for the 
Earned Income Credit. Enacted 
by Congress m 1975, and mhnin-

istered b) the Internal Revenue 
Service (IRS). the EfC is also 
meanr to off. cL social secudty and 
mher living expenc;es. f(lr theta 
year 2002. ~ingle or manied peo­
ple who worked full- or pan-time 
nL some point in 2002 can qualify, 
depending on their income. Who 
qualifies: 

• Families witb two or more 
children who earn le s than 
~33,178 ($34, L 78) if married fil­
ing jointly) are eligible tor a cred­
it of up to $4.140. 

• Families with one child 
who earn less than $29,201 
($30,201 ifmarried lilingjoinlly) 
are eligible tor a credit of up to 
$2,506. 

• Workers without a qualify­
ing child who eam less than 
$11.060 ($12,060 if married fil­
ing jointly) are eligible for a 
creitlt of up ro S37o. 

"Qualif)ing children" 
include: ons. daughters, 
stepchi ldrcn. grandchildren. 
udopted children. and foster 
children. as long as they lived 
with the worker for more lhan 
half a year. Qualifying cbHdren 
must ha\ c valid oeial sccunly 
numbers. and must be under the 
age of 19. or under the age of 
24. if they are full-lime ·tu­
denls. 

To get the Earned lncome 
Credit, workers raising childn.:n 
in 2002. mn~t file either Fom1 
1040 or 1040A and fill out and 
altach Schedule EIC. Workers 

who were noL raising children in 
2002, can file any tax form, 
including the l040EZ. and write 
EIC or the dollar amount on the 
Earned Income Credit line. 

The child tax credit 
Tim. year, many low-income 

families wil1 be eligible for the 
Child Tax Credit. The Child Tax 
Credit (CTC) i" a federal tax 
benefit worth up ro $600 this 
year for each dependent child 
under the age of 17. In 2002, 
even families th at earned too li t­
Lie to owe income tax, can gel 
the credit. They will receive all 
or part of their CTC in the form 
of a refund check from the IRS. 
Moreover, lhis credit is in addi­
tion to any Earoed Income 
Credit for which lhe fam ily 
qualifies Mo~t low-income 
workutg families will qualify 
for both credits. 

To be eligible for the 
Child Tax Credit: 

• A single or married work­
er must be nble to claim an 
exemption for a dependent child 
under the age of 17 on their tax 
return. 

• H ave a taxable earned 
income above $10,350. 

Have either a Social Se­
curity number or an Individual 
Taxpayer Identi fica-lion num­
ber. 

The Child Tax Credit is cal­
culated differemly than tbe 

Earned Income Credit, and 
required that you fill out a spe­
cial form 8812 to receive the 
credit. Most famil!e wiil need 
as istance in completing the rax 
form for the CTC. U available, 
free tax a si Lance through 
VITA tVolunteer Income Tax 
Assistance) will he important to 
most families.
