How many gunshot wounds did she 
suffer. if any? Was she tortured? How many Iraqis, if any, 
did she kill in self-defense? ...

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Protect Kentucky's clean water 
by JUDITH PETERSEN 

Create a visual image of Kentucky 
and somewhere in that pictw-e there will 
probably be water. Kentucky is blessed 
with an abundance of streams and water­
ways. We depend on water for good 
health, recreational activilies, and our 
waterways play a vital role in 
Kentucky's economic development and 
tounsm industry. 

But the anti environment policies 
sweeping across the nation are threaten­
ing the integrity of Kentucky water 
resources. Sadly the threats are no 
longer coming just from polluters. but 
also from the agencie set up to protect 
our waterways. 

A case in point is the ··anti-degrada­
tion'' water quality program for 
Kentucky, proposed by the United States 
Environmental Protection Agency 
(EPA). 

The 1972 Clean Water Act estab­
lished a goal of maintainmg the integrity 
of our high-qual it) streams. However, 
Kentucky's approach has been to allow 
the maximum amount of pollution pos i­
ble and has applied "anti-degradation'' 
smndards tO only 2 percent of 1he state's 
waterways. 

Under public pn:ssure to slep in, the 
U.S. EPA finally has offered irs own pro­
gram. 1f the program i put in place. the 
result could actually lower the water 
quality in Kentucky. 'Phis would lead to 
the declararion of more unsafe car·ams 
for recn:ational usc and more warnings 
about eating fish caughl in our rivers and 
lakes< 

Under the EPA proposal. any lake. 

stream or river with just one significant 
pollutant wiU be written off. For exam­
ple, a stream might have nearly 100 pol­
lutanrs that need to meet certain levels 
for it lo remain safe to eat the fish. but if 
just one of those I 00 exceeds safe stan­
dards, the EPA's approach would be to 
quit trying to minimize the other 99 pol­
lutants. 

The proposed rule does not protect 
Kentuck) waters from degradation. 

Let's say a river has persistent prob­
lems with bacteria from wildlife drop· 
pings. which b- a common problem in 
many Kentucky waters. Sewage dis­
chargers then would be allowed to maxi­
mize the discharge of other pollutants 
(e.g., copper. lead, mercury. PCBs, etc.) 
until water quality degrades to the lowest 
po sible level. Instead of protecting water 
quality by keeping other pollutants out of 
lh~ water, the proposed EPA rule \\·ould 
legalize the lowest common denominator. 

Water quality and conservation groups 
in Kentucky have long advocated an 
approach that treats pollutants individual­
ly. The fact that one pollutant or parame­
ter is a problem should not result in a pol­
icy that let~ all other pollutants become 
potential problems. Such a "paramerer­
b)~paramctcr'' approac-h has been adopted 
by most stales, incJuding our neighbors 
West Virginia, Ohio. Illinois and Indiana. 
The ··parameter by-parameter'' approach 
is widely acknowledged by EPA and most 
states as the besl way ro keep clean 
waters clean. 

Yet EPA's proposal for Kentucky i to 
abandon this approach, with a result cer­
tain lo leave portions of more than a thou­
sand rivers. streams and lake in our state 

open to continued pollution, just as they 
are today. This includes parts of every 
major river and lake in our state. 

Most stares classify their warer 
resources in sucb a way that they are pro­
teCted. Water quality degradation is not 
allowed as a matter of standard practice. 
Clean waters are kept clean unless there 
are no bener alternatives available and 
significant social or economic benefits to 
the community are realized. In Kentucky, 
however, we give away pollution rights in 
most cases. without any demands for 
provmg why it's necessary. 

Although the EPA is the lead agenc-y 
when it comes to pollution prevention, 
the state can propose and adopt its own 
policies. But Lo gain EPA approval, the 
state's policy must meet minimum water 
quality requirements, which Kentucky 
hasn't been able to achieve. Twice in the 
last five years. EPA rejected Kentucky's 
anti-degradation program because it 
failed to even come close to meeting the 
goals of the Clean Water Act Now, 
instead of correcting those deficiencies. 
the federal EPA plan is going to make 
them legal. 

Kentucky leads the nation in many 
things. including abundant suppues of 
good and relatively clean water. Why 
should we continue to give away our 
clean water on a first come. fll'St serve 
basis that often does not provide social 
and economic benefits to our communi­
tie ? rt's time for Kentucky to show 
leadership in maintaining and protecting 
this valuable resource.

proper motivation for play­
ing in the first place. Thus, a 
boy playing basebal1 JUST 
to keep his father happy, 
usually nt>vt>r makes a good 
competitor. 

The player having a clear 
set of priorities is the basi 
for good sportsman hip. The 
major is ue is that the child 
realizes that the ltpon is not 
the most important thing in 
hi life. It is of utmost 
importance that the player 
maintains a health pt:rspec­
tive on winning and lo ing. 
and remembering lhat the 
sport is not the "Number 
One" thing in his life. When 
the focus is only on the 
results of the game. one 
team will always be disap­
poinred about not winning. 
This i~ why there needs to 
be goals set. based on the 
player's efforts. for improv­
ing one' own performance. 
One of the important out­
come L that each player 
will have ".internal award:;'· 
and feel better about him­
self. ,gain self-confidence. 
and Jearn how he can be in 
char[!e o1 his life. The team 
member· are encouraged to 
strive to do !heir personal 
besL. while making efforts 
not 10 compare themselves 
lo other'>. Since the major 
purpose of children's sports 
programs is for them to have 
fun, every one involved 
with I he programs. especial­
ly parents and coaches, need 
10 do their J>art to make it 
that way. 

ln writing about sports­
manship, Kutner provided 
some good suggestions for 
parents being good role 
models lO their children.

However, "Ome· 
times pt!ople who pur excessi\'e stres 
on their feet - like athlete or older 
peuplc who have weakened foot mus· 
des or th01iC with overly tight muscles 
and h:ndons - may develop plantar 
tusciitis. Some anatomic abnormalities 
such us flat feet also make you more 
prone to this disorder. 

Cla~sicnlly. plantar fasciiti causes 
pain in the central ht~el region. Tt b usu­
ally nt ito; worst upon initial tanding in 
the morning - or after any re t period 

• nd th n qutc-kly ge beuer after the 
fiN few morning tep ·. Unfortunately, 
the pain usually returns after coruinucd 
standing or v.alking. Apparently, this is 
what is happening to you. 

When you visited your doctor, he or 
sh probably asked you question about 
the severity, location, duration and tim­
ing of your pain. This history is usually 
enough to make the diagnosis. lf an X-

·o\~ that yllu have a diagno is, the 
treatment should be h• 'led on the c;ever­
iLy of symptom . But, please note that 
recovery can be difficult and prolonged. 
Among the things your doctor might try 
- again depending on your specific 
symptom paUcrn - arc non-steroidal 
ami-inflammatory drugs, a change of 
activity and recommendation for new, 
properly fitted . hoes tor walking or run­
ning. Stretching and ~trengthening 
exercises can hdp prevent a recurrence 
but should not be tarted until your 
inflamed toot is raning to feel some­
what better. Your family physician or a 
ph}sical therapls1 can tructure an exer­
ci e program specific to your underly­
ing problem.
