W1th Ernie fletcher's victory in Tue day's gub material 

election, tbe Republican Party is in total control of the tate. 
Oh, sure, Democrats retain a majority in the state House. 

but that's just a tc.::chnicality. 
Their leader hip in that chamber - already prone to 

rolling over and playing dead every time. enate Pr sident 
David Williams says, ·•Boo!''- will be weakened further 
now rhat Majority Leader Greg Stumbo is headed ro the 
attorney general's office. So, lhey' re not apt lo pose a prob­
lem for a GOP governor and Senate.

Several years ago when we made a 
trip up to New England with our friends 
Fay and Dcveryl Smith, we made the 
decision to stay off the mterstate high­
way · and take the state roads as much ~ 
pas ible.

spectal chann about the old days when 
we only had rwo-lane highways that 
wound around through Che counuy ide 
anu you could lao at the ranns. crops, 
livestock and the far-off vistas. 

One of the thUlgs r nus most about

. igns. TI1ese signs were posted all over 
the countryside in farmers' fields. If you 
have never seen the Bunna Shave signs, 
here is a quick les on in our hi tory of the 
1930 and 40s. They were small, red 
igns with whit letters. fi,·e tgns, about 
I 00 feet apart, each containing one lme of 
a four-line couplet and the obligatory fifth 
sign adv~rti ing Bunna ha\e, a popular 
shaving cream. 

Here is the cop} of a few of the actual 
igns. While your memory ma} be better 

than mine, I can remember rhe signs. but 
for the life of me. l~.o-ould not tell )OU
