"We're 
ha\'ing information requests denied on the federal and state 
level that have never been denied before. 

''Information that scientists might have circulated in peer­
reviewed joumal that arc technically public- but not neces-
arily in general circulation - are now declared off-limits. We 

have foreign national ' . m ·Lly Arab Mu lim men, jailed, and 
we don't know who they are, where they are being held or 
why.'' 

U.S. Attorney General John Ashcroft diminished the 1966 
Freedom of Information Act by revoking guideline that 
required maximwn po sible di clo ure of public recorru. Hi 
new rule encourage hiding information that used to be readily 
available. 

La t year, fore ample. the Bu h administration stopPed 
releasing copies of more than 6 000 unclassified technica1 doc­
ument dating - far back as the 1940 -. as well as new ones 
previou.l} deemed to have contained no secrets. lt ferued the 
papers could be u ed ro make illegal weapons.
