Breast cancer Is the most common cancer among women, except for nonmelanoma akin cancers. It Is estimated that In 2003 about 211,300 new cases of invasive breast 

cancer (stages I to IV) wilt be diagnosed among women In the United States. Carcinoma in situ (CIS) accounts for about 55,700 new cases each year. CIS (stage 0) is 
noninvasive and Is the earliest form of breast cancer. Breast cancer aJao occurs In men. An estimated 1 ,300 cases will be diagnosed In men. 

The breast cancer Incidence rate, a measure of the number of new breast cancers per 100,000 women, increased by about 3.7 percent per year during the 1980s. During 
the 1990s, this rate of Increase slowed. The Incidence Is now Increasing at about 0.5 percent a year. 

In 2003, about 39,800 women and 400 men will die from breast cancer ln the United States. Breast cancer is the second leading cause of cancer death In women, exceed­
ed only by lung cancer. Death rates from breast cancer declined significantly dur ng 1992 to 1996, with the largest decreases In younger women - both white and black. 
These decreases, which are continuing, are believed to be the result of earlier detection and Improved treatment 

How to examine Your Breasts 
• Lie down and place your nght arm behind your head.The exam 1s done wliile lying down. and 
not standing up, because wnen lying down the breast tissue spreads evenly over1he chest wall 
and it Is as thin as possible making it much easter to feel all the breast tissue. 

• Use the finger pads of the 3 middle fingers on your left hand to feel for lumps In the right breast. 
Use overlapping dime--sized circular motions of the finger pads to feel the breast tissue. 

• Use 3 different levels of pressure to feel all the breast tissue. Light pressure is needed to feel 
the tissue closest to the skin; medium pressure to feel a little deeper; and fil'm pressure to feel 
the tissue closest to the chest and ribs. A firm ridge in the lower curve of each breast is nor­
mal. If you're not sure how hard to press. talk with your doctor or nurse. Use each pressure 
level to feel the breast tissue before moving on to the next spot.

problem~. In conttast, udies have 
. ho \11 tha the calm, soothing 
touch of a thempeutic. mas.<mge. 
creates a wide range of positive 
l!f'fu.tts in the bod • from lJtung 
serotonin thal helps decrease 
depressil>n to lowenng S1ress and 
blood ptessure. 

Our researchers have rep:>rted 
that e"en though 1l is well lbtown 
that touching each orher is bighly 
bc::uclicial, Amcri ·aru; ha¥e a 
tou h-<ieprived culture. 'The U.S. 
was considered ''tactically chal­
lenged," more than ITUIJJ)' other 
nations Another descnptor was 
that our soc1ety suffered from an 
actual epidemic of '\kin hunger." 
Fields m0l>1 recent research per­
tained to observations of two 
groups and bow much they 
touched: moth~-rs with their cllil­
dren ar the playgrounds of 
McDonald's Res1aurams and 
teen. gc in Paris. 1l1ey compared 
these mothers rn~ of touching their 
~ohildren to mothers-ehild internc­
tJon on ptayliounds at preschools 
and McDonald's in Miami. 
"Stanlin,g differences" were found 
betWC\:n groups. The mothers in 
Pari:. touched their children far 
more than the American mothers 
louched the1r children. 1 he French 
children were far less aggres ive 

n the playground than the 
Ameri <~n children. Th\: diffcr­
(.'JlCc:s bet ·cen thl! teens wert: also 
renurkabfe. (I ) the youth in Paris 

touched ~h other more frequent­
ly than the Americans did. who 
were more likely to touch them­
selves. uch as hugwng themselves 
and playing with their hair; (2) the 
French teens were less veroatly 
and physically ~ive than the 
American reens. 

fields did not perceive tbese 
results as a coincidence. 1osu:a:1. 
two questions wae proposed u Are 
we really "losing touch?'' ''If llO, 

why?'' Her responses placed with­
in three general categories. the first 
me had to do with the possibility 
of ''too much tecbnol02Y.'' I think 
most of us would agree on her sug­
gestion that presently we. more 
than Olher human beings, spend 
more tune touching buttons that 
WeR developed to make life easier, 
such as on cell pboocs, c:omputets, 
television ~motes. electronic orga­
nizels, microwave ovens, and lots 
of other ·~ust have to have" tccb­
nology. How do you think yoo and 
>OW' family would cope with not 
havmg any technology for a week.? 
Due to this lack of touching, about 
38 percent of the population seeks 
out other methods to get 
"touched." There's been a big 
boom across the naboo in massage 
centerS, day spas, personalll1liners. 
aod such. 

