some 2,000 homes in the Gaza 
Strip. uprooting 12,000 
Palestinian refugees for the sec­
ond time in their lives. Hundreds 
of young Palestinian men wen: 
arrested and deported to Jordan 
and Lebanon. Six hundred rela- ff 
tives of. uspected guerrillas were 
euled to Sin& .. 

In 1982, Sharon and bis forces 
invaded Leb~on and comman­
deered a massive, 9·week assault 
on West Beirut (about the size of 
Lexington). In this attack, they 
used thousands of bombs and at 
lea t 60,000 shells. Israel's 
adtrus ion of 963 civilian deaths 
doesn't come close to the count 
by independent organiZations of 
nearly 12,000! 

1982 was a peak year for 
Sbaron, as he and ll.is soldieiS 
again bombarded Wesl Beirut in 
an 11-hour attack, killing at least 
300 civilians His allowing the 
rna sacre of nearly 2000 
Palestinian and Lebanese men. 
women & children in the Sabra 
& Shatila refugee camps there. 
however. was the last straw for 
the international community. 
Succumbing to world pressure, 
tbe Israeli government was 
forced to puni h Sharon for 
being personally responsible for 
those: mas acres: be was demoted 
to ''Minister-Without-Portfolio .. 
for a few years (poor fellow) 
until the outrage sub. ided. 

Today. within h1s short renure 
as Prime Minister, Sharon has 
managed to despotically control 
the daily Jives of Palestinians. 
Arone ty International reports 
that his anny has killed over 
2,200 Palestinian (mainly civil­
ians. including 380 children). 
detained without charge over 
7 ,200, demolished over 3,000 
homes, and destroyed large areas 
of agriculb..lml land and other pub­
lic & private property, as well as 
water & electricity infrastructures. 

People are homeless. jobless. 
hungry. and plagued by endless, 
prolonged. often 24-hour curfew 
that prevent any semblance of nor­
mal life. Clearly, tf anyone is an 
obstacle to peace, it is Sharon. 

The 77-year-old, ailing Mr. :,. 
Arofut ha.: been forcefully con­
fined b) Sharon to the ruins of tus 
compo\Jnd in Ramallah for over a 
year. He lirerally cap't go any­
where. Furthenmre. diJe to the 
nearly complete destruction of the 
Palestinian infr&1IUCture, through 
israeli bombing, bulldozing & 
looting, the Palestinian official 
and poUcelsecurity forces have lit­
tle, if anything. to work with and 
v.inually no freedom of movement 
within their own counuv. Wilh 
300 Tsraeli military check point 
and roadblocks scattered 
throughout. how can they possi­
bly be expected ro function 
effectively'? 

So, think about it. Who' tlle 
terron [? While Ya 1r Arafat has 
been no angel m hls often des­
perate effort to defend and 
ecure wbat i left of his home­

land of Pale tine, he ts no match 
for the like · of Ariel Sharon.

Jen t the o:cent of a nearby bear, 
they leam to avoid bears in the 
future. 

Puppies also go through ''fear 
periods" when negative experi­
ences have a much rnore pro­
tound effect than they would at 
other limes. Around SIX to eight 
week· i · often critical-the very 
agc- that puppie:. oftt:o go Lo theu 
new homes is actually one of the 
worht pos~ihle times for them to 
cxpe-riencP maJor ~hange~ in 
their Jive.. Expert.c now recom­
mend that pups not be eparated 
from their mothers until eight 
weeks of age. This gets them 
past the wor~t of me early fear 
period and gives mom a couple 
more weeks of valuable time lO 

teacb the pups what it is to Qe a 
well- djustcd dog. 

Once you hnve your puppy 
home. the challenge to introduce 
him to the world begins. T don't 
like to get really young puppies 
out in publil' pia es until they 
have had at least a couple of 
rounds of shots. but there are lots 
ot' things you can do at home. 
When I teacb puppy ldnder­
garten, one of our cla-.se 
includ Y.bat we call a "texture 
walk" The puppies are encour­
aged to walk and play on se eral 
different . urtace. plastic, car­
pet remnants, sisal mats. concrete 
and anything else we can tb111k 
of.
