That' why one of the key piece of Kentucky's educa­
tion refonns was to require preschool programs for low­
income ·tudents. It was a man decision: Low-income kids 
generally have more di advantage going in. and those who 
aren't ready ·ocially and emotionally for chool lag behind 
and are at ri k of dropping out later. 

Unfonunately. instead of doing what was really needed 
upping the state's investment to reach more 3- and 4-year­
olds state la,.vmaker haven't even kept up with the cost of 
the mode t, uulial program. As a result, local chool dis­
trict are cutting back, either on presch ol it elf or other 
expc::nses. 

This i a fal c economy. A Dougla. Adams. Clay 
County• uperintendent, told The Courier-Journal, .. You 
can t afford to lo e a year with a child, or two years, and 
ay, 'Well, we're orry. but the money wasn't there.''' 

There ·s plenty of proof pre chool make a difference. 
And it isn't very expen i e in relative term,. Trying to 
make up for lo t tJme later co l far more. o do illiteracy 
and unemployment. 

But preschool programs aren t ju t about saving money. 
They're about saving heartbreak. They're the right thing to 
do, and a relati ely minor investment would virtually guar­
antee happier live and a beuer fulun: for the late.
