Mountain residents find 
bubbling crude in their well 
and they're not happy

DORTON - When Rodger 
and Melissa Bentley noticed that 
the well at their Eastern 
Kentucky home was filled with 
a bubbling crude, they didn't 
exactly run off to tell relatives 
they had struck it rich. 

That's because they found 
just enough of the oil to foul 
their only source of potable 
water and enough natural gas to 
cau e their well hou e to 
explode into flames. 

"I don't want an oil well," 
bemoaned Melissa Bentley. "AU 
I want is water for my family.'' 

He received second-degree 
bums, and spent eight day in 3 

hospital bum unit. He has ince 
recovered. 

Jeff Eshelman. spokesman 
for the Independent Petroleum 
Association of America which 
represents oil and natural gas 
drillers, said it doesn't make 
sense !hat natural gas could find 
it way horizontally through 
rock strata into a water well. 

"Because we drill straight 
down to reach natural gas, there 
would eem logically to be no 
coMection between gas wells 
and water wells," he said. 

Attorneys for Equitable 
Resources and Kentucky West 
Vtrginia Gas contended in court 
that the explo 10n in Fwon 
Johnson' water well house on 
JuneS, 2000, wa caused by nat­
urally cx:<:urring gas and was no1 

related to the nearby ga.:: well. 
Patrick Kane, spokesman for the 
companies. didn't return phone 
calls on Fnday. 

Johnson aid natural gas can 
seep into water well~o when com­
panies remove steel ca mg from 
their well . That, he aid, allows 
waste gas and crude to . eep into 
the fresh water aquifer . 

Stale enviroomemal regula· 
tors have recommended safety 
precautions for rural residents 
who have water wellc;, Those 
precaution include installing 
,·entilation ports in well hou es 
to prevent the accumulation of

Biliary atresia is a progres­
sive inflammntOl) process that 
begins very soon after birth. 
When b11iary alre in is present. 

bile. a liquid substance com­
pri. ed tlf ~holesterol. btle salts, 
od wa te products, including 

bilirubu1, i unable to drain from 
the liver to the small intestine, 
where it i suppo cd to aid in the 
body' dige tive process. A net­
work of tubular ~truclure · and 
tiny duct· that form the biliary 
system are either cl sed off, or 
absent from. the infant' body 
sy.tem 

Biliary atresia can cause the 
tiny ducts to become damaged, 
or to wither or t>ven co disappear 
altogelher. Bile becomes 
trapped inside the liver. rapidly 
cau ing damage and scaning ro 
the liver cells. 

On average. there exists one 
~ase of biliary atresia out o! 
every 15,000 live births. 
Female are affected lightly 
more often than males. In the 
U.S.. approximately 300 new 
cases are diagnosed each year. 

The cause of biliary atresia 
a.re unknown. Auto-immune 
mechanism may be partially 
re ponsib!e for the condition 
and research suggests that a 
viral infection in susceptible 
infan~ may result in biliary atre­
sia. Some researchers feel that 
an infant s bile duct are nor 
fonned properly during pre~ 
!laney. though they are quick to 
point our that the condition is 
not caused by anything the 
mother did during her pregnan­
cy. 

According to C.L.A.S.S. 
(Children's Liver As ociation 
for Suppon Servu;es}, biliary 
atresia affects on1y newborns; is 
not heredttary; is not conta­
gious; and. is not preventable. 

Naturally, Kennedy's parents 
and family were shocked to 
learn that not one, but rwo, of 
the prec1ous children in their 
family bad been stricken with a 
medical disorder of the liver. 

"We were JUSt heartbroken 
when we first learned about 
Kennedy," ·aid Kim Little 
Frasure. the infant's aunt. "The 
family had just gone through all 
this worry with Colby and final­
ly had him straightened out, 
then we found ou1 abou1 
Kennedy. ScoH and Cheryl 
have shown such strength 
throughout it aU. They just 
amaze me in the way that they 
lean on God for trength, faith, 
wisdom and courage." 

After exten ive testing, Scott 
and Cheryl learned that their 
tiny daughter would have ro 
undergo an operation referred to 
as the "Ka ai Procedure," a sur­
gical procedure named after the 
urgeon who developed it. 

The Ka ai procedure is per­
fotmed m an effort to create 
open duct in the infant's sys­
tem to allow for the succes ful 
drainage of bile from the liver. 
In 80 percent of infan1s under 
three months of age, bile flow 1· 

succes fully established. In 
about 20 percent of cases, the 
surgical procedure will not help. 
rn these cases, the only other 
treatment option is that of li-ver 
transplantation. 

In Kennedy's case, she 
turned out to be one of the lucky 
ones. Her operation. performed 
when she was a mere 1 wo 
months old, was a . ucces and 
Kennedy soon retumed home to 
family and friends where she 
has continued to thrive. 
However. Scott and Cheryl are 
required to return Kennedy 
often to her physicians' offices 
for routine testing and follow-

up exams. Each time, the famt­
ly undergoes another eries of 
toll-taking worry nd concern . 
Most r> ently, te li•ag result~; 

have shown that Kennedy's 
hver en2ymes and bilirubin 
count are ex11 emely high. 
almo t double whal they should 
be. As a result, this very week. 
Kennedy will undc!rgo testing at 
tile Cincjoont1 Children's 
Hospital, with her large extend­
ed family ri~hl by her side. 

Kennedy's parents, along 
with the rest of her family. pray 
each day for a complete recov­
ery of their preciou hundle's 
ailments. "We've just learned 
to rely on God and to take it dlly 
by day." Cheryl said. In the 
meantime, Kennedy's family. 
who Jack~ an organized support 
ystem in the easlem Kentuc y 

• re11. would like to h(;lp increa e 
l.he awarcne levels of liver 
disease and disorders. ''So 
many people have no idea what 
biliary atresia i ·, or how it 
affects a family," said Frasure. 
"We don 'r even know how 
many people in this area have 
liver disease. we can't find any 
numbers or stati tics on a local 
level 10 help us. We just 
thought that in obbervance of 
national liver awareness month. 
we could share both Colby's 
and Kennedy's stories. Our 
family prays for our own two 
precious children as well as any 
other children and families who 
may be suffering. And. in tum, 
we so thank ow chun:h families 
and all lhose who pray each day 
for our babJe .. " 

Scott and Cheryl would like 
to itbk all families wbo are 
!ttruggling with the effe b of 
dealing with the1r child's liver 
disease to log on the C.L.A.S.S.

"lt help !mowing that there arc 
other people out there who 
underbland what you're going 
through," said Scott.

Though successful Kasat 
operations can carry a child 
throughout their childhood and 
teen years, many nmcs liver 
transplantation is slill often 
required by the age o 20. and 
sometimes, even younger. 

Early diagnosi of liver dJs· 
ease is paramount for the 
chances of succes ful lfeatmem 
options. Symptoms to look for 
in infants include: lhe appear­
ance of jaundice, a yellow col­
oring of the sldn and eyes dut! to 
high level of btlirubin (btle 
pigment) tn the bloodstream 
within the ftrst week to two 
month of life. (Jaundice 
caused by an immature liver i 
common in newborns. It u ual­
ly goes away within the fir ·t 
week to I 0 days of life. A baby 
with biliary atre ia u ually 
appears normal at birth, but 
develop Jaundice at two to 
three week· of age.), dark urint!. 
cau:;ed by lhe build-up of biliru­
bin in the blood: acholic (or 
clay-colored) stools; weight 
lo s; and, 1rritabtlity. 

If any of these symptom are 
noticeable in your newborn. see 
a physician immediately ..
