safety violations, a newspaper 
reported. 

Paul Blair. 21, of Pamtsville, 
\\as killed and another miner was 
injured in an underground explo­
ion on June 13 ar Cody Mining's 

No. I mine in McDowell. 
In documents obtained by the 

Courier-Journal in Louisville. the 
Kentucky Department of Mines 
and Minerals cited the mine at 
various times between June 24 
and Aug. 15 charging it "consis­
tently operated" in a "reckless 
and dangerous manner." 

The state also is seeking to 
permanently revoke some of the 

mining certificates of the mine's 
owner and some of his employ­
ees. 

The department also com­
plained to the Kentucky Mine 
Safety Review Commission 
about the "egregious nature::" of 
the "numerous unsafe and unlaw­
ful conditions and practices that 
existed at the mme." 

In addition. state regulators 

charged that the mine's owner 
and a foreman lied to investiga­
tors about the accident and condi­
tions at the mine and moved ille­
gal equipment from the scene. 

State mine safety officials 
declined to comment to the news­
paper on the citations and com­
plaints. 

"The filings will have to speak 
for themselves," said Department 

of Mines and Minerals spokes­
woman Holly McCoy. 

McCo) said she believed the 
53 citations against Cody Mining 
were the most issued against a 
Kentucky coal mine since 1997, 
when she joined the agency. 
Cody Mining opened in 1997, but 
has been closed since the acci-

charges to use "extra powder," 
approximately 40 sticks of 
explosives "substantially 
more than the Legal amount," the 
state said. Ratliff was critically 
injured in the explosion and 
remains hospitalized. 

• A cross-tunnel connecting 
two main entrances to the mine 
was cut improperly. Blair, Ratliff 
and the miner who set the 
charges, Robert Delong, went to 
the cross-tunnel, known as a 
crosscut, in the apparent belief it 
would be a safe place to be in a 
planned explosion. But instead 
of being constructed at right 
angles to the main entrance tun­
nels, the crosscut was at an angle 
that allowed it to be penetrated 
by the blast, and the miners were 
hit with debris. 

• The mine used an illegal 
drill. State law limits drills to 
nine feet in length, but the one 
the miners were using was 12 
feet, three inches long. A longer 
drill allows for a deeper hole that 
can be filled with more than the 
3-pounds-per-hole state limit on 
explosives, regulators said. 

• The mine was filled with 
excessive amounts of coal dust, 
which can cause explosions. 

• The mine operations were 
inadequately ventilated. 

• Explosives and people 
were carried into the mine in the 
same scoop bucket. Explosives 
also were not carried in a proper 
container. 

• Cigarettes, cigarette packs 
and two lighters were found 
undergrou.nd near explosives. 

Under state law, all the viola­
tions cited must be fixed before 
the mine reopens. 

In two legal complaints the 
department filed with the 
Kentucky Mine Safety Review 
Commission, Cody Mining's 
owner and some workers were 
charged with tampering with the 
accident scene and interfering 
with the state investigation of 
the accident. 

The three-member commis­
sion has the power to revoke 
miners' cards that give them the 
right to work in mines in the 
state. 

The McDowell accident is 
one of eight coal mine deaths in 
Kentucky so far this year - the 
most in any state . Nationwide, 
22 miners have died in 2003.

had orginally used to make a 
payment to Larry McKinney at 
Family Inn. 

Cox alleges that Chestnet 
apparently used Wite-Out to 
cover McKinney's name and 
then replaced it with Wal-Mart, 
as well as altering the check 
amount from $19.30 to $119.30 
by including the number" 1" and 
the word "one" in front of the 
original amount on the numerical 
portion of the check and on the 
written portion, respectively. 

Authorities said they traced 
the check back to Chestnet 
through information taken when 
Chestnet supposedly presented 
her driver's licenses at the store. 
However, Cox said Tuesday that 
authorities are not certain 
whether the person cashing the 
check was Chestnet or someone 
else who used her drive r 's 
License number for identifica­
tion. 

