That's not to sa)' Fletcher ha 
seen his work on thos issues 
become law. 

The so-called patients' bill of 
rights legi lauon dkd when 
House and Sencul! lawmakers 
failed to agree on a bipartisan 
appro11ch. And while the measure 
backing health care pools passed 
lhe House. it faces a ftght io the 
Senate with crillcs saying it would 
leave sorne people uul und could 
wai e states' minimum coverage 
standanls. 

In both instances. Fletcher 
wrote prov1s1ons backed by 
Republican leaders and President 
Bu. h. The Kemud .. ") congt'Cl s­
man aid his expenence as a fam­
ily phy ician helped him get a seat 
at the table with GOP leaders. 

"lt gives you credibJlity lhat 
you wouldn't have Olherwise, 
because you have experience 
where the rubber meets the road in 
health policy - and that's how 
doe it impact delivery of care to 
patients." Fletcher said during a 
recent interview. 

A qui~l lawmaker, Fletcher. 
50. is often underestimated. 

That was particularly apparent 
during his first re-election bid in 
2000 when analysts predicted he­
would have a hard rime fending 
off a challenge from tobacco 
farmer and. former u.S. Rep. 
Scott; Baesler. In the end. 
Fletcher trounced Baesler. 

Motion 

Pletcher has devoted a signifi­
cant amount of time trying to 
boost lhe economic prospectS of 
fannc . who have e perienced 
steep cuts in the amount of tobac­
co they can sell under the federal 
price stabilization program. 

Most recently. Fletcher con­
vinced the House Agriculture 
Committee to hold a hearing on 
legislation he wrote that would 
pay fanners to get out of the fed­
eral program. 

Health groups are supporting 
the bill m hopes a buyout will be 
linked to greater oversight of the 
tobacco industry, and anti-smok­
ing advocates have joined with 
farmers in praising Fletcher's 
efforts. 

"l'lfo other member of lhe 
House has stepped forward tO pro­
vide the kind of leadership that 
Congressman Fletcher has pro­
vided," said Matthew Myers, 
pre ident of the Campaign for 
Tobacco-Free Kids. 

If the Agriculture Committee 
approves Fletcher's legislation, 
Hou e Majority Whip Roy Blunt. 
R-Mo., l1as told Fletcher the bill 
will get a floor vote. 

Fletcher's political opponents 
often criticize his close ties to 
Republican leaders, but Fletcher 
says those relationships serve him 
and Ins constituents well. 

When Fletcher entered 
Congri.!Ss in I 999, he secured the 

ment re ulted in the seizure of 
99 stolen firearms. including 
one with an obliterated serial 
number. $13,760 in cash, a large 
quantity of prescription pills, 
approximately one pound of 
marijuana and a floor safe.

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The shock of Kentucky's Medicaid crisis is starting 
to be felt. More than 2.000 of the state's elderly and 
disabled poor have been denied either nursing home 
care or in-home ervices since April, turned away from 
help that used to be taken for granted. 

Nobody in any position of public responsibility 
should be surprised, I east of all the chairwoman of the 
state Senate's Heath and Welfare Committee, Sen. Julie 
Denton. 

The Governor warned what was coming back in 
January when he begged lawmakers to raise revenue to 
prevent kicking old people out of nursing homes. 

The head of Medicaid nearly went hoarse explaining 
what the program's $450 million shortfall would bring. 
''We have no good choices," she said. "There will be 
people who will not receive health care who otherwise 
would have" 

Health care advocates and veteran legislators predict­
ed catastrophe. Even Denton's own committee saw 
what was coming and tried to cover its backside with a 
bill that opposed, but provided no money to prevent, 
nursing home cuts. 

But the brazen partisans now leading the legislature 
were having none of this unpleasant reality. Dedicated 
solely to exploiting anti-tax sentiment, they simply 
brushed aside truth. Of the cruelly inadequate and fis­
cally irresponsibJe budget they insisted on passing, 
Senate Majority Leader Dan Kelly falsely claimed, 
"We've kept our commitments to education and human 
services.'' 

