Overtime at work: 
none for you 

President George W. Bush is planning a pay cui for as many as 8 mil­
lion~ orking Americans. The U.S. Senate bas a chance this week to head 
1t off. 

Senators should 1gnore the call of busintlSS lobbyists bearing campaign 
contributions and preserve overtime pay for middle~lass families. 

At is ue are the Bush administration's new rules for deciding which 
white-collar workers are eligible for overtime. The main result will be to 
cut the pay of low- to mid-level white-collar workers who could hardly 
be called overpaid. 

Out goes the overtime for paralegals. emergency medical technjcians, 
.licen ed practical nurses, certain secretaries, draftsmen, surveyors, lab 
:technicians, newspaper reponers, many police and firefighters, along 

\\ ith lots of other job titles. Put them on salary and the boss can work them all 
~he or ·he likes with no extra pay. 
• The average lab technician ln SL Louis makes a bit under $18.31 per hour, 

acconling to federa1 figures. Living on that is tough enough. It's heartless to 
take away tl1eir OT. 

• Right now, white-collar workers are exempt from overtime rules if paid a 
: regular salary and if their work is either managenal, administrative or profes­
~ional. The Bush administration is inserting some devils into the details of 

·those defini1ions. 
For instance, the new rule eliminates the requirement that a "professional" 

employee have the equivalent of four years of academic training. So, a cook 
, , ... ith a few years experience at the comer restaurant can be dectared a ''chef," 
' and deemed the legal equal of a graduate of 1he Culinary Institute of America 
runnino the kitchen at the Waldorf. No overtime for the upgraded cook. 

• A li~nsed prnctical nurse with a couple of years training could be declared 
a protessional, just like a physician. Poof! No OT for her. . . 

• The def1nition of a manager is loosened, too. A low-level superviSOr wtth no 
real authority caD be declared ineligible for OT Take the worker who stocks 
shelves in the supermarket and supervises a few other clerks. She can kiss her 

· overtime goodbye. 
• Out go requirements that exempt employees holding jobs that require sub-

stant:Jal independent judgment The proposed exemption would be even 
greater for white-collar workers making more than $65,000 per year. 

There i • however, one very good pan of the new proposals. They would 
make anyone earning less than about $22,000 a year eligible for overtime. The 
limit is- now $8,000. and it h8$n't been raised since L975. 

Sen. 1om Harkin. 0-Iowa, is leading the fight in the Senate to reverse most 
of the new rules. His mea ure would leave the new $22,000 limit intact. Mr. 
Harkin thinks he may have the votes. thanks ro a handful of Republican defec­
tions. However. he's worried that Democratic senators oul campaigning for 
president may be no-shows. . 

A similar move failed in the House by a 210 to 213 vote 111 July. Rep. 
Richard Gephardt, 0-Mo., a presidential candidate, missed the critical. July 
vote, according to Dow Jones News Servic~. 

In fairness. there ·s quite a bit of disagreement over bow many workers 
would be denied ovenime. The Bush Labor Department says only 
644.000 workers would lo e pay. The liberal-leaning Employment Policy 
Institute and the AFL-CIO say the number is millions higher. Business is 
lobbying hard for the changes. They obviously see much lower payroU 
cots. 

The bill would not affect union workers with contracts requiring over­
time. But other American workers depend on government to set fair rules 
on pay. The proposed changes would take money from the pockets o~ 
working families who live paycheck lo paycheck. There's nothing f3lf 
about that.

TO ALL FLOYD COUNTIANS 

tn last Wednesday's Floyd County Times, the Times published an edi­
torial that was critical of prosecutors in the Floyd Commonwealth 
Attorney's Office regarding the trial of a 2002 oxycontin trafficking case 
against Lorrie Mitchell. In that case, Ms. Mitchell was found guilty by the 
jury and agreed to accept a 7 1/2 year sentence. Ms. Mitchell. who is 
currently serving this sentence, appealed her conviction. Recently, a 
three judge panel of the State Court of Appeals overturned the convic­
tion because they felt the prosecutor in the case, Assistant 
Commonwealth's Attorney Wayne Taylor, should not have asked the 
jurors to c•send a message" to the defendant and the community that 
drug trafficking would not be tolerated here. The newspaper. without giv~ 
ing any opportunity for my office to respond, concluded iA the editorial 
that prosecutors cannot ask a jury to "do their job" or to "send a mes­
sage" to the defendant or the community. The editorial went on to imply 
that the evidence in the case may somehow have been lacking. 
Because I feel so strongly about the drug epidemic in this county, and 
the culture of death it has created, I must respond at length to this mis· 
leading and grossly unfair editorial. 

The Evidence 

The editorial headline referred to "Evidence, evidence, and evidence." 
However, nowhere did it discuss any of the evidence in the case. The 
evidence in the Commonwealth's case against Lorrie Mitchell revealed 
that a police informant purchased six (6) oxycontin pills from Lorrie 
Mitchell while an under-cover officer observed from only a few yards 
away. In addition, the entire drug transaction was captured on audiotape 
and this was played for the jury. Ms. Mitchell never took the stand to 
deny, nor did she have her attorney deny, that she was the person on 
the tape selling the drugs. After hearing the evidence, the jury deliberat­
ed for less than an hour and found Ms. Mitchell guilty. She then agreed 
to accept a 7 1/2 years sentence instead of allowing the jury to recom­
mend a sentence, which could have been up to 10 years. 

