Although the funds would be 
·eparate from the city's collec­
tion·, considering a contract for 
the city treasurer to collect for 
the commission was something 
James said should be considered. 

"The city probably should be 
invol\'ed. .if onl) from a check~ 
and-balance standpoint," he said. 

The commission plans to tan 
the collection process on over­
due fees wrth a collection letter 
sent to lhe respective busine s 
after the amount has been pa ~ 
due for 30 days. The lener will 
explain, according to James, that 
the business has 10 days in 
which to respond with payment 
before penalty charges take 
effect.

To my mind, there's no better season 

for wildflowers than late summer and 
early fall. 

Sunday I stole some time to look and 
appreciate. 

First. I went to visit my cousin on 
Middle Fork 10 Johnson County, who 
live about three miles up a narrow, 
winding road. Most of the way. the hill 

slides down into 
the road with wild 
growth covering 
everything. Most 
of the houses are 
on the other ide of 
the creek on the 
bottom land. but 
generally they're 
sepanued by hills 
and former pas· 
tures that have 
long gone out of 
use, 

This time of 
year, bright yellows and purples co­
habit with mauves and blues in the mid­
dle of overgrown fields. lf you have the 
opportunity to get in close, you can see 
tiny. pea-sized whit~ and pink blossoms 
on green stems that until now looked 
ragged and ugly. 

Later that day, J took the dogs for a 
walk up Thomas Street in Auxier and 
noted that right here in town the wild 
plants, which eemed simply untamed 
and unsightly before, have come into 
their own, creatlng a symphony that 
pleases the senses . 

In pan of the ditch between the road 
and the railroad, the cattails are at their 
peak.

when assessing educa~ional Levels of both 
men and women, that incomes still nry, quite 
widely, for males and females who both hold 
the same level of education. As a matter of 
fact, the more education, the wider the gap 
becomes, meaning that men who hold hjgbcr 
degree still earn more than their female 
counterparts who have achieved the ex.act 
same educational levels. 

I find that to be vet)' disturbing. both as a 
woman, and as a mother of daughters. 

I'm sure that other women reading this col­
umn find it disturbing, also. And men, in cas~ 
you don't. you should, too. 

Sharing the front page of this section with 
me is Dr. Mable Lineberger's column on 
active fathering. For years, I have maintained 
that social tereotype between men and 
women should be reevaluated. I remember 
having a con ersation with a group of les­
bian in Florida when I was a college tudent. 
The e women were downing men left and 
right. o man was good. as far as the}' were 
concerned every man on this planet wa· out to 
use and abuse every woman he happened to 
encounter. 

At one point, I recall that they began to dis­
cuss how women were "forced to play roles" 
that they weren't always comfortable with, 
i.e .. being wife and mother when maybe they 
really wanted to be corporate bigwigs or auto 
mechanics or some other role typically acted 
out by men. As the women lalked on, louder 
and bolder with each breath. I decided that I 
had to speak (up until this point, I had main­
ly been only listening). 

"You know, sometimes men are forced to 
play roles that they omerimes don't feel com­
fortable with, either,'' I aid. 

Silence. 
Then, a "yeah, like what?". 
"Well. like for instance, some men would 

really like to just stay at home and take care of 
their kids. but if they do, they're catled sisstes. 
or worse. and so. they get up eacb da} and 
ki s their children good-bye and go off to earn 
a paycheck. But it's not really what the) \ant 
to do. So, it ju t isn't women v. ho are not 
always treated fairly. That' the problem. this 
men/women thing. We're all just people. We 
need to look at one another as fellow human 
beings. not just ·•men" and "women.''

While cancer of aJI kind is the sec­
ond most common cause of death for 
women. this scourge originates in the 
breast far more often than in any other 
organ. There are about 180,000 women 
with this dreaded disease every year! 
You might be surprised to learn that 
men, too. can get breast cancer, but it is 
very uncommon. 

I'm sure most of my female readers 
know that a yearly breast examination 
by a physician and yearly mammo­
grams are advised after age 50. But 
now many of you do these simple te IS? 
A national survey a few years ago 
showed only 41 percent do. This i dis­
concerting because an annual physical 
exam with mammograms reduces the 
risk of dying from breast cancer by 25-
30 percent. 

The other ommun d1 ea!.c 1 want 
to discuss is the one your i h:r had -
cervical cancer. 1 h v.idespread use 
of pap smears has created a success 
story of sorts. [n 1940, cervical cancer 
was the most common cau e of cancer 
death in women. Toda)' 1L barely 
make the top ten. Despite thi~ favor­
able trend. we health-care providers 
need to do beuer. Cervical cancer is 
generally a slow growing di case, and 
yearly examinations usually 1d ntify 
the condition in its carl) -· urnble -­
stage. Of those women who are diag­
no ed v. ith cen ical cancer, however, 
about half have never had a pap 
smear. 

Please be sure to get n pap . mear, 
and ask your doctor wh n you sho~lu 
come back for your next e nm. If you 
have a friend or family member in one 
of the high risk groups l listed above. 
plea e ask them if they've had a r.ap 
_mcar lately.
