AI o logged into evidence 
was a horse whip, a hand-held 
cattle prod. vanous types of 
lubricant and numerous electri­
cal 1tems, including various 
sets of small, vibrating clamps. 

Ward, who at the time of his 
arrest was a Wal-Mart manager 
in Cincinnati, bad reportedly 
met Coleman, a former child 
therapist with Mountain 
Comprehenstve Care, through 
intl!rnet correspondence.

The company says such 
activity injure its rate of sub­
scription and pay-per-view rev­
enue, as well as compromises its 
security, acc-ounting systems and 
infringes trade secrets, while 
interfering with future business 
opportunities. 

The key to DirecTV's busi­
ness is a method employed to 
encrypt, or electronically scram­
ble, its satellite transmissions. a 
procesg lhey say provides securi­
ty and for which they have 
invested more lhan $ L25 billion 
to develop. 

The company claims that 
Lewi violated both the Federal 
Communications Act of 1934 
and the Electronic 
Communications Privacy Act. 
also known as the Federal 
Wiretap Laws. 

In addition to asking for judg­
ment against Lewis in its claims. 
DirecTV has also asked to be 
awarded statutory damages of 
$10.000 for each of the federal 
violations alleged. attorney's 
fees and other costs in the 
amount of $850.

Protectmg 1ts people is Job One of any government- keeping them 
afe from an external enemy or lawless elements of lts own society ' 

But not by any means necessary. 
The Founders of the American republic recognized the temptation of a 

go\'emment com:emed with maintaining order to trend toward an all­
powerful police state. That's why it wmte a set of rules- the Bill of 
Rights and Constitution -to keep everyone honest. 

But the Bush administration is throwing the rule book on the trash 
heap in the name of fighting terrorism. It has already weakened nearly 
ever) procedural safeguard guaranteed by tbe Constitution at every stage 
of the legal proce s - detection, prosecution and punishment. 

And now it is seeking to marginalize due process even further. Last 
week, President George W. Bush asked for additional powers to fight ter­
rorism. including bypassing judicial oversight in obtaining warrants; the 
ability to hold terrorist suspects without bail; and the death penalty for 
teJTorists regardless. presumably, of whether or not their actions actually 
killed or were intended to kiJJ - a major affront to the principle of propor­
tional punishment. 

The eeds of th1 due process a sault were sown long before Bush 
launched the war on terrorism. They have their roots in the drug war. 
1ost of the additional powers Bush is demanding are already in place to 

tight illegal narcotics- a parallel he pointedly drew when asking for more 
powers. 

The drug war. however. is a terrible model for the war on terrorism. 
Take. for instance, the Fourth Amendment•s prohibition on warrantless 

searches - searches conducted without a proper showing of probable 
cause before a judge. 

Such searches were anathema 25 years ago. But the war on drugs 
changed that. 

Mandatory urine tests have become commonplace. Yet they are Jinle 
more than a dragnet-type . earch in which everyone is tracked to snag the 
few who are guilty. No le sa conservative vo1ce than Supreme Court 
Justice Antonin calia has condemned the urine tests as "an invasion of 
... privacy and an affront to ... dignity.'' 

Also, drug authorities can search private homes based on anonymous 
lips - a dilution of the probable cause standard - and snoop around front 
yards and other "open fields'' without a prior warrant 

Now enter the terrorism war, and the erosion of civil liberties sudden­
!) become. a gully washer. 

The Patriot Act - the 300-plus-page piece of legislation that the Bush 
admJUistration shoved through Congress within days of 9-1 I -gives 
execmivc authorities expansive powers to conduct far broader earches 
with even Jess judicial oversight. 

EXPA DING SECRET COURTS 
TI1e Patriot Act is an appalling assault on civil libenies almost from 

top to bottom. But a couple of examples highlight why it is particularly 
offensive to due process.

A double-edged 
sword 

Why seal a ci'. il case? The judge has 
said his reasons for sealing the case of 
John Doe 1 and John Doe 2 vs. The Floyd 
County Board of Education is because the 
case involves a juvenile and because it 
concerned matters he felt should not be 
open to "public scrutiny".

Word is, the two boys played 
this past week. 

lf that was the case, can we 
say for certain that an injunction 
was then allowed? No. The case 
is sealed, you see. No informa­
tion.

The main 
concern is the fact that !he 
case was kept from the 
public.

Act. This law. Dahlia Lithwick 
of Slate magazine explains, was 
a constitutional "bargain" stntck 
between Congre • and the e. ec­
utive branch in 1978.

zens and noncitizens alike - not 
just in terrorism or espionage 
cases, but for all criminal inves­
tigations.

can show that notification would 
in any \\8) jeopardize the inve -
ligation. 

Since notification would in 
almost every case undermine an 
investigation, this could effec­
tively spell the end of the 
"knock and announce·· require­
ment on police e:ecuting 
earches. a major abrogation of 

privacy rights. 
The Fourth Amendment was 

added ro the Constitution 
because of the Founders' deep­
seated revulsion against the 
practices of their former English 
masters. who had wide-ranging 
powers to ran ack homes in 
earch of any evidence of tax 

evasion or other crimes. 
The search powers were used 

to enforce the Stamp Act. the 
pivotal event leading to the 
Declaration of Independence. 

And yet here American are 
again, supposedly in the name of 
preserving liberty. returning to 
the onerous abridgements of 
freedom the nation was founded 
to reject.
