Judge says 
sentence 
cowect

PRESTONSBURG -A 
La Grange inmate who 
believes he has served 
more than his fair share In 
the slammer got an answer 
he wasn't looking for yes­
terday, according to docu­
ments filed in circuit court. 

Acting on his own 
behalf, Hardy Kilburn, 41, of 
Martin, who is currently 
Incarcerated on a 
manslaughter charge at the 
Kentucky State 
Reformatory in La Grange, 
filed a motion Jan. 20, ask­
ing the court to grant him a 

lj, furtough, claiming that he's 
, already served the neces­

sary sentence for crimes he 
pleaded guilty to nearty four 
years ago. 

Following a hearing in 
February Judge Danny P. 
Caudill asked the probation 
and parole office to recalcu­
late Kilburn's sentence, a 
request that was answered 
in a circuit court filing yes­
terday. 

The probation and 
parole office estimated that 
Kilburn has served 96 days 
since he was incarcerated 
on Oct. 4, 2002. the same

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Jury recommends maximum for dealer

PRESTONSBURG - A Floyd 
County Jury found Liz Goble guilty 
of trafficking in methamphetamine 
Thesday after only one day of testi­
mony on the previous day. 

The sentence recommendation 
handed down by the jury was the 
maximum allowed at 10 years and 
easily dwarfed the two sentences 

prosecutors offered during the plea 
phase of the case. 

The origmal arrest was put 
together by the Floyd County Drug 
Task Force when they used an infor­
mant to make a $50 purchase of 
methamphetamine from Goble al 
her home. 

Prosecutors caUed ~everal wit­
nesses who were all part of the drug 
sting that netted Goble while her 
defense failed to provide a witness 

to counter the commonwealth's 
case. 

The questioning of the state's 
witnesses was conducted by 
Assistant Commonwealth's 
Attorney Wayne Taylor. The chief 
witness was a confidential infor­
mant who was able to capture the 
drug sale un audio tape. The jury 
listened to the tape in court and this

Women allege discrimination 
at Paintsville Fire Department

PIKEVILLE - Two former 
employees of the Paintsville Fire 
Department, Beverly J. Ratliff and 
Salina West, filed a wrongful ter­
mination suit Monday against the 
city in the U.S. Dislrict Coun in 
Pikeville. 

The suit was filed by Johnny 
Ray Harris, of Prestonsburg. on 
behalf of lhe two women who 
claim that they were victims of 
gender discrimination. 

The women, who were fired ·on 
Oct 16, 2002, are uJJeging that 
they were wrongfully terminated 

and that they were not allowed to 
work the same shifts becau~e of 
their sex. 

The suit also claims that they 
never received proper evaluations 
after their 90-day lrial periods, 
which they worked past. They also 
claim that their efforts to talk about 
the issue were ignored by Fire 
Chief Robert Dixon, Assistant Fire 
Chief Don Fyffe and former 
Paintsville Mayor Robin Cooper, 
wbo are all named inctividually and 
collectively in the !'uit. 

Cooper was surprised to hear 
about the lawsuit and recalled, 
"They had some issues with Chief 
Dixon but at that point [when they 

talked to Cooper! they didn't have 
much of an argument'' 

Dixon echoed Cooper's senti­
ments and hadn't heard about the 
lawsuit ti II he was contacted by 
The Floyd County Times. 

"I'm surprised," Dixon said. "I 
haven' l heard rutytl1ing about this." 

The suit fi led on Monday failed 
to mention any specific incident 
but was clear on what the two 
women want. They wish to be rein­
stated and receive all lost wage~ 
and benefits. They also seek com­
pensation for humiliation, suffer­
ing and wish to seek punitive dam-

WASHINGTON - A new 
device that would ale,ht coal 
miners to high levels of dust is 
getting favorable reviews. a 
new~paper reported, citing a 
govenunentreport. 

The personal respirable dust 
monitor. or PDM, takes constant 
readings of the air and gives 
instant electronic readouts. It 
would tell miners and mine 
operators when coal dust expo­
sure levels became dangerous. 

The National Institute for 
Occupational Safety and Health 
tested six of the devices last 
summer at iL<> Pittsburgh labora­
tory and at four underground 
mines in Alabama, West 
Virginia and Utah. the Courier­
Journal of Louisville reported. 

"Results showed the units 
provide accurate readings of a 
nuner's dust exposure, were 
rugged enough to survive the 
underground mine environment. 
and provided data on instrument 
faults or potential tampering,'' 
said a report prepared by the lab, 
obtained by the newspaper. 

Mine officials like what 
they've heard about the PDMs. 

