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• WHITEHORSE, Yukon 
Territory - There is nothing 
elementary about the mysteri­
ous. sudden disappearance of 
northern pike from Watson 
Lake. 

"It's weird," said Aaron 
Foos of the Department of the 
Environment. 

In one year, the community 
on the British Columbia· 
Yukon border went from a des­
tination for anglers in search 
of trophy pike to a lake devoid 
of the fish. 

In the summer of 2002, 
anglers caught 1,680 of the 
fish and kept 158. 

Based on 2002 catch-and­
release figure , Foos :.aid it 
would be reasonable to expect 
there to he more than 20,000 
pike in the lake. 

But, for the summer of 
2003, there is no known record 
of any pike being caught. Nor 
did any show up in an intcn· 
o;;ive search by ministry offi­
cials. 

However, said Foos, the rest 
of the fish in the lake - lake 
trout, grayling, white fish and 
burbot - are doing JUst fine. 

Watson Lake conservation 
officer Ryan Hennings 
received reports of dead pike 

on the lake's surface last 
spring but didn't recover any 
of the reported fish. 

When the reports began, 
Hennings started checking for 
the normally visible, shallow 
spawning beds used by pike. 

There were none. 
"That is· when we realized, 

that yep, we have a serious 
problem,'' he ~aid.

them.'' While the press 
should certainly be free to 
champion the cau. e of indi­
viduals or entities seeking 
legitimate redress, unbal­
anced and maccurate cover­
age can do more harm than 
good, particularly with regard 
to the public\; understanding 
of related issues. In this case. 
your reporter seems to have 
missed the forest because of 
the trees. 

Ms. Music writes exten­
sively about one couple's 
perceived persecution by 
social ~ervices. However, 
much less auention is given 
to the larger que tion of why 
they have been involved with 
social service!> for ix years 
and why they've been unable 

to regain custody of their 
children. The author notes 
that Cabinet for Familie and 
Children staff have been try­
ing to work with the Hardys 
since 1998. She also notes 
that criminal background 
checks revealed "a long list 
of domestic violence claims, 
terroristic threatening 
charges, neglect charges.

Because it is an extremely 
st:nsitive and conlroversial 
subject involving the most 
vulnerable members of soci­
ety, matters related to sexual 
abuse. hould be approached 
with extreme di cernment 
and concern for the victim.

• Several of the statements in 

this diatribe were highly sus­
v.ect, some were irrelevant, all 
were derogatory. No, social 
services workers are not 
"trained a criminal investiga­
tors," which might have some­
thing to do with the fact that 
they are actually not criminal 
investigators and are not 
responsible for conducting 
criminal investigations. Yes, 
"pedophiles'' rnay behave m a 
passive manner when confront­
ed by law enforcement person­
neL but their demeanor during 
interviews .,., itb primarily 
female social services workers 
is likely to be very different, 
especially if they are domestic 
violence offenders. Any 
response to Mr. Samples' out­
landish contention that he has 
never encountered an aggres­
sive child sexual abuser would 
require a separate letter. 

This "president and CEO" 
of a task force on child abuse 
reserves his harshest criticism 
for workers who fail to conduct 
proper investigations, resulting 
in "many, many cases where 
children are put back in abu­
sive homes." Perhaps Ms. 
Music neglected to infonn him 
that workers here are being 
criticized because they did not 
recommend return, and the 
results of the investigation 
were apparently compelling 
enough to convince a judge. 
Although Mr: Samples should 
be thrilled with such an out­
come, several local community 
members were not and their 
negative comments have also 
received ample space in The 
Times. Folks are, of course, 
entitled to their opinions. 
However, more judicious use 
of them in print may have 
helped balance what emerged 
as a grossly unfair representa­
tion of social services workers. 

Professionals involved in 
child protection cases do not 
have the time, inclination or 
latitude to pursue vendettas. 
These are not "evil ... horrible" 
people (Pastor Nelson's kind 
and, may I say. very Christian 
observation aside), just human 
beings with incredibly tough 
jobs. Frankly, I cannot imagine 
a job more demanding, danger­
ous or gut-wrenching, except 
law enforcement. 

