Commonwealth' Attorney's office met 
with lawyers for several defendant 
accused of drug trafficking charges and 
accepted pleas on each case which will add 

up to 64 years of prison time for 13 drug 
dealer . 

THe ca es included defendants from 
fast July's Operation UNITE drug 
roundup, which included many case 
developed by the floyd County Drug Task 
Force, a well as a 2003 roundup in 
Wheelwright that was conducted by 

Kentucky State Police. The KSP cases 
have already been handled in federal court 
and the sentences received at the federal 
level will run concurrently with the sen­
tences that have been pursued by the 
Commonwealth.

Officials show off cleanup of old coal refuse dump

McDOWELL - State and local officials gathered 
at the site of a reclaimed coal refuse site Friday to cel­
ebrate the cleanup of one of the state' largest coal 
dumps. 

The Spewing Camp Branch Refu e AML Project 
has completed reclamation of a 60-acre coal refuse 
dump that had been abandoned since 1974, according 
to Susan Bush, commis ioner of Natural Resources. 
The project began in May 2000. 

Actual work on the project began in 2002 with the 
Kentucky Division of Abandoned Mine Lands begin­
ning construction work on the site in late-2002 under a 

.contract with Hawkeye Con truction Co. of Robin on.

several buys from each dealer 
for a period of several weeks. 
Each ale was videotaped and 
resulted in evidence so com­
pelling that none of those 
involved have opted to have 
their case tried. 

The Operation UNITE 
arre t were conducted in July 
and, thus far, none of those 
arrested have opted for trials. 
The only defendants who saw 
their charges dismi. sed in 
either roundup were actually 
underage at the time of the 
sales. 

"The buyer didn't a k to 
see the birth certificate of any 
of the dealers which, of course, 
would have been unu ual," 
said Assistant 
Commonwealth's Attorney 

~Wayne Taylor. 
'I Thus far. every roundup in 

the region has had at lea t one 
underage dealer involved. a 
fact Taylor said is "not unu. u­
al.'' 

Currently there are over 40 
traffickers scheduled for pretri­
al hearing in March for their 
part in the latest roundup , con­
ducted two weeks ago. 
Authorities are confident that 
at least 90 percent will enter 
guilty pleas. 

So far, the Commonwealth's 
Attorney's Office has only had 
to prosecute two dealers from .. 1 previous roundups. and each 
was convicted by a Floyd 
County jury and sentenced to 
the maximum sentence for 
their charges.

County and keep the area from 
losing the historic tracks, which 
were at one time the only pas­
sage m and out of the county for 
coal. 

The Center for Rural 
Development opened its doors as 
well and demon trated the 
group's new conference calling 
technology which will hook up 
the staff of their offices across 
the state. The technology allows 
large groups to conference at one 
time with a picture-in-picture 
monitor which a ures that both 
groups can monitor each other as 
well as how their image is being 
transmitted.

Hawkeye completed the 
majority of reclamation with­
in a year and the contract was 
closed in October 2004. The 
total cost of the project was 
$3,517,367. which included 
the cost of two satellite pro­
jects. 

Timothy Stamper, inspec­
tor for Abandoned Lands 
worked on the project for J 4 
months, said, "This project 
will stabilize the refuse fill, 
establish a vegetative cover, 
improve the stream quality, 
and lesson the possibilities of 
flooding with 

black coal refuse filling up 
the lower stream.'' 

"This is a major improve­
ment to the area," added Jeff 
Sands, of Hawkeye 
Construction. 

The Spewing Camp refuse 
dump had long been one of 
the worst remaining aban­
doned mine ite in Eastern 
Kentucky. From 1952 to 
197 3, the site had received 
coal refuse generated by the 
Price coal preparation facility 
located on the opposite side 
of the mountain. Over 7 mil­
lion cubic yards of refuse was 
placed in the pile from an aer­
ial tram that transported the 
material from the coal wash­
er, over the crest of the moun­
tain, and dumped it. The pile 
is up to 165 feet deep in the 
middle. 

The completion of the 
cleanup eliminated the haz­
ards associated with one of

the worst remaining aban­
doned mine land problems in 
the eastern coalfields. 
Citizens downstream from the 
proJect will no longer sec coal 

. waste eroding into the creek. 
causing periodic flooding. 

Looking over the complet­
ed project Friday was state 
Sen. Johnny Ray Turner. 

