Violator gets 
second chance 
for Christmas

PRESTONSBURG - Austin Shepherd. 22. of 
Floyd County, wa sentenced to three years of 
"strictly supervised'' probation in circuit court 
Monday. 

The sentence amounted to a Christmas gift from 
Judge Danny P. Caud!ll. who had every right to 
break the plea agreement Shepherd had entered into 
with the Commonwealth's Attorney's Office after 
he showed up in court under the influence of drugs. 

Shepherd was originally set for entencmg in 
October but that was et aside by the judge o that 
he could enter a drug treatment program. The plea 
followed an mcident in v. hich Shephenl was found 
to have been under the influence when he walked 
away from a single-vehicle wreck that saw him also 
driving with a suspended licen e. Shepherd 
appeared in court Monday and was treated to a 
dressing down by the judge that appeared to be 
aimed at steering him onto a better path before he 
got set in a pattern that could have dire conse­
quences for him . 

Caudil1 outlined the plan for Shepherd's proba­
tion with great care, explaining that he would he 
subject to intense scrutiny. He informed Shepherd 
that he would have to get u ed to frequent and ran-

Turner among legislators receiving 6-days pay for 4-day conference

FRA KFORT - Taxpayer 
advocates and a Senate leader are 
que tioning why three Kentucky 
legislators received pay for six 
dayg while attendmg a four-day 
conference in Florida. 

Two House members and a 
state enator received the pay for 
attending the Southern 
Legislative Conference at the 
Rit£-Carlton Golf Resort in 
Naples, Fla. They were required 
to work only two days. 

Records obtained by The 
Courier-Journal of Louisville 
show that all lawmakers who 
attended the Florida conference 
requested at lea t four days' 
salary, the paper reported 
Monday. 

Ten legislator and four atdes 
whose travel was authorized by 
legislative leaders have filed 
expense reports, which along 
with their salary payments total 
$26,835. 

The Legislative Research 
Commissjon, which audits the 

expense reports. said other. 
might have attended the confer­
ence but have not yet filed for 
expen e . 

Even though billing the state 
for the two extra days 1s legal, 
Senate President David Williams 
wa among thos~; questioning the 
expenses of the three. 

William . who is the SLC'. 
2005 chairman-elect and attended 
the conference . said he did not 
know that one senator had put in 
for SIX. days of pay. 

"1 would not encourage any of 

our member'> to do that," said 
Williams, R-Burkesville. "Why 
would you want to spend any 
more than was ab olutely neces­
sary?" 

State law allow lawmakers to 
receive salary payments for trav­
el days to out-of-state events. 
even tho c that include travel 
time in the agenda. 

"We did it by the book," said

The town of Gilbert is con­
sidering several change its zon­
ing code, including a major 
change that would set a mini­
mum interior garage size for 
home in this southeast Phoenix 
uburb. 

"We drive Suburban. , 
Excursion · and Silverado 
extended cabs, and they won't 
fit in small garages," said 
Planmng and Zoning 
Commission chairwoman 
Brigette Peterson at a recent 
meeting on the proposed land 
development code. 

When recommending the 
change, town staff told the com­
mission that 74 percent of regis­
tered vehicles in Gilbert are 
trucks or sport utility vehicles. 

The proposal for a minimum 
garage size would be an unob­
structed 20 feet by 20 feet, mean­
ing 20 feet from interior wall to 
interior wall with no water heaters 
or anything else in the way. 

The current code only 
requires two enclosed parking 
spaces and has no size mini­
mum. 

Saying that's it's an unneces­
sary standard, the Home Builders 
Association of Central Arizona 
has been the loudest critic. 

Enn Patterson, deputy dtrec­
tor of the a sociation, said the 
as ociation doesn't think the 
requirement i appropriate for 
the code.

declining culture 
It wouldn't be difficult to 

imagine the conversations 
that may take place in the 
design department of a video­
game manufacturer. 

"Hey, chief," a designer 
might ay. "I've got a great 
idea for our Christmas line. 
How about a game in which 
the goal is to electronically 
undress this luscious digital 
babe. The player goes through 
a senes of challenges. Each 
challenge met is another arti­
cle of clothing removed." 

"Dunno.',. says the chief. 
"Can't we spice it up a bit? 
That sound too much like the 
competition's package that 
didn't sell too well Ia t year." 

