Rock slide to close road 
through Christmas

ALLEN - Route 1428 at 
Allen will be closed through 
Christmas after a rock slide 
blocked the road and tore down 
power lines along a section of the 
road acros from Stumbo Park. 

The slide included a fair 
amount of debris but poses a spe­
cial problem for work crews as it 
basically stayed in one piece and 
will have to be broken up for dis­
posal. 

The cracks in the road which 
can be seen at the foot of the rock 
pile indicate that the road under-

neath is most likely crushed and 
will have to be repaired. 

The slide happened around 
9:30 a.m., according to reports 
from workers in the area. 
Normally the road is heavily traf­
ficked but the mid-morning hour 
that saw the slide occur was a 
blessing, as the heaviest traffic is 
often over by 9 a.m. 

One worker from the garage 
nearest the site, Floyd Gray, said, 
"It sounded like someone setting 
off a mine shot. We all bolted out­
side and saw power lines wob­
bling and heard the crack when a 
pole snapped." 

Department of Transportation 

workers were on hand and set up a 
roadblock one mile before the site 
of the slide. One department rep­
resentative said, "Residents 
hould avoid the area for the next 

three day . We are going to break 
down the boulders before we can 
get them transported . Sightseers 
and curious residents should stay 
clear." 

One hour after the slide there 
was still debris occa ionally 
falling down the side of the hill 
overlooking the road. Many of the 
rocks still in place above the road 
had severe crack and everal 
trees growing on the hillside were 
bare down to their roots.

PRESTONSBURG 
When the inmates at the Floyd 
County Detention Center sit 
down to their Chri tmas dinner 
tomorrow, there will be a few 
extra portion to go around 
due to the efforts of county 
judges. 

Kay Webb, who runs the 
jail with hu band Roger, aid , 
"Every year the judges try to 
help out by reviewing bonds 
for inmates . Often they are 
able to lower some , which 
keeps our numbers down at 
this ttme of the year." 

Tuesday saw Circuit Court 
Judge Danny P. Caudill hold­
ing an extra session in his 
courtroom with family mem­
ber. trying to obtain bonds for 
inmates who were till at the 
jail after getting picked up in 
the drug roundup that was exe­
cuted two weeks ago. 

The round up rest:lted in 
some unique arrests that made 
it harder to get bonds issued. 
Such wa the case with one 
woman who was arrested 
along side her daughter and 
son-in-law. The mother and 
on in law got their bond 

issued. The husband raised 
enough money for his wife's 
bond. but found out that he 

could not sign the document 
since he was also free on a 
bond . 

Judge Caudill explained the 
situation to the ma n and guvc 
him until the end of the after­
noon to find a friend who 
could come down to the 
Justice Center and sign the 
wife out with the money the 
husband had already collected.

Yakima (Wash.) Herald-Republic, on supplies for rhe troops fighting 
in Iraq: 

While griping in the ranks is a military tradition, a member of the 
Tennes ee National Guard took it to a new level when Defense 
Secretary Donald Rumsfeld, who had dropped by a base in Kuwait for 
a brief pep taJk, got peppered himself instead. 

"Why do we soldier have to d1g through local landfills for pieces of 
scrap metal and compromised ballistic glass to up-armor our vehicles?" 
Spc. Thomas Wilson, a member of the Tennessee ational Guard, asked 
of the Pentagon chief. "We do not have proper armored vehicles to carry 
with us north.'' ... 

Chalk one up for the grunts. The guardsman has a good point, and 
Rumsfeld's lame response only further illu trates just how ill-prepared 
the Pentagon and military brass were for an extended deployment in 
Iraq. 

More than 21 months after President Bush declared "mission accom­
plished," there i a crying need for what is called, in military jargon, 
"re ·etting the force." That mean that as the U.S. presence in Iraq con­
tinues to drag on, supplies and equipment must be upgraded and replen­
ished .... 

Th:! fact remains that current effort at resupply and upgrade are too 
slow and not enough. And it shouldn't take the quizzing of the defense 
chief by an enlisted man to point that out. 

Whatever a perspn 's view of the war in Iraq, we must support our 
troops . We cannot under any circumstances allow our men and women 
in uniform to be put in harm's way without the best equipment avail­
able. This is. after all, a nation that moved to wartime production in a 
heartbeat at the onset of World War II. producing needed military sup­
plies and equipment at a breathtaking rate. 

The American public expects, and demands, no less of a commitment 
to our troops in Iraq. 

Let's find a way and get it done. 

