The mine will be 
closed only temporarily 
until the fire can be 
extinguished. The mine 
is operated by MC 
Mining, a subsidiary of 
Alliance Resource 
Partners in Tulsa, Okla. 

Employees discov­
ered the fire late 

• Saturday night. 
Charles Wolfe, 

spokesman for the 
Kentucky Environmental 
and Public Protection 
Cabinet, said crews 
continued pumping 
nitrogen and water into 
the mine on Wednesday 
through holes drilled 
from the surface to try 
to suffocate the fire. 

Conditions inside the 
mine are being moni-

• tored by fiber optic cam­
era and by gas-detect­
ing instruments.

PRESTONSBURG -Lt. Shawn Roop, of the Floyd 
Count} Sheriff's Department, got two surprises during 
the holidays. 

First, he was allowed to go home on leave to be with 
his family during the holidays before he ships off to 
Iraq.

Drug ftnd 
made at 
roadblock

IVEL - A vehicle safety checkpoint set up on 
U.S. 23 at !vel two weeks ago aw two men from 
Manchester arrested when officer from Kentucky 
Vehicle Enforcement fe1l them to be acting suspi­
ciously. 

Officer Keith Justice made the arrests, which fol­
lowed a search of the 1998 Ford truck that they were 
driving while the vehicle was stopped for a afety 
check. The officer found the truck to not be over­
weight but did charge the driver William White, 43, 
and passenger, Terry Smallwood. 37, with multi­
ple charges when it was discovered that the men had 
drugs, drug paraphernalia and a lot of cash in their 
possession. 

White was charged with possession of marijuana 
and also trafficking in the drug, which amounted to 
less than 8 ounces divided into four bags. He also was 
charged with possession of a controlled substance for 
having three bottles of pills, with each containing an 
assortment of drugs that included 11 blue pills and 53 
white pills. White a1 o had rolling papers which led 
to the drug paraphernalia charge and a little over 
$1,700 in cash. 

Smallwood was charged with the same offenses 
for the contents of the vehicle. 

Each man was arraigned on Dec. 17 and had a pre­
liminary hearing on the charges set for Jan. lO. 

The men were both out of jail two days before 
their scheduled arraignment date when a third party 
posted the high cash bonds that were set for them. 
The bonds were paid in cash, with $5,000 going 
towards Smallwood's bond and $10,000 being posted 
for White.

When nature 
strikes 

ft is something of a trui m to point out that natural di asters -
flood , hurricanes, earthquakes .. ometimes even mudslides - can 
be a overwhelming as the disasters that human beings occasional­
ly visit on each other. But it takes one of them to drive the lesson 
home and give it force and meaning. 

One occurred Sunday, when the bigge t earthquake in 40 years, 
deep beneath the Indian Ocean off the coa t of Indonesia, generat­
ed mas ive tsunamis that zoomed through the water at hundreds of 
miles an hour and killed tens of thousands of people in Asia and 
Africa. Millions of others were made homeless. The scope and sud­
denness of the devastation makes one think of an attack by weapons 
of mass destruction, and the possibility that deadly waterborne dis­
eases might emerge amid the devastation only compounds the 
hock and horror. 

There is no way that a massive earthquake and a series of 
tsunamis could fail to inflict immense damage. Nevertheless, thou-
ands of lives in Sri Lanka, India, Thailand and elsewhere could 

have been saved if an early warning system imilar to one that 
exi ts for countries (such as the United States) that border the 
Pacific Ocean had been in place. 

If people had been able to move even a few hundred yards 
inland, they might have been saved. But in the absence of an alert 
system, it was not possible to gtve them a timely warning. 

It had always been believed that countries bordering the Indian 
Ocean were relatively safe from earthquakes and the tsunamis they 
cause because the sei mic activity in that region is much lower than 
it is along the notoriously unstable Pacific Rim. 

But many scientists advised that a warning system in that part of 
the world should have been installed long ago. partly becau e 
coastal regions in many countlie in the Indian Ocean are heavily 
populated. Just last June, at a meeting of a United Nations oceano­
graphic commission. experts warned that the Indian Ocean had "a 
significant threat from both local and distant tsunamis." 

This warning should not have gone unheeded. 
What remains in the aftermath is the need for a massive and 

lengthy relief operation by private organizations, the United 
Nations, the United States and others. The Bush administration has 
promised that this country will do all it can. Other governments 
should do the same.

American pay the world' highest 
price for brand-name drugs. Are we get­
ting, our money's worth? 

