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• TOPEKA, Kan. - When 
a restaurant owner invited a 
hypnotist to perform at his 
steakhouse, he expected hysteri­
cal laughter, maybe one or two 
people strutting like roosters. 

What he didn't expect was 
for a sheriff's deputy to show up 
later that month telling him the 
performance was against a 
Kansas law that prohibits hyp­
notism for entertainment pur­
poses. 

Faced with the possibility of 
breaking state law or losing 
money from customers who 
wanted to see a hypnotist at his 
restaurant, owner Kansas 
Walker chose to take his 
chances. 

The Larned businessman 
described his frustration 
Monday for the Senate Judiciary 
Committee, which is consider­
ing a bill to repeal the statute 
against hypnotism as entertain-

ment. 
The hypnotism ban wa.c; insti­

tuted in 1903. when legislators 
made it a misdemeanor to hyp­
notize anyone under 18. That 
same year, lawmakers also 
banned exhibitions in whtch 
someone ate or pretended to eat 
snakes, lizards, scorpions, cen­
tipedes, tarantulas or other rep­
tiles. 

Lawmakers repealed the rep­
tiles law in 1969, but rewrote 
the hypnosis statute.

Their comments are 
published in the February issue 
of the Journal of the American 
College of Nutrition.

The article, ·'Carbohydrate 
and Fiber Recommendations 
for Individuals with Diabetes: 
A Quantitative Asse sment and 
Meta-Analysis of the 
Evidence," summarizes data 
about carbohydrate intake for 
persons with diabetes. It 
reviews the recommendations 
of nine expert panels from 
seven countries. It also 
reviews 34 research studies, 
most of which were random­
ized, controlled, clinical. state 
of the art studies. 

"In addition to helping 
manage blood glucose, these 
diets also lower risks for heart 
attack and stroke and are the 
most effective way to maintain 
a desirable weight for the long­
haul," Anderson said. 

The first and clearest con­
clusion is that obese diabetic 
individuals should be encour­
aged to achieve and maintain a 
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manag 
desirable body weight. 

"Since weight gain is relat­
ed to the development of dia­
betes in 80 percent of adults, 
avoiding weight gain is the pri­
mary prevention strategy for 
diabetes," Anderson aid. 

Anderson and colleagues 
concluded the most effective 
diet for controlling blood glu­
cose and lowering cholesterol 
and triglycerides for diabetic 
individuals is a diet rich in car­
bohydrates and fiber. High fat 
diets cause resistance to 
insulin action and raise the 
blood glucose while increasing 
atherogenic LDL-cholesterol 
levels. Increasing dietary fiber 

is one of the best ways to man­
age body weight and lower 
blood glucose and serum cho­
lesterol. 

In popular literature there is 
extensive information about 
the benefits of high fat intakes, 
Anderson said. 

"Most of these have no sci­
entific basis and are based on 
pseudoscience and unproven 
hypotheses," Anderson said. 
"The wealth of scientific data 
indicates that diets rich in 
dietary fiber, whole grains, 
fruits, vegetables and beans 
are the eating practices that

Doctors urged to discuss 
fitness at every checkup

CHICAGO - Don't be sur­
prised at your next checkup if 
the doctor measures your waist 
and writes a prescription for 
exercise: They are among the 
recommendations in a new "call 
to action" for primary-care 
physicians. 

By now it's a familiar refrain: 
Americans need to lose weight 
and get fit. But the necessity 
couldn't be more dire, the repon 
says, citing data showing that 
about two-thirds of U.S. adultl 
- 131 million people - are 
overweight. 

Despite the enormous public 
health impact of excess weight 
and a sedentary lifestyle - at 
least 300,000 premature deaths 
and more than $90 billion in 
health care costs each year -
many doctors are failing to cap-

italize on their unique ability to 
help change patients' ways, the 
report says. 

Primary-care doctors "clearly 
have the access, as the average 
American makes three office 
visits per year," according to the 
repon in Monday's Archives of 
Internal Medicine. 

Many doctors might think 
they do not have time during 
already-rushed office visits, but 
the new recommendations could 
take only three extra minutes, 
the authors said.

bread, white rice, potatoes, 
watermelon, bananas and 
sugar-rich products are high 
glycemic foods.

