PRESTONSBURG -
Daniel A. Kazee, 27, of 
Beauty, received an 1 8 
month sentence for theft in 
Circuit Judge Danny P. 
Caudill's courtroom Friday. 

Kazee pleaded guilty to 
the charge Jan. 16, follow­
ing a recommendation 
from the Commonwealth's 
Attorney's Office, which 
suggested that the sen­
tence run concurrently 
with current probation vio­
lation charges he faces in 

1 Martin County. 
According to his arrest 

citation, issued by 
Prestonsburg police officer 
George Tussey, Kazee 
stole more than $300 
worth of property from 
Terry Wright on May 20. 

Kazee's criminal history 
record indicates that he 
was found guilty of sec­
ond-degree burglary in 
1995 and was sentenced 
to five years. The following 
year, he was granted 
shock probation for that 
crime, and was later 
picked up again on a 
parole violation in Martin 
County. 

During the heanng 
Friday, Caudill awarded 
Kazee 277 days credit 
toward time served in his 
sentence.

Prison 
staff 
saves 
inmate

WHEELWRIGHT - On Feb. 16 
a quick respon e by prison staff to a 
medical emergency aved an irunate 
at Otter Creek Correctional Center. 

Oner Creek Correctional Facility 
was the scene where medical taff 
managed 10 avert a crisi by admin­
istering cardiac care to an inmate 
who had been complaining of chest 
pain. The quick response i due, in 
part. 10 regular emergency driJls for 
the staff which are conducted on a 
quarterly basis. 

In this case. a guard was able to 
quickly as:.e ·s a complaint of chest 
pain by a prisoner and managed to 
get him to the facility's medical cen­
ter in a wheelchair. 

Prison spokesman Mark Kilburn 
said that lhe tnmate had "passed on" 
but was revived by medical person­
nel who used a defibrillator. The 
prisoner was revived just as an 
ambulance arrived on the scene. 

"The Indiana Department of 
Corrections is very plea ed wilh lhe 
medical department's out tanding 
performance and high level of train­
ing:· said AI Bennet!, of tl1e Indiana 
Department of Corrections. 

Otter Creek warden Randall 
Swvall echoed those sentiment , 
saying, ''Staff training and dnll 
have prepared employee to respond 
quickly and professionally without 
hesitation.''

Request for lower 
bond heard in court

PRESTONSBURG - A Floyd 
County man who allegedly used 
false information or means to 
obtain 25 controlled substance pre­
scriptions asked the court to con­
·ider reducing his bond Friday. 

Daryl Bentley, 50, of Minnie, 
charged with 25 counts of falsely 
obtaining a controlled sub tance 
pre cription, filed a motion Jan. 9 
on his own behalf, requesting that 
the court amend his $50,000 par­
tially secured bond into a more 
accessible amount. 

During the hearing Circuit 
Judge John David Caudill aid that 
BenUey based his request on the 
fact that he has lived in Aoyd 
County all of hi life and is not a 
flight risk. 

Bentley was indicted Sept. 30 
on the 25 felony charges because 
he allegedly used false information 
to wrongfully obtain controlled 
substance prescriptions between 

July 200 1 and December 2002 at 
the Med Zone Pharmacy, 
McDowell Professional Pharmacy, 
McDowell ARH. Reid' Pharmacy 
and Coole) Apothecary. 

Bentley pleaded not guilty to 
t:he charges during hi. arraignment 
Jan. 7 under Caudill, who placed 
him under the $50,000 cru h bond. 
During court Friday. Caudill aid 
he has already considered a similar 
motion for hi case and ruled that 
the cash bond be reduced to a par­
tially secured bond following a 
request from Bentley's anomey. 

After publjc advocate Harolyn 
Howard suggested a $25.000 par­
tially ecured bond for Bentley, 
As i tant Commonwealth' 
Attorney Wayne Taylor satd that 
the commonwealth would till 
need to see a significant bond in 
theca e. 

