PRESTONSBURG -A 
Floyd County man 
charged with mail theft 
was formally sentenced 
Friday in Floyd Circuit 
court. 

B.J. Woods, 23, of 
Banner, indicted in June 
for two counts of mail 
theft, entered a guilty plea 
following a pretrial confer­
ence Nov. 18 in which he 
accepted an offer from the 
Commo'lwealth's 
Attorney's Office. 

~ According to his indict-
ment, Woods stole two 
checks totaling $300 out 
of the mailbox of a Tinker 
Fork resident, Dorothy 
Schmidt, while he was 
walking past her home on 
Dec. 14, 2001. 

Arresting officer Chris 
Collins, of Kentucky State 
Police, wrote in the arrest 
citation that Woods admit­
ted to removing the 
checks from an envelope 
in Schmidt's mailbox, 
sticking them in his pocket 
and walking away. 

• During court Friday, 
presiding Judge John 
David Caudill adhered to 
the prosecutor's recom­
mendation when he sen­
tenced Woods to two con­
current one-year sen­
tences for the crimes. 

Woods is currently 
Incarcerated at the Royd 
County Detention Center.

But a Floyd County grand jury took no 
action on the case, according to documents 
containing grand jury results filed Friday 
in Floyd Circuit Court.

First snowfall of th sea n 
blankets Floyd County

FLOYD COUNTY - Travelers 
awoke Friday morning to roughly 
three inches of snow and ice-cov­
ered roads following a week of 
frigid weather that came to a head 
during the night and dropped the 
season's ftrst significant amount of 
accumulation. 

School bu es and parents did not 
find themselves caught behind 
scrapers and road crews clearing 

one-lane paths along U.S. 23 and 
secondary roads across the county 
because school was canceled ahead 
of time Thursday in anticipation of 
the snow. 

Thursday morning the forecast 
was calling for roughly an inch of 
accumulation, but by that after­
noon, the forecast bad been updat­
ed to allow for a possible three 
inches. 

None of that would fall before 
lale evening Thursday, but during 
the night, the weather would live up 

to expectations. 
The National Weather Service in 

Jackson reported, as of Friday 
morning, that light snow would 
continue to fall, but advised that 
total accumulation would be less 
than an inch. 

An extended forecast revealed 
the region would, most likely, not 
see very much more snow through 
the weekend.

Salyersville woman gets 
three years for child abuse

PRESTONSBURG - Circuit 
Judge Danny Caudill presided over 
sentencing Friday for a Salyersville 
woman who was indicted in 
February on 14 counts of criminal 
abuse. 

Kristel Shireman, 22, wid1drew 
her not guilcy plea last month and 
opted to plead guilty to those 

charges in Floyd Circuit Coun, 
after reaching a plea agreement 
with the Commonwealth's 
Attorney's Office. 

According to Assistant 
Commonwealth's Attorney Arnold 
Turner Jr., selected as special pros­
ecutor in the case, Shireman abused 
or allowed the abuse of her daugh­
ter, who was at the time 2 years old, 
while she was living in a van with 
her boyfriend, Kevin Cole. 27. of 

Salyersville, and several other peo­
ple who would "come and go" dur­
ing the week of July l-5, 2000. 

According to the indictment, 
handed down Feb. 14, Shireman 
"tortured" her daughter by burning 
her arms and feet, and by causing 
trauma and contusions to both of 
her feet, ankles, arms and wrists, 
head, mouth, back, buttocks, her

PRESTONSBURG -After 
years of battling with his attor­
neys, accused murderer Dwayne 
Earl Bi hop will oon ee the 
passing of yet another defense 
attorney, following a hearing 
Friday in Royd Circuit Court. 

Bishop, accused of the 2000 
murder of hi wife, Carolyn Ann 
Bishop. has repeatedly accu ed 
his attorneys and local authori­
ties of willingly corrupting hilt 
case ince his arrest three year~ 
ago. 

During court Friday, public 
advocate Robert D. Ganstine, 
who works with the public

upper leg and hips and her spleen. 
Additionally, Shireman was 
charged with criminal abuse for 
withholding food from the child 
during that time, depriving the 
child of necessary medical ser­
vices and for pulling out the 
child's hair. 

The child was hospitalized fol­
lowing the incident and continues 
to undergo p ychological treat­
ment by local mental health care 
providers, officials said. 

Turner aid last month that the 
group drove the van to Michigan, 
where social services were called 
to investigate a foot injury and 
brui e on the child's head. 
Shireman left Michigan, returning 
to Kentucky 24 hours after social 
services found no evidence to sup­
port the claim of abuse, he said, 
and they remained in the Magoffin 
County area for five days before 
they were picked up. 

According to Turner, there was 
"a lot of drug use" during this time 
and Shireman was indicted 
because, regardles of what hap­
pened, the child was her re ponsi­
bility. 

In court Friday, Caudill 
adhered to the plea agreement, 
which stipulates that Shireman 
terminate all parental rights and 
have no contact with her daughter 
or the child's adoptive family. In

Pike Countv vote fraud trial

PIKEVILLE - A federal 
judge has postponed the vote fraud 
trial of former state Sen. John 
Doug Hays and nine others 
accused of conspiring to influence 
the outcome of a judicial election 
in Pike County. 

