at Pikeville College

PIKEVILLE - As part of its 
annual budget adjustments, 
Pikeville College fired approxi­
mately half a dozen teachers last 
week, resulting in questions from 
both students and unaffected facul­
ty members. 

The school served notices of ter­
mination to "less than half a dozen" 
undergraduate professors, accord­
ing to college spokesman Terry 
Spears, as part of its annual budget 
adjustments. Spears did not say 
exactly how many teachers were 

cut, adding only that the positions 
ranged throughout various depart­
ments of instruction and that 
seniority was considered during the 
decision-making process. 

"We did cut a small number of 
faculty, but this happens at colleges 
all across the country every year," 
Spears said ... We plan to continue 
to provide the same high quality 
education we've always offered." 

Spears said that in the past year, 
budget adjustments have called for 
the dismissal of several staff mem­
bers, but that this most recent series 
of notices was the ftrSt to see teach­
ers lose jobs. 

"This is a measure designed to 
provide the most efficient manage­
ment of the budget," said Spears, 
explaining Thursday that Pikeville 
College President Hal Smith had 
met with some students expressing 
resistance to the cuts. 

"President Smith met with stu­
dents yesterday," he said. "Some of 
them had requested it and we 
believe they have a better under­
standing of the situauon now.''

judge Friday to vacate that 
sentence and his conviction 
because of ineffective repre­
sentation. 

Judge Danny Caudill 
presided over a motion hour 
hearing Friday for George 
Andrew Jarrell, 39, who is 
currently serving a 20-year 
entence on a firs t-degree 

mam:laughter charge for the 
death of his cousin, Bill J. 

Jarrell. 
George Jarrell was found 

guilty of the manslaughter 
charge following a trial in 
April 2002. He wa original­
ly indicted for murder. a 
charge amended down to 
first-degree manslaughter 
following a 2002 trial in 
Floyd Circuit Court. 

Reponedly, George Jarrel l 
and his cousin, Bill . were 
working on a home when a 
dispute led to a phy'>ical 
altercation.

Floodwall issues discussed by fiscal court

PRESTONSBURG - Things have 
"snowballed" and gotten out of band. 

That's according to statements from 
Floyd County Judge-Executive Paul Hunt 
Thompson during the county's regular fiscal 
court meeting Friday afternoon when talking 
of a fioodwall proposal that has brought 
concern to many Prestonsburg residents. 

Thompson and attending county magis­
trates listened to a group of citizens who 
arrived at the meeting to show support for a 
proposed floodwall that offic ials say would 

protect downtown Prestonsburg in times of 
flooding. 

Thompson said that the study, which was 
conducted as part of a $6 million grant, was 
first started with the best of intentions from 
the county, the city and the U.S. Army Corps 
of Engineers, but said out-of-line comments 
from surveyors soon led to officials dealing 
with an excitable group of concerned citi­
zens. 

"There's something of a controversy 
about this right now," Thompson said 
Friday. "We got this grant and we thought

Gov. Ernie Fletcher, who promised repeatedly in his 
campaign to spare education from any cuts, may soon 
learn that his proposed take of $70 million from higher 
education and $6.9 million from elementary and sec­
ondary education merely robs Peter to pay Paul in trying 
to close a $261 million budget shortfall - and breaks a 
key campaign promise. Unless, of course, Family and 
Youth Resource Centers, pre- and after-school programs 
and university research programs don't really qualify as 
part of the education structure! ... 

Gov. Fletcher has said that the pain of cuts will not be 
as great as the pain of new taxes, which he bas vowed 
not to support. In time, he may discover otherwise unless 
his tax modernization scheme effectively raises new rev­
enues without the public suspecting that subtle tax 
increases will be included. 

As expected, Democrats have assailed the governor's 
proposed education cuts and, as expected, the hot potato 
will be tossed to the legislature. The proposed cuts add to 
the intrigue of the governor's f1rst budget, for which a 
Jan. 27 deadline for presentation to the General 
Assembly is bearing down. 

Meanwhile, give the trophy for hypocrisy to Senate 
Majority Leader Dan Kelly for his comments in defense 
of the cuts. 

