Webb said Monday he had spoken with 
HRMC credit collection manager Don 
Willis prior to the meeting and thought an 
understanding had been reached. 

"I wasn't notified to be at the meeting," 
Webb said Monday. ''The only thing I had 
(on the agenda) was the claims J normally 
submit." 

prompting Willis to attend Friday's meet­
ing and a k the county to pay $15,475.42 
io regard to the $2,000 deductibles on each 
prisoner's account, as well as payment of 
any accounts not exceeding the deductible 
amount. 

from $349 to $25,869. Willi also made 
reference in the letter to a Jan. 9 con versa- · 
tion in which he and Webb bad di cussed : 
submitting the applicable accounts to the 
Department of Corrections in Frankfort for 
payment. 

The jail amassed a total of $87.056.65

Gun locks distributed 
to oca

ALLEN - Police departments 
throughout the county received 
help this week from the nation' 
largest firearms safety program, 
which is currently distributing 
over 370,000 free gun locks in 
Kentucky. 

Representatives with the 
National Shooting Sports 
Foundation, operating a program 

police agencies 
called Project ChildSafe, visited 
the Floyd County Sheriff's Office 
and police departments in the cites 
of Prestonsburg, Martin, Wayland, 
Wheelwright and AJlen Sunday 
and Monday, bringing with them 
nearly 3,000 gun locks to be dis­
tributed freely to residents 
throughout the local comrriunities. 

The foundation's partnership 
with law enforcement comes 
through an effort to make homes 
safer by raising awareness about 

re ponsible firearm ownership 
and storage. 

"This is going to be a good 
thing. It will help the community 
and make guns a little harder for 
kids to get a hold of." aid James 
Burke Allen police officer who 
was on hand Monday to receive 
300 gunlocks from a Project 
ChildSafe representative.

During an interview Monday, 
Michael Kelemen, director of gov­
ernment relation with Charter 
Communications, said that he 

''mistakenly'' sent letter to the 
cities of Preston burg and 
Paintsville regarding rate changes 
that are Iated to occur next month. 

''During the last week of 
December, a number of notifica­
tion letter were sent throughout 
the region, including Virginia and 
We. t Virginia, that showed certain 
rate clmnges were going to happen 
in February," said Kelemen. 
''Inadvertently and mistakenly, let­
ters were al o sent to . . . 
Prestonsburg and Paint ville. This 
rate change wtu not happen until 
April or May.''

Charter Communications 
issued a letter to Mayor Jerry 
Fannin on Dec. 31. announcing 
price rate adjustments that are to 
go into effect during the February 
billing cycle for Prestonsburg cu ~ 
tomers, but rate hikes for services 
by the same company for 
Paintsville cu ·tomer are ub tan~ 
lially lower. 

The company proposed in the 
letter an increase of $l for basic 
service in Preston burg, resulting 
in a new monthly fee of $15.95.

Pence's plan to tackle drug 
abuse emphasizes treatment

FRANKFORT Gov. 
Ernie Fletcher's administration 
want better drug treatment, 
rather than prison . entences, 
for offenders. 

Tbe state plans to cut the 
number of .nonviolent offend­
ers in prison and may put off 
opening a l,OOO-bed pri on 
under construction in Elliott 
County, Lt. Gov. Steve Pence 
said. 

Pence, who also IS 

fletcher's justice secretary. 
wants a backlog of evidence­
testing at state crime labs elim­
inated by April 1 and plans to 
thoroughly review the state's 
drug problems and what is 
needed to solve them. He also 
wants drug court expanded. 

handle the demand for treat­
ment. 

"We're pretty busy trying to 
Band-Aid the system and deal 
with the line~ of people at the 
door," Hascal said. 

The Kentucky Health and 
Family Services Cabinet esti­
mate that 348,000 people have 
drug or alcohol problems; la t 
year, 22.000 received ub-
tance-abu e treatment. 

The state spends more than 
$20 million a year, most of it 
federal money, on treatment 
and prevention.

Bills 
from thi individual alone 
account for $66,942.69 of what 
is owed, and con titute exactly 
half of the 10 vi its included on 
the collection notification. 

Under such a claim., the state 
would pay the amount of the 
bill exceeding the $2,000 
deductible the county is con­
tractually responsible to pay. 

Of the 10 separate visits list­
ed in Willis' letter, seven of the 

illg exceed the deductible. 
Three of those, charged to the 
terminally ill inmate, can be 
lumped into one deductible 
payment for that individual: 

In his payment for claims 
included during Friday's fiscal 
court meeting, Webb listed a 
$2,000 deductible payment for 
the terminally ill inmate with a 
total bill of more than $66,000, 
another $2,000 deductible pay­
ment for a second inmate with 
a bill of $4,614.51 and a third 
payment of $349.46, for a total 
payment of $4,349.46 asked 

-«'rom the county. 
But Willis requested both 

during Friday's meeting and in 
his Jan. 12 letter to Webb for a 
payment of over $15,000, a fig­
ure that included a $2,000 
deductible payment for each of 
the terminally ill inmate's five 
hospital visits. 