Fields also wrote about the con­
cern of how the increasing 'n<r 
touch" tendency has trickled down 
to the manner in which infants 
received care. Even in tbe "ideal" 
(n'SChool. children were typically 
touched 12 pen:.ent of the time. It 
was pointed out that parents might 
be decreasing their skin inte~tion 
wtth their wee ones, for conve­
nience sake. Examples given were 
very young babie; and pre-wal.lcers 
being carried in contraptions, 
rather than in an adult's arms, such 
as going from house to car to day 
care to store. Another point was 
that babies are not being held and 
bounced on knees like they use to 
be.. or passed from relative to rela­
tive, 

Fields proposed that the other 
general poosibility of why touch­
ing by Americans had decJ.used 
had to do with disconnected 
lifestyles. Neighbon in big cities 
sometimes don't know each other 
and don't interact, which is similnr

to rural families who are often iso­
lated and tend to not have neigh­
bors at all. In addition. a suggestion 
was that many folks drive in cars 
OOWD long roa:is to jobs to WaX in 
sterile cubicles ex desks. In some 
situatioos, the family is not living 
near lhe atended family, so that 
lberc J.S not anyone about with 
wban they might feel comfonable 
toudring or being touched by. 
What about the medical staff who 
ueat their patients with gloved 
hands, mschines. and medicines, 
"in tbe 15-minute assembly line of 
mana£00 care?'' In other areas. the 
population aowds into close quar­
~ that. tend to encourage us 10 

keep even fwther apart. Thus, per­
sonal space is highly gwuded and 
protected. Even lhougb these 
aaernpcs might be used to counter­
~ the lack of touch, "skin hunger" 
c:ontinues. It was further cooceived 
that a sense of emptiness resuLts 
that we try to replace with gadgets. 
gimlos, movies. food, and many 
other conunerci.al items. It was 
in~ting that engineem at the 
University of Buffalo hAve created 
a "haptic" glove that can tranSit the 
sensation of touch over the 
Internet Lo and Behold! Perflaps. 
we humans will eventually choose 
not to touch at all. 

The third possible categOJ)' of 
why Americans don't touch as 
much as other cultures, acx:oo:1ing 
to F'.elds., related to us being a liti­
gious society-Lawsuits, lawlluits, 
and lawsuits. Examples given were 
se~toal harassment incidences, day­
care sexual abuse scandals of the 
'70s and '80s, and the recent sexu­
al abuse within the CatholJc 
Church. Due to these very signifi­
cant situations. "what b and is nol 
appropriate" touching has been 
under the mkroscope. In some 
cases, schools and day cares have 
adopted ''no-hug' policies and 
many employees have been man­
dated to attend sextJal harassment 
seminars As supported by child 
experts. most children are being 
taught early "good., and "bad" 
touching in an effort to protect 
them against molc:station. 1n the 
meanwhile, there is tlle old catch-
22 of children needing positive 
touch, but caregivers who might be 
hesitant to do just that.

The pain usually comes on gradu­
ally, and is worse with activities that 
pull on the affected muscle and ten­
don. Initially restmg the elbow and 
using ice for about 20 minutes three 
or four times a day can resolve the 
problem, it' the strain isn't roo 
severe:. Taking nn o er-the-counter 
anli-inflammatory hlce abuprofen can 

She may recommend a pre cription 
anti-inflammatory and some pro­
gressive exercises as the elbow gets 
better. Some people wear a forearm 
strap that helps decrease the tug on 
the tendon attachment. Also, steroid 
injections into the elbow can be 
helpful in cases that are refractory to 
comervative treatment.