As a result of the criminal 
complaint, Chestnet has been 
charged with forgery, theft by 
unlawful taking and theft by 
deception. 

A court summons was issued 
against Chestnet to appear in 
Floyd District Court on Oct. 22 
to answer to the charges.

LOUIS VILLE - LL Go . 
Steve Henry denied criminal 
wrongdoing after sett.ling a fed· 
erat lawsuit Tuesday that 
accused him of defrauding 
Medicaid and Medicare pro­
gram while he was teaching at 
the University of Louisville 
Medical School. 

Henry, an orthopedist, agreed 
to pay the federal government 
$162,000 out of his own pocket 
to end the civillawsujt that pros­
ecutors filed in November 2002. 

"If it was fraud. why didn't 
they take it to the coun system? 
If I had done anything wrong. 
why didn't they take it before a 
jury'?" Henry . aid after the et­
tlement was announced. "The 
fact i . they would've lost. h is 
not worth two years of my time 
and $250,000 in legal fees to put 
my family through.·· 

Henry's attorney. Bixler 
Howland, ·aid the government's 
case stemmed from mistakes 
made by Henry's ubordinates, 
who put his name on medical 
claim form&. 

"They were ·ubmitted. but he 
didn't submit them," Howland 
said. 

Henry, who at one time 
aspired to run for governor of 
Kentucky, shtcd away from 
questions 1\u:sday about how 
the case would affect hi politi­
cal furu~. He wa reportedly 
mulling a congressional run ne, t 

)ear. 
"The last two months, poli­

tic has not been a very stgnifi­
cant thought m my mind," said 
Henry, who i married to fanner 
Miss America Heather French 
Henry. "Thut's going to be a 
family deci ion. We won't make 
that any tim oon." 

The lawsuit cited 44 separate 
misbillings from October 1996 
ro r-ebruary 2001 and sought at 
least $400,000. Federal officials 
said Henry defrauded the gov­
ernment of $60,378.49, in viola­
tion of the False Claims Act 
Under the act, the government is 
allowed to recover up to three 
tune its losses, plus tine . 

"Through thi settlement. we 
hope Lo send a message {hat 
fal e claims ·ubmiuec.l to 
Medicaid and Medicare will not 
be tolerated." said,\ si tant U.S. 

Attorney Bill Campbell. 
Campbell disputed lien!)· 

argument that the claims again t 
him were based on Cl!!rical 
errors. 

"This case. in our view, was 
not about mistakes or isolated 
misbil1ings." Campbell said. 
··we understand. in lhis era, il is 
rare for a doctor to personalJy 
ftll out the claim form. It is usu· 
ally done by a billing staff. 
Nonetheless. the d'ocror has an 
obligation to make sure those 
items bilJed for in the doctor's 
name were actually done." 

Henl}· said he now handle 
his own billing. 

''This about qualit) of care. 
(Prosecutors) only care about 
paperwork." "aid Henry. who 
abandoned plan to run for gO\­
ernor before the federal law uit 
was filed. ··we·re very good at 
paperwork now. \ 'e \\ill make a 
lot fewer mi 1akc than \ ·e did.'' 

Henry was accused of billing 
the health program!> for surg· 
eries that he did not upervi e. 
or for which he was not ''imme­
diately available," Campbell 
said.

Coal mine carved up more 
than 141.000 acre in Virgmia 
between 1966 and 2002.

Much of that has since been 
reseeded and returned to nature 
a part of a 1981 state law 
ordering coal companies to 
leave land in at least as good 
condition as before. The fanner 
mines are u ually designed to 
blend into the surrounding for­
esL though a small percentage 
of "reclaimed" land has been 
reserved for agricultural use. 

Jon Rockett. a Virginia 
extension agent wbo pecial­
ize in regrowing strip mine 
land, says man) crop· can be: 
grown succes fully on former 
mines. 

"Strawberrie . blueberrie · ... 
nectarines, apples," Rockett 
says. ''You need crops that can 
grow without any plowing." 

In one sense. Rockett says. 
the stripped land i a better 
environment for growing crops 
than the typically thin native