Senate President David Williams. ridiculing the 
Governor's earlier warnings, said of that budget, "All 
of those things are being adequately funded ." 

House Speaker Jody Richards furthered the delusion, 
"Most people are going to think this is a pretty good 
budget.'' 

Until, of cour~e. they start seeing that it does, in fact, 
require such previously unthinkable steps as kicking 
thousands of old and disabled people out of nursing 
homes. 

Now that they are seeing it, and getting angry about 
it, will the legislators who knowingly guaranteed these 
results take responsibility for them? Not if Denton is 
any indication. She's feigning surprise and blaming 
Medicaid's managers for a lack of creativity. 

What Kentucky most lacks. however, is not adminis­
trative creativity, but political honesty.

The really good news, at least t<> 
consider, is that hydrogen fuel cells have 
the potential to provide all the energy 
needed for every human being on earth 
in the coming decades. Even at current 
levels, the energy needs of all the 
nations throughout the world are strain­
ing rhe limits of what can be produced

Congressional 
complicity in 
WMD duplicity

Why has Congress been relatively 
quieL on the executive branch's deception 
about Saddam Hussein's weapons of mass 
destruction? The answer is easy: By abro­
gating its consritutional responsibility 
regarding its constitutional power to 
declare war, Congress made itself a ilent 
partner in the president's wrongdoing. 

Keep in mind that our system of gov­
ernment is different from others around 
the world. Under our way of life, the pow­
ers of the president are not omnipotent but 
are instead limited to those enumerated in 
the Constitution. Keep in mind also that 
the Constitution is the supreme law of the 
land - the law that governs the action of 
all federal officials. 

That's not to say that pre idents have 
not historically exercised powers not 
granted to them by the Constitution. IL'. 
simply to say that when they did so, they 
were acting illegally under our fonn of 
government. 

While the Constitution 'grants the 
power to wage war to the president. the 

using fossil fuels. 
According to most authorities in this 

fie.Jd, we are fast reaching the peak of 
the supply of coal, oil and natural gas 
found on earth. When the peak is 
reached and we start down the orher 
side, the law of supply and demand 
kicks in and prices will oar as upply 
dwindles. 

By contrast, 
hydrogen is the light­
est and. most ubigui­
tous element found 
in the universe. 
When bamessed as a 
form of energy. it 
becomes the forever 
fueL Ir never runs 
out, and because it 
contains not a single 
carbon atom. it emits 
no carbon dioxide. 

A few weeks ago 1 received the most 
enlightening book 1 have ever received 
or read on t11is subject. The book is 
titled, "'The Hydrogen Economy." and 
was written by jeremy Rifkin. 

Mr. Rifkin is the president of the 
Foundation on Economic Trends 10 

Wasltington. D.C .• and has authored a 
number of other books that have been 
translated into 15 diffe'rent languages. In 
his new book Mr. Rifkin take us on an 
eye-opening journey into the next great 
commercial era of hi tory. 

He sees the dawn of a new economy 
powered by hydrogen that will funda­
mentaUy change the nature of our mar-

power to declare war is given to the 
Congress. That means that the president i 
precluded from waging war in the absence 
of a declaration of war from Congress. In 
fact, that's why both presidents Wuson 
and Roosevelt sought declaration of war 
from Congress before committing the 
United States to war in the first and sec­
ond world wars. 

FW'tbermore, under our system of gov­
ernment. one branch of government is pre­
cluded from delegating its powers to 
another branch. Thus. Congress cannot 
delegate its power to declare war ro the 
president. 

Yet that's exactly what the Congre s 
did last fall when It voted to give the pres­
ident power to decide whether to go to 
war against lraq. By authorizing the presi­
dent to make that detennination. the mem­
bers of Congress abrogated their constitu­
tional duty ro make it. In so doing, they 
ensured that there would be no indepen­
dent screening process by '"hich the presi­
dent'. JU tifications for war could be test­
ed. 