The Law 

The newspaper editorial cites "the legal community" in support of its 
contention that the prosecution cannot ask a jury to "send a message" 
or to "do its job." In reality, the Kentucky Attorney General, the Circuit 
Judge who heard the case and the Kentucky Supreme Court are all in 
agreement that it is appropriate for the prosecution to make these com­
ments to stress to jurors the weight of the issues before them. The 
Kentucky Supreme Court has ruled that arguing for the appropriate pun­
ishment to "send a message" to the defendant and others in the com­
munity is not an improper appeal to prejudice. (lynem v. 
Commonwealth, Ky. 565 S. W.2d 141 ) Other cases from the Kentucky 
Supreme Court have held that it is proper for the prosecutor to ask a jury 
to "do its job" in convicting a defendant. (Wallen v. Commonwealth, Ky. 
657 S.W.2d 232; Slaughter v. Commonwealth. Ky. 744 S.W.2d 407) This 
is the "legal community" we rely upon. I'm not sure what "legal commu­
nity'' the Floyd County Times relies upon, but it apparently does not 
include the Commonwealth Attorney's Office, the Attorney General's 
Office, the Circuit Judge, or the Kentucky Supreme Court. 

The lower court's decision in this case ignores Kentucky law and even 
goes so far as to cite a case from Mississippi to support its decision. 
Accordingly, we have asked the Attorney General's office to pursue an 
appeal on this decision to the Kentucky Supreme Court and this has now 
become one of their top priorities. 

Let's Send a Message About Drugs in This County 

Since I took office in 2001 , the number of drug trafficking cases 
returned by the Grand Jury has increased from Q cases in 2000, to lli 
cases in the last 3 years. This is due in part to my own repeated calls for 
more drug investigations by various police agencies. We now have a 
large number of drug cases in the system, thanks to the hard work of 
numerous police officers in this county who risk their lives on a daily 
basis in order to make cases against these drug dealers. 

I would submit to every citizen that there is a need for a message to 
be sent. A message of encouragement should be sent to our children 
who attend schools where drugs are everywhere. A message of encour· 
agement should be sent to every parent that has lost, or fears losing, 
their child to drug addiction. A message of encouragement needs to be 
sent to every grandparent that has been forced to take responsibility for 
their grandchildren because their own child has been overtaken by 
drugs. A message of encouragement needs to be sent to every citizen 
who has been forced to stand by helplessly, as the tidal wave of drug 
trafficking and addiction has swept away careers, relationships, and 
even the lives of those they sought to help. That message is that we care 
about you and we are fighting every day on your behalf. 

Finally, a message needs to be sent to all who deal drugs and, for a 
few dollars, destroy our community, one person at a time. The message 
is that if you are caught, you will pay for your crime.

Will that message be sent? As for me and the prosecutors in my office, 
the answer is yes. We will not back down, and we will not give up. To the 
people of Floyd County, I assure you that regardless of the outcome of 
the appeal over this issue, or what any newspaper says about us, our 
office will continue to aggressively pursue every drug case where guilt is 
evident. To do anything less would be, to become part of the problem . ..

Teaching 
children. 
to manage 
money

and Consumer Sciences 

Pre-school age is a good time 
to start you~: children on the road 
to good financial management 
techniques that will last a life­
time. Pre-school chHdren can 
understand the concepts of sav­
ing, spending and sharing. 

When children accompany 
you to the grocery store, let 
them choose one thing to buy 
for themselves. Explain as you 
enter the store that they can buy 
only one thing on this shopping 
trip. You can guide their deci­
sions by offering a choice 
between two nutritious items. 
For example, let them choose 
between a snack-size fruit juice 
drink or a piece of fresh fruit. 

When they want candy or 
gum at the checkout counter, 
remind them tbat the day's pur­
chase was juice or fruit. Let chil­
dren pay for their items separate­
ly when you get to the cashier. 
This way, they learn that it costs 
money to buy things. 

Over time, children will learn 
things they want cost money. 
They also will learn to make 
nutritious snack choices. 

Another way to establish 
good financial habits is to 
encourage children to save part 
of the money received as gifts or 
for age-appropriate household 
chores for future needs. For 
young children, a future need 
might be a souvenir on the fami­
ly's next vacation. Also encour­
age children to share part of this 
money. They might give 10 per­
cent to a church or local charita­
ble organization. Children can 
use the rest of the money for 
current expenditures. 

By teaching your children to 
save and share money, you're 
establishing sound management 
habits at an early age. 
Continuing to guide children 
with these principles throughout 
their teenage years will help 
them develop rnto good money 
managers as adults. 

As children get older. you can 
teach them about investing. This 
can be fun and build their confi­
dence for future investing as an 
adult. Help children find out 
about the stock of companies 
that interest them such as a toy, 
fast food or entertainment com­
pany by reading news articles or 
using the Internet. 

When you've agreed on a 
company in which to invest, help 
children buy some shares in their

clawing inappropriate objects (furni­
ture. draperies, people), why orne 
cats won't u e a scratching post. etc. 
So here it is; my expanded essay on 
cats, claw . and thetr attendant prob­
lem·: 

Cats can do some major damage 
with their claws, but it is important 
to under tand thar they are not on an 
intentional mission of destruction. 
As with many other behaviors. the 
use of claws is an rnstinct that may 

not have an appropriate outlet in thP. 
home environment. Let's stan at the 
beginning. Why do cats have 
claws? ( l) They allow the cat to 
caprure and hold prey. (2) They are 
a defense mechanism (3) They 
allow cats to climb. so they have 
more access to prey and to e cape 
enemies (4) They are used to mark 
territory. Obviously, claws are very 
imponant to cats, so it is in his best 
interest to keep them in good shape.