"The thing works,'' said 
Joseph Main, administrator of 
the United Mine Workers 
union's Department of 
Occupational Safety and Health. 
"It's like going from a Model T 
to a Ferrari." 

•·Everything we're seeing 
right now is very positive," said 
Bruce Watzman, vice president 
of safety and health for the 
National Mining Association, an 
industry group. "We're on the 

brink of a new day in terms of 
protecting miners and enabling 
miners to protect themselves 
from dust exposure." 

About 25 of the devices will 
be tested this summer in addi­
tional mines. most likely includ­
ing Kentucky, union and coal 
industry officials said. 
Commercial models of the 
device would cost $7.000 to 
$10,000 each, according to 
industry and government esti­
mates. 

The tests of the device came 
after MSHA last June uspended 
a controversial coal-dust testing 
proposal that the miners' uruon

Kilburn caused the death of a 
passenger in his car, Randall 
Elkins, on May 19, 1998, when 
he wrecked while driving under 
the inf1uence of marijuana and 
alcohol. Two other passenger!> in 
other vehicles that were struck 
by Kilburn in that accident were 
injured. 

Originally charged with mur­
der and two counts of first· 
degree assault, Kilburn pleaded 
guilty to amended charges of 
r ckless homicide and two 
counts of first-degree wanton 
endangerment on Aug. 2, 2000.

Kilburn received a total of five 
years - two-and-one-half years 
on the reckless homicide sen­
tence running consecutively 
with two other concurrent two­
and-one-half-year ::.entences for 
the wanton endangerment 
charges. 

Kilburn entered the jail on 
July 21, 2000, and was adminis­
tratively discharged on Dec. 3l. 
2001, according to his court 
record. In April 2002, fonner 
Gov. Paul Patton restored his 
civil rights, a fact Kilburn used 
in his motion to show that his 
time had already been served on 
the reckles homicide charge. 

Kilburn was arrested on a 
parole violation following the 
reinstatement of his civil rights, 
and he was resentenced in circuit 
court in 2002. 

Caudill ruled in the motion, 
filed yesterday in circuit court, 
that the previously entered cred­
it for time served by Kilburn is 
correct 

He will remain at La Grange 
until the service of his sentence 
is completed.

U.S. Sen. Jim Bunning has been on the hot seat of late, 
and well he should be for joking that his likely opponent 
this fall looks and dresses like one of Saddam Hussein's 
sons. 

Bunning made the remark during a Lincoln/Reagan Day 
Dinner three weeks ago about Democratic state Sen. 
Daniel Mongiardo, the olive-skinned son of Italian immi­
grants who is considered a heavy favorite to challenge 
Bunning for his U.S. Senate seat in November. But worse 
than making the gaffe itself bas been Bunning's behavior 
since. 

After first denying making the statement, Bunning, 
through his campaign manager, sort of, kind of apologized 
11 days later. 

"We're sorry if this joke, which got a lot of laughs, 
offended anyone," Bunning spokesman David Young said 
in a statement. 

Notice, there was no apology for making a stupid, 
insensitive, ethnic joke. Bunning, according to his 
spokesman, was just sorry if that stupid, insensitive, eth­
nic joke offended anybody. 

You will have to excuse us if that heartfelt apology does 
not move us to tears. 

And Bunning himself has had little to say about the 
subject. In fact, he has not attempted to make a personal 
apology to Mongiardo at all. 

Throughout this whole episode, Bunning has displayed 
the classic strategy of political duck-and-cover, which 
goes a little something like this: 

1. Make a stupid mistake. 
2. Deny the stupid mistake. 
3. Admit the stupid mistake, but stop short of offering a 

true apology. 
4. Declare the issue dead. 
5. Repeat 3 and 4 as much as necessary. 
As offensive as Bunning's original statement was, this 

effort to waltz away from accountability for it is worse, 
because it assumes that voters are idiots who cannot see 
through such ploys. 

If Bunning holds true to form, the next tactic on his list 
should be to wajt until the stupid mistake makes a signifi­
cant impact on his poll numbers, and then offer a seem­
ingly sincere apology to Mongiardo.

customers and as gift certifi­
cates. in addition to using them 
as corporate membership 
coupons. 

"From a business standpoint, 
we have no accountability for 
them," Herrick said, pointing 
out that using the unnumbered 
coupons for more than one pur­
pose makes it difficult to calcu­
late how many free rounds are 
being given away and how many 
are paid for with the purchase of 
those coupons. "We need better 
basic business principals in the 
ways we handle these things." 

Other members agreed with 
Herrick. pointing out that the 
lack of accountability could lead 
to a loss in revenue for 
Stonecrest. 