Like police officers, social 
services workers operate under 
strict statutory and agency 
guidelines. They incur huge 
liability and safety risks when 

attempting to intervene with 
dysfunctional families, and are 
sometimes called upon to make 
life-altering decisions with 
inescapably negative conse­
quences. UnJike police offi­
cers, they have little real 
authority and cannot simply 
walk away once a crisis has 
been resolved. 

The suggestion that ca e­
workers would bribe children 
to lie about sexual abuse or 
deliberately set out to destroy 
families is ludicrous. 
Perpetuation of these stereo­
types will only render provi­
sion of these services and pro­
tection more difficult. Worse 
still, victims justifiably anx­
ious about disclosure see that 
it's possible for their identities 
and circumstances to end up in 
the hands of anyone with 7 5 
cents. So your reporter and edi­
torial staff had no compunc­
tions about re-traumatizing a 
child who has alleged sexual 
abuse, but the disgruntled for­
mer Cabinet employee gleeful­
ly impugning the ethics of 
coworkers and supervisors was 
granted anonymity. Interesting. 

Raising children is a privi­
lege, not an enlitlement. 
Bottom line. There is a huge 
difference between bringing 
child after child into the world 
and doing what's necessary to 
maimain the emotional and 
physical health of each for the 
next l8 years. These parent 
have been neglectful and irre­
sponsible, by their own admis­
sion. Instead of accepting the 
assistance that was extended 
for half a decade, they rejected 
it and persisted in behaviors 
that jeopardized their chil­
dren's well-being. 

The Hardys insist they are 
victims. The same individuals 
who have threatened and 
harassed others vociferously 
assert that their own rights 
have been violated. They 
accept only a small share of 
blame for their current situa­
tion. And they have acted in a 
spirit of outraged antagonism, 
not with the humility befitting 
those who recognize serious 
past mistakes and wish to 
atone. 

Readers learned thal the 
couple recently participated in 
"numerous parenting, domesuc 
vio.lence and other types of 
counseling." They are also said 
to have joined a church. This is 
wonderful, but it does not miti­
gate the damage already done. 
Nor does it lessen culpability. 
Despite your reporter's efforts 
to write one, this is not a story 
about parents who were failed 
by "the system." It's a story 
about parents who failed their 
children.

PlPPA PASSES - Fifteen stu­
dents from the June Buchanan 
School will take part in the 
Team America Rocketry 
Challenge. the world's largest 
rocket contest, in Great Plains, 
Ya. More than 7,000 smdcnts in 
600 teams attempted to meet the 
rigorous requirements of the 
contest, but only the top 100 
high school tean1s qualified in 
the national contest. The contest 
requires that students design, 
build and test a model that can 
fly as close to I ,250 feel as pos­
sible with a payload of two raw 
eggs and safely purachme the 
eggs back to the ground unbro­
ken. The top 10 teams will share 
a prize of $60,000. 

Team supervisor, Roy 
Reynolds, Alice Lloyd College 
tutor, said designing and build­
ing the rocket required thac the 
students Jearn aerodynamic con­
cepts they would not nonnaliy 
encounter in physics class. such 
as bow to compute trajectory 
and how to estimate drag. ·'It's 
'real-world' physics," Reynolds 
said. "The kids arc working as a 
team to build and test develop­
mental rockets in a process very 
similar to the way the pros build 
rockets. 

"The key to this project is 
learning how to build a rocket in 
a simularion program on the 
computer and learning how to 
set goals as a team, delegate 
tasks and make gro~p decisions 
on design and test flights," said 
Reynolds.

Bengals taking a back 
seat in draft this time

CINCINNATI -Another bad 
Ben gals tradition is about to crum­
ble. 

Instead of leading off the draft 
on Saturday, the Bengals will be 
near the back of the line, another 
sign of ho\\ much they've 
changed in one year under coac-h 
Marviu Lewis. 

They've got the 24th overall 
pick in the first round. They 
haven't had to wait so long to take 
a player since 1989, when they 
were coming off their Last Super 
Bowl appearance. 

During their current 13-year 
run as the NFL's worst team, 
they've been more accustomed to 

kicking off the lir!St round. 
They've had three No. 1 over.:tll 
picks during that span. 

They've had a top-four pick in 
four of the last five years, a 
remarkable opponunity to <ldd tal ­
ented players and resurrect the 
frdl'lchise. Instead, they made their 
picks and kept on losing. 