"This is a long-awaited 
project," Turner said. "I was 
here when it staned during 
the groundbreaking and it was 
a lot of money to protect the 
environment and people. 
They've done an outstanding 
job of reclaiming the land. 
The kid around here can get 
their baits out of the creek.'' 

State Rep. Chuck Meade 
spoke about local res1dent 
Roland Howell bragging to 
everyone about how the 
wildlife had begun to return 
a nd seeing the deer feeding 
upon the abandoned site. 

Funding for the Spewing 
Camp Brancn Refu e Project 
came from four sources. The 
primary source, contributing

Worth the effort, 
worth review 

The Kentucky Board of Education deserves a great deal of 
credit for how it has handled the debate over the future of 
portfolio - the state's controversial way of measuring a stu­
dent's writing ability. 

The board didn't cave to the intense pressure of critics, 
including an advisory group that recommended earlier this 
year that the writing portfolio portion of the Commonwealth 
Accountability Testing System be abolished. 

Instead, members rolled up their sleeves and committed to 
improving the process. It remains to be seen what changes 
will be made, but the board decided last week to review 17 
recommendations for developing a better way to measure 
accountability in writing. 

Some of the complaints about the portfolio system are 
valid. They do require a great deal of time, which cuts into 
other teaching and learning opportunities. But writing is every 
bit as, if not more, important as other subjects in the core con­
tent, and if giving it a little extra attention and time can help 
improve the state's poor literacy rate, then it's well worth the 
effort. 

Another major concern - and perhaps the most legitimate 
- is that teachers become so involved in the editing process 
that the work is no longer that of the student. Writing isn't just 
about grammar or sentence structure - it's about creativity 
and being able to clearly express one's thought and ideas. If 
these are being stifled by a teacher's desire to shape the port­
folios in a way they think will bring a high grade, then some­
thing is wrong with the process. 

But such concerns should be easily addressed, and potential 
solutions are contained in the recommendations the state 
board is considering. The board will consider requiring more 
training for teachers on how to properly handle portfolios -
and increase the types of pieces students will be allowed to 
write to include analytical and technical writing, The 
(Louisville) Courier-Journal reported last week. 

Maintaining and building upon the system is important. 
because, despite imperfections, portfolios are having a posi­
tive effect. Over the last five years, writing scores in 
Kentucky have improved by 16 points. 

Critics counter that these scores aren't credible, that port­
folio are often given higher scores by teachers than they 
would receive from an independent reviewer. It's a legitimate 
concern and again one that the board i taking steps to 
u.ddre . One of the recommendation being con idered i a 
seric of regional scoring itcs to provide more consistency in 
grading. 

Writing portfolios require a lot of work from both teachers 
and students, and that causes some to question whether the 
re ults are worth the effort. But it's this type of effort that 
requires students to really show their ability to process knowl­
edge and display their ability to write that makes CATS so 
much more effective than multiple choice testing. It's this 
type of effort that is needed to help cause economic progress 
in a tate)ong burdened by its high illiteracy rate . 

It's an effort the state Board of Education is right to want 
to preserve and improve.

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Church's ad raises question: Christ 
in Christmas, or everyone else out?

RALEIGH, N.C. - A pas­
tor's newspaper ad urging 
Christian to spend their money 
at retailers who wi h them a 
"Merry Chri tmas" - and not 
the more generic "Happy 

~ Holidays" - has meant a Linle 
less good will this Christmas ea­
son. 

"People have called me intol­
erant and exclusionary, despite 
the fact that what i bemg 
excluded is Chri tma ," aid 
Patrick Wooden Sr., who heads 
Raleigh's Upper Room Church 
of God in Chri t. The church is a 
conservative, 3 ,000-member 
black congregation known for its 
outspoken oppo ition to homo­
sexuality. 

While plenty of preachers give 
sermons urging congregants to 

~ "put Christ back in Christmas," 
Wooden decided to speak to a 
w1der audience - and in charac­
teristically brazen fashion. 

"Attention Christians!" read 
the full-page ad that ran Nov. 24 
in the News & Observer. 

"Have you noticed you don't 
hear Silent Night? Where has 
Noel Gone? ... Had It Not Been 
for Christ ... There Would Be No 
Chri trnas!" 

The ad went on to wge "all 
Christians to pend their hard­
earned dollars with merchants 
who include the greeting 'Merry 

.# Chnstmas' in their holiday adver­
ti ing promotions this Christmas." 

Since it ran, the ad has 
inspired a chain of back-and­
forth letters to the newspaper's 
editor and untold numbers of dis­
cussions around office water 
coolers and kitchen breakfast 
table . 