The designer frowns. "It 
didn't sell because we had a 
better product with our meth 
lab maze - you know, with 
the player having to outwit 
the narcs and defeat his turn­
coat buddies to get to the lus­
cious digital hostage." 

The chief ponders this. 
"Maybe we could get more 
out of the assassination mar­
ket. Somebody's already done 
JFK. But how about a John 
Lennon game? And wasn't 
some archbishop shot down in 
a church in Africa or Peru? 

"But hold that thought. r II 
have to get back to you later. 
I've got to draft my speech 
supporting self-regulation of 
our industry." 

As we aid, it's difficult to 
imagine what kinds of con­
versations lead to the bilge 
water that is being marketed 
to American kids with the 
thought of appearing under 
the tree on Christmas morn­
ing. 

Even more difficult to 
imagine is the conversation 
between Mom and Dad about 
which game to select for 
Junior. 

A useful purpose was 
served by the fast-fading idea 
that something could be 
pornographic. Certainly it 
was overdone at times in the 
20th century - and even in 
the 21st, by John Ashcroft. 

But the underlying concept 
was sound: Some material 
was too intrinsically pervert­
ed, darkly titillating, sugges­
tively exciting or shamefully 
numbing to be fit for any eth­
ical purpose at all, much less 
be entertainment for children. 

With the dramatic lowering 
of the barriers of taste, 
pornography has become just 
another industry, with its 
sales reps, Internet outlets, 
credit-card billings and annu­
al trade shows. All but lost in 
the process is the concept of 
judging what constitutes 
sludge. 

So when crypto-pornogra­
phers design games that play 
to the fantasy of shooting 
police officers, stealing cars, 
running drugs or sexually 
abusing captive women, the 
most common societal reac­
tion is a mumble about 
parental labeling and industry 
self-regulation. 

Readers have asked, now 
and then, what is meant by an 
occasional reference, in this 
space, to "the decline of the 
culture." The current state of 
some electronic entertainment 
would be one example. 
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Capitol Ide as 
Judge: Legislators can violate constitution for another 6 months

FRANKFORT - The message from 
Franklin Circuit Judge Roger Crittenden 
could not have been more clear. 

"This court finds the failure of the 
General Assembl) to appropnate collect­
ed revenues for public use to be in Yiola­
tion of Section 230 of the Kentucky 
Constitution. Moreover. the governor of 
Kentucky has no power to spend state 
funds without an appropriation from the 
legislative branch:· 

Thus Crittenden ruled last week that 
the legislature's refusal to pass a budget 
in 2004. and 2002 for that matter. meant 
lawmakers did not fulfill what is 
arguabl} their only constitutional 
responsibility. 

Furthermore. Crittenden said that 
Gov. Ernie Fletcher - and Gov. Paul 
Patton before him - w<~s exceeding his 
constitutional authorit} by ordering state 
government to keep spending money and 
operate without a legi lati\ely enacted 
budget. 

But despite all the critici m. express 
and implied. Crittenden a!. o gave legis­
lators and Fletcher what amounts to a 
free pass to Ct>lltinuc th"cir unconstttu­
tional conduct for another ix months. 

Only after June 30. 2005. the end of 
the cunent fiscal year. Crittenden said. i 
there a prohibition on !he spending of

Senate Republican Floor Leader Dan 
Kelly of Springfield sort of jokingly 
wondered aloud last week whether law­
makers had collectively violated their 
oaths of office to obey and uphold the 
Constitution. 

And there are at least two proposals 
already pending before the 2005 sessions 
in which lawmakers want to amend the 
constitution to, in effect, force them to 
do their con titutional duties. 

One proposal would require that ~ 

·pecia1 e sion of the legislature be con­
vened if lawmakers ended an even-year 
session without enacting a budget. The 
other would extend the cunent 60-day 
limit for even-year ses!->ions if there was

Crittenden seemed to give legi laton. 
a solution hort of a budget: the prospect 
of enacting orne art of interim spend­
ing plans to carry over times when they 
cannot agree on a complete package. 

"The only permanent solution i for 
the General A embly to carry out its 
mandate and provide for the operation of 
Kentucky government by whatever leg· 
1slative deYice it deems appropriate.'·

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~Americans losing interest in low-carb die

About a year ago, Dave 
Champlin and hi two room­
mates Jived in what their 
friends at the University of 

tissouri called the House of 
Fat. 