Lo~ Angeles Times, on the bloodshed preceding elections in Iraq: 
The attack Tuesday on a U.S. military base in northern Iraq that 

killed more than 20 people ... provided graphic evidence that the insur­
gency is little diminished. 

Many of the guerrillas driven from Falluja last month when U.S. 
official proclaimed a major victory moved to Mosul and other cities 
and continue to wreak havoc. President Bush's belated admission 
Monday that suicide bombers are "having an effect" understated the 
problem .... 

Some Sunni leaders already are urging a boycott of the elections, 
which will choose a transitional national assembly to write a constitu­
tion and pick a prime minister. This is a mistake on their part. A boycott 
would undercut, though not de troy, the legitimacy of the balloting. But 
it would en ure that Sunnis have even less of a voice in the future of 
their nation. 

For Washington, the main concern is protecting thousands of polling 
place in order for the election result to be deemed credible. Bush said 
Monday the training of Iraqi security forces had produced "mixed" 
results. That was another understatement - many troops have fled when 
attacked. We can only hope that an Iraqi government with more legiti­
macy might command more loyalty and a greater willingness among 
police and soldiers to stand and fight. Trouble is, for that to happen the 
election that could provide that greater legitimacy needs to be held, and 
protected. 
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Licensure: A lawyer protection racket

One of the most popularly held 
beliefs in American society is that state 
licen ing of attomeys is necessary to 
ensure that they arc competent. But 
you'd have a hard time convincing peo­
ple accu ed of crimes in Virginia of that. 
In an editorial entitled 'A ystem Still 
in Crisis". the Washington Post 
describes in excruciating detail how so 
many criminal defendants in Virginia 
have been and arc· being inadequately 
represented by attorney 

"Between April and September the 
state court of appeals di missed at least 
165 criminal appeals not because they 
lacked merit but because people appeal­
ing convictions missed key filing dead 
lines. Attorneys committed mo t of 
these errors, not clients representing 
them elve , and the bulk of thO!:ie errors 
were committed by court-appointed 
lawyers or pubhc defender named to 
represent defendant who could not 
afford to hire lawyers on their own. 
Such number are shocking, but al. o 
depre singly typical. as we reported ear­
lier. In 2003. the Virgmia Court of 
Appeals threw out more than I 0 percent 
of its criminal docket because of calen­
dar error eommitt d oven\ hclmingly 

by attorneys." 
Unfortunately. mo t people believe 

that the solution i simply to discipline 
those state licen ed attorneys more 
harshly. Faihng to think outside the box, 
they fail to ask: the critical question. 
Does occupational licensure of attor­
neys en ure competent attorney and if 
not. why do we need it? 

As the criminal-justice crisis in 
Virginia perfectly reflect , occupational 
licensure doe not ensure competence 
or, for that matter, ethic . Instead, it 
seduces the public into believing that 
because a lawyer is licen ed by the 
tate, he mu t be competent and ethical. 

So what i · the purpose and effect of 
occupational licensure? It's very simple 
- licensure operates as a protection 
racket for attorneys. protecting them 
from unbridled competition. By limiting 
the supply of attorneys through a rigor­
ous and expen ive y tern involving get­
ting into and attending Jaw chool. and 
then pa sing an extremely difficult, 
state-administered bar exam, lawyers 
are able to keep the number of practi­
tioners artificially low. thereby enabling 
them to charge higher price to the pub· 
lic.ln fact. a J. Gordon Hylton. prnfcs-
or of law at Marquette Univer :r,, 

pointed out at a law conference at the 

Universit) of Virginia School of Law, 
the reason Virginia imposed bar exams 
in the first place as a prerequisite to 
practicing law was to impede blacks 
from becoming attorneys. especially 
ince the number of black attorney was 

increa ing during Reconstruction, when 
there were no state-imposed impedi- fit 
ment to practicing law. 

By repealing occupational licensure 
law , we would till have, of course, 
incompetent and unethical attorney • 
but at least consumer would be much 
more wary about the particular attorney 
they retained. Local and state bar asso­
ciations could help con umer choose 
among a broad array of legal ervices by 
publishing lists of recommended attor­
neys and service . Price for legal as is­
tance would be likely to plummet, so 
that con umer would have more-rea­
sonably priced legal services. 

Of course, repeal of occupational lli 

licensure would entail overcoming 
vehement resistance from the bar. 
including all those incompetent attor­
neys whom the Commonwealth of 
Virginia has licen ed to practice law.