Absolutely. say the pharmaceutical 
companies. Pre cription drugs are ''the 
best value in health care - saving lives. 
reducing pain and suffering, keeping 
people out of hospitals and nursing 
homes and reducing other form of 
health care spending." In fact, the indu.­
try trade group Phannaceutical Research 
and Manufacturers of America says that 
every dollar spent on newer medications 
saves $4.44 in future hospitalizations. 
Let's check the math. 

Between 1980 and 2002. the average 
American's hare of the nation' pre­
scription drug bill . oared from $52.08 to 
$569.82. T hat". a nearly elevenfold 
increa e . 

Over that same 22-year period, the 
average American's share of our nation' 
hospital bill grew rather than declined. It 
jumped from $440.54 per person in 1980 
to $1,704.02 in 2002. That's not the kind 
of dollar savings most of us would rec­
ognize. If the American health care sys­
tem i a fun-hou e mirror image of capi­
talism , the drug industry is Alice's rabbit 
hole - gate\\ay to a world where 
decades of ne\.\o. money-saving drug ther­
apies have resulted in kyrocketing 
spending, a place where the rule. of logic 
don't necessaril)' apply. 

Even PhRMA's name is misleading. 
Five of PhRMA' 10 bigge t member 
are not "of America." GJaxoSmithKiinc 
and AstraZeneca are both ba ed in 
England; Novartis and Roche, both in 
Switzerland; and Avent! , in France. All 
three of those countries have national 
health insurance, the very llting drug 
companies say would destroy their incen­
tive to innovate if it were adopted in 
America. 

BEYOND PRICE 
Let' tan with a primer on how 

Americans have gotten hooked on an 
expensive medicine cabinet of new pills. 
The pharmaceutical industry accounts 
for a relatively small piece of the nation's 

health care spending - about 10 percent. 
But that' double what it wa in 1980. 

and in recent years drug spending has 
been growing at double-digit rates. 
Overall drug spending quadrupled 
between 1990 and 2002. It is proje ted to 
grow an additional 50 percent before the 
end of next year. Higher price are part of 
the reason for in reased drug spending. 
But price i n't the oGly n. or even 
the biggest reason, we're pending more 
on drug .

spending. Another thud i attributable to 
changes in the drugs pre cribed, more 
spectfically a switch to newer and more 
expen ive medication . Only about 25 
percent of the increased spending is 
cau ed by drug companie rai ing their 
price . 

Medications have come to play an 
increasingly imponant role in the treat­
ment of many diseases. The newe t gen­
eration of p ychialric drug , for example 
haYe revolutionized treatment for peopl 
with schizophrenia and depres,.inr 
There are many tmilar ucces stones. 

But not every ne'\ drug repre ·ents a 
breakthrough. Despite industry advertis­
ing claim , newer drug aren't always 
better. Mo t aren't e en an.advan cover 
current treatment. . Instead, they are new 
formulation of existing medication , or 
·o-called "me too" drugs. ·all and 
L vitra, for ex pie, are crugs 
that work the same way the anti-impo­
kn ~: drug Viagra. 

During the first 11 month of thi 
vear, the U. . Food and Drug 
Administration approved 99 new drug .. 
Just 19 of tho.e were cla ified by the 
agency a a ·• igni am impr vement" 
over available tment .

You 
wouldn't gue s thm from watching the 
ads . nd since the FDA loo ·ened rules

IMAGE AND ADVERTISING 
Drug companie say ads directed at 

consumers are an educational tool to 
raise awarene ·s about variou condittons. 
and to inform patients about avmlable 
treatments. There i orne truth to that.• ) 
But the primary purpose of drug ad ' is to 
ell drugs, and they are very effective. 

Heavy adverti ing transformed Celebrcx, 
Vioxx. Claritin and a number of drugs 
mto blockbusters with sale of more than 

l billion a year. Those ad also go a 
long way toward convincing patients that 
newer drug are more effective, even if 
they aren't, 

For a study bli hed earlier thi year 
in the journal Health Affair . Dartmouth 
Medical School re. earchers asked 
patients to rate the effectivene.. of the 
anhritis drug Vioxx - fir t. after ha\ ing 
seen a commercial for the drug. then ~ 
after having reviewed objective informa-• 
tion about it· benefits After having seen 
only the commercial, 65 percent o f 
patients rated ioxx as very effective at 
treating arthfiti symptom ·. Fewer than 
I 0 rcrccnt rated the drug as ineffective. 

fter having read the objective informa-. 
lion. just about 25 percent rated Vioxx a 
very effective; more than 20 percent 
rated it as ineffective. 