The recommendations 
include: 

• Assessing body mass 
index and waist measurements 
and discussing patients' activity 
levels at every visit. Patients 
who are not overweight should 
be congratulated. Overweight 
patients should be told about the 
dangers, which include a dou­
bling of the risk of heart disease 
and a tripling of the risk of dia­
betes for people with a body­
mass index of 30 or higher, 
which is obese. 

• Counseling overweight 
patients to reduce their daily 
food intake by 500 to I ,000 
calories and get more exercise, 
with a goal of losing up to two 
pounds a week. 

• Writing a prescription for 
exercise, such as walking a 
mile briskly at least five days a 
week. Sedentary patients also 
should be advised to incorpo-

House panel OKs proposal to 
restore Boone's name to parkway

FRANKFORT - Daniel 
Boone might soon have his park­
way back - in part, anyway. 

A House committee Thursday 
voted to undo a Boone-doggie 
and restore the famous frontiers­
man's name to a parkway that 
winds through southeastern 
Kentucky, the region ftrst blazed 
by Boone in 1769. 

It won't be the Daniel Boone 
Parkway of old. however Under 
the committee's joint re elution, 
Boone would have to share the 
billing with U.S. Rep. Harold 
"Hal'' Rogers, who in a long con­
gressional career has made the 
region a magnet for federal high­
way dollars. 

Fonner Gov. Paul Patton' 
admtntstration last year took 
Boone's name off the road in 
order to honor Rogers . Signs 

renaming it the Hal Rogers 
Parkway were unveiled as a sur­
prise during a ceremony in which 
Rogers bulldozed a toll booth to 
celebrate the lifting of roUs. 
Boone descendants were angered. 

On Thursday a Boone de ·cen­
dant's husband told the House 
Transportation Commtttee that 
the explorer de erved recogmtion. 

"George Washington ... is the 
father of our country. Daniel 
Boone is the father of Kentucky," 
said Robert Bentley Sr.. whose 
wife, Jacqueline, is de ·cended 
from Boone's si ter, Mary. 

Mary Boone. like her famous 
brother, was in the vanguard of 
Kentucky settlers. She married 
Capt. William Bryan, who estab­
lished Bryan Station in Fayette 
County. 

The committee, with little dis­
cussion, approved the House JOint 
resolution. Jacqueline Bentley. of 
Nicholasville, . aid sh was 

pleased. 
Daniel Boone "meant a lot to 

Kentucky and I think hi name 
should have stayed on it," she 
said, referring to the parkway. 

The resolution would require 
the road to be renamed the Daniel 
Boone-Hal Rogers Parkway. 
Jacqueline Bentley said she did 
not object to Rogers' sharing of 
the designation. 

The sponsor of the resolution, 
Rep. Brent Yonts of Greenville, 
said he got involved after a Boone 
de cendant in his area com­
plained about the name change. 

Yonts said hi resolution was 
not meant as a slight ro Rogers 
but was an expression that 
Boone's name should be put 
''back in its proper place" along 
the highway. "Daniel Boone has a 
very important, and longtime 
loved spot in Kentucky htstory," 
he sa1d. 

l Gov. Pe ce 
intends to have 
onicial residence 

Bentley, repre enting the 
Boone Society, gave the commit­
tee a quick hi tory lesson. He said 
Boone was a member of the fiJ'St 
Kentucky legislature. and he 
fought in the Revolutionary War 
under Gen. George Rogers Clark. 

Rep. Lonnie Napier, R­
Lancaster. supported the measure 
but noted Rogers' contributions in 
steering federal money to 
Kentucky. 

"Hal Rogers is one of the 
finest congre men this state's 
ever had," he ·aid.

FRANKFORT - Lt. Gov. 
Steve Pence said Tuesday he 
intends to move into an offi­
cial residence, the Old 
Governor's Mansion. when it 
restoration is complete. For 
now, Pence is commuting from 
his home in Jefferson County. 

"I don't need a cook and I 
don't need a housekeeper. I 
can take care of those things 
myself," Pence said in an 
interview. 

"1 think a place to live is 
completely appropriate," and 
Kentucky law provides for it, 
Pence said. 

The subject of a residence 
for the lieutenant governor, 
and other aspects of the budget 
for the office of Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher, arose Tuesday at a 
meeting of the House 
Appropriations and Revenue 
Committee. 

The lieutenant governor's 
residence became a budgetary 
t. sue in 2003. The General 
A sembly, largely at the 
behest of the Republican-con­
trolled Senate, eliminated 
funding for the official resi­
dence and its staff. That effec­
tively evicted Pence' prede­
cessor, Democrat Steve Henry. 