"There'. an awful lot of charge 
against him," said Taylor. "I don't 
know if the commonwealth would

Court budgets 
$100,000 
for home jail

Now that enough time ha 
passed to provide the coun­
ty with a clo e idea as to 
what will need to be budget 
ed for operations, the Floyd 
County Fiscal Court agreed 
Friday to adjust it money 
to include additional fund­
ing for lhe recently formed 
home incarceration pro­
gram. 

Court members voted 
Friday lO tran fer $100.000 
from the county's general 
fund for the program. which 
was started to help ease 
crowding problems at the 
Floyd County Detention 
Center. 

Jailer Roger Webb 

reported to the court that the 
number of county inmate~ 
being held at the detention 
center wa lea·dng little 
room for the already dimin­
ishing number of state 
inmates that could be kept. 
The county receive pay­
ment for hou. ing ·tate 
inmates, whose declining 
number· al o resulted in 
revenue problem~ for the 
jail and budgeting problems 
for the fiscal court. 

The $100,000 in funds 
will be spread out lO cover a 
number of c;xpenthtures for 
the incarceration program. 
including, and most signiti­
cantly. cnntractcd service ...

Gary Thoma Conley, 25, 
charged with theft of identity,

'- tent felony offender, appeared 
in Circuit Judge Danny P. 
Caudill's courtroom Friday for 
formal entencing. 

Conley, charged for the 
crime ' bee au e he used his 
father's name and Social 
Security number to obtain a 
credit card between December 
2000 and September 2002, 
entered a gmlty plea in the 
case, following a plea agree­
ment reached with the com­
monwealth on Jan. 16. 

In return for his plea of 
guilty, the commonwealth rec-

ommended that the persistent 
felony charge against Conley 
be dismi ed and that he be 
placed on probation for three 
years. 

Caudill adhered to the com­
monwealth's recommenda­
tion Friday, sending Conley 
out the door with probation 
and requesting that he report 
to the probation and parole 
office Monday morning. 

"Mr. Conley, you are a very 
fortunate man to be leaving 
here and going home today," 
said Caudill, alluding to the 
fact that Conley is currently on 
probation for other charges 
against him. "You've already 
been given two breaks, and if 
you don't follow the rules and 
stipulations of your probation, 
I promi e that you'll be spend­
ing a ub tantial amount of 
time in jail. I don't want to see 
you back in here." 

Conley was found guilty of 

third-degree burglary and 
third-degree e cape in 2002 
and wa given a three-year 
suspended sentence, according 
to his criminal history record. 

The commonwealth made 
the offer to Conley becau e 
re ' titution has been paid to his 
father, the plea agreement 
order states.

Reportedly, Goines burglar­
i7.ed a building next to the hospi­
tal, and wa<; charged additionally 
for destroying property and influ­
encing a minor to assist him in 
that burglary.

He entered a guilty plea on Jan.

patch out of an organization, 
you're shooting yourself in the 
foot," Adams said.

PRESTONSBURG A 
Aoyd County woman arre ted 
last year for drug trafficking near 
Prestonsburg Elementary School 
was released on probation after 
sentencing Friday in circuit court. 

Stephanie Michele Smiley. 35, 
of Prestonsburg, pleaded guilty 
Jan. 20 to two counts of posses­
sion of a controlled ub. tance and 
one count of having a controlled 
substance that was not in an orig­
inal container. 

Smiley, who was originally 
charged with trafficking near a 
school, second-degree trafficking 
and for having pre criptions in an 
improper container. changed her 
original not guilty plea on that 
day after negotiating a plea agree­
ment in December with the 
Commonwealth's Attorney ' 
Office. 

In return for her plea, the com­
monwealth recommended that the 
trafficking charges against 
Smiley be amended to two counts 
of rust-degree posse sion, offer­
ing her a total of three years for 
the offense - two years for both 
counts of po se sion and 12 
months for the other charge -
with each of the sentence - to run 
concurrently. 

Caudill adhered to the com­
monwealth 's suggestion Friday, 
releasing Smiley on supervised 

probation during the hearing. 
"You've been given an oppor­

tunity, if you know what's been 
going on in the county thi week," 
Caudill told Smiley following the 
hearing. "The commonwealth 
made a recommendation based on 
the fac~ and circumstance sur­
rounding your case. I want you to 
take that opportunity. Make ure 
you fo llow the term of your pro­
bation so that you don't end up 
here in court again." 