U.S. District Judge Karen 
Caldwell took the action Friday, 
just three days before the trial was 
to begm, because two attorneys are 
withdrawing from the case, citing 
potential conflicts of interest. 

Complications arose wheo 
Knott County Judge-Executive 
Donnie Newsome, who was con­
victed about LWo months ago in a 
separate vote fraud case, stepperl 
forward to testify in the upcoming 
trial. 

Newsome offered his testimo­
ny to prosecutors in hopes of a 
shorter sentence, defense attorneys 
contend.

of the top and fatal shooting 
and later fled into the nearby 
woods, eluding questioning.

conflict of interest. 

caldwell said she wanted to 
allow enough time for Hay and 
Harris to find new attorneys and 
for the attorneys to prepare for the 
trial. 

Newsome has told prosecutors 
that Harris gave him $25,000 
before elections in 2000 and 2002.

In its hort existence, the Floyd County Drug Task 
Force ha shown what a little cooperation, a little 
money and a lot of determination can do. 

In le s than a year, the task force has managed to 
make 77 drug arrests in a series of raids. Of course, 
that's the easy part. What has been more impressive 
is that, to date, of those arrests, every case which 
ha reached a conclusion has resulted in a convic­
tion. 

All of this has been made pos ible not by a large 
grant, not by the creation of a new agency, but by a 
little bit of seed money to make undercover buys, 
some old-fashioned police work and the cooperative 
effort of existing law enforcement agencies. 

During its roundup this week, the task force's 
already impressive record grew even more so. 
Rather than concentrating on street-level dealers, as 
in the past, officers were able to branch out into the 
realm of doctor-shopping. 

These latest cases have only just begun, so we 
cannot te.Jl if they will be as successful as those in 
the past. We do know that doctor-shopping is a 
murkier crime which can be difficult to prosecute, so 
we would not be surprised if the task force's perfect 
record takes a couple of knocks. However, we 
wouldn't be surprised if it dido 't, either. 

The individual components of the drug task force 
- the Floyd County Sheriff's Office, the 
Prestonsburg Police Department and the Martin 
Police Department - have each had their own lev­
els of success dealing with the drug problem in the 
past. However, it is becoming ever more clear that 
the synergy produced through their joint efforts is a 
much more formidable force in dealing with the 
explo ion of drug activity in Eastern Kentucky, par­
ticularly in prescription drug abuse, than could be 
achieved singularly. 

Whatever it is that is making the task force so suc­
ce ful, other communities would do well to emu­
late, and taxpayers should be glad that what little 
money these investigations have required has pro­
duced an enormous return on investment.

The people 
before profits 
recipe for 
success 

There is a businessman who hails 
from the Deep South who has become 
almost a legend in his own time. His 
name is Truett Cathy, founder of the 
Chick-fll-A restaurant chain. 

Based in Atlanta, Ga., this company 
is one of the nation's largest privately­
held restaurant chains and Cathy has 
become one of America's most respect­
ed busine men. The companys motto 
is, "We didn't invent the chicken, just 
the chicken sandwich." Today sales 
have grown to over $1.2 billion and 
they have experienced growth for 34 
consecutive years. 

What makes this story even more 
remarkable is that Cathy is a committed 
Christian and has taught a 13-year-old 
boys' Sunday school class in Jonesboro, 
Ga., for over 50 years, and his store do 
not open on Sunday, one of the biggest 
sales days for restaurants. 

A Georgia native, he grew up in 

Atlanta during the depression. At the 
age of 8, he showed his entrepreneurial 
kills by setting up a Coca-Cola stand in 

his West End Atlanta front yard. While 
operating his beverage stand and deliv­
ering the Atlanta Journal in his down­
town public housing neighborhood of 
Techwood Homes, Cathy developed the 
"people first" business philosophy that 
distinguishes Chick­
fil-A today. 

In a recent inter­
view with NBC 
Nightly New , Cathy 
said, "I ee no con­
flict between 
Biblical principle 
and good bu iness 
practice. Corporate 
America need faith 
in omething more 
than just the bottom 
line." 

Many times Cathy has been asked 
why Chick-ftl-A has not gone public, 
which is unusual for a restaurant chain 
of its size. His answer is that, "Too 
often Wall Street analysts are more 
intere ted in profit than they are in 
principle and people. If I had a widow 
invest her savings in Chick-fil-A and the 
company didn't pay the return she 
expected, I would feel obligated to 
make up the difference to her. Feeling 
that way about it, I might a well sign 
the bank note and be per onally respon­

War is still no 
damn good

I rise to the defen e of the Vietnam 
Syndrome; the theory, forged in our di -
astrous Southeast Asia adventure, that 
war is a pretty messy business that 
should be avoided- if at all possible. 