"You can't blame this administration for a broken 
promise," he said. "How long have they been on the job? 
WI:tat policy have they implemented that has created the 
revenue crisis that we currently face?" 

That's a direct reference to the budget shortfall inherit­
ed from the administration of former Gov. Paul Patton, 
who presented tax reform proposals and a budget that 
were held hostage by the Republican-controlled Senate. 

Self-serving, small­
minded politics shifted a huge fiscal problem to the new 
governor, who is learning early about promises, especial­
ly the apparently empty ones.

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Faith Extra 
Former KKK leader tests prisoners' faith

POWHATAN, Va. - The 
walls crumbled. The barbed wire 
disappeared. The stale smell of 
urine and sweat drifted away. 

For a few minutes, the 
inmates locked inside the Deep 
Meadow Correctional Center felt 
free. 

"Hallelujah," they sang, their 
voices echoing within the cafete­
ria walls. 

Jesus was going to deliver 
them home. 

More than 300 inmates at the 
medium-security facility packed 
inside the cafeteria, unaware of 
whom they would meet. 

It was easy to see Johnny Lee 
Clary wasn't from around here. 

Clary, an Oklahoma native, 
had long blond hair, bright blue 
eyes and black cowboy boots. 
Unaware of hi past, the prison­
ers began to clap as Clary walked 
to the make hift pulpit beside the 
bars. 

"HI tell you who I used to be, 
you might not be clapping," he 
said. 

Clary told his story, one of 

evil, redemption and racial con­
ciliation, to a room full of 
inmates, half of them black, all of 
them criminals, all holding 
Bible . 

"I was the national leader of 
one of the most violent hate orga­
nizations," Clary said, silencing 
the crowd. 

Clary told the crowd his path 
to the Ku Klux Klan began when 
he was raised in a house filled 
with hate, in Del City, Okla., 
where everyone was one color, 
his color. 

Clary said his father taught 
him to ''use the 'N' word." His 
father, an alcoholic, and his uncle 
would tell stories filled with 
racial slurs. Then at age 11, Clary 
said, he watched his father kill 
himself. 

"He took a .45-caliber pistol 
and blew his brains out right in 
front of me," Clary said. 

After that, Clary's mother sent 
him to live with his sister in Los 
Angeles. He said his ister's 
boyfriend beat him. 

'"The more he hlt me, the more 
I hated," Clary said. 

The seed of bate was planted. 
One day, Clary said, he was 

watching television. David Duke 
was on. The message appealed to 
Clary. The seed grew. 

Duke reminded Clary of his 
father. Only instead of looking 
like the Archie Bunker type, 
smoking a cigar, Duke wore a 
three-piece suit. He commanded 
re pect. 

Clary wanted a part of that. He 
reached out to the Ku Klux Klan, 
and it welcomed him. 

For the first time, Clary said, 
he found a place ro belong. He 
was 14. 

A bright kid, Clary rose 
through the organization quickly, 
eventually becoming the Imperial 
Wizard of the White Knights of 
the Ku Klux Klan. The knights, 
based in Mississippi, were one of 
the most-dreaded Klan groups, 
linked to widespread deadly vio­
lence. 

Clary loved it. 
"I had 50- and 60-year-old 

men calling me sir," he said. 
At the same time Clary was 

making a name for himself, the 
Rev. Wade Watts was building 
his own support. Watts and Clary 
couldn't have been more differ­
ent. 

Evangelist or lessor debate 
whether gav ma riage 
should be ega

LOUISVil-LE - One of the 
country's top Christian evangel­
icals debated a University of 
Louisville law professor 
Wednesday on whether gays 
should be legally allowed to 
marry. 

R. Albert Mohler Jr., presi­
dent of the Southern Baptist 
Theological Seminary, told a 
group of about 75 people gath­
ered at a downtown restaurant 
that "marriage is the basic mole­
cular structure of human soci­
ety."

ity, those who have defined mar­
riage through the legislature and 
the legal proce s, have accrued 
to themselves the legal status of 
marriage and not treated the 
minority equally," Marcosson 
said. "There is, in other words, 
enormously unequal treatment 
involved in the privilege accord­
ed to marriage.'' 