Webb argued in a letter writ­
ten Monday and forwarded to 
county officials Tuesday that 
the terminally ill prisoner's 
five visits should be considered 
as one bill and, as a result, 

-'tequire the county to pay only a 
single $2,000 deductible, rather 
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Pugh. 'Tm ttoL happy wi:h 
Chaner either, but "'ith a raise of 
only 14 cent, what can you 
say?" 

Expressing their disapproval 
of the company during their last 
meeting, Preston burg council 
members. voted to eek bids 
from other companies or allow 
other companies to assi t the 
city in creating it own cable 
service following the addre s of 
concern by Branham, who e 
concern increased when he 
learned of the differences in rate 
hikes for Charter 

than five separate payments. 
Additionally, Webb cited a 

state law in his letter Tuesday, 
saying that two of the inmates 
slated for payments were not 
the responsibility of the county 
at the time of their visits. 

According to KRS 441.046, 
the "county liability for neces­
sary medical care of an indi­
gent per ·on, who is hospital­
ized while a prisoner of the 
county jail, ceases when an 
individual' status as a prisoner 
ceases." Webb cited thi statute 
in regard to two inmates he 
said were released from cus­
tody through court orders 
eith~r hortly befor~ or shortJy 
after being admitted to the hos­
pital. 

The bills in regard to those 
two inmate total $42,036.29 
and should not not legally fall 
to the county, Webb said. 

As for the bill sent to 
Frankfort for payment, Webb

The past year has seen the 
jail faced with far more in med­
ical bills than typical, accord­
ing to Webb, who said the jail 
normally finishes the year with 
between $35,000 and $45,000 
in medical bills.

Jennifer Hicks, the state 
party's political director said 
that 60 precinct representatives 
were on hand to vote, while 57 
failed to show.

Meade was the ftrst to offi­
cially seek the seat left vacant 
following Attorney General 
Greg Stumbo's victory in the 
statewide election, filing the 
morning following Stumbo's 
acceptance peech. 

The Floyd County 
Republican Party named its can­
didate, local party leader Bobby 
Stumbo, during a ceremony last 
week. 

The two will now face one 
another during the Feb. 17 spe­
cial election to see who will 
serve out the remainder of 
Stumbo's term as state represen­
tative, ending in November.

UNITE, Congressman Hal Rogers' latest program which 
aims to do to Eastern Kentucky' burgeoning drug trade what 
PRIDE has done to illegal dumping, has unveiled its latest 
weapon - a toll-free hotline to accept drug tips. 

One problem: The hotline is only manned from 8:30 a.m. 
to 4:30p.m., although callers at other times are instructed to 
leave a message so that investigators can respond to the 
information "as quickly as possible." 

We're not trying to nitpick, but we're not aware of any 
drug pusher who keep banker's hours. And "as quickly as 
possible" is not very quick if someone leaves a tip Friday 
night, only for it to wait in voice mail until Monday morn­
ing, particularly when it comes to the vermin who sell our 
children their poison. 

We understand that UNITE is an ambitious program with 
limited funding, and we can certainly understand the prob­
lems faced when trying to live within budget constraints. We 
certainly are not accusing UNITE of being lackadaisical with 
its mission. 

However, we think it imperative that investigators have 
the ability to respond to tips of illegal drug activity immedi­
ately, and for that reason, UNITE's administrators need to 
seek additional funding or partnerships to make the hotline a 
24-hour operation. 

Perhaps the answer could be as simple as having the calls 
rollover to a nearby state police post or sheriff's office. Or 
maybe additional staffing could be made available through 
people or money provided by Attorney General Greg Stumbo 
or Lt. Gov.

Charter Communications has informed the City Council that they have 
filed for and received a rate increase justification through the Federal 
Communication Commission's (FCC) rate setting methodology. 

Therefore, effective February 2004 billing cycle, those citizens with 
Basic Service through Charter Cable will receive a rate increase of 
$1.00, changing the rate from $14.95 monthly to $15.95 monthly. 
Those customers with Extended Basic Service will receive an addi­
tional increase of $1.60, resulting in a new rate of $28.60. That means 
that those Extended Basic customers will face an increase of $2.60 to 
a rate of $44.55, of which does not include all the taxes and fees 
associated with the billing statement. 

We, as a council, have no power of decision-making in this process 
and further cannot end our contract with Charter Communications 
with rate increases. Our contract does not end until2009, and we, too, 
have to face these increases at the cable company's discretion. 