If the Congress had in 1sted on its 
power to declare war, the pre ident would 
have been required to show Congress why 
he felt it wa necessary to go to war 
agamst Iraq. Congress would then have 
been able to carefully examine his pre~war 
claim that were used to frighten the 
American people into believing that 
Saddam Hus ein was about to trike 
America with nucleilr. biologi aJ and 
chemical weapons. I Ill' p(\)cess would 
have provided our elected representalives 

ket, political and social institutions, just 
as coal and steam power did at the 
beginning of the Industrial Age. You 
know he is on to something when you 
learn that the major automakers have 
already pent more than $2 billion 
developing hydrogen cars, buses and 
truck , and the first mass-produced vehi­
cles are expected to be on the road in 

just a few years. 
We are not just talking 

about transportation here. In 
the hydrogen era, says Rifkin, 
every human being could 
become the producer as well 
as the consumer of his or her 
own energy - a so-called 
"distributed generation." 
When millions of end-users 
connect their fuel-ceJls into 
local. regional, and national 
hydrogen energy webs 

(HEW's) using the same design princi­
ples and smart technologies that made 
pos ible the World Wide Web, they can 
begin to share energy "peer-to-peer", 
creating a new decentralized form of 
energy use. 

Another tremendous advantage of 
this new technology is the prospects for 
less dependence on Middle East oil that 
will diffuse the dangerous geopolitical 
game being played out between Muslim 
militants and Western nations. 
Incidentally, this book will also give you 
some real ins1gllts as to why we are in

in Congress the opportunity to pierce 
through all the pre-war hype and decep­
tion. 

That's exactly what the Framers intend­
ed when they divided the powers to 
declare and wage war between the legisla­
tive and executive branches of the federal 
government. They knew that rulers 
throughout history had led their nations 
into disastrous wars and quagmires on the 
basis of shaky and fake justifications. 
They knew also thar war constituted the 
greatest threat to the liberty and well-being 
of the citizenry - from their own govern­
ment 

It's true that prior to the war, President 
Bush made it clear that he did.n 't care 
whether he had a declaration of war from 
Congress or not, citing the numerous wars 
that had been waged since World War ll 
with ut a congressional declaration of war. 

But the fact that previous presidents 
have waged wars in violation of the 
supreme law of the land does not operate 
as a grant of power to future presidents to 
do the same. lf an act is illegal when com­
mined by one president, it continues to be 
illegal when committed by subsequent 
presidenrs. 

Given that the U.S. Supreme Court has 
long refused to involve itself in the 
enforcement of this particular ection of 
the Constitution, there remains only one 
method by which the people can enforce 
it That method lie with a clear pro­
nouncement by Congress that if the presi-

A gifted mathematics teacher 
with a MAT from the University 
of Vtrginia, Heinisch continued to 
each in Floyd County after he 
stopped coaching. He retired from 
teaching in 1983 after 33 years of 
service. He and his wife, 
Madeline, had two sons, Terry and 
Glenn. both of whom played on 
championship teams at 
McDowell. Madeline passed away 
in August of 2000. Ray Heinisch, 
now 77. continues to live in 
McDowell. He has a grandson, 
Ryan. and a granddaughter, 
Brittany. 

Heinisch and Estill Hall, who 
currently lives in Onio, are the 
only coaches remaining from the 
era when the 58th District had nine 
tearrLS and was known as the "little 
state toumamenl" All the 58th 
District coaches of the period were 
colorful, but Heinisch stood out in 
many ways, one of which was his 
ability to get his team lost on the 
way to and from games. In one 
celebrated instance hi team got 
lost on the way to Carr Creek and 
was not allowed to wann up. In 
another instance, bis team, return­
ing from Salyersville, ended up 
on quicksand. Dawn wa. break­
ing as the buse~ came down 
Maytown Hill the ne t morning. 

No doubt. Heinisch is headed in 
the right direction as he prepares to 
take hi place in the Emory and 
Henry Hall of Fame.