"What it boils down to is 
we'll have Jo-Bo playing all sea­

10 make clear that, as far as I'm 
concerned, my past is not the 
story," Mackey said. ''It' all 
about ten hardworking 
Kentucky citizens who are 
going to fight hard to protect 
their good names." 

Harris, a lawyer and busi­
nessman from Pikeville, and 
nine others are accu ed in a 
2002 vote-fraud conspiracy, 
including former state Sen.

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A game of kings 
Billiards is thought to have begun as 
a 14th-century lawn game that 
resembled croquet. Historians 
disagree about where it began -
Persia, France and England have all 
claimed to be the first to play billiards. No 
one knows when the game was moved 
indoors or when it evolved into a tabletop 
game, but the first historical evidence of 
the tabletop version is from a 1470 inven­
tory record of a billiard table that belonged 
to King Louis XI of France. It was said to 
have a hole in the middle. 

Billiards became a popular game among 
royalty. Mary Queen of Scots ( 1542-1587) 
and King Louis XIV (1638-1715) played. 
But billiards was not just for the rich and 
famous. A reference to billiards in Shake­
speare's Antony and Cleopatra (Act II, 
Scene V), "Let's to billiards," suggests an 
early 17th-century familiarity with the 
game that the playwright expected 
common people to understand. 

Louis XIV playing billiards. Note the 
wooden mace with the flattened, curved 
end. The cue stick evolved as players 
Increasingly began using the mace's 
narrow tip (the top end) to hit the balls. 

Kinds of games 
The most popular forms of billiards are 
pool, snooker and carom billiards. 
Pool is the game of choice in North 
America and is played with a cue ball 
and 15 object bc:!ts. Snooker, a popular 
billiards game in England, is played 
with a cue ball and 21 object balls. 
Pool and snooker are played on a table 
with six pockets. Carom billiards is 
played on a table without pockets. 
Three or four balls are used. Players 
try to stike, or carom, the cue ball off 
the object balls and the table's raised 
sides in specified ways for points.

World of Wonder What's in a name? 
The word "billiards" is derived from one or 
two French words - bill/art, a wooden 
stick, or bille, which means "ball." The word 
"cue" is from the French word queue, which 
was the name for the handle of the mace 
(a long stick originally used to move the 
balls}. "Billiards" is often referred to as pool. 
The word "pool" is from the word poufe, 
which was French slang for ''betting."

"Billiards'' refers to several games 
played with balls on a rectangular 
table that usually has pockets.

A bad reputation 
In the 13th and 14th centuries, the church 
viewed all recreational games {including 
billiards) as dangerous sins. But when 
billiards was later played by royalty it 
enjoyed a noble popularity. Who would 
question a king's favorite pastime? Moral 
opposition to recreation and gaming resur­
faced in colonial New England. Because of 
this, billiards became associated with 
unsavory men who drank, gambled and 
smoked in dark tavems. In the 19th cen~ 
tury, billiards was banned in many parts of 
the United States. The game was viewed 
so negatively that the purchase of a 
second-hand billiard table for the White 
House in 1825 by President John Quincy 
Adams put his moral character in question 
and hurt his career. (A new table was 
reinstalled In the White House in 1869.} 

Respectability 
Michael Phelan is often called 
the father of American bil­
liards. He was an expert pool 
player and a manufacturer of 
billiard tables. Phelan is 
credited with being the first to 
install ivory diamonds on 

table rails. Phelan opened an 
elegant billiard room ir, New 

York which helped to change the 
negative perception of billiards. In 

Michael Phelan 1850 he wrote "Billiards Without A 
(1817-1871) Master," which provided easy-to-

The cue stick 
The cue evolved from a 
wooden or metal stick 
called a mace. Leather 
tips were introduced 
between 1807 and 1823. 
Chalk was then used to 
increase the friction 
between the cue and the 
ball. The two-piece cues 
(easy-to-carry cues, which 
screw together into one 
long stick) went on the 
market around 1829. 

The balls 
When billiards was a lawn 
game, balls were larger and 
made of stone. When the 
game moved indoors, the 
balls became smaller and 
were made of wood, then 
Ivory. Ivory was very expen­
sive, lost its round shape 
after heavy use and led to the 
slaughter of many elephants, 
whose tusks were the source 
of ivory. Today's balls are 
made of a synthetic plastic. 

The table 
Early billiard tables used 
walls to keep the balls from 
rolling off. Because they 
resembled riverbanks, the 
table walls were called 
banks. Players began to 
bounce the balls off the 
walls in what is called a 
"bank shot." Early tables 
were made of wood, slate 
or marble covered in green 
wool. Wool remains the 
fabric covering of choice.