Lewis has changed the way the 
Bengals do jusl about everything 
since he rook over a year ago, 
including the way they approach 
the draft. Instead of locking in on a 
player who might fiU the team's 
oiggest hole. Lewis is more inter­
ested in quality. 

The old method didn't work. 
The Bengals often made a reach 
for a player in the early rounds­
linebacker Reinard Wilson and

examples - in order to improve a 
sped lie position. 

ll was a disaster. 
"When you do that, you end up 

with a bag full of nothing," Lewis 
said. 

Instead of focusing on one 
position, Lewis is trying to 
upgrade the roster by looking at 
general areas. 

The oveniding priority is the 
defense. and there are a lot of dif­
ferent ways he could go with that 
theme. The defense collapsed late 
in the season, dooming the 
Bengals to an 8-8 finish. It will be 
the main focus of their offseason 
moves in free agency and the 
draft. 

"We've got to play better 
defen .e, all through the board," 
Lewis said. "Our defense is a little 
un ettled." 

Dennis Weathersby's severe 
head injury in a car accident this 
month gives them even more rea­
son to consider a cornerback in a 
draft full of good ones. 
Cornerback was one of the biggest 
problem areas lac;t season. 

They also need to strengthen a 
defensive line that got pushed 
around. They're thin at Linebacker 
and wouldn' t mind adding a safe­
ty. either. 

They're also in the market for 
offensive linemen. particularly a 
c~nter. Lewis is overhauling a line 
that needs an infusion of younger 
players. The Bengals also need a 
backup running back. 

Lewis will have a lot of options 
for getting it done. 

In another significant break 
with the franchise's past, Lewis is 
willing to lrade picks. The Bengals 
got cornerback Deltha O'Neil and 
an extra fourth-round pick from 
Denver by moving down from 
17th to 24th in the fust round. 

The team has rarely traded 
down to get extra picks. 

"We made the decision that it 
was to our advantage to gain what 
we thought would be a starting 
player in Deltha and stiJI be able to 
draft an eventual starter (at 24th) 
and hopefuUy an eventual starter 
with a fourth-round pick," Lewis 
said. 

That's not all. Lewis got rid of 
his biggest headache by shipping 
disgruntled running back Corey 
Dillon to f\ew England for a sec­
ond-round pick. 

The Bengals now have seven 
picks in the first four rounds- the 
24th overnll in the first round, then 
two picks in the second, third and 
fourth rounds. 

They haven't had so many 
picks so early in the draft since 
1986, another sign of how much 
things have changed. And Lewis 
might not be done dealing. 

The extra picks give him lever­
age to try to rrode for a better spot 
in the fusr round, something he's 
considering. 

"It's harder to move around 
than f,eople think, but you never 
know," he said.

often is the child learning to be 
independent of their parents and 
be confident that he can interact 
with other adults and children 
to get his needs met. A "good" 
camp experience has chances to 
learn new activities, improve 
social skills, be able to make 
new friends, and follow rules, 
wherever one is.

It is also call San Joaquin Valley fever or 
Valley fever because it is widespread 
(endemic) to that area. The spores 
become airborne when the dust is dis­
turbed, and they are then inhaled. 

In cases where symptoms are present 
(symptomatic illness), however, the ill­
ness can range from mild to severe. 
People who are immune-compromised. 
such as those with AlDS or systemic can 
cer, are at greater risk for having severe, 
disseminated cases of coccidiomycosis. 
There is a chronic fonn of coccidiomyco­
sis which is diagnosed many years after 
an initial infection. ln many cases it may 
not have been recognized, diagnosed, or 
treated at the time of the original infec­
tion. A disseminated disease, where the 
infection has spread to the bones, Jivt:r 
brain, skin and heart may occur. but is not 
common. 

The diagnosis of coccidiomycosis is 
made by positive sputum cultures, chest 
X-ray, and a positive blood test. This test 
is called a coccidiomyc.osis complement 
fixation titer. 

The acute, symptomatic illness often 
resolves without treatment in two to 
eight weeks. Bed rest and treatment of 
the symptoms are usually sufficient. 
When there is severe infection, or dis­
seminated infection, antifungal medica­
tion should be prescribed.