"You're hard-pressed now to 
go in any department store any­
where in America and see the 
word Christmas," Wooden said 
in an interview this week. 
"Christmas is a significant chris-

~ tocentric tenn because it signifies 
or bring to attention that this 
particular holiday is about Jesu 
Christ. So I think it's important 
that 'Merry Christmas' be dis­
played or included or used in 
some manner, in some way." 

The part of the ad that seems 
to have stirred the most conster­
nation i an almost parenthetical 
bit of data halfway down the 
page. 

"Did you know? 96% of 
American consumers celebrate 
Christmas," the ad advises in

Upper Room started its own 
private school a few years ago 
after Wooden, its pastor for 17 
years, because concerned about 
the tolerance of gays and lesbians 
in public schools. 

Jn June, 75 church members 
crowded into the office of tate 
Senate leader Marc Basnight to 
lobby for an amendment to the 
state constitution bannmg gay 
marriage. 

"As a preacher of the Go pel, 
I firmly believe that my calling 
from God is to speak the lnlth as 
I see it, according to the 
Scripture," Wooden said. "I'm 
not responsible for people's reac­
tion to it." 

In an interview, Melnyk said 
he agrees with Wooden that the 
main focus of Christmas should 
be on its religious meaning. But 
he said he was alarmed by the 
way the ad made its point. 

"I reacted to ... the implicit 
approval of boycotting people 
who are different. I don't think 
that's what they intended. but I 
think that's the message some 
people could take." Melnyk aid. 

"There was a move in pre­
World War ll Germany to not 
support Jewish merchants and 
Jewi h businesses. That was the 
beginning of how Jews were ep­
arated out and it later became 
something much more heinous." 

Wooden said he isn't advocat­
ing boycotts or discrimination 
against non-Christians. He aid 
he wants businesses to acknowl-

edge that a Christian holiday is 
".~oponsible for the end-of-year 
surge in spending that they court 
and benefit from. 

"They want the gold. frankin­
cense and myrrh from the 
Chnstian consumer without rec­
ognizing·the babe who is the rea­
son most Christians are out pur­
chasing at this time, anyway,'' he 
aid. 

A Roman Catholic pastor sa1d 
Upper Room could have made 
the point without naming non­
Christian celebrations . 

The reference to Kwanzaa 
and Hanukkah .. was sort of the 
turning point. saying 'Why are 
they bringing that up?'" sa1d 
Father Mark G. Reamer, pastor 
of St. Francis of Ass1si. a Roman 
Catholic Church. "I think that 
macks of a kind of supremacy, a 

closing-in rather than an expan­
sion." 

Reamer was saddened that 
subsequent debate about the 
Upper Room ad has been more 
about taking sides than dis­
cussing the meaning of 
Christmas. 

'Too bad it couldn't have 
been starting off from 'How do 
we help each other celebrating 
our traditions?'" he said. 

A former Navy reservist, 
Reamer erved as a chaplain in 
Iraq from JanuaJ) to June of 
2003, and said his military ser­
vice made him a firm believer in 
the importance of tolerance. 

"That experience,ju t the hor­
rors that I saw there - of bless­
ing the bodies of young men -
all the more makes me want to be 
a voice for peace and people of 
goodwill of differing religions to 
come together," he said. "I think 
it is po sible for u to live togeth­
er on this earth with different 
faith traditions." 

Wooden said he hopes enough 
con umer who suppon his cam­
paign will demonstrate their buy­
ing power to merchants this year 
that next year's holiday adverti -
ing wtll reflect greater awareness 
of "the 96 percent." 

"We're not going to quit. It\ 
not a flash in the pan," he said. 
"Eventually the merchants will 
get it. And if they get it, they will 
get a windfall from it.''

The Irish haven't won a 
national title since 1988, and it's 
been 11 years since they even 
contended for one. Their records 
have been mediocre at best, and 
any progre s ha been han­
lived. 

Lou Holtz lost ll game in 
his last three seasons, two more 
than he • d lost in the previous 
six. Bob Davie was the first 

coach in 34 years to lo e four 
. traight, and his two losing sea­
sons 111 five year matched 
Gerry Faust. Willingham went 
13- J 5 after winning his first 
eight games, losing five games 
by 31 potnts or more. 