At a combined weight of 890 
pounds. the three decided to try 
the Atkins diet. By ticking to 
rhe low-carb, high-protein diet, 
Champlin lo t about 45 pound 
and his roommate each lost 
between 50 and 60 pounds. 

De pite being pleased with 
rhe r sults, all three were off 
the diet by this past summer 
and have gained back some of 
the weight. 

"It just got kind of tire­
some, Champlin said. 
"Eating the same thing over 
and over. It was monotonous." 

Champlin, 23, and his 
friends exemplify why many 

~ diet and food industry experts 
are declaring the low-carb diet 
craze O\er. 

A study by 1 PD Group, an 
independent marketing infor­
mation company. found that 
the percentage of American 
adults on any low-carb diet in 
2004 peaked at 9.1 percent in 
February and dropped to 4.9 
percent by early November. 

Further, it said only one of 
four people surveyed was sig­
nificantly cutting carbs and 
"virtually none" were reduc-

;. ing carbs as much as the diets 
recommended. 

That means many compa­
nies that rode the low-carb 
wave are either out of business 
or refocusing their strategies. 

One example: MGP 
Ingredients Inc. of Atchison, 
Kan., which profited from the 
Jow-carb trend. earlier this 
month announced it was cut-

ting its fiscal 2005 per-share 
earnings forecast by more than 
half - from $1.08 to no more 
than 50 cents. 

The reason ts reduced 
demand for its pccialty pro­
teins and starches used to 
reduce carbohydrates in foods. 
MGP said low-carb demand 
had peaked. and it did not 
expect it to return to anywhere 
near the level that sparked 
123 percent increase in sale in 
the third quarter offisca12004. 

MGP alway expected the 
low-carb demand to cool, but 
it happened more quickly than 
anticipated, poke man Steve 
Pickman said. 

"We expected at least to 
continue at its strong level for 
the next 18 to 36 months," 
Pickman said. "We by no 
means feel low-carb is dead, 
but it's declined to a much 
lower plateau than we or the 
industry expected." 

While MOP's future is not 
threatened. many maller busi­
nesses based on low-carb 
products have closed their 
doors, and larger companies 
that introduced Jow-carb foods 
are changing strategies. 

American Italian Pa ta. the 
nation' largest producer of 
dry pasta. reported a net loss 
of $12.2 million. or 67 cents 
per share, in the second quar­
ter of this year. The company's 
reduced-carb pa:.ta wa a flop, 
with sales SO percent lower 
than expected Chief 
Executive Tim Webster said 
the company planned to begin 
marketing it as a low-calorie, 
high-fiber product. 

o one expects low-carb 
products to d1sappear. 
ACNielsen LabelTrends 
reported that sales of products 
labeled for Jow-carb lifestyles 
were still growing but had 
slowed. Sales. in term of dol-

Iars, rose only 6.1 percent for 
the 13 week ended Sept. 25, 
compared to the previous 
quarter. That compared with a 
105.5 percent increase in the 
13 weeks that ended March 
27. 

That decline is not surpri -
ing, even at Atkins 
Nutritionals Inc ., a company 
founded 30 years ago by Dr. 
Robert C. Atkin to pread the 
low-carb gospel. 

Colette Heimowitz, vice 
president of education and 
research, said the market 
became aturated with low­
carb products because compa­
nies joined the "diet wars" in 
2004. She said many compa­
nies are expected to withdraw 
from the market because of the 
intense competition for 
dieters. 

Heimowitz said people 
have been calling the Atkin 
diet a fad for 30 years. "It has 

already stood the te t of time," 
she aid. "There is no indica­
tion that it's going anywhere." 

She predicted people will 
continue to incorporate it into 
their life tyle.

FRANKFORT- Kentucky's 

seasonally adjusted preliminary 
unemployment rate descended 
to 4.5 percent 1n November. the 
lowest jobless rate for 
Kentucky in four years, accord­
ing to the Office of 
Employment and Training, an 
agency of the Education 
Cabinet. The November 2004 
rate was below both the revised 
seasonally adjusted unemploy­
ment rate for October 2004 of 
4.8 percent and November 
2003's jobless rate JObles of 6 
percent. 

The U.S. sea:;onally adju~ted 
jobless rate decreased to 5 .4 
percent in November from 5.5 
percent m October, according 
to the U.S. Department of 
Labor. 