"Meet the Fockers" could 
have been one of those sequels 
that tries desperately to capital­
i7e on the unexpected success 
of the original movie - in this 

t case, "Meet the Parents," which 
was a huge hit in 2000. 

(Admit it: That's how it 
looked to you, too, even if you 
liked "Meet the Parents.") 

So it's an unexpected plea­
sure to report that "Packers" is 
an improvement on "Parents" 
- whose jokes dragged on too 
long - thanks largely to the 
presence of Dustin Hoffman 
and Barbra Streisand, who play 
Ben Stiller's parents. 

Streisand hasn't appeared in 
~ a movie since "The Mirror Has 
"" Two Faces" in 1996, and the 

few films she made in the '80s 
and '90s ("Yentl," "Nuts," "The 
Prince of Tides") didn't exactly 
allow her to show off her 
comedic timing. It's easy to for­
get that this funny woman made 
her film debut in 1968's "Funny 
Girl" - and won a best-actress 
Oscar in the process. 

Here, as Roz Focker, she 
seems like she's having an 
absolute ball and looks just 
radiant, even under that same 
big permed hairdo she donned 
for "A Star Is Born" and "The 
Main Event" in the late '70s.

A slew of titles hit area 
shelves this week, but there are 
as many lumps of coal as their 
are treats in these holiday offer­
ings. 

First up are the the treats. 
"The Manchurian 

Candidate" shapes up as a ser­
viceable remake of the John 
Frankenheimer classic. The 
action is updated here to focus 
on veterans of the Gulf War. 
Denzel Washington takes the 
Frank Sinatra role, with Liev 
Schreiber (the "Scream" trilo-

41 gy) stepping in as the tortured 
soldier that Lawrence Harvey 
played in the first film. Once 
again you get a plot about 
brainwashing, but this time 
there is also a technical compo­
nent as the bad guys implant a 
microchip in Schreiber's brain. 

As a painfully candid and 
wildly uninhibited sex therapist, 
she gets to verba1ly bounce off 
Hoffman (playing Bernie 
Focker, Greg Focker's overly 
friendly dad) and literally 
bounce off Robert De Niro, 
reprising his role as humorless 
former CIA agent Jack Byrnes. 
when she gives him a much­
needed massage. 

Streisand gets to be goofy. 
She gets to smile. She gets to 
laugh. She and Hoffman look 
like they're having so much fun 
together, it's impo sible not to 
laugh along with them. 

But "Meet the Fockers" is 
still laden with the same obliga­
tory toilet humor as its prede­
cessor, as Greg introduces his 
mother and father to the uptight, 
WASPy parents of his fiancee, 
Pam (Teri Polo). After all, 
director Jay Roach is back at the 
helm, along with "Meet the 

Meryl Streep scores in her role 
(originally essayed by Angela 
Lansbury) as a mother who is 
dead set on getting her son 
(Schreiber) into political office. 

"King Arthur" offers a revi­
sionist take on the timeless tale 
and includes a more accurate 
account of the knights of the 
round table. Here the villains 
are the invading Saxons. The 
DVD offers an extra, and very 
intense, 14 minutes of battle 
scenes. Clive Owen 
("Croupier")does a fine job as 
Arthur and gets ample support 
from Keira Knightly as a 
sword-wielding Gweneviere. 

"Shaun of the Dead" hits 
DVD only six week after play­
ing in Pikeville and is a treat for 
anyone who missed its brief 
theatrical play here. This is a 
comic take on the currently 
popular zombie genre and

Instead of pupp~ts 
you get live actors in a substan­
dard space adventure that might 
appeal to younger audiences but 
will surely bore the older mem­
bers of the household who may 
harbor fond memories of the 
eries. This one meant a good 

paycheck for actors like Bill 
Paxton and Ben Kingsley, but 
there is no such reward for con­
sumers. 

"Anacondas" is an inferior 
sequel that manages to avoid all 
of the trappings which made the 
original a success. Here you get 
a no-name cast which consists

Rawling's sixth Potter book 
~to be published this summer

NEW YORK - Get ready 
for publishing's ultimate 
blockbuster sequel: Harry 
Potter VI. 

Setting the stage for 
another round of midnight 
bookstore parties and 
marathon readings into the 
morning, the penultimate 
novel in J .K. Row ling's 
mega-selling series, "Harry 
Potter and the Half-Blood 
Prince," will go on sale 
J 2:0 I a.m. on July 16 in the 
United States, Britain and 
four other countries, publish­
ers said Tuesday. 