As it tum out. Vioxx wa not only 
less effective than many patients 
believ\!d. but it also was more dangerou 
than marry oc rs realized. It was with­
drawn fr .the market after tudic. 
bowed it inca:ased the ri k of heart 

problem and Stroke in certain patients 
Despite the marketing buzz that drug. 
like Vioxx and Celebrex created, mo t 
publish d tudies found them to be about 
a effective as ibuprofen in controlling 
arthriti pain. That hould come as no 
urpri e. ince both the new and older 

drugs reduce pain the ame wa) : b)' 
blocking an enzyme called Cox2 . 
Re. earch that pecificall y compares 
newer dmgs to older one i rare becau e 
drug companie fund mo t drug re carch, 
and they have nothing to gain by paying

Because they pay for the 
studies, drug companies can -
and sometimes do - refuse to 
publish research that shows their 
products are less effective than 
alternatives. That publication 
bias can subtly skew what doc­
tors think about a particular drug 
and di tort the market for pre-
cription medicines. Doctors 

prescribe the newer, more 
expensive drug because they see 
a handful of tudies bowing its 
effectiveness, but not dozens of 
others with less favorable 
results. Patients are willing to 
pay much more money for med­
ications that provide only mod­
e t benefits over older drugs. 

Even if most new drugs are 
not breakthroughs, some are. 
Those drugs result from years of 
expensive re earch. But just 
whose research it is and how 
much it really costs have 
become a subject of controversy. 

Dmg companies point to a 
200 l tudy by the Tufts Center 
for the Study Drug 
Development, whi is- funded 
largely by indu _ t -put the 
cost of developing a new drug at 
$802 million. But the study 
looked at a limited number of 
drugs developed completely by 
pharmaceutical companies; its

The week after Christmas 
turned out to be a smorgasbord 
for film lovers with six releas­
es of new film and two televi­
sion release that are sure to 
please fans of the fantastic. 

"Anchorman" leads the 
pack with a hilarious perfor­
mance by Will Ferrell as a 
newscaster, circa the 1970s, 
who feels threatened when his 
network hires a woman, 
Chri tina Applegate, to co­
anchor. 

"Resident Evil: 
Apocalypse" is the equel to 
the 2002 box office hit that 
starred Milia Jovovich as a 
zombie-killing heroine decked 
out in a red nightie. This film 
pick up with Milia trapped in 
a city of the undead and basi­
cally offers an hour-and-a-half 
of zombie killing unencum­
bered by plot. 

"Open Water" is the sur­
prise box office champ that 
cost about as much as "The 
Blair Witch Project_" This film 
earned its theatrical release 
after a successful run on the 
film festival circuit.

Many innovative drug -
such as AZT, the fir t drug to 
treat AIDS - are developed 
completely through taxpayer­
funded re earch. What' more, 
the Thfts tudy used an account­
ing gimmick to double the esti­
mated research and development 
cost . 

De pite those shortcomings, 
that $802 million figure is used 
often by the industry and its 
allies to argue that imposing 
controls on drug prices 
inevitably would dry up the 
pipeline of new medications. 
That position, in its extreme, is 
enshrined in the Medicare pre­
scription drug bill, which pro­
hibits the federal government 
from using it enormous pur­
chasing power to bargain for the 
lowe t po sible drug prices. 

Drug companies also exagger­
ate the relationship between 
spending on re earch and devel­
opment and the discovery and 
creation of new drugs. Adjusting 
for inflation, R&D spending has 
grown steadily from about $5 bil­
lion in 1980 to just over $30 bil­
lion in 2002. But the number of 
newly approved drugs peaked in 
1996 and has fallen since. The 
number of newly discovered or 
created drugs approved last year 
was about the same as the number 
approved in 1990, when R&D 
spending was half of what it was 
last year. Value versus price 

The higher drug price paid 
by Americans subsidize virtually 
all of the pharmaceutical indus­
try's R&D. Should we act to 
control drug prices, the industry 
argues, R&D funding would dry 
up and so would the steady 
stream of new miracle drugs. In

fact, the steady stream of innov­
ative new drugs already is dry­
ing up, even as R&D spending 
grow . Today. big drug compa­
nies routinclv "develop" new 
drug by buying a maller com­
pany that ah·cady has done most 
of the development work. 