At the time, Henry and his 
family were occupy1ng a 
leased house in downtown 
Frankfort while the Old 
Governor's Man ion under 
went renovation. 

Debate had focused on the 
presence of an eJlecutive chef, 
RafaeJa Vives, as though she 
worked personally for Henry 
and his family. She actually 
was a state employee a signed 
to the mansion. wh1ch also 
was in frequent use for public 
events. 

The budget proposed by 
Fletcher. a Republican, doe 
not contain the language that 
precluded Henry from having 
an official residence or a 
Kentucky State Police security 
detail. The House appropria­
tions chairman, Rep. Harry 
Moberly, D-Richmond, a ked 
administration officials if 
Fletcher would object if the 
same pre-emptive language 
were in erted 10 the budget by 
the legislature. 

Bill Hintze, a deputy state 
budget director, said Fletcher 
did not want Pence precluded 
from having 'the option" of an 
official residence, a ecuri ty 
detail and other "normal, con· 
servative trapping or the 
office," 

A for secunty, Pence told 
The Assoctated Press that he 
typically travels to public 
events with a single trooper, 
ometime two if other offi­

ctals are going along. The 
troopers are from Pletcher's 
executive security taff. 

"They don't drive me to 
work. l drive myself to work 
and back." Pence said. 

Democrats on the appropri ­
ations committee showed 
interest in other part· of 

Fletcher's propo ed budget for 
his own office, including high 
er starting salaries for his cab­
inet secretaries. 

Moberly 'iaid that violated 
"the plain language of the bud­
get" passed in 2003. which 
will be law through June 30. 

Rep. Don Pasley, D-
Winchester, whose district 
includes Fort Boonesborough, 
also noted Rogers' accomplish­
ments, but said "thi would be a 
much different state if it weren't 
for Daniel Boone.' 

The measure now goes to the 
full Hou e.

Schlumberger led all energy 
stock gainers on the New York 
Stock Exchange this past 
January with a $4.19 jump that 
left the stock at $59.77 a share, 
earnings that exceeded analyst 
expectation and resulted in a 
rise in revenues for the company. 
The company employs over 

cocaine, a semi-automatic weapon 
and several thousand dollars in 
cash. 

Police reported that an estimat­
ed half pound of cocaine was 
found in the home, along with a 
loaded 9 mm' semi-automatic 
handgun and more than $7,000 in 
cash.

50,000 in more than 100 coun­
tries with a 2003 revenue of 
$11.5 bHlion. 

In preparation for the compa­
ny's relocation, the agency has 
now got fully underway with 
bringing electricity and water 
and wastewater systems to the 
park.

Murder suspect 
released from jail

PRESTONSBURG A 
woman charged with murdering 
her boyfriend in early December 
was released from custody yes­
terday morning. after being held 
for more than 60 days without an 
indictment. 

Circuit Judge John David 
Caudill signed the order early 
yesterday for the immediate 
release of Velma Miller, 43, who 
is charged in the shooting death 
of her boyfriend, Ronnie 
Curnette. 

"'1 'm glad to see her out," said 
Miller's attorney, Jerry Patton. 
"She's been held to answer and 
hasn't been mdicted. The rules 
are clear on this ... The judge did 
the appropriate thing by releas­
ing her." 

MiUer wa incarcerated Dec. 
5 at the Floyd County Jail after 
she turned herself into authori­
ties. She has been incarcerated 
for more than 60 days without an 
indictment, a fact which con­
flicts state laws governing the 
rights of accused criminals. 
~ Patton filed a motion for 

Miller's release on Jan, 2. The 
motion was set to be heard dur­
ing in district court on Friday, 
Jan. 6. but was remanded, 
instead, to be handled in circuit 
court. 

During an interview last 
week. Commonwealth's 
Attorney Brent Tumer told The 
Floyd County Time that the 

commonwealth's inability to 
turn over an indictment for 
Mjller lie in the hand of foren­
sic scientists at Kentucky State 
Police labs, who are now mud­
dling through a huge load of evi­
dence in backlogged cases, a fact 
which was confirmed by Captain 
Tom Porter with the KSP 
Forensic Lab in Frankfort. Porter 
said that evidence in Miller's 
case is possibly being examined 
in KSP labs in London, Ashland 
and in the Central Office 
Forensic Labs in Frankfort. The 
number of backlogged cases in 
London and Ashland has been 
reduced, he said, but it is still a 
problem. 