According to an arrest citation, 
i sued by Pre tonsburg Police 
Officer George Tu ey on Oct. 
25, 2002, miley wa arrested on 
North Lake Drive in front of 
Pre ·ton burg Elementary School.

Expungement 
bil a bad idea 

Expunging public records of criminal convictions was a 
bad idea when legislation to that effect was introduced in 
the Kentucky General Assembly two years ago, and it's 
still a bad idea today. 

That notwithstanding, House Bill 371 was approved by 
the House Judiciary Committee last week and would apply 
to people convicted of a Class D felony, or a series of 
Class D felonies arising from a single incident. Such 
felonies include fraud, writing bad checks or failing to pay 
child support. 

Understandably, those convicted of such crimes would 
like to have their records permanently sealed so that no 
one can ever learn of their past. House Bill 371 would let 
them file a petition to do just that 10 years after the time 
their case was first adjudicated. Under the proposed legis­
lation, a hearing date would be set and the common­
wealth's attorney, as well as the victim of the crime, if 
there was one, and others would be notified. Following 
criminal record checks, interviews and should the com­
monwealth's attorney so recommend, the records would 
be sealed upon payment of $250. Anyone subsequently 
asking to see those records would be told they do not exist, 
nor would the person named in them have to disclose any 
facts relating to the record on an application for employ­
ment. credit, or indeed, any other application. 

House Bill 371 would apply only if the offense was not 
a sex offense or committed against a minor, the person had 
no previous felony conviction, not since been convicted of 
other felonies or misdemeanors, has successfully complet­
ed any sentence and has paid all court-mandated restitu­
tion. 

. . . If House Bill 371 passes and small felonies are per­
mitted to be expunged, it won't be long before attempts 
could be made to broaden the law to encompass more 
felonies. Moreover, it is not fair for a commonwealth's 
attorney who did not prosecute the original case to have to 
make a decision on it 10 years later when he may not know 
an the facts involved. 

The public clearly has a right under the Constitution to 
know who has committed crimes. Employers need to 
know as much about prospective employees as possible, 
especially those who work in potentially sensitive areas. 
And the public needs to know how their judges and pros­
ecutors are performing their duties. Expungement of crim­
inal records will make that information more difficult to 
ascertain. 

Justice should not operate in a vacuum, nor has it under 
the Constitution. Allowing records to be expunged, no 
matter how insignificant they may seem, could threaten 
that and clearly is not in the best interest of the public. 
House Bill 371 should be expunged by the House.

The president 
looks silly on 
'Meet the Press'

President Bush's defense of his deci­
sion to invade Iraq- made to Tim 
Russert on "Meet the Press" - can be 
sununarized in two words: 

PaThetic. 
It was the kind of "The ClA ate my 

homework" excuse a desultory student 
might offer a teacher for whom he has 
no respect. He was acting on the best 
available intelligence. Saddam was a 
dangerous man. We'd been attacked by 
terrorists. 0 imme a break. 

The truth is, in sending troops into 
Iraq without broad international support 
he acted, at best, precipitou ly and, at 
worst, recklessly. Now we find out that 
he's not about to take any blame for the 
misjudgment. The buck not only doesn't 
stop at his desk, it doesn't even slow 
down. Still, the interview was as close 
to an admission of error as we've had 
from the president. Not very close but it 
does represent some small genuflection 
to the truth - that Iraq had no ready 
weapons of mass destruction when he 
said prior to the war that "Intelligence 
gathered by this and other governments 
leaves no doubt that the lraq regime 

continues to possess and conceal some 
of the most lethal weapons ever 
de\ ised." 

" 'o doubt," he said. The open ques­
tion is whether there was rea ·on for 
doubt. One suspects that there was. that 
Mr. Bush came into office spoiling for a 
war with Saddam Hu sein and ur­
rounded himself with like-minded 
advisers who fed him only the intelli­
gence that.supported his pro-war bias. 
(It's alway a good career move to give 
the boss the advice he want to take.) 