(You would think that the hi tory of 
the past thousand years or o would 
make this self-evident, but it hasn't 
Conservatives tend to define the yn­
drome as "an irrational fear of war." 
Oddly enough, few- and I mean very 
few - of these bellicose conservatives 
have ever served in the military, let 
alone fired a shot in combat. On the 
other hand, maybe that's not o odd.) 

In any case, in the years following 
the Vietnam conflict, the Vietnam 
Syndrome more or less guided our for­
eign policy. We tried to stay out of war 
and on the occasions that we tiptoed 
near one - Lebanon or Somalia for 
example - we backed off a oon as 
we suffered casualties. 

The first Gulf War changed all that. 
It was so quick, so easy, so . . . o hero­
ic, that we forgot about Vietnam. The 
war demonstrated what could be 
achieved with overwhelming force and 
that our force was uch that we could 
overwhelm anything, we thought 

Thus this neo-con admini tration 
came up with its "pre-emptive war" 
strategy, which now informs our foreign 
policy. Thi holds that it i irrespon ibJe 
to wait for an attack or the threat of an 
attack before responding militarily. 
Modern weapon are too fear orne for 
that. Rather, prudence requires u to 
attack a ho tile nation if we have rea on 
to believe that it has weapons of mass 
de tructioo. The Bush admini tration 
ha refined this to mean that we can 
attack any nation we suspect of having 
such weapons or i 
even thinking about 
getting them. 

This i the oppo· 
site of the Vietnam 
Syndrome. This i 
the Gulf Syndrome. 

The Vietnam 
Syndrome is better. 
Conservative have 
distorted the hard­
won lesson of 
Vietnam. They eem 
to be under the 
impres ion that it wa a noble enterprise 
that was torpedoed by prate tors at 
home. 

Typical conservative nonsense. It 
was an awful war, a terrible mistake, 
and the prote tor at home were right to 
oppose it. I'm proud I did it. 

I was reminded just how awful it wa 
by a recent erie in the "Toledo Blade" 
inve tigating conduct of American 
''Tiger Force" troop i:n Vietnam in 
1967. "Rogue G.l. Unlea hed Wave of 

money." 
He also believes the reason many 

companies fail is their desire to grow 
faster than they can manage. When a 
downturn comes along, they have to lay 
people off. As he says, "You don't build 
a good reputation by discharging peo­
ple, but rather by developing people." 

Truett Cathy has written a new book 
titled, "Eat Mor Chikin: 
Inspire More People " that is 
now available in bookstores 
and most online book retailers. 
In hi book, Cathy hares 
many life les ons for business, 
family and faith, encouraging 
readers to open them elves to 
unexpected opportunities to 
make a difference in someone 
else' life. 

The author of this book cer­
tainly lives what he preaches. 
Along the way to his 80-plus 

years, he has built 11 foster homes for 
the more than 150 children who call him 
Grandpa, and sponsored scholarships for 
16,500 Chick-ftl-A restaurant employ­
ees. His Giving-Back Philosophy, which 
is consistent with my own, has earned 
him the title of "the most generous man 
in business." 

His commitment to people has also 
earned him tremendous loyalty from his 
people. On average, fewer than 5 per­
cent of Chick-fil-A operator leave the

MONTGOMERY, Ala. 
Roy Moore, who was ousted as 
Alabama's chief justice for 
refusing to remove a Ten 
Commandments monument 
from rhe state judicial building, 
asked the state Supreme Court 
on Thursday to return him to 
office. 

Moore argued in legal briefs 
that his expulsion sets a "dan­
gerous precedent" and requires 
judges to deny their oath of 
office and religious faith. 

The former chief justice was 
appealing the Nov. 13 decision 
of the Alabama Court of the 
Judiciary to oust him for refus­
ing a federal court order to move 
the 5,300-pound monument 
from the Alabama Judicial 
Building's rotunda.

Thompson found the monument 
to be an unconstitutional promo­
tion of religion by government. 
Moore maintain that the com­
mandments are the moral foun­
dation of American law. 

"I've been removed from 
public office- the highest judi­
cial office in this state - by an 
unelected, politically appointed 
body, and they did not question 
why I did not obey an unlawful 
order of the federal court," 
Moore said at a news confer­
ence. "Basically, I was given the 
choice to fail to acknowledge 
God or keep my job." 

The Court of the Judiciary 
consists of judges, lawyers and 
others appointed variously by 
judges, legal leaders and the 
governor and lieutenant gover­
nor. 

Moore's appeal will be 
decided by seven retired judges 
chosen at random to fonn a 
stand-in Supreme Court after the 
elected justices disqualified 
themselves from hearing the for­
mer chief justice's case. 

Attorney General Bill Pryor, 
who prosecuted Moore before 
the Court of the Judiciary, has 
20 days to file a response to 
Moore's brief.

Moore, known as the "Ten 
Commandments judge," 
designed the granite monument 
and moved it into the rotunda 
one night in July 2001. After a 
seven-day trial in 2002, 
Thompson ordered the monu­
ment removed. 

Thompson's order wa 
upheld by a federal appeals 
court, and the U.S. Supreme 
Court declined to hear Moore's 
appeal.