The topic has been hotly 
debated nationwide since a Nov. 
18 ruling by the Massachusetts 
Supreme Court removed legal 
barriers to gay marriage in that 
state. 

Mohler said marriage was an 
"irreducible union" between a 
man and a woman. 

"Marriage has established the 
basic unit of kinship, the basic 
location of sexual activity, of 
procreation, of reproduction and 
the raising of children," Mohler 
said. 

But Marcosson said keeping 
gays froll} the legal privileges of 
marriage hurts children being 
raised by same-sex couples. 

"Keeping gay couples from 
marrying will not keep people 
from being raised by gay par­
ents. AU it will do is harm those 
children not to have the legal 
advantages that come with the 
fact that their parents' marriage 
was recognized," Marcosson 
said. 

The debate was part of the 
monthly meeting of the 
Louisville Forum at Vmcenzo's 
restaurant. 
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For more than a decade, Watts 
led the Oklahoma branch of the 
National Association for the 
Advancement of Colored People. 
In 1979, the two met on a nation­
al radio program. 

They had a debate that even 
Clary admits Watts won. 

No matter how much bile 
Clary threw at Watts, the preach­
er responded with love. 

Watts tried to shake Clary's 
hand. Clary recoiled. Watts shook 
it anyway. 

"Don't worry, Johnny," Clary 
recalled Watts saying. "It don't 
come off." 

Clary said after the debate, 
Watts tried to introduce him to 
his adopted daughter, a half­
white, half-black girl named Tia. 

Watts asked how he could 
hate a child. Clary turned away. 

After that, Clary said, he made 
a mission out of harassing Watts. 

"We called him names and we 
dumped garbage on his yard. He 
would come outside and offer us 
iced tea," Clary said. "When we 
bowed up in white sheets, he 

came outside and said, 'Isn't 
Halloween four months away? I 
don't have any trick or treats for 
you.'" 

It wasn't a udden change. But 
one day, Clary aid, he found 
himself at a loss. His friends were 
routinely being hauled down to 
the police station for questioning, 
and so was he. 

He also found out, he said, 
. that his girlfriend was an FBI 

informant. 
"Deep down inside, I did not 

like myself," he said. 
Clary said he was drinking 

and suicidal. He was going to fol­
low in his father' footsteps. He 
went to his Klansmen, but he said 
they turned on him. 

"They were like a bunch of 
rattlesnakes," he said. 

At a loss, Clary started read­
ing the Bible. After Clary found 
God, he went looking for Watts 
again. 

In 1991, he called the preach­
er and told him he had changed, 
that he bad left the Klan and been 
aved. Watts invited Clary to 

speak to his predominantly black 
congregation. 

"Everyone in that congrega­
tion at with their arms across 
their chest.'' 

They mumbled and booed. 
But when he talked about 

Jesus, Clary said, the congrega­
tion began to applaud. That day, 
he said, he met Watts' daughter, 

who years earlier he had 
shunned. 

"She hugged me," he said of 
Tta. 

After that, Watts and Clary 
became friends. They traveled 
the country together, preaching 
about God and against racism. 

Clary said before Watts died 
in 1998, Clary promised his for­
mer enemy he would carry on his 
ministry. Clary was a pallbearer 
at Watts' funeral. 

Clary's message - while 
inspiring to most - particularly 
affected the prisoners in the cafe-

LEXINGTON - A proposal 
that would have barred from

The propo al. co-authored by 
four public-school athletics 
directors, received a 127-111 
majority, but a two-thirds major­
ity, or 164 votes, was required 
for the measure to pass. 

'T'wo other proposals, which 
would have made foreign­
exchange students ineligible for 
varsity athletics and prevented 
non-Kentucky residents from 
representing Kentucky high 
chools in athletics competition, 

also did not pas~. 
The financial -aid proposal 

sparked the most debate during a 
morning session devoted to 
answering que Lions about the 
proposals. Some public-school 

representatives have said private 
schools have an advantage in 
competition, because those 
schools have no enrollment 
boundaries and can offer finan­
cial aid to students, including 
potential athletes, who might not 
otherwise afford to attend. 