We do know that some satellite services are now able to offer local 
station programming, such as we receive from the Huntington and 
Charleston areas at this time. Their rates in this area are about the 
same as each other. Direct TV offers a Total Choice programming 
package that includes 100 channels for $35.99 monthly, and the local 
programming channels are for $5.99 monthly, and an annual contract 
that they cannot increase your subscripton rates. Dish network offers 
a so~channel programming package for $24.99 monthly, and local pro­
gramming for $5.99 monthly. They also have a 1 OO~channel offering 
for $33.99 monthly. 

The satellite channels do not, however, offer local programming from 
Hazard (channel11) or local programming (channels 3 and 8). 

We felt that you should be properly informed of this rate increase and 
inform you of some alternatives to use at your own discretion.

after word pread of the firings 
last week had collected 198 ig­
natures as of Monday evening, 
while other tudents and at least 
one graduate of the college have 
written letter to college 
President Hal Smith and college 
trustees about the cuts. 

,. Two students repre enting 
this pocket of the college's total 
student body - which con i t 
of approximately 7 50 undergrad­
uate students and roughly 250 
medical students - submitted a 
packet containing copies of the 
petition, letters and an alterna­
tive proposal for budget cuts to 
Pikeville College trustee and 
the media Monday evening. 

Although college official 
have not said how many profes­
sor were fired during the 
chool's annual budget adjust­

ment last week, nearly all of the 
letters and the petition statement 
make reference to only two pro­
fessors, Daniel Schnopp-Wyatt 
and Patricia Kross. members of 
the schooJ's psychology and 
English departments, respective­
ly. 

The igned petition, which 
supporters said was collected in 
aboul three hours, also makes 
reference to these professors. 

"We, the undersigned, feel 
tliat the loss of Professor Patricia 
Kros and Professor Daniel 
Schnepp-Wyatt will be an irre­
trievable loss that can never be 

Itt repaid to their students," the 
petition stated. 'They are two of 
our greatest mentors. They 
change lives. They enhance 
minds. They better our college 
conununity. And most impor­
tantly, they better our world. We 
want them back."

more structured. 
ln one letter, the author, who 

wished to remain anonymous. 
suggests placing a fee on parking 
and laundry services or charging 
lab fees or breakage fees for ci­
ence classes, while another spec­
ulates that the college's 
"extremely gifted business pro­
gram" might be better suited to 
tackle accounting problems 
dealing with budget constraints. 

However, the most in-depth 
proposal came from a member of 
the school's academic team. 

The team member presented a 
two-page alternative to proposed 
budget cuts that could theoreti­
cally ave the chool nearly 
$70,000. 

"You (Pre ident Smith) men­
tioned then (during the requested 
meeting) that 'little' things could 
not make a significant enough 
impact on the budget to warrant 
a great deal of exploration . . . 
However, I have taken the time 
to put together a few ideas," the 
team member wrote. "You will 
also notice that the little things 
do indeed add up. If fact, they 
add up to just about enough 
money to maintain two profes­
sor's salaries." 

Returning to parking fees, the 
alternative proposal says a $20 
charge could generate $20,000 
when applied to roughly 500 stu­
dents, while computer and inter­
net fees placed on an annual pay­
ment rather than a one-time pay­
ment schedule could generate 
$25,000. 

Other options included possi­
ble savings on landscaping of 
$10,000 by placing "low-main­
tenence" plants around campus 
rather than ''high-cost'' plants, 
while another route could be to 
close the library on Saturdays, a 
day when very few students or 
faculty are on campus, the stu­
dent proposed. 

Other places the student body 
bas pointed to that could have 
padded the waning budget were 
in printing and application fees, 
as well as installation of more 
energy-efficient heating and 
cooling systems. 

Although college officials 
have said only that the firings 
were part of the school's annual 
budget adjustment and were car­
ried out with eniority in mind, 
in the group' primary letter to 
college tru tees, students claim 
that during their requested meet­
ing with President Smith, admin­
istration pointed to a low stu­
dent-teacher ratio across campus 
as a consideration when making 
the decision. 

However, in addition to pro­
viding researched alternatives 
for budget amendments, students 
have also simply asked the col­
lege to look beyond the num­
bers. 

"These are indispensable 
intellectuals," students wrote in 
their letter to trustees, "and dis­
missing them would not only be 
a detrimental blow to the com­
munity, but an absolute diver­
gence from the principles and 
values that this institution strives 
to ins till."

Bill could shield anti-terrorism 
plans from public review

FRANKFORT - Anti-ter­
rorism plans would be exempted 
from pubhc scrutiny under a bill 
a House committee approved 
Thesday. 

The bill would create m 
exemption in the Kentucky 
Open Records Act for records 
who e release would create a 
"reasonable likelihood'' of 
threatening public safety by 
exposing vulnerability. 

The Kentucky Press 
A sociation, which represents 

newspapers. expres~ed no 
objection as the bill cleared the 
House State Government 
Conuni lee. The bill now heads 
to the full Hou~e. 