The Irish have been unranked 
for long stretches at a time and 
have been in a top-tier bowl 
game only once since 1995 -a 
41-9 loss to Oregon State in the 
2001 Fiesta Bowl. They've had 
one first-round draft pick in the 
last five years. 

The off-the-field woe were 
equally galling. There have been 
scandal more suited for a foot­
ball factory, including an age 
discrimination lawsuit and rape 
accu ation against four former 
players. The chool suffered its 
fir t major NCAA violation after 
a booster lavished more than a 
do7en player with gifts, trips 
and money - paid for with the 
$1.4 million she'd embezzled 
from her employer. 

Perhaps worst of all wa the 
ever-so-brief tenure of George 
O'Leary, who resigned in 
December 2001 -five days after 
he was hired -after admitting he 
lied on his resume about his aca­
demic and athletic background. 

O'Leary looked like the per­
fect per on to revive the Irish. 
Already reeling from the Davie 
year . Notre Dame had been 
snubbed by Jon Gruden and 
Oregon coach Mike Bellotti. In 
came O'Leary. an Irish Catholic 
who had long dreamed of coach­
ing at Notre Dame and promi ed 
to wake up the echoes, as the 
school's fight song , ay . Later, 
White would ay O'Leary was 
like "something out of central 
casting." 

But O'Leary wasn't quite 
what he eemed. He didn't have 

the master's degree in education 
that he claimed, nor had he 
played college football for three 
years. O'Leary quickly 
resigned, but it wa humiliating 
nonethele s for Notre Dame. 

So when the Irish struggled 
under Willingham, a group of 
alumni sent a letter to the board 
of trustees, expre ing concern 
about the direction of the foot­
ball program. 

"We weren't talking about 
two years of Tyrone 
Willingham, we were talking 
about 10 year ," said Tim 
Kelley, a 1964 graduate and co­
author of the letter, sent last 
January. 

.. Football is the emotional 
engine that dnves Notre Dame. 
We ab olutely believe that," 
Kelley aid. "It wa going down 
the drain and people weren't 
doing anything about it." 

The alums got their wi h -
but at what price? In firing 
Willingham, the first black head 
coach at Notre Dame. the Irish 
essentially put a won-Joss record 
ahead of imegrity. 

White didn't agree with the 
decision and had nothing but 
high praise for Willingham, but 
be wasn't prepared to "break 
ranks'. with university leaders. 
The Rev. Edward Malloy, Notre 
Dame's president, was prepared, 
aying he wa. "embarra ed" by 

the firing and hadn't upported it. 
It didn tend there. 
Malloy's a'isistant shaved her 

head in protest. and T-shlrts sup­
porting Willingham were soon 
spotted around town. Dave 
Duerson, a former player and 
board of trustees member, said 
the chool had badly mishandled 
the dismissal, causing a "major 
PR nightmare."

''Look, the reason it's been 
tough is becau e Notre Dame 
has such a high profile," Jenkins 
said. "We welcome that scruti­
ny. We think we have it because 
we have high ideals for our pro­
gram. We're going to keep those 
high ideals and we're going to 
attain them. 

"I'm certain we ·u be able to 
put it behind us, and I just look 
forward to the future." 

Notre Dame has already 
begun patching up its internal 
fractures. Jenkin and Malloy 
have closed ranks. often u:;ing 
the arne word to answer the 
toughest que tions. Jenkins is 
taking full blame for calling the 
meeting to fire Willingham. say­
ing there was no "undue intlu­
ence'' from the board of trustees. 

He also plays down questions 
of dis ension, saying the differ­
ing opinions simply retlect the 
passion people have for Notre 
Dame. As for the school's 
integrity, Jenkins and Malloy 
point to Notre Dame's high 
graduation rate - 99 percent 
overall for players who tay at 
least four years. 

While Jenkins did apologize 
to the Faculty Board of Athletics 
on Wednesday, according to a 
copy of his speech obtained by 
the South Bend Tribune, he aid 
the best way to move forward i 
to act as Notre Dame always has . 

"Only in the en e of being 
what we are in the best way we 
can, that's the only repair work 
we have to do," Jenkins said. 
''That's what we need to do to 
get people believing in us. I 
think people will respond posi­
tively to that." 

Former coach Ara 
Par eghian, one of the most 
uce ful at Notre Dame, noted 

that the Irish have hit rough 
patches before - and have 
endured. 

Certainly, he aid, the name 
Rockne, the Gipper and the Four 
Horsemen come to mind, as do 
ll national champion hip . 