"The national unemploy­
ment rate of 5.4 percent in 
November 2004 is .9 percent­
age point above Kentucky' 
preliminary November 2004 
unemployment rate of 4.5 per­
cent. We also are well below 
the 6 percent Kentucky record­
ed in November 2003. In addi­
tion, November was the sixth 
month in 2004 that Kentucky 
has seen an increase in nonfarm 
employment," said Carlos 

Cracraft, the department's chief 
labor market analyst. 

Seven of the I 0 major non­
farm job North American 
Industry Classification Sy tern 
(NAICS) ectors had employ­
ment increa es in November. 
while three decrea ed, Cracraft 
said. A monthly urvey of busi­
nes. establi hments revealed 
that Kentucky's nonfarm 
employment rose by 800 on a 
ea onally 

adjusted basis to 
November's 1.800,600 employ­
ees. Since 'llovember 2003, 
nonfarm employment has gone 
up 14,200. 

According to the seasonally 
adjusted employment data, 
Kentucky's government sector. 
which includes public educa­
tion, rose by 900 jobs in 
November. Sinc.e November

"I realize it' not going to 
happen again, probably, but it's 
been kind of a fun ride," he aid 
about the attention. "We're win­
ning games; we've won seven 
in a row now. We're going to be 
in the playoff . We're c;tLIJ fight­
ing for a top seed." 

So he'll handle another 
week's worth of quest ion 
about the touchdown mark with 
predictably thoughtful answers. 
But like every real student of 
the game, he's already begun 
peeking at the chapters ahead.

Medicine as an art and science has played a vital role throughout time in 
every culture. Healing ailments, wounds and broken bones was as impor­
tant to human survival as it is today. Remarkably, many of the drugs we 
use today are derived from the medicinal plants used by our ancestors. 

And quite a few modem surgeries have very ancient roots. 
r--------------L~ 

Fossil records 
Archaeologists have discov­
ered 8,000-year-old skulls 
with tiny holes deliberately 
cut into them. The proce­
dure is called trephination 
and in modern medicine is 
used to relieve pressure on 
the brain. These prehistoric, 
surgically altered skulls have 
been found around the world, in 
Europe, the Middle East, India, 
China and Peru. Bone regrowth 
indicates that 75 percent of these early 
surgery patients survived. 

Fossil records also reveal that 
prehistoric man knew how to 
straighten a broken bone.

Pollen and plant remains tell us that people 
were raising medicinal plants as soon as 
they began growing food crops. 

Despite an extensive knowledge of healing 
arts, Stone Age medicine relied heavily on 
mag1c and superstition. Archaeologists have 
found a wealth of statues, amulets and 
drawings that were used to ensure health 
and to ward off illness.

Greeks and Romans 
The ancient Greeks leamed a 
great deal about medicinal plants 
from the Egyptians. Hippocrates 
was a famous Greek physician 

who suggested that religion 
had no place in medicine 
and that ailments and 
cures should be 
approached in a scientific 

manner. Hippocrates and his 
students wrote more than 
50 medical texts - which would 

be read by doctors for the next 
2,000 years. 
Many Greek doctors traveled throughout 
the land in order to help those in need. 

The Romans borrowed much of their 
medical knowledge from the Greeks,and 
they may also have been influenced by 
Indian medicine. Cleanliness was highly 
important and the Romans were well aware 
of the connection between dirt and disease. 
They combated filth on a huge scale, build­
ing public baths and aqueducts to bring 
clean water into cities. They also developed 
sewers to dispose of waste. The Romans 
developed an eye surgery for cataracts 
{cloudy areas on the lens of the eye). It is 
believed that Julius Caesar introduced the 
idea of military doctors on the battlefield. 
Archaeologists have discovered thousands 
of ancient Roman surgical instruments.

China and India

Today, indigenous people across the 
globe maintain close ties to the spiritual 
and natural worlds. Their knowledge of 
healing plants often surpasses the 
scientists who study them.

The Egyptians, the Greeks 
and the Romans understood that dirt could 
cause diseases so they bathed often.

But this basic knowledge was lost to 

India's medical system is about 2,500 years 
old. Indian medicine is known as Ayurveda, 
which means "knowledge of life" or "science 
of life." The ancient Indians used more than 
500 medications. Prayer and incantations 
were often part of a cure. Indian doctors 
also encouraged good hygiene and a good 
diet. 

But not all ancient Egyptian medicines were 
practical - quite a number of them called 
for dead mice.