"I know you all expected 
thi to happen on Christmas 
Day, but I was sure that those 
of you who celebrate 
Christmas have better things 
to do on the day itself than 
fight your way into my 
study," the British author 
wrote in a message posted on 

• her Web site. "whereas those 
of you who DON'T celebrate 
Christmas would definitely 
prefer not to wait until the 
25th." 

Rawling, 39, noted that 
while she is pregnant with 
her third child, she has had 
the time "needed to tinker 
with the manuscript to my 
satisfaction and l am as 
happy as I have ever been 
with the end result. I only 
hope you feel it was worth 
the wait when you finally

read it." 

The book wilJ also be pub­
lished July 16 in Canada, 
Australia, New Zealand and 
South Africa. With the previ­
ous works available in 62 
languages, many, many other 
countries are sure to follow. 

"J .K. Row ling has written 
a brilliant story that will daz­
zle her fan in a marvelous 
book that takes the series to 
yet greater height ," said a 
joint announcement by Nigel 
Newton, chief executive of 
Bloomsbury Publishing Pic 
in England, and Barbara 
Marcus, president of 
Scholastic Children' Books 
in the United States. 

The 2005 publi hing date 
means the world will be 
spared the seemingly inter­
minable three-year wait 
between Potter IV, "Harry 
Potter and the Goblet of 
Fire," and Potter V, "Harry 
Potter and the Order of the 
Phoenix," which came out in 
summer 2003. 

The news should be cele­
brated by Rawling's millions 
of fans and by the struggling 
publishing industry. 
Competition for sales began 
almost immediately, with 
Amazon.com and the super­
store chains Barnes & Noble, 
Inc. and Borders Group, Jnc. 
announcing 40 percent dis­
counts on the book's $29.99 
suggested retail price . By 
Tuesday, "Half-Blood 
Prince" was already No. 1 on 
Barnes & Noble.com's best 
seller list and was in the top 

10 on Amazon.com. 
"Sales from the last Harry 

Potter book grossed as much 
as a major Hollywood movie 
in it fir t week of release," 
Steve Riggio, chief executive 
officer of Barnes & Noble, 
Inc., said in a statement 
Tuesday. 

"We expect this next book 
in the series to make publish­
ing history once again. 
We've already collected 
500,000 e-mail requests from 
our customers waiting to be 
notified of the date of the 
next book so this announce­
ment is very welcome news 
for readers everywhere." 

The retail price i the 
same as for Potter V, even 
though Rawling has strongly 
hinted she will not approach 
the industrial-sized 870 
pages of "Order of the 
Phoenix." In an earlier mes­
sage on her web ite, he 
tated , "According to the 

plan for book six, it will be 
quite a bit shorter than 
'Order of the Phoenix'. I am 
not going to swear on my 
children's lives that that is 
going to be the case, but I am 
99% certain of it." 

About 260 million copies 
of the fanta y series, which 
debuted in 1997, have sold 
worldwide, and "Order of the 
Phoenix" sold an astonishing 
5 million copies in the U.S. 
alone within 24 hour of pub· 
Jication, generating a much 
money as the top Hollywood 
release of that weekend, 

"The Hulk ." 
Sales have remained phe­

nomenal even as Rawling's 
books have grown longer and 
darker. reflecting the boy 
wizard's maturation into 
adolescence. The first three 
Potter books have been made 
into hit movies and inspired 
countless Potter parapherna­
lia, including candy, cakes, 
cap'es and toys. 

For months, ·Rawling has 
been revealing details of her 
new book, naming the title 
of three chapters - Chapter 
2: Spinners End; Chapter 6: 
Draco's Detour; Chapter 14: 
Felix Felicis - and even 
confiding that one of her 
characters will not urvive , 
although she refused to say 
who. Potter himself is safe, 
at least for now. Rawling 
has said her teenage hero 
will survive until the sev­
enth and final book in the 
series, but has refused to say 
whether he will reach adult­
hood. 

Only recently, the book's 
completion seemed far away. 

In a message posted Dec. 
l 0, Row ling said she had 
nothing "noteworthy to 
report, because 1 have been 
spending nearly all my time 
sitting in front of my com­
puter writing, rewriting and 
taking the occasional break 
to bang my head bff the desk 
in frustration or else rub my 
hands together in. fiendish 
glee (l think the latter has 
happened once)."