It's possible that price con­
trols would result in less R&D, 
but that doesn't have to be the 
ca e. Drug companies pend 
substantially more money on 
what they call "marketing and 
administration" than on R&D -
2 1/2 times as much. measured 
as a percentage of sales, during 
2002. Included in that category 
are the shockingly high salaries 
given to drug company execu­
tives. Charles A. Heimbold Jr., 
the former chairman of Bristol­
Myers Squibb,made $75 million 
in 2001. He also got stock 
options that would have been 
worth another $76 million. 

Drug companies are extraordi· 
narily profitable, earning 5 1/2 
times the average net return of all 
other Fortune 500 companie , 
measured as a percentage of sales. 

That bring u back to value 
and to the hugely significant 
change that took place over the 
1990s, as drug spending began 
to soar. More and more 
Americans began receiving pre­
scription drug coverage through 
their jobs. It's difficult to mea­
sure the impact of that simple 
change. But the common- ense 
conclusion i that one reason for 
increased spending was that 
many of us were no longer pay­
ing for the drug we used . 

Beginning two or three years 
ago, companies started trying to 
restrain health spending by shift­
ing more of tho e drug costs

onto workers in the form of 
lughcr co-pays and more strin­
gent formularies. Anecdotal evi­
dence suggests that when those 
co-pays were in tituted, some 
workers became more elective 
in the presct;ptions they filled. 
Tho e worK ·!. had decided that 
the value of the medications they 
were tiling was le · · than the 
value of the co-pay . In most 
cases. those co-pays were no 
more than a third of the drug's 
actual cost. 

Shifting drug costs onto 
workers is a bad way to control 
drug spending. Cash-strapped, 
low-wage workers are more 
likely to stop taking drugs for 
chronic conditions like high 
blood pressure or high choles­
terol - conditions for which 
symptoms are few and conse­
quences distant. But tho e drugs 
may be very cost-effective in the 
long run.

"That was as good a foot­
ball as we have played all 
year, especially their 

If defense," said Hoeppner, 
whose team lost to Michigan 
in the second week of the 
ea on. "I'm glad I won ' t see 

them next year." 
Tho e teams that do play 

Iowa State can expect to see 
plenty of Hicks and Meyer. 

Hicks, a sophomore, ran 
27 time for 159 yards and 
scored the game' first 
touchdown on a 4-yard run. 
Meyer, a freshman, carried a 
ea on-high 23 time for 122 

yard , et up the go-ahead 
. , touchdown with a weaving 

23-yard run in the fourth 

quarter and passed for l J 4 
yards, completing 10 of 28. 
He was named the game's 
offensive MVP. 

When it was over, the 
Cyclones had rushed for 295 
yards, a school record for a 
bowl game . They had aver­
aged just 128 yards a game 
during the season. 

"For this game, we put in 
a couple of new plays that we 
saw on film would work," 
Hicks said. "The offensive 
line was corning off the ball 
real well.

"We still had confidence

When Miami got one last 
chance, Ellis Hobbs inter­
cepted Betts with 55 seconds 
left to secure the victory, just 
the second in eight bowl 
games for the Cyclones and 
the first for a Big 12 team in 
the Independence Bowl.

Eric Gregg, 
Ken Kaiser and Larry McCoy 
will get $400,000 each and Mark 
Johnson, who had le s service 
time, will get $325,000. 

Rich Garcia, who became an 
umpire supervisor in 2002. said 
he likely will get severance pay, 
too, and be included in the 
umpires' qenetits plan. 

"I think it's a big step in the 
right direction." Garcia said. "I 
think thjs will bring a lot of heal­
ing to the situation that has gone 
on the last five years.

Palmer's statistics arc 
weighted by hi early season 
mistakes, Kitna's by hi~ one 
year of rust.

Kitna was 20-of-32 for 186 
yards With two touchdowns and 

an interception. 
"It wasn't spectacular," Palmer 

said. "You're not gomg to look at 
the numbers and ay, 'Wow, he 
tore them up: But he did what 
was needed to get the win." 

Kitna also underscored one 
of the other major differences 
when he jubilantly tackled 
receiver Chad Johnson after the 
game-winning catch. Palmer 
would never do that. 

Kitna said recently that he's 
trying to emulate the 
Cal ifomian 's ·•water-off-a-
duck',-back demeanor."

Is Bengals' comeback 
really meaningful?

CINCLNNATI - Jon Kitna 
jubilantly tackled Chad 
Johnson in the end zone. 
Thousanus of fans tossed piles 
of cnmchy snow into the air, 
creating a winter wonderland 
version of fireworks. 