It could take several month 
before testing of evidence in 
Miller's ca e is completed, 
Turner said. 

"It's not going to change any­
thing a far as the grand jury 
investigation," said Turner yes­
terday. "It's till going to be pre­
sented to the grand jury and they 
will make a decision based on 
the eviden e. It may take a 
while, but that's the right way to 
do it, rather than making a deci­
sion without having all the evi­
dence properly evaluated. The 
charge and the evidence are 
more important than whether or 
not she's been incarcerated for 
more than 60 days without an 
inilictment."

It didn't 
take long to find what Kelly had 
een. 

The cat, a blue shorthaired 
male, was dead all right. but it 
didn't die in the fence. lt was 
suspended in a pair of 
women's thong underwear and 
hung from the fence about six 
feet off the ground. It wa 
directly across from the Town 
Park, which in better weather 
wollld have been fllled with 
children playing, and people 
using the walking track. The 
eat's fur was fairly dry; it could 
not have been there long. 

Maybe this is not something 
to get upset about; maybe my 
nerves are just stretched to the 
breaking point, but l went back 
to the office and called my edi­
tor at the Floyd County Times, 
and also the Sheriff's 
Department. I knew the 
Sheriff couldn't do anything 
with no uspect (and possibly

wanted to report it. Kathy 
Prater drove up from the Times 
to take photos. 

From the looks of things. 
the cat was already dead when 
it was placed on the fence. I 
did a quasi-autopsy when I got 
back to the clinic and found 
that the cause of death was 
orne sort of blunt-force trau­

ma, such as being struck by a 
car. That made me feel a little 
better; there were no signs of 
abu e. Wanda took the body 
home with her that evening 
and gave it a proper burial. 

We've thrashed around var­
ious possibilities concerning 
thi case. Did someone flnd 
the cat on the road, and hang it 
up there so the owner could 
find it? I just can't imagine 
someone would take the time, 
especially given the weather 
conditions, and certainly not to 
use underwear to hang it wi.th. 
Did an abusive man kill his 
wife/girlfriend's pet and pllt it 
there as a warning to her? Was 
it just some sort of sick "joke"? 

I was just going to let Kathy 
write the story; I'm certainly 
no reporter. Then I started 
thinking, "Why does this mat­
ter?" , and decided I needed to 
put in my two cent ' worth. 
Although the cause of death 
may (or may not) have been 
accidental, the act of suspend­
ing the animal on the fence 
was certainly deliberate. In 
fact, someone got out in the 
freezing rain to do it.

Kentucky's unemployment rate drops to 5.4 percent in December 
FRANKFORT Kentucky's 

seasonally adjusted unemploy­
ment rate dropped to 5.4 percent 
;n December from a revised 5.6 
percent in November, according 
to the Department for 
Employment Services, a depart­
ment of the Education Cabinet. 

The state's easonally adjust­
ed jobJe s rate for December 
2002 was 5.5 percent. 

The U.S. seasonally adjusted 
jobless rate also declined in 
December to 5. 7 percent from 
5. 9 percent in November. 
according to the U.S. 
Department of Labor. 

"This i the lowest unem­
ployment rate Kentucky has 
experienced since January 2003 
when it was 5.3 percent," said 
Carlos Cracraft, the depart­
ment's chief labor market ana­
lyst. 

Four of the l 0 major nonfarm 
job North American Industry 
Classification System (NAJCS) 
sectors had employment 
increases in December, while 
six decreased, Cracraft said. A 
monthly survey of business 
establishments revealed that 
Kentucky's nonfarm employ­
ment fell by 400 on a seasonally 

adjusted basis to December's 
1,774,400 employees. 

According to the seasonally 
adjusted employment data, the 

manufacturing sector rose by 
600 employees in December. 
Compared to December 2002, 
the sector had 4,500 fewer 
employees in December 2003. 

"December marked only the 
fourth month during 2003 that 
the manufacturing sector has 
added employment," said 
Cracraft. 

The professional and busi­
ness services employment 
rebounded in December w1th 
500 more employees than in 
November. This sector had 
1,200 more employees in 
December 2003 than in 
December 2002. 