Paul O'Neill his 
ft:rst secretary of the 
treasul), said as much 
in the recent book cov­
ering his time in office.

The reality of the flogging 
and crucifixion has sometimes 
been glossed over quickly to the 
resurrection of Jesus.

1, most of the religion textbooks 
used to instruct the country's 
680.000 Catholic high school 
students. 

A church committee that 
studies the material found that 
some of the textbooks avoid 
say mg adultery and premarital 
se.l( are sins. Others depict the 
Bible as little more than a histo­
ry book, the group says. 

That 's not all: It claims one 
textbook explains that Jesus' 
miracles were the result of luck. 

· Archbishop Alfred Hughes of 
New Orleans, chair of the 

• church ' national education 
committee, has urged all bishops 
to pull any high school religion 
textbooks that have not been 
pre-approved by his committee. 

"There are a number of doc­
trinally deficient texts that are 
still being widely used, suppos­
edly to educate and form our 
young people in the faith," 
Hughes said in a speech to a 
general convention of U.S. bish­
ops last December. 

Since June 200 I, just one­
third of texts submitted to 

~ Hughes' committee have 
received its approval. Hughes 
said the committee found a pat­
tern of deviations from Catholic 
teaching in the books: 

• Tentative language that 
depicts Catholic doctrine as a 
matter of opinion, not fact 

• Weak explanations of the 
1mportance of church hierarchy 
and the church's ban on female 
priests. 

• References to "partners" 
rather than husbands and wives. 

• The depiction of the Bible 
as a historical document, only 
briefly mentioning its spiritual 
value. 

• Presenting premarital 
abstinence as a way to avoid 
pregnancy or AIDS, rather than 
necessary to avoid committing a 
sin. 

Hughes told the bishops he 
had "grave concerns" about the 
quality of most high school 
texts, addmg that his committee 
is considering whether to rec~ 
ommend a single series of reli­
gion books for use in aU the 

.. country's Catholic high schools. 
"Our young people are not 

learning ... that the sole Church 
of Christ subsists in the Catholic 
Church or the true ecumenical 
meaning of our Church," 
Hughes said. 

About 25 publishing houses 
regularly submit religion text­
books to the committee for 
approval. though that 's not 
required before a book can be 
used in a Catholic classroom. 
The committee's imprimatur 
makes books more likely to be 
approved by the 277 bishops 
around the country. 

Committee members usually 
deem books unfit because the 
texts lack crucial information or 
contain errors in church doc­
trine, said Monsignor Daniel 
Kutys, a committee staff mem­
ber. 

"What they look for is a reli­
gion textbook that authentically 
and completely teaches the 
faith," Kutys said. 

Kutys declined to identify the 
publishers whose books had 
errors or omissions. Messages 
left with several publishers were 
not returned, and others 
declined to discuss the approval 
process. 

The review process usually 
takes at least six months per 
book. TWo theological experts 
examine the text for errors and 
omissions, then send the!! rec­
ommendations to a bishop, who 
sends a recommendation to 
Hughes' committee. 

The committee considers the 
recommendation and either 
approves the text, or tells the 
publisher what must be changed 
or added before the book can be 
approved. Over the past few 
years, the committee has 
reviewed about 25 texts per 
year, Kutys said. 

Hughes' committee can also 
approve a book, but recommend 
changes or additions that are not 
required. 

Ignatius Press, a San 
Francisco-based Catholic pub­
lisher, submitted its "Faith in 
Life" textbook series and 
received the committee's 
approval before publishing the 
series in 1984. However, the 
committee recommended 
changes: expanded sections on 
social justice. 

An expanded social justice 
section was added to the series 
in 2002-2003, when the publish­
er issued revised editions. 

"We thought their sugges­
tions were good ones, so in the 
course of coming out with a sec­
ond edition, we incorporated 
those changes," Ignatius presi­
dent Mark Brumley said. 

It doesn't always go so 
smoothly. Publishers sometimes 
wait for up to a year before futd­
ing out whether their book made 
the grade. 