"Philosoph.ically, we felt it 
was time to bring th.is up," said 
Mark Swift of Ashland Blazer 
High School, one of the co­
authors of the proposal. "I don't 
necessarily feel any animosity 
one way or another. There are 
good people on both sides of this 
issue who voted their conscience 
in there.'' 

Forty-three of the 283 mem­
bers of the KHSAA are private 
schools, and several representa­
tives from those schools spoke 
against the measure. 

"Private-school administra­
tors support establishing policies 
and procedures that prohibit 
recruiting students for the pur­
pose of athletic , and in particu­
lar the granting of financial 
assistance for the purpose of ath­
letics," said BiU McKinley, the 
executive director of the 

Christian 
Louisville.

"But (this proposal) and other 
proposals aimed only at private 
schools are not the best and most 
appropriate way to resolve these 
problems."

99 majority, but that was not 
enough for it to pass.

RICHMOND, Va. - The 
International Race of 
Champions is hoping some big 
changes help inject stability into 
its four-race series. 

The series, featuring an all­
star cast of drivers from stock 
car and open-wheel series, is 
going to three new tracks this 
year with a sponsorship deal that 
makes its old one look like 
pocket change. 

"We've been listening to the 
fans and the press about trying 
to move things around," IROC 
president Jay Signore said 
Thursday. "I think you're going 
to see the beginning of a brand­
new IROC approach in trying to 
get back to some of the old." 

While changes in how the 
champion in NASCAR's top 
series will be detennined have 
drawn a lot of recent attention. 
lROC's biggest change has 
nothing to do with rules. 

With a three-year sponsor­
ship deal with whiskey producer 
Royal Crown, IROC will offer a 
$1.9 million purse and a $1 mil­
lion check to the champion after 
four races. easily the highest 
prize package in the history of 
the series. Last year's !ROC 
champion, NASCAR star Kurt 
Busch, received just $250,000 
for his title. 

The sponsorship deal carne 
after three years of discussions, 
S.ignore said, and with the series 
getting "pretty close" to folding 
before the deal was worked out. 

The IROC schedule will 
begin as always at Daytona two 
days before the Daytona 500 
kicks off the NASCAR Nextel 
Cup schedule, then will move to 
Texas on April 2, Richmond on 
Sept. 9 and Atlanta on a date to 
be determined. Gone from last 
year's schedule, JROC's last 
with sponsorship from True 
Value, are Talladega, 
Indianapolis and Chicago. 

Busch is committed to 
returning this year, along with 
Mau Kenseth, champion of 
what now is the Nextel Cup 
series. Other drivers committed 
include Scott Dixon, Scott 
Sharp and Helio Castrooeves of 

the Indy Racing League. 
Seven other drivers remain to 

be selected. 
IROC. started in 1974. pits 

12 top drivers from the 
NASCAR series and open­
wheel racing in identically pre­
pared cars with 350 cubic-inch 
engines. Races last 100 miles 
and are run without qualifying, 
pit stops or drivers being 
allowed to alter their cars. 

Past champions have includ­
ed Indy-car greats Al and Bobby 
Unser, A.J. Foyt and Mario 
And.retti and NASCAR stars 
Davey and Bobby Allison, Dale 
Earnhardt, Mark Martin, Rusty 
Wallace, Ricky Rudd and evin 
Harvick. 

The fleries' visit to Richmond 
on Sept. 9 will mark its first on a 
track shorter than 1 mile, and 
will complete a quadruple-head­
er weekend at Richmond 
International Raceway al o fea­
turing ASCAR's top three 
series in a span of three days. 

"It'll be a fantastic venue," ,._ 
Busch said of the popular three­
quarter-mile, D- haped oval. 
''There will be orne fiberglass 
that might come off the cars that 
you don't normally see at the 
speedways we run on," he said. 

The IROC race will be run on 
the same Thursday night as a 
Craftsman Truck series event, 
track president Doug Fritz said. 
The weekend al o will feature a 
Busch series race the following 
night and the Nextel Cup ·-for­
merly Winston Cup - race on -f 
Saturday night. 

"A lot of element have come 
into place to where this make a 
lot of sense for !ROC,'' Fritz 
said, noting the track's populari­
ty with drivers from both 
NASCAR and various open­
wheel series .