The tate's homeland securi­
ty coordinator would decide 
which anti-terrorism and securi­
ty records . hould be withheld 
from the public. His decision 
could be appealed to the attor­
ney general. 

Among records that could be 
sealed: vulnerability asse s­
ment and anti-terrorism and 
counterterrorism plans. Certain 
record· for communications, 

electrical and water sy terns also 
could be withheld. 

Rep. Mike Weaver. the bill's 
sponsor, said publicizing reports 
on the vulnerability of Kentucky 
sites would be "like releasing a 
target ust" to potential terrorists. 

Weaver. D-Elizabethtown, 
and a retired Army officer, said 
making such information public 
would give potential adversaries 
a better chance of carrying out 
terrorist attacks. 

KPA dropped its opposition 
after Weaver agreed to changes 
that guaranteed the bill would 
apply only to specific records, 
said David Thomp on, execu­
tive director of the press associ­
ation. 

House passes bill to

"It's very specific. It limit 
the records that apply under thi 
law;' Thompson said in an inter­
view. "It's not just public 
records in general. They've got 
to meet orne tandards here."

FRANKFORT - Deputy 
sheriffs who were exempted 
from a training requirement but 
now fmd themselves locked into 
their jobs could work for other 
police agencies under a bill the 
Kentucky House passed 
Tuesday. 

It applies to about 75 
deputies who already had 
badges when more stringent 
training was mandated. In leg­
isla tive parlance, they were 
··grandfathered in," meaning 
they were given a pas . 

But now, when a sheriff 
retires or is defeated for re-elec­
tion, longtime deputies face the 
po sibility of having to leave 
law enforcement, aid the bill 
sponsor, Democratic Rep. Jim 
Thompson of Battletown. 

"I feel this is unfair to these 
people who have given their 
time and their energies" to the 
community, he aid. 

Thompson said he introduced 
the bill after learning of a long­
time Meade County depucy who 
wanted to work for the 
Brandenburg police but lacked 
the training required of a new 
officer. 

Veteran deputies have family 
and JOb obligations that keep 
them from taking off for weeks 
to take the training, Thompson 
said. Al o. those depulie · have 
completed hundred of hours of 
continuing training. 

The bill passed 97-0 and now 
heads to the Senate. 

The House passed another 
bill that would require doctors to 
identify HIV-infected people by 
name, not by special code. to the 
state . 

The federal Center for 
Disease Control prefer to track 
HlV patient by name. 
Kentucky is among 12 tates not 
using the method. 

Rep. Tom Burch, D-
Louisville and the bill' sponsor,

Kentucky's chances of getting 
federal money for treatment of 
HIV, the human immunodefi­
ciency virus, which causes

Under the bill, the state's 
database would identify patients

93-0. a nonbinding resolution 
urging the U.S. Supreme Court 
to overturn a ruling that reciting 
the Pledge of Allegiance i.

The resolution tern. from a 
ruling last year in which the 9th 
U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals in 
San Francisco said the words 
"under God" violated the 
Consti lotion's prohibition 
against official religion.

France said the changes to 
the system that had been in 
place since 1975 are aimed at 
increasing attendance and TV 
ratings that usually drop in the 
fall because of competition 
from the World Series and 
NFL. 

The new format wiJl take 
effect after the first 26 races. 
The drivers in the top l 0 and 
any other within 400 points of 
the leader will earn a berth in 
what NASCAR has dubbed the 
"Chase for the Championship."

The first­
place driver will begin the final

The proper name for this training 
method is Operant Conditioning. 
You've heard this term if you stud­
ied a man named B.E Skinner in 
college psychology. Basically, 
operant conditioning involves 
influencing behavior (animals or 
people) by reinforcing certain 
actions. This is another one of 
those concepts that's much easier 
to understand when you are given 
an example. 

We see a type of operant condi­
tioning in action when the family 
cat appears out of thin air whenev­
er he hears the can opener. The cat 
doesn't actually think, "Wow, I'll 
bet that's a can of cat food being 
opened!" (Although it can sure 
seem that way). Actually, the 
sound of the can opener has 
become associated with the posi-

tive reinforcement of often being 
fed shortly thereafter. That's a 
simplified version, but you get the 
idea. 

Trainers have taken advantage 
of animals' abiuty to make an 
association between some type of 
sound and the occurrence of 
something desirable. ''Clickers" 
have become the noisemaker of 
choice for dog training. These are 
small plastic-and-metal boxes that 
make a loud "click -click" sound 
when pres ed. Start with a bag of 
wieners or cheese cut into small 
pieces. If you spend a few min­
utes giving the dog a treat each 
time you click, you soon see him 
take on an expectant look each 
time he hears the sound 

What happens if you begin to 
click only when he is in a sitting 
position? It may take a few more

Kentucky mental health receives emergency preparedness funds 
FRANKFORT_ The federal 

Substance Abu e and Mental 
Health Services Administration 
recently awarded a $100,000 
grant to Kentucky's Division of 
Mental Health within the 
Department for MentaJ Health 

and Mental Retardation 
Services. The funds will 
enhance the mental health and 
substance abuse emergency pre­
paredness and response capacity 
through Kentucky's statewide 
network of Regional MH/MR 
Boards. aJ o known as commu­
nity mental health centers. 