But there were some pretty 
lean years under Gerry Faust and 
Joe Kuharich, too. When 

Par eghian took over in 1964, the 
Iri h hadn't had a winning season 
in five years and had gone 15 
years without a national title. 

·'If you go back and read the 
newspapers ... you'll get exactly 
the same thing you're reading 
right now: It's too tough acade­
mically, the schedule is too 
tough, they can't get the good 
players," Parseghian said. 

"I honestly believe they ' re 
due for an up cycle." 

For his part, Weis has no 
intere t in looking back. 

He take the job with no illu­
sions, either. A 1978 graduate, 
he knows all too well the rigors 
of Notre Dan1e 's academic stan­
dards. And after winning two of 
his three Super Bowl rings as 
the ew England Patriots' 
offensive coordinator, he does­
n't care to discuss tough sched­
ules.

Kitna was visibly disappoint­
ed when Palmer sprained his left 
knee in a 35-28 loss to New 
England. Palmer was visibly 
happy that his mentor got to 
play again. They commiserated 
and encouraged. 

That's what friends do. 
··It' hard for me to have a lot 

of close friend because I'm at a 
different stage in life than most 
of the people I play with," said 
Kitna, 32. "But he's probably 
my best friend on the team, to be 
honest, somebody that I've 
spent a lot of time with and 
enjoy spending time with." 

It's a relationship that neither 
anticipated. 

The Bengals drafted Palmer 
out of Southern California with 
the No. 1 overall pick in 2003, a 
signal to Kitna that his days in 

,_ Cincinnati were limited. Kitna 
re ponded with the be t season 
of his career, winning the NFL' 
Comeback Player of the Year 

award. He did it while tutoring 
the young ter who would oon 
replace him. 

It was an uncommon di play 
of un elfi hness. 

"It' ju. t amazing," coach 
Marvin Lewi aid. "He has 
great faith. I think that' a lot of 
his inner trength. 

''Whether he play another 
snap or another 10 year , he 
feels like he' been lucky. He 
enjoys every moment of it. I do 
think he stands alone as far as 
being at the top of that. He's a 
great role model." 

His integrity wa tested last 
March, when Lewi decided it 
wa time for Palmer to take 
over. Kitna knew it was corning, 
but it was till tough to take. The 
Bengals offered to trade him to a 
team that would give him a 
chance to compete for a starting 
job, but Kitna chose to stay on 
as Palmer's backup and teacher. 

"There's a lot of teams I 
think I could start for, but I don't 
think that would be the best 
thing," Kitna said. ''I love it 
here, my family loves it here.

Spikes up for playing 
big game in Cincinnati

CINCINNATI 
December has always been 
the cruelest month for Takco 
Spik~. 

For five dismal seasons, 
the exceptional linebacker 
threw his body around the 
field in yet another meaning­
le s late-. eason game with 
the Cincinnati Bengals He 
would shine even though it 
didn't matter. and pine for the 
playoffs. 

On Sunday, he finally gets 
his wish. Spikes will play a 
December game in Cincinnati 
with major implications. 

The Buffalo Bills (7-6) 
have barged into the field of 
playoff contenders by win­
ning four straight and seven 
of their last nine games.ln his 
econd season with the Bills, 

Spike is learning at long last 
how it feel to be somewhere 
other than la'\t in the fmal 
month. 

It's everything he imagined. 
"This is what I wanted to 

do, to be part of something 
pecial,'' Spikes said. "The 

emotions are going to run 
wild, man. The biggest rea­
son is I've never been in the 
month of December, this late. 
and still had something to 
play for other than pride." 

His old team is back on 
familiar ground. 

The Bengals (6-7) essen­
tially knocked themselves out 
of contention with a 35-28 
loss at New England Ia t 
Sunday, leaving five teams 
ahead of them for the AFC' 
two wild card benhs. Plus, 
Carson Palmer got knocked 
out of the game with a 
sprained knee, prompting Jon 
Kitna' return to quarterback. 

The Bill and Bengals are 
two of the NFL's hottest 
teams, pulling themselves out 
of slow starts with a flouri h. 
Cincinnati faded last Sunday. 
Buffalo can't afford to do the 
same a week later. 

"We're in a playoff situa­
tion right now." quarterback 
Drew Bledsoe said. "We're 
playing for our lives Every 
game we go into we have to 
win or we're done. That's 
what it is." 

To stay in contention, the 
Bills will have to do orne­
thing they haven't done in a 
long time. They haven't won 
five in a row since 1998, but 
standing in their way is a 
team that looks an awful lot 
like them. 