AP tells college football bowl series to 
stop using 'its poll to determine rankings

NEW YORK The 
As ·ociated Press has told the 
Bowl Championship Series to 
stop using its college football 
poll to deterrr.ine which teams 
pluy for the national tide and in 
the mo t prestigiOus bowl 
games. 

The BCS has u ed the AP 
poll of 65 writers and broad­
casters as a component in its 
rankings since the system wa 
implemented in 1998 by offi· 
cials from the nation's major 
football programs. 

The AP said uch use wa 
never sanctioned and had 
reached the point where it 
threatened to undermine the 

the poll. 
The AP sent BCS coordina­

tor Kevin Wei berg a cease-and­
desist letter, dated Dec. 21, 
tating that use of the pol1 i 

unlawful and harms the AP' 
reputation. 

"We respect the decision of 
the Associated Pre s to no 
longer have its poll included in 
the BCS standings," Weiberg 
said in a statement Tuesday. 

In its letter, the AP said 
some of its poll voters had indi­
cated they might no longer par­
ticipate because of concerns 
over having their reporters be 
so closely involved in the 
process of determining whlch 
teams play where. 

"By stating that the AP poll 
is one of the three component 

rankings, BCS con' ey the 
impression that AP condones 
or otherwise participates in the 
BCS y tem." the letter said. 
" urthennore. to the extent that 
the public does not fully under­
stand the relationship between 
BCS and AP, any animosity 
toward BCS may get trans­
ferred to AP." 

Thi sea on. the AP poll and 
USA Today/ESPN coaches poll 
were given more weight than 
ever in the BCS standing . 
Each poll accounted for one­
third of a team's BCS grade 
and total points were factored 
in, not just ranking, which wa · 
the case before.

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Panic attacks may have no apparent 
cause, can mimic heart attack 

- a relatively common problem that 
most often strikes young wn'"'" en 
between the ages of 20 and 25. Aoout 
2.4 million American of both genders 
have panic disorder. While we don't 
know exactly what causes this disorder. 
it seems to run in fami lie and can be 
related to stressful life events. 

disorder have other problems uch 
as underlying depression or sub­

, tanee abuse issues. These must be 
dealt with if they are present. Many 
people have recurrences of their panic 
disorder after treatment. and they need 
medication and/or therapy for long 
periods of time. 

uestion: 1 have start-
ed having these spells where 
l get real nervous, my heart 

pound • rcak out in a sweat, and I get 
a headache. l am a 20-year-old college 

II tudent. My mom says I am having 
panic attacks and I need medicine. Do 
you think these are panic attacks, and 
arc there other things than medicine to 
treat them? 

nswer: Everybody feels panic. 
nO\\ and then. It could be as a 
e ult of an immediate threat 

to ) our health. like a fire or an accident. 
Or. you may feel panicked before speak­
ing to a large group of people or while 
going through a job interview. 

some people experience true "panic 
attack " that seem to come out of the 
blue for no obvioul'o reason. These 
attacks have many of the symptoms 
you describe. The person may be walk­
ing down the treet or itting at home 
and suddenly tremors start, the heart 
startS racing, and he or she feels a great 
sense of fear. The person may also 
sweat profusely, experience chest 
pains, have hortne s of b1eath, become 
weak and dizz}'. feel like fainting. and 
have abdominal pain. Sometimes, the 
symptoms can feel like a heart attack. 
Each panic attack can 

Panic disorder is defined medically 
a "sudden, and repeated episodes of 
intense fear associated with physical 
symptoms.'' These attacks are sponta­
neous and often it is difficult to deter­
mine what triggers the attack. In some 
people the fear of having an attack 
becomes so great that 

they develop another problem called 
agoraphobia. This disorder - which 
literally means "fear of the market" -
can be so severe that people won't even 
leave their homes. 

Medications, such as antidepre -
sants can be used to treat panic disorder 
in many people. Another treatment. 
cognitive-behavioral therapy, which 
deals with a person's attitudes and per­
ceptions of the panic disorder, can be 
successful. Many people with panic 

The good news is, once you know 
what you have, you should be able to 
"get through" a panic attack by using 
one of several strategies. These may 
include sitting in a quite place, breath­
ing into a brown paper bag. or just talk­
ing softly with a friend until the symp­
tom5 have passed. Once a person with 
panic disorder knows that they are not 
having a heart anack or other such life 
threatening medical problem, they can 
weather the storm of an attack. Also 
some people are able to figure out what 
triggers their attacks. They can, then, 
avoid tho e stimuli and actually pre· 
vent the attacks from ever taking place.