The moment was one of the 
Cincinnati Bengals · finest in 
anothe1 less-than-satisfying 
season. Kitna's last-minute 
touchdown pass to Johnson 
gave them a 23-22 victory 
Sunday and a reason to feel 
upbeat in December. 

Then again, they usually 
feel upbeat around this time of 
year. 

During their 14-year run 
without a winning record- one 
of the longest such stretches in 
NFL history - the BengaJs typ­
ically have pulled out wins 
near the end that felt good but 
didn't really mean much. 

This one fit the profile, and 
that's what worries coach 
Marvin Lewis. 

The Bengals were out­
played for most of the game by 
a New York Giants team that 
had lost seven in a row and was 
letting rookie quarterback Eli 
Manning make hi sixtl1 NFL 
start. Only a series of Giant 
breakdowns at the end gave 
them the chance to pull it out. 

Lewis put that on his list of 
things to ftx Monday. 

"We eem to have a way to 
play down to an opponent at 
time . and that"s disappoint· 
ing.'' Lewis said. 'Tve got to 
find a way to get that corrected. 
That's kind of alarming, that 
we continually do that. ln, tead 
of having an opportunity to 
play your best football. we 
play in spurts, and I've got to 
find a way to fix that.'' 

It's a problem that predates 
Lewis. For some reason. the 
Bengals (7-8) go soft when 
their opponent is struggling, 
contributing to that 14-year run 
without a winning record. 

They lost in Cleveland and 
had to rally for a 58-48 win 
over the Browns this season. 
They lost to the injury-ravaged 
Titans 27-20 and dropped a 
pair or close games to 
Pittsburgh. Lewis look at 
those games as lost chances to 
finish above .500. 

"It's the small things that 
get you to 10-6. 12-4, 14-2."' 
Lewis said. "They're small 
things. but they're big stride . 
You've got to take thpse. 
You've got to take advanta<>e 
of it when it's there.'' 

They looked like they were 
headed for a breakthrough 
when first-year quarterback 
Carson Palmer led them to a 27-
26 comeback win in Baltimore 
on Dec. 5. his second straight 
impressive performance. 
Palmer sprained his knee a 
week later in Nev. England, 

forcing Kitna to take over. 
Kitna has been up-and­

down in his two starts, show­
ing the rust from not playing 
for nearly an entire year. He 
managed to make two decisive 
play at the end Sunday, a 19-
yard completion to T.J. 
Houshmandzadch on fourth­
and-tO followed by the win­
ning pass to Johnson. 

The Bengals clinched it 
when Manning's pass at mid­
field was deflected right to one 
of their lineman. 

''You sit on the ideline and 
you understand how crazy thi 
league ts. how tough it ts," aid 
Palmer. who plan to play in 
the final game Sunday at 
Philadelphia. "One little thing 
goes wrong _ that ball that guy 
intercepted at the end of the 
game goe into their hand and 
they get to the 35-yard line and 
kick a field goal and the 
game's over. 

"So you never know what 
happens in this league. Game 
are so difficult to win because 
sometime the ball bounce. 
your way and ometimes it 
doesn't." 

Lewis wants them to under­
stand that they shouldn't let it 
come down to a single bounce 
at the end. He's not sure why 
they let it happen again t the 
Giant. 

"I don't know," he said. 
"That' why I've got to find a 
way to figure it out."

Question: A friend 
says that v. hen he drinks a 
pitcher of beer he's actually 

a b nver. The car ·'JuSt glides 
down the highwaf' and he feels more 
in control. Could this po~sibly be true? 
Are regular drinkers more immune to 
the effect. of alcohol? H ~ hould l 
handle him at my • e Year'. party? 

An. wer: While moderate 
drinking i acceptable in our 
ociety. your friend ·s behav-

ior is not. Polishing off a pitcher of 
beer by yourself would make you 
legally drunk. And, when a person is 
drunk. there's absolutely no excuse for 
trying to drive a car. 

It takes the average person one to 

two hours to eliminate the alcohol 
from an ounce of distilled liquor, a bot­
tle of beer (not a pitcher!) or a gla s of 
wine. Each of the e is defined as one 
drink.. Given these facts, a good "rule 
of thumb .. is not to dnve if you have 
had more than one 

drink for each two hours that you've 
been at a party. Also, remember that 
inebriation is generally brought on 
quicker if you drink on an empty stom­
ach. 

Regular consumption of alcohol 
doesn't change the effect of this drug; 
however, the frequent drinker does 
develop a sense that he or she i less 
impalTed by it. Numerous studies have 
shown that this "sense of control" is 
actually imaginary. The time required