The financial activities sector 
rose by 400 jobs in December. 
This sector, which includes 
establishments involved in 
finance, insurance, real estate 
and property leasing or rental, 
has lost 200 jobs since 
December 2002. 

Kentucky's infonnation sec­
tor recorded a gain of 200 
employees in December. 

This sector, which includes 
flnns involved in publishing, 
Internet activities and broadcast­
ing and news syndication, had 
the same level of employment in 
December 2002 and December 
2003. 

On the negative side, the 
other services sector, which 

includes such establishments as 
repair and maintenance places, 
personal and laundry services, 
religious organizations, and 
civic and professional organiza­
tions, lost 700 job in December. 
Over the past J 2 month , the 
sector has had 2,000 fewer 
employees. 

The educational and health 
service sector reported 400 
fewer jobs in December than in 
November. Since December 
2002, the sector has added 2,300 
jobs. 

The trade, transportation and 
utilities sector reported a decline 
of 200 jobs in December. This 
sector includes retail and whole­
sale trade, transportation and 
utilities businesses, and ware­
housing, and is the largest sector 
in Kentucky with 366,600 
employees. Since December 
2002, the sector has lost lOO 
employees. 

Kentucky's leisure and hos­
pitality sector reported 200 
fewer jobs in December. Since 
December 2002, the sector bas 
added 100 employees. 

In December 2003, the gov­
ernment sector, which includes 
public education, dropped by 
200 jobs. Since December 2002, 
this sector has decrea ed by 
3,300 jobs.

The U.S. Bureau of Labor 
Stati tic's monthly estimate of 
the· number of employed 
Kentuckians for December 2003 
wa 1 ,886,688 on a seasonally 
adjusted basis. This figure is up 
6,268 from the 1,880,420 
employed in November 2003, 
and up 36, l 78 from the 
1,850,510 employed in 
December 2002. 

The monthly e timate of the 
number of unemployed 
Kentuckians for December 2003 
was 108,616. This figure is 
down 2,130 from the 110,746 
unemployed in November 2003, 
but up 410 from the 108,206 
Kentuckians unemployed in 
December 2002. 

The monthly estimate of the 
number of Kentuckians in the 
civilian labor force for 
December 2003 was 1 ,995,304. 
This figure is up 4,138 from the 
1,991, 166 recorded in 
November 2003, and up 36.588 
from the 1,958,716 recorded for 
December 2002. 

December 2003 County 
Unemployment Rates 

Unemployment rates feU in 
66 Kentucky counties between 

December 2002 and December 
2003, rose in 49 and remained 
the same in Ballard, 
Crittenden, Grayson, Hardin 
and Woodford counties. 

ln December 2003, four 
counties had jobless rate. at or 
above J 0 percent, and six 
counties recorded double-digit 
rates in December 2002. 

Metcalfe and Woodford 
counties' 2.3 percent jobless 
rates were the lowest in the 
commonwealth. Other low 
rate were recorded in Oldham 
County, 2.5 percent; Franklin 
County, 2.9 percent; Fayette 
County, 3 percent; Shelby 
County, 3 2 percent; Todd 
County, 3.3 percent; Jessamine 
County, 3.4 

percent; and Anderson and 
Marion counties, 3.5 percent 
each. 

Magoffin County recorded 
the state's highest unemploy~ 
ment rate - 13.6 percent. It 
was followed by Fulton 
County, 10.8 percent; Lewis 
County, 10.7 percent; Russell 
County, 10.4 percent; 
Cumberland and Powell coun­
ties, 9.9 percent each; Breathitt 
County, 9.2 percent; Carter 
County, 9 .1 percent; 

Carlisle and Letcher coun­
ties, 9 percent each. 

Unemployment statistics 
are based on estimates and are 
compiled to measure trends 
rather than actually to count 
people working. Civilian 
labor force statistics include 
non-military workers and 
unemployed Kentuckians who 
are actively seeking work. 
They do not include unem­
ployed Kentuckians who have 
not looked for employment 
within the past four weeks. 

Kentucky's statewide 
unemployment rate and 
employment levels are season­
ally adjusted. Employment 
statistics undergo sharp fluctu­
ations due to seasqnal events, 
such as weather changes, har­
vests, holidays and school 
openings and closings. 
Seasonal adjustments elimi­
nate these influences and make 
it easier to observe statistical 
trends. However, because of 
the small sample size, county 
unemployment rates are not 
seasonally adjusted.