Publishers whose books are 
sent back without approval 
sometimes fmd the committee's 
demands difficult to understand 
or become exasperated over 
what they need to do to gain 
approval. 

"There's been frustration," 
Kutys said. 

The corn.oUttee once told a 
publisher to add an explanation 
of the idea of "scandal" to a text­
book for elementary school stu ­
dents, but the publisher couldn ' t 
understand how that could be 
done. 

Editors of the book spoke 
with committee staffers, who 
explained that scandal, in a tra­
ditional religious sense, could

Surviving 

You have just brietly entered 
the mind of Diane Pickard Hall 
and the realm that exi ted all her 
world about 20 months ago, 
before she woke up and realized 
she needed to get out of that 
bed. 

"1 didn't appreciate her until 
I thought I was losing her," said 
Diane' husband. Ted, recalling 
the dread he felt when entering 
the bedroom because he expect­
ed to walk in one day and find 
her dead instead of sleeping. 
"Five out of six day of the 
week I 'd come home for lunch 
and she 'd ask ' Why am I still 
alive?' I was afraid I'd fmd her 
not breathing,'' he said. 

And that was Diane, whose 
.son, Zachary MitcheiJ, 14. says 
her condition a year ago scared 
him because he didn't know 
whether or not his mother would 
urvi ve the illnes es that 

attacked her body. 
Diane ha lupus, fibromyal­

gia, and suffer. from chronic 
anxiety and depres ion. She 
isn't afraid to tell anyone that, 
nor is she ashamed to say that 
she had her ''hoohs" lifted dur­
ing her 7 hour surgery to remove 
four pound of flesh from her 
body. 

When it began, Diane say 
she had consi tent ear infections 
and pains that the doctor misdi­
agnosed on everal occa. ions. 
That was 1984, and it followed a 
scuba diving incident that 
occurred in Bermuda. By 2000. 
the diseases progressed and 
Diane's symptoms became more 
se;..::~ She would go to work as 
House Supervisor at Paul B. 
Hall Ho pital and find herself 
being escorted to a seat by co~ 
workers who found her stum­
bling in the hall. It wasn't long 
before she gave up the job of 
nursing to become the patient 
herself. Experienced in working 
with critical care patient , Diane 
was forced to reverl>e that role, 
and was now chained to a bed 
pan and a breathing machine 
that calmed her apnea at night. 

"Things that my body per­
ceived to be invasive, anything 
that made my heart rate go up, 
made my body attack itself.'' she 
said. 

That's lupus, a chronic 
inflammatory disease, affecting 
various parts of the body, that, 
in a sense, teache the body's 
immune system to attack itself. 
Glands. organs, and tissues 
become the target of the body's 
ultimate defense system. The 
result is an intensive, exhau~tive 
battle that cause:- inflammmion, 
injury of tissues and evere pain. 

Diane's fibromyalgia is the 
source of her "all cncompa.-.s­
ing" exhaustion. lt is a chronic 
pain illness characterized by 
widespread mu culoskelctal 
aches, pain, and stiffness thai 
varies in intensity and migrates 

u 
by almo ·t half. A slow cooker 
take· less electricity than an 
oven, and produces less heat 
during the warmer months. lL 
also improves the variety and 
flavor of foods. Since this 
appliance cooks foods slowly 
at a low temperature, it tender­
ize the less expensive and 
leaner cuts of meat and reduces 
shrinkage. 

A slow cooker is designed 
for long hour of unattended 
cooking so doo't remove the 
lid until it' time to check food 
doneness. unless you need to 

st1r during cooking. 
This i because heat builds 

up lowly inside the cooker, 
and every time you uncover 
the pot it loses enough heat to 
low the cooking process by 30 

minutes or more. 
It usua lly lakes several 

hours for food to reach 125 
degrees Fahrenheit, the tem­
perature al which heat begin 
to destroy any bacteria pre­
sent. Some bacteria can sur­
vive at temperatures up to 140 
degrees F. A slow cooker 
should heat to 125 degree F 
within three hours and to 140 
degrees F within four hours, 
according to food safety 
experts. To kill all bacteria, the 
temperature must stay at 150 
degrees F for at lea t one hour. 