In addition, the Division of 
Mental Health will receive 
about $439,000 to support this 
effort from the Kentucky 
Department of Public Health, 
out of approximately $22 mil­
lion in grant funding from the 
Centers for Disease Control and 
Prevention and the Health 
Resources and Services 
Adrnini tration. 

This new infusion of funding 
works as a collaborative initia­
tive between the Departments 

for Public Health and Mental 
Health and Mental Retardation 
Services to bring mental health 
and ubstance abuse profession­
als to the table when community 
health profes ionals plan and 
prepare for how to respond to 
acts of terrorism and disasters. 

The funding from lhe 
Department for Public Health 
come from two grants aimed at 
promoting public health and 
hospital preparedness and 
increasing response capabi I ity 
to bioterrorism, infectious dis­
ease outbreaks and other public 
health emergencies. The CDC 
and HRSA grants are intended 
to better prepare and equ1p 
emergency responders such as 
public health professionals. hos­
pitaJs, emergency medical tech­
nicians, physical and behavioral 
health care providers, law 
enforcement, and fire depart­
ments to deal with acts of bioter­
rorism and other disasters. 
whether they are natural or man­
made. The Department for 
Public Health recognizes the 

importance of behavioral health 
issues to the response and 

recovery of a community in cri­
sis a11d, therefore, is using a por­
tion of these funds to increa e 
the behavioral health r\:sponse 
capacity across the state. 

Funds are being prov1ded 
directly to each of the 14 region­
al boards to support grnnt imple­
mentation. Primary goal of the 
grants are to: 

• Enhance the emergency 
preparedness and response 
capacity on the part of each 
Board: 

• Coordtnate the activ1ties of 
each Board with those of other 
emergency respon e entitie ; 
and 

• Recruit and train Board 
staff to serve as emergency 
responders in conjunction with 
the Kentucky Community Crisis 
Response Board. 

Randy Oliver, a istant direc­
tor of the tare's Division of 
Mental Heahh, is responsible 
for grant implementation with 

the Regional Boards. "'These 
grants help to address a critical 
need. The events of the 
Oklahoma City bombing and the 
September II attacks clearly 
demonstrated that the mental 
health and substance abuse 
treatment needs of individuals 
impacted by disaster can severe­
ly stress the capacity of the 
emergency re ponse network," 
said Obver. 

The thsaster-related statistic 
are significant. For example, 
the U.S. Center for Mental 
Health Services estimated that 
1.5 million people in the . ew 
York City area alone were in 
need of counseling for terror­
related complaints following the 
September I I at1ack. 
Approximately 50 percent of the 
residents of Oklahoma City 
directly exposed to the bombing 
encountered problems with anx­
iety, depression and alcohol and 
33 percent experienced post­
traumatic stres disorder. 

"As compelling as these sta­
tistics are, they only tell part of

More than two decades 
research have e tabli hed that 
brea t milk i perfectly suited to 
nouri ·h infant!\ and protect them 
from illnes . Brea t-fed infants 
have lower rate of ho pita! admis-
tons, ear infectJons, diarrhea, 

ra hes. allergies. and other medical 
problem than bottle-fed babies. 

"There are 4.000 specie. of 
mammal , and they all make a dtf­
ferent milk. Human milk i made 
for human infants, and it meet all 
their specific nutrient needs," ays 
Ruth Lawrence, M.D .. profes or of 
pediatrics and obstetric at the 

niversity of Roche ter School of 
Medicine m Rochester N.Y., and 
pokeswoman for the American 

Academy of Pediatrics. 
Health expert say increa ed 

breast-feeding rate would save 
con umers money, spent both on 
infant formula and in health-care 
dollars. It could save live as well. 

"We've known for years that 
the death rates in Third World 
countrie are lower among breast­
fed babies," says Lawrence. 
"Breast-fed babies are healthier 
and have fewer infections than for­
mula-fed babies." 

Although breast-feeding is still 
the best nouri hment for infants, 
infant formula is a close enough 
second that babies not only urvive 
but thrive.

milk is still unknown.

nutrition for rapidly growing and 
developing infant . 