The Bills are on one of the 
be t tears in franchise hi tory. 
They've cored at least 37 
points in each of their last 
four games, a team record . 
Their 154 points also is a 
record for a four-game 
stretch, better than Jim 
Kelly' prolific 1992 team. 

Wtllis McGahee has six 
1 00-yard game since he 
became the featured running 

back, leading the Bills to a 7-
1 mark when he tarts. And 
Bledsoe has recovered from 
an abysmal tan by cranking 
out solid. consistent perfor­
mance ·. 

Jn the Ia. t two months, 
they've evolved into a team 
that no one wants to play thi 
time of year. 

''I'm pretty sure we have a 
big target on our chests with 
the way. we've been playmg 
lately,'' offensive tackle Jona 
Jennings aid. "We're feeling 
good. We know exactly what 
we have to do.'' 

So do the Bengal . They 
have to tay on their own roll, 
one that's just as impressive 
as Buffalo' . 

The Bengal have topped 
450 yard. of offen e in each 
of the I ast three games, a fran­
chise first, and averaged 37 
points per game. identical to 
the Bills. Mo t of it can be 
traced to Palmer, who had 
started to emerge in his first 
season running the offen e. 

Now, it looks like it will 
be up to Kitna - the NFL's 
Comeback Player of the Year 
last sea on - to keep it going. 
Palmer was on crutches all 
week and said he'd be 
hocked if he played against 

the Bills. Kitna led the 
offense in a 22-16 overtime 
loss at Buffalo last ea on. 

"If you go back and watch 
last year's Buffalo game tape, 
we're running a lot of the 
same plays this year," Kitna 
said. "We added new wrin­
kles here or there, but we do 
what we do whether Carson' 
in there or rm in there. So I 
don't think there's going to be 
a disruption to the flow of the 
offen e or anything like that.'' 

Kitna led the Bengals to 
an 8-8 mark last eason, 
Cincinnati ·s I 3th straight 
without a winning record. 
The Bengal need to win their 
last three game to break the 
league' Ionge t current 
treak of futility. 

"It's extremely impor­
~t," aid coach Marvin 
UWio;, in his second year try­
ing to pull the franchi e out of 
its rut. "Very imponant." 

Standing in their way is 
Spikes. who wa the first 
Bengal to abandon hip after 
Lewis took over. Spikes was 
convinced that he had to get 
out of Cincinnati to realize 
his dreams of making the 
playoffs and the Pro Bowl. 

He made his fir t Pro 
Bowl last eason, the only 
solace to a 6-10 finish. Now, 
he's looking to get the other 
half of the equation, in the 
city where hi dream never 
came true. 

"It' where it all taned, 
when I wa young and green­
er than the turf," Spike aid. 
"This is where r ftrst started 
being the player I was. If 
you're ever going to go out 
there, you want to put on a 
great performance.'' 

EKU's Wright named

RICHMO D - Senior 
safety Pierre Wright became

Wright had a monster 
year for the Colonels, lead­
ing the defensive unit to a 
third-place finish in the Ohio 
Valley Conference in scoring 
defen e. 

The Winter Garden. Fla., 
native fmi ·hed second on the 
team with 102 tackles, a tally 
that ranked h1m in a tie for 
sixth in the league. He led 
Ea tern Kentucky with six 
interceptions (t1ed for fourth 
in the OVC), and in ach 
with four (tied for fourth in 
the OVC). 

Wright also posted 8.5 
tackles-for-loss on the year. 
forced two fumbles. and 
broke up three passe . 

However. Wright's season 
was perhap best defined by 
his play on special teams.

My I ittle 

house and 
Grandma 

Throughout my life, I've never 
kept a journal, o I am going back 
into my past to share some of my sto­
ries with you. I wa born on a cold, 
rainy morning. at about 6:30a.m., on 
April 30, 1936. the arne year that 
the Social Security program began 
68 years ago. My father' name wa 
Harold Hall and my mother was 
Goldia Mae Johnson. I came from 
good background of hard working. 
honest people. 

I wa born in a two room hou. e. 
its wall papered with copies of old 
newspapers. No doubt, some of 
those paper had to have been The 
Floyd County Time . Our house had 
wood floors with crack in them, and 
when the wind blew, it came through 
the crack . ll was a cold house but 
the love of our family kept it warm. 
A house 1s a framed building. a home 
is a place found only in the heart. 