To get off to a safe start, use 
a clean cooker and utenusils. 
Also, be sure to keep the work 
area clean and wash your 

throughout her body. The dis­
ease, wh1ch affects mainly 
women. is thought by scientists 
to be caused by abnormal senso­
ry perception in the central ner­
vous system. 

During the darkest days of 
her illness, Diane suffered. and 
at times still suffers, with ''wolf" 
ra hes and hives all over her 
body, lack of leep, excruciating 
pain in her lower back and neck 
and "projectile". vomiting, 
among other horrible symptoms 
that . he says made it unbearable 
to be in public because it was so 
"embarrassing." 

Many times, she would pass 
out in the bathtub, leaving her 
husband with the extremely dif­
licull task of getting her 379 
pound self back into bed again, 
and when she was in bed, it 
nearly killed her to imply roll 
over from one side to the other. 

But Diane ' s over all that 
now. Somehow, she talked her­
self into believing that she 
deserved a better life, and that, 
more importantly. life deserved 
a better Diane. She finally got 
up out of the bed she had been 
addicted to for so long and she's 
been running ever since, now 
weighing in at about 117 
pounds, no less. 

''It was June 13. Zack had 
been angry over omething and 
!thought, 'I gotta do something. 
J goua get up and do something 
here,!"' Diane said of the 
moment she realized she needed 
to change. 

Zack wa having a typical 
teenaged crisi , and Diane's 
motherly in tincts pushed her to 
take action against her personal 
evils. 

And that she did, with the 
help of friends and family who 
instructed her into doing some­
thing about the problems she 
faced. 

"E,rerybody has the tendency 
to take two steps forward and one 
5tcp back," she said. 'They (her 
family) don't let me do tl1at. They 
push me three steps forward, so 
that when I go a step back, I· m 
still ahead a couple of steps." 

Shortly after he realized she 
needed Lo change, Ted called a 
friend at Diane's old workplace, 
Hospice of Big Sandy. That 
woman, who wishe to remain 
anonymous because of her affilia­
tion with Hospice, gave Diane a 
long, hard talk about life. 

"Her success is becau ·e of 
her." said the Hospice employee. 
·'She just needed to be put on the 
rug and kicked in the butt, so I 
told her she wasn't dead and to 
quit acting Like it" 

That day, the woman 
"ordered'' Diane to walk five 
times around the parking lot of 
the facility, which she did suc­
cessfuUy with Ted's help. Diane 
said she ''hated" the woman for 
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hands before and during food 
preparation. 

Always defrost meat or 
poultry before you put it in a 
slow cooker. 

Keep penshnble food in 
the refrigerator until it's time 
to prepare them. Jf you cut up 
meat and vegetable in 
advance, refrigerate them in 
separate containers. 

Cut food into small pieces 
or chunks to ensure thorough 
cooking. Don't use a slow 
cooker for large pieces of meat 
like a roast or whole chicken, 
because these will remrun in 
the bacterial "damage zone" 
too long due to the slow cook­
ing process. 

Fill the slow cooker no less 
than half full and no more than 
two-thirds full. 

Since vegetables cook more 
slowly than meat and poullry. 
put vegetables in the slow 
cooker first~ then add the meat 
or poultry and cover the food 
with a liquid such a broth. 
water, gravy or barbecue 
sauce. 

It's best to turn the cooker 
to the highest heat setting for 
the first hour of cooking. and 
then to low or the etting rec­
ommended in your recipe. You 
may want to use the low set­
Ling for aU-day cooking or for 
less-tender cut of meat. 

While food is cooking, and 
once it's done, it will be safe a 
long as the slow cooker i 

doing this at fir t, but that 
changed when she realized she 
really could do it. 

From there, she met up with 
Ann Stratton at Pounds Away, 
who played a key role in her suc­
cess in losing weight. Diane 
dropped from 4X sized clothing 
to a size 8, and she expects to stay 
there for the rest of her life. 

" Now she's a live wire. a 
dynamo:· said Ted. "She's 
always going, going, going. It 
was a wake-up call for me. I 
thought she was leaving us." 