More than half the calorie in 
brea t milk come from fat. and the 
arne i. true for today' infant for­

mulas. Thi may be alarming to 
many American aduh watching 
the1r intake of fat and chole terol. 
especially when ource of ~turat­
ed fats, such a coconut otl, are 
u ed in formulas. (In adults. high 
intake · of aturated fats tend to 
increa e blood chole ·terol levels 
more than other fats or oils.) But 
the low-fat diet recommended for 
adults doc n 't apply to infants. 

The reason is that infants have a 
high energy requirement. and they 
have a restricted volume of food 
that they can ingest. The way to 
meet the e energy requirements in 
a restricted amount of food is to 
have a high amount of fat 

While ereater knowledge about 
0 . . 

human milk bas helped Cientlsts 
improve infant formula, it has 
become "increasingly apparent 
that infant formula can never 
duplicate human milk," wrote John 
D. Benson, Ph.D, and Mark L. 
Masor, Ph.D., in the March 1994 
issue of Endocrine Regulation . 
"Human milk contains living cell . 
hormones, active enzymes, 
immunoglobulins and compound 
with unique structure that cannot 
be replicated in infant formula." 

Benson and Masor. both of 
whom are pediatric nutrition 
researchers at infant formula man~ 
ufacturer Abbott aboratories, 
belie e creating formula that 
duplicate human milk is impos ·i­
ble. ''A better goal is to match the 
performance of the brea tfe_d 
infant." the; wrote.

Furthermore, mother produce 
antibodie to whatever disease i 
pre ent in their environme~t. mak­
ing their milk cu tom-de tgned to 
fight the disease their babies are 
exposed to as well. 

A breast-fed baby' digestive 
tract contains large amoums of 
Lactobacillus bitidus, beneficial 
bacteria that prevent the growth of 
harmful organisms. Human milk 
traight from the breast is always 
terile, never contaminated by pol­

luted water or dirty bottles, which 
can also lead to diarrhea in the 
infant 

Human milk contains at lea t 
100 ingredients not found in for­
mula. o babie are allergic to 
their mother's milk, although they 
may have a reaction to omething 
the mother eats. If she eliminates it 
from her diet, the problem re olves 
itself. 

ucking at the breast prom tes 
good jaw development as ' ell. lt' 
harder work to get milk out of a 
breast than a bottle, and the e ·er­
cise rrengthen the jaw. and 
encourages the growth of traight, 
healthy teeth.

It's helpful for a woman who 
wants to breast-feed to learn as 
much about it as possible before 
delivery, while she is not exhau ted 
from caring for an infant around­
the-clock. The foJlowing tip can 
help fo ter successful nursing: 

• Get an early start Nursing 
should begin within an hour after 
delivery if possible, when the 
infant is awake and the sucking 
instinct i strong. Even though the 
mother won't be producing milk 
yet, her breasts contain colostrum, 
a thin fluid that contains antibodies 
to di ease. 

• Proper po itioning: The 
baby's mouth should be wide open, 
with the nipple as far back into h1 
or her mouth a pos ible. This min­
imizes sorene for the mother. A 
nurse. midwife, or other knowl­
edgeable person can help her find a 
comfortable nun.ing position. 

• urse on demand. , ev. born 
nec::d to nurse frequently, ab ut 
e\ery two hours, and not on any 
strict schedule. This will stimulate 
the mother s breasts to produce 
plenty of milk. Later, the baby can 
settle into a more predictable rou­
tine. But because breast milk i 
more easily digested than formula, 

breast-fed babies often eat more 
frequently than bottle-fed babies. 

• No supplements: Nursing 
babies don't need sugar water or 
formula upplements. These may 
intedere with their appetite for 
nursing, and that can lead to a 
diminished milk supply. The more 
the baby nurses, the more milk the 
mother wilJ produce. 

• Delay artificial nipples: It's 
best to wait a week or two before 
introducing a pacifier. so that the 
baby doesn't get confused. 
Artificial nipples require a differ­
ent ucking action than real ones. 

ucking at a bottle could also con­
fuse some babies in the early days. 
They, too, are learning how to 
brea.5t feed. 

• Air dry: In the early postpar­
tum period or until her nipple 
toughen, the mother hould air dry 
them after each nursing to prevent 
them from cracking, which can 
lead to infection. If her nipple do 
crack, the mother can coat them 
with breast milk or other natural 
moi turizers to help them heal. 
Vitamin E oil and lanolin are com­
monly u ed, although orne babies 
may have allergic reactions to 
them. Proper po itioning at the 

breast can help prevent sore nip­
ples. If the mother's very sore, the 
baby may not have the nipple far 
enough back in his or her mouth. 

• Watch for infection: 
Symptoms of breast infection 
include fever and painful Jumps 
and redness in the breast. These 
require immediate medical atten­
tion. 