My brother Mutt wa born in 
1939, the same year that Laura Ingles 
published her fir t "Little House·· 
book. Life for Mutt and me wasn't 
much different from the days Laura 
lnglel> li vcd in. 

The second World War brought 
change to the way in '"h1ch the peo­
ple of Eastern Kentucky lived. The 
war sent our young men off to fight 
in lands far away. Our young women 
moved to citie to work in factories, 
building upplies to fight the war. 

[n the 1940's, while a war wa 
going on overseas, Mutt and 1 were 
having a wonderful tim~ haring a 
life of being boys and brother~. 
Some people called us Mutt and Jeff, 
two characters right out of the funny 
papers. We didn't mind what they 
called us, we were having too good a 
time being alive. 

I guess now when I look back on 
those days, we were poor people. 
But we never knew it, for Mutt and I 
thought that we were rich. How 
could boys be poor in a world where 
there were trees to climb, hill to 
roam. and a water hole for fishing 
and wimming? We could alway· go 
swimming to cool down on a hot 
summer day. 

If we were poor, then every young 
per ·on should be a poor as we were. 
Those were happy day, of life - hav­
ing a good time in that world called 
childhood. where play was the great­
e t thing ever Invented in the life of a 
small child. 

My grandmother. who I alway 
called ''Big Mommy." was the most 
beautiful woman in the world to me. 
She wa an old lady who could take 
care of any task that came her way. 
There was nothing on the farm that 
she couldn't do. I thought that she 
could hang the moon. heal a broken 
heart, or fix a hole in the ky. 

She lived up a hollow called 
"Henpen ," about a mile and a half 
from my little hou e at Melvin. 
Henpen was, in tho e days, a valley 
that ran between hills of fielded corn 
and cow pastures. 

In the days of ummer. when 
school was out and I had no work to 
do, I would ask my mother if I could 
go to Grandma's hou c. I would run 
all the way there, becau ·e I couldn't 
wait to see that great big mile on 
Grandma's face and feel the tight hug 
she would give me. I couldn't wait 
to hear her ay. "My boy's come 

home." Home is a place of the heart 
and to be at Grandma' house wa · 
home. 

Time spent at Grandma's bouse 
was quality time. None of it was 
wasted, it was spent having fun when 
there no work to do. I loved to work 
when I was a child. Work gives a 
boy a strong back and a clear mind -
which is the ecret to a happy life. 
So, Grandma could always find orne 
kind of work for me to do. 

Grandma was one of those old 
fashion cooks who had the ability to 
make food turn out ju t right. When 
he made a homemade apple pie, it 

was hard to decide if you wanted to 
eat it, or just look at it. For . orne 
rea. on. no one ever looked for very 
long. In the twinkle of an eye, tho ·e 
pie would be gone. 

Grandma al o made candy that 
would melt in your mouth. In the 
wintertime. on cold. nOW} day . he 
would make what he called "snow 
cream." She would take the fresh. 
clean now that God had placed upon 
the ground and make a wonderful. 
tasty delight. 1 alway ate my fill of 
it, even though ometime it would 
give me a sore throat. 

Grandma wa a great toryteller. 
Mo t of her stories were about her 
father, who she called "Pap.'' Days 
at her hou e were a part of this world 
that we will never ee again. It wa 
a time when the word "family" had 
meaning. 

Holiday were a time for great 
feasting. Grandma had a big, long 
table with benche on each side. She 
needed a large table because she had 
a houseful of kids and grandkidc;. 
My grandfather was killed by a train 
in 1933. which lefl Grandma with 
children to feed and to care for. She 
did a wonderful job, too, a any of 
her children will tell you today.

What to do with 
an empty gas can 

by TOM and RAY MAGLIOZZI 

Dear Tom and Ray: 
I have a question that I just can't find 

the answer to, no matter how much I 
scour the Web. I need to know how to 
properly store an (empty) gas container. 
The most logical place, to me, would be 
in the trunk of my car; that way, if I ever 
run out of gas, I'll have it handy. 
However, I was told by someone that it 
would be dangerou to store it in my car. 
If I store it at home, can I store it outside 
in the heat? In a closet? Please help me, 
as I'm having visions of fumes igniting 
and burning down my apartment! -
Heather 

RAY: Well, if you have an empty, 
used gas can that you need to store. we· d 
recommend storing it out!-.ide. with the 
cap off. 