But the most interesting part of 
Diane's story doesn't exist in the 
fact that she got out of that bed. 
Nor does it include the struggles 
she faced along the road he took 
to lo. e the 260 or o pounds that 
she lost by her own effort<;. [n 
fact, the most interesting part 
doesn't have even anything to do 
with what Diane lost during Lhi 
time. It's what she's found that's 
important. 

You see, not only has she 
achieved a new outlook for her 
life; he' al o ·een that he still 
i n't happy. Her family is won­
derful and her succes in lighting 
what ails her has been tremen­
dous, but she stiiJ feels lonely 
inside because he ays she ha'> 
no tme friends anymore. 

''I'm ecstatic about what I've 
achieved, I really am," she said. 
"But it's so hard. I have my fam­
ily to share it with, but no one 
else." 

ln her younger days, Diane 
ay she traveled all over the 

country as a prize winning jockey 
and as the daughter of a U. . 
naval academy commander, who 
stricdy adhered to a controlling 
life philosophy. 

She moved to Prestonsburg 
with Ted in 1991 and attended 
nursing school at Prestonsburg 
Community College, and from 
there started her job in the nursing 
field, working at Paul B. Hall, 
Our Lady of Bellefonte in 
Ashland, and Hospice for a pel! 
most recently. 

When she ftrst came here, she 
says she experienced "culwre 
shock'' because "there i nothing 
to do'' in the area. Now, she says, 
she has no true friends. Of course, 
there are acquaintances, and 
many, many people who have 
helped and guided and prayed for 
her during her journey. but, even 
though she appreciate their kind­
ness, she's saddened by the fact 
that they never call and they never 
a'ik how she's doing anymore. 

Diane remembers that she 
always wanted to be a doctor. ln 
fact she enrolled in a pre-med 
program at Marshall University 
as soon as she graduated from 
high school, but dropped out of 
school when her father told her 
she wasn't mart enough. a fact 
she said he regretted on his death 
bet!.

Diane's father died two years 
after he was diagnosed with 
Lupus, she ays, and hi death 
stands as a constant reminder of 
her own mortality.

In today's times, if you 
don't suffer from some type of 
depression then you'd have to be 
very apathetic, and l don't wantto 
be that.·• 

1l1at's why Diane is up and 
out of bed each morning before 9 
a.m. It's also why she chooses to 
exercise instead of taking pain 
medication, why she meditates 
almo t every day, and why she is 
now stepping out to tell others 
that they, too. can overcome their 
obstacle . 

"lf I could show anybody any­
thing. it would be Utat you can 
beat de perately unbeatable 
odds.'' said Diane. "( don't want 
to give people false hope, but for 
the people out there lying in bed 
in a vicious cycle of depression, 
giving up for no good reason, 
holding on to that bottle of 
Loratab, I want them to know that 
they do have hope. They can get 
out there and do something about 
it.'' 

To maintain her health effec­
tively, Diane says she must con­
tribute 7 hours each day to a strict 
regimen of exercise, meditation, 
and various herbal remedies such 
a green tea, chamomile, coral 
calcium, and blood root, in addi­
tion Lo her regular meilicatiom. 

She refuses, however, to take 
pain medication unless it's 
absolutely necessary. and ays she 
still has 50 of the 60 Tylenol 3 's 
given to her following her last 
surgery in October. 

Her near death experience 
taught Diane a few things about 
life. Now, she says he live more 
enthusiastically, making every 
day count. 

The woman who u1;ed to live 
her life chained to a bed now lifts 
free weights and plays on the 
trampoline with her son. 

"1 love life,'' she said. "I love 
simple thing . I love, I have a 
renewed love, for mu ic. I've 
alway taken time to do some­
thing pecial every year at 
Ch1i tmas. Now I do something 
all the time, whereever I am.'' 

Diane. who is currently a 
member at Curves, now adheres 
to a I ,200 calorie low salt diel, 
drinks lots of water. ant.IIimits her 
caffeine intake. 

She will never be able to work 
as a nurse again, she says.