• Expect engorgement: A new 
mother usually produces lots of 
milk, making her breasts big, hard 
and painful for a few days. To 
relieve this engorgement, she 
hould feed the baby frequently 

and on demand until her body 
adjust and produces only what the 
baby needs. ln the meantime. the 
mother can talce over-the-counter 
pain relievers, apply warm, wet 
com pre ses to her breasts, and take 
warm bath to relieve the pain. 

Eat right. get rest: To produce 
plenty of good milk. the nursing 
mother needs a balanced diet that 
include, 500 extra calorie a day 
and six to eight glas e of fluid. 
She should also rest a much a 
possible to prevent breast infec­
tions, which are aggravated by 
fatigue.

Change the game by touching the nose or 
ear and repeating the word for it several times. 
Do this with objects, too. When she hears you 
name something over and over again, she begins 
to connect the sound with what it means. 

• Do things that interest your baby. Vary 
your tone of voice, make funny faces, sing lull­
abies, and recite simple nursery rhymes. Play 
"peek-a-boo" and "pat-a-cake." 

Books and Babi 
For babies from age 6 weeks to 1 year 

Sharing books is a way to have fun with 
your baby and start him on the road to becoming 
a reader. 

Try To Find 
• Cardboard or cloth books with large, sim­

ple pictures of things that babies are familiar 
with 

• Lift-the-flap, touch-and-feel, or peek­
through play books (E ample: Pat the Bunny by 
Dorothy Kunhardt is a classic touch-and-feel 
book. See Resources .) 

What To Do 
IIRead to your baby for short periods sever­

al times a day. Bedtime is always a good time, 
but you can do it at other times, too while in the 
park, on the bus, or even at the breakfast table 
(without the food!). 

• As you read, point out things that are fun 
to do in the pictures. Name them as you point to 
them. 

• Give your baby sturdy books to look at, 
touch, and hold. Allow him to peek through the 
holes or lift the flaps to discover surprises. 

• Babies soon recognize the faces and voic­
es of those who care for them. As you read to 
your baby, he will form a link between books 
and what he loves most your voice and dose­
ness.

How to protect your new baby in the car 
Everybody would be safest 

facing backward while riding in a 
car. 

Babies are lucky to have seats 
that work this way. Infants are 
safe t when riding facing the rear, 
because the back of the safety 
seat supports the child's back, 
neck, and head in a crash. So, 
whichever seat you choose, your 
baby should ride rear-facing until 
about one year of age and at least 
20 pounds. 

Two kinds of safety seats are 
made for babies: 

Small, lightweight "infant­
only" safety seats are designed 
for use rear-facing only. This 
kind can be used only as long as 
the baby's head is enclosed by the 
top rim of the seat. The label on 
the seat gives the upper weight 
Limit (17 to 22 pounds). One eat 
can be converted into a car bed 
for babies who must lie flat. 

Larger "convertible" seats 
usually fit children from birth to 
about 40 pounds. Some new mod­
els have weight limits as high as 
30 to 32 pounds for rear-facing 
use. These products are especial­
ly good for babies under age one 
who are growing more rapidly 
than average. It may be turned 
around to face the front when the 
baby is about one year old and at 
least 20 pounds. 

How to choose the 
best seat for your baby 

The simplest and least expen-

sive model usually will work as 
well as one with fancy features. 
Choose a seat that you find easy 
to u e and that fits in your vehi­
cle. 

Before you buy a eat, try it in 
your car to make sure it fit and 
can be buckled in tightly. If you 
choose a convertible seat, try it 
facing both rearward and for­
ward. 

Look for the seat you ·can use 
facing the rear as long as possi­
ble. Read the labels to check 
weight limits. If you buy an 
infant-only seat, you will need a 
convertible seat later. Most 
babies need to use rear-facing 
convertible seats as they get larg­
er, because they outgrow their 
infant-only seats before age one. 
Some products are made to carry 
a baby over 20 pounds facing the 
rear. Look for a seat with a high­
er weight limit when you shop. 

Practice buckling the seat into 
your car before your baby's first 
ride. 

More tips on choosing 
a seat 

You'll save a little money if 
you buy one convertible seat to 
do_ the job from birth to 40 
pounds, but an infant-only seat 
may be easier for you to ·use and 
may fit your newborn baby bet­
ter. 

An infant-only seat can be 
carried with you wherever you 
go. It can be used at home also. 

Some infant-only seats come 
in two parts. The base stays 
buckled in the vehicle, and the 
seat snaps in and out You may 
find these convenient. 

Jf you want to use a convert­
ible eat for a newborn baby, 
choose one without a padded 
shield in front of the baby. 
Shields do not fit small newborn 
babies properly. The shield 
comes up too high and may make 
proper adjustment of the harness 
difficult. 

What about seats for 
preemies? 

A baby born earlier than 37 
weeks may need to use a car bed 
if he or she has any possibility of 
breathing problems when sitting 
semi-reclined. Ask your baby's 
doctor if your baby needs to be 
tested before discharge for 
breathing problems. 