TOM: That lets any remaining ga ·a­
line evaporate 
and disappear, 
rather than build 
up vapor pres­
sure inside the 
gas can. Then, 
once the inside 
of the can i 
truly dry, you 
can put the cap 
back on loosely, 
and it should be 
fine. 

RAY: You're 
right, Heather. 
We don't recomm..!nd tonng ga cans of 
any kind inside an apartment. Several of 
my brother's old landlords are still after 
him for his previous unintentional three­
story neighborhood barbeques. 

TOM: But I assume you want a gas 
can in case your car runs out of gas, 
Heather. For that purpose, we recom­
mend something called Gas-0-Haul. It's 
a disposable, one-time-use, cardboard 
gas container Lhat you am tos" in the 
trunk of your car. It comes rokleJ Oat, 
and it's lined with some sort of foil that 
holds gasoline and doesn't allow it to 
leak. And it costs Je . than 10 bucks. 

RAY: If you ever run out of gas and 
have to use it, you throw it out afterward 
and buy another one. Best of all. since it 
stores as a flat piece of cardboard. it 
takes up almost no space in the trunk, so 
you can have more room in there for 
your gas grill and its propane tanks! 

Brake failure needs 
to be explained 

Dear Tom and Roy: 
You guys r ally make m laugh. So 

now you know that one other person i 
out there lauglung with you! l have a 
2003' Windstar with about 16K miles. 
Last Saturday, my wife took my car to 
watch the Mummers parade in North 
Wildwood, N J. As he approached a 
• top sign, th brake failed her. ll1c 
pedal went to the floor. She wa' not 
going very fa rand was able to bring thc 
car to a stop without hitting anytlung. 
She immediately turned the car ufL and 
the brakes returned (the pedal returned 
to its normal position and the ~rakes 
worked). The brakes have been working 
normally ever incc. I checked under the 
hood, aw no leaks, and the master­
cylinder reservoir was full. The bmkc 
pads look good. We took it to a forti 
dealership (they kept it for a day), and 
the mechanic said that the brakes were 

OK, that he made an adjustment in the · 
hydraulics. Tom and Ray, now I have" 
lost confidence in the brakes. Any sug­
gestions? Should I expect failure again"? 
Should I trade it m? Could it be a bad 
master cylinder or anti-lock brake :-;y 
tern? How can I ever have contidence in , 
the brake~ again?- Gene 

TO 1: You can't, Gene. At least nol1 
until omebody give you a crcdibl 
explanation for why they failed. No one ' 
has done that yet. 1 

RAY: There is no "adjustment" you~ 
can make to the hydraulics. so he was , 
just trying to get rid of you with that one. 

TOM: 1 can think of a few po. sible 
explanations for what happened. The 
mo t likely is that your wife accidental­
ly drove all the way to the Mummers 
parade with the parklng brake appiJed 
- or. more likely, partially applied. TIKit 

would mean that the brakes were bein<• 
applied the whole time she was drtving. 
even though her foot wa~n "ton the brake 
pedal. That overheated the brake , 
which bo1led the brake rluid, which led 
to the bmke failure. 

RAY: Then, 
when she ·hut otf 
the engine and let 
things cool down, 
the brake' returned 
to nom1al. And we 
would assume that 
after that. she 
released the park 
ing brake.

1 
gue s you have tc, 
put her under the 

klieg lights and mtcn·ogate her. 
RAY: Actually, you might do l:x:net 

just askmg her whether it"s possible. You 
·aid it was your car • he wru driving, and 
this is something any person can easily 
do m an unfamiliar vehicle. In fact. I 
recently drove halfway to Montreal with 
the parking brake partially applied in 
one of our brand-new test cars. I won't 
mention whose ccu· it was. because I 
don't want Chrysler on our ca:;e again! 

TOM: A related cause of int~rmittent 
brake failure is a faulty powcr-bmkc­
booster. That creates a situation similar 
to leaving the parking brake on. It fails 
to release the brake entirely. So, it also 
causes brake failure by overheating th~: 
brake fluid. If that's the case. it could 
happen again 

RAY: [f it's not either of those. hen 
it' probably a bad masll:!r t:yliud~r. 
which would need to be replaced. 

TOM: o, unless your wift: fcsses up 
to perhaps having seen the red "parking 
brake" light on when h \\as dri\ mg 
that day, take the Windstar back to the 
deah:r, talk to the manuger ot the servic. .. • 
department and tell him that you need u 
more definitive explanation ~fore you 
can confidently drive thi van an> more.