Use a seat with the shortest 
distances from seat to harness 
strap slots, and from back to 
crotch strap. Use rolled blankets 
to keep the baby's head from 
slumping. Never place any extra 
cushioning under or behind the 
baby. 

What to do if your 
baby's head flops 

forward? 
It's important for an infant to 

ride sitting semi-reclined 
(halfway back or 45 degrees 

Common childcare myths 
Most new parents get a lot of 

advice from family and friends, 
before and after the baby is born. 
Although it is weB-intended, in 
some cases, it may not be com­
pletely accurate. 

There are a number of com­
mon misconceptions that are 
often passed along to new par­
ents. Here are some of the more 
widespread childcare myths: 

• Some people believe that 
taking too many flash pictures of 
a baby can damage his eyes. 
Fortunately this isn't true. 

• It' not true that vinyl toys 
could expose children to harmful 
levels of substances. The 

Consumer Products Safety 
Commission recently found "no 
demonstrated health risk'' from 
vinyl toys for children. 

• Despite what you might 
have heard, you cannot spoil a 
baby by tending to her in the 
middle of the night, or by taking 
her out of the crib for feeding. 
The truth is you cannot spoil a 
baby, and in fact you are provid­
ing some security and comfort 
when you an wer their midnight 
cries. 

• Another myth is that you 
can't use plastics in the 
microwave oven. If the manufac­
turer says it's okay to microwave 

the plastic, then go ahead and do 
so. But, be careful about the tem­
perature of the food. There are 
hot spots in microwaved food 
and you don't want to bum the 
inside of your baby's mouth. 

Parents have to be very care­
ful where they get their informa­
tion. The Internet can be a great 
source, but you have to be skep­
tical. There are a lot of good 
resources on the Web, but there is 
also a lot of misinformation. The 
best advice is to get a good pedi­
atrician who can help you sort 
through aU the "advice" about 
your children's care that comes 
your way. 

from horizontal). In the car, you 
may find that the safety s.eat is 
too upright for a new baby who 
can't hold up his or her head. 
You can put a tightly rolled bath 
towel under the front edge of the 
safety seat to tilt it back a little 
so your baby's head lies back 
comfortably. Do not recline it too 
far. 

Harness straps must fit snugly 
on the body. 

Use lowest harness slots for a 
newborn infant. Keep the straps 
in the slots at or below your 
baby's shoulders for the rear-fac­
ing position. 

It is very important for har­
ness straps to fit properly over 

the shoulders and between the 
legs. Dress your baby in clothes 
that keep legs free. If you want to 
cover your baby, buckle the har­
ness around him first, then put a 
blanket over him. A bulky snow­
so it or bunting can make the har­
ness too loo e. 

To fill empty spaces and give 
support, roll up a couple of small 
blankets and tuck them in on 
each side of your baby's shoul­
ders and head. If he still slumps 
down, put a rolled diaper 
between his legs behind the 
crotch strap. Thick padding 
should not be put underneath or 
behind the baby.

bottles in the baby's mouth, with 
no human contact during feeding. 
But a nursing mother must cuddle 
her infant closely many times dur­
ing the day. Nursing becomes more 
than a way to feed a baby; it's a 
source of wannth and comfort. 

Benefits to Mothers 
Breast-feeding is good for new 

mothers as well as for their babies. 
There are no bottles to sterilize and 
no fonnula to buy, measure and 
mix. It may be easier for a nursing 
mother to Jose the pounds of preg­
nancy as well, since nursing uses 
up extra calories. Lactation also 
stimulates the uterus to contract 
back to its original size. 

A nursing mother is forced to 
get needed rest. She must sit down, 
put her feet up, and relax every few 
hours to nurse. Nursing at night is 
easy as well. No one has to stum­
ble to the refrigerator for a bottle 
and warm it while the baby cries. If 
she's lying down, a mother can 
doze while she nurses. 

Nursing is also nature's contra­
ceptive-although not a very reli­
able one. Frequent nursing sup­
presses ovulation, making it less 
likely for a nursing mother to men­
struate, ovulate, or get pregnant. 
There are no guarantees, however. 
Mothers who don't want more 
chiJdren right away should use 
contraception even while nu~ ing. 
Women who are brea t-feeding 
can use barrier methods of birth 
control. such a condoms ancf 
diaphragms. Honnone-containing 
methods are not first choice. These

include injections (such as Depo-
Provera), implants (such as 

Norplant), and birth control pills. 
A woman who breast-feeds should 
consult her doctor about which 
type of contraception is appropri­
ate for her until the baby is 
weaned. 

Breast-feeding is economical 
also. Even though a nursing moth­
er works up a big appetite and con­
sumes extra calories, the extra food 
for her is less expensive than buy­
ing fonnula for the baby. Nursing 
saves money while providing the 
best nourishment possible.
