In asking the commission to 
revisit the decision, Stovall pro­
vided examples of how he say 
the prison benefits the local 
community. 

Stovall maintruned in his Jan. 
23 letter that the prison employs 
166 staff members, many of 
whom are local resident , for a 
total budgeted payroll, including 
salaries and benefits, in excess 
of $3.8 million. 

"Tilis money is mostly spent 
locally and beneficial to the 
local economy," Stovall said. 
"Studies show these dollars tum 
over in the community many 
times, up to seven times." 

Additionally, each prison 
employee pays an occupational 
tax of $5 each month. which 
translates to roughly $10,000 in 
annual revenue to the city, 
Stovall said, adding that the 
prison pays more than $33,000 
in property taxes to the city, as 
well as over $98,000 to the 
county. 

The hike in gas rates for the 
prison would mean an increased 
annual bill of more than 
$27,500, Stovall said.

Clos ·ng school 
not an optio 

The Kentucky School of Craft in Hindman was supposed 
to be the crown jewel in former Gov. Paul Patton's econom­
ic development efforts in Knott County, but it turned in to 
more than that. It became something of a crown jewel for 
all of the state, and especially Eastern Kentucky. 

The idea behind the school was novel - to offer an 
institute of higher education where craftsmen could hone 
their abilities and at the same time learn a few business 
skills to help them market their products - and that is why, 
before it even opened, it had already attracted national 
attention. 

Truly, it appeared something special was happening in 
Hindman, which is why we, and many others, were shocked 
to learn of the school's closing, just weeks before its first 
student were to start class. 

The school's closing comes after $5 million has been 
poured into the facility. Included in that total was money to 
purchase and renovate the old Hindman High School and 
$400,000 for equipment. All of that now sits unused, and 
taxpayer money that financed it all has apparently been 
wasted. 

Blamed for the closure was Gov. Ernie Fletcher's direc­
tive to public colleges to cough up cash to help with the 
state's budget shortfall. Hazard Community and Technical 
College, which was given the charge to direct the School of 
Craft, was faced with finding half a million dollars as its 
share, and eliminating the school's $200,000 budget cer­
tainly helped in that regard. 

But the dramatic step of closing the school after so much 
had been spent to create it is nothing short of overkill, in 
our book. 

Certainly, the cuts to higher education are severe. But are 
they so drastic that they should force the closure of what 
should have been the highest profile school in the Kentucky 
Community and Technical College System? Are they so 
deep that they justify throwing away $5 million in taxpayer 
money? The answer to both questions is no. 

We cannot imagine that the School of Craft will remain 
closed. Too much time, labor and money have been spent 
and too many dreams have been built for that to happen. 

We will not argue against the notion that Fletcher's cuts 
to higher education are an incredibly shortsighted solution 
to the state's fiscal troubles. They are. But closing the 
School of Craft is even more so. 

We urge all parties involved - Fletcher, KCTCS and 
state legislators - to work together to find a way to reopen 
the school.

CIDCAGO - In the midst of 
the low-carb craze, a new study 
sugge ts that by eating lots of 
carbohydrates and little fat, it is 
possible to lose weight without 
actually cutting calories. 

The study was small, consist­
ing of just 34 overweight adults 
who either ate the recommended 
diet for three months; ate the 
recommended diet and exer­
cised regularly; or ate pretty 
much what they usually eat. 

The findings appear in 
Monday's Archives of Internal 
Medicine. 

Gary Foster, clinical director 
of tbe University of 
Pennsylvania's Weight and 
Eating Disorders Program, said 
he suspects participant who lost 
weight ate less than what was 
reported. He said that while he 
recommends a low-fat, high 
carb diet to patients, without 
calorie reduction it would be "a 
public health disaster." 

"The whole idea that you 

could lose weight without 
reducing energy intake flies in 
the face of I 00 years of data," 
Foster aid. 

Lead author William Evans 
of the Umversity of Arkansas 
for Meclical Science stood by 
hi finding . 

"Calories in minus calories 
out does not always determine 
the amount of weight loss," 
Evans aid. "This ts because we 
metabolize fat and carbohy­
drates very differently." 

American Dietetic 

A ociation spokec woman 
Cindy Moore agreed and said 
with low-carb diets hoggmg the 
spotlight, "it may be a reminder 
that we can lo e weight in a 
variety of differem ways." 

Foods on the succes ful diets 
included high-fiber cereal, vege­
tarian chili, whole-wheat 
spaghetti, many fruits and veg­
etables, and skim milk. Daily 
calories totaled about 2,400, 
similar to participants' u ual

All meals were prepared for 
participants, who were instruct­
ed to eat a much a'i they want­
ed. They also were told to return 
any uneaten food, which the 
researcher said enabled them to 
calculate calorie intake. 

Many doctors dispute 
whether people can lose weight 
without reducing their food 
intake, and at least one ques­
tioned the study's accuracy. 

Researchers estimate medical 
costs of obesity in Kentucky 

The diet is more compatible 
with conventional notions of 
healthful eating than the fatty, 
low-carbohydrate Atkins and 
South Beach diets. 

Participants on the recom­
mended diet lost about 7 pounds 
without cutting calories and 
without exerci e, and almost 11 
pounds with 45 minutes of ta­
tionary bike-riding four times 
weekly. The control group lost 
no weight. 

FRANKFORT - In a paper 
published Thursday. researchers 
at RTI International and the 
Center for Disease Control and 
Prevention provided the first 
state-by-state estimates of obesi­
ty-attributable medical expendi­
tures. The paper also provides 
rough e timates of the cost bur­
den that falls on taxpayers in 
each state, through Medicaid 
and Medicare.

sity (excluding overweight) are 
$75 billion in 2003 dollars. 
State-level estimates range from 
$87 million (Wyoming) to $7.7 
billion (California). 

The prevalence of obe ity, 
based on self-reported data in 
Kentucky is app10xiroately 24.6 
percent of the population age 18 
and older as reported in the 
Behavioral Risk Factor Surve:r 
for 2001. Obesity-related med­
ical expenditures total in 
Kentucky to $1.163 billion, wit.!] 
$6JO million of this total being 
financed by Medicare and 
Medicaid. 

Obesity-related expenditure 
represent approximately 6.2 per­
cent of Kentucky's annual 
health care bill.

More Democrats 
switching to GOP in 
wake ol Fletcher's win

FRANKFORT 
Republican Ernie Fletcher's vic­
tory in last fall's gubernatorial 
election continued a trend of 
Democrats switching to the 
GOP. 

In the weeks following the 
2002 election, 2,507 Kentucky 
Democrats became Republicans 
while 1 ,297 Republicans 
became Democrats. In the same 
period last year, 3,789 
Democrats changed parties, 
while only 1,676 Republicans 
did. 

The ratio is more lopsided in 
Frankfort and surrounding 
Franklin County, where 147 
Democrats went Republican and 
only 29 Republican went the 
other way between the election 
and the end of December. 

The new Republican in the 
county include about 50 stale 
employees, and some high-level 
political appointee of former 
Gov. Paul Patton's admini tra­
tion who live elsewhere and 
want to keep their job under 
Fletcher. 

The Democratic refugees 
include former tate party chair­
man Bill Patrick, who was chair­
man under Gov. Wallace 
Wilkinson in the late 1980s but 
supported Republican U.S. Sen. 
Mitch McConnell for re-election 
in 1996. 

Mike Duncan, senior adviser 
to Fletcher, said the tilt toward 
the GOP has been an ongoing 
trend in Kentucky "as many 
more people understand they are 
Republicans. They've been vot­
ing Republican in federal elec­
tions and now in state elections, 
and they're recognizing that 
now and becoming Republicans 
officially." 

House Speaker Jody 
Richards, D-Bowling Green, 
who ran unsuccessfully in last 
year's Democratic gubernatorial 
primary, said the trend is just a 
cycle and will end. 

"Southerners are generally 
conservative, and the 
Republican Party ha been per­
ceived to be more con ervative," 
he said. "But I believe this is a 
cycle which may be reversing in 
some areas and will soon swing 
back in our favor." 

Sarah B. Johnson, executive 
director of the State Board of 
Elections, said the 2002 figures 
reflect party switcher who did­
n't make other regi tration 
changes, such as a different 
address. She estimated the fig­
ures represent 80 percent to 90 

percent of total witchers. 
Democrats-turned­

Republicans who work for the 
state include John Bizzack, 
cornnuss10ner of the 
Department of Criminal Justice 
Training; Norman Arflack, 
Kentucky's deputy adjutant gen­
eral; Bill Grable, executive 
director of the Kentucky Coal 
Council; and Hugh Haydon, 
cornnuss10ner for regional 
development in the Economic 
Development Cabinet. 

"I've changed my registra­
tion in the past," Bizzack aid. "I 
change based on which party 
I'm more comfortable with at a 
particular time and the individ­
ual leaders of the party at the 
time." 

Grable said he ha "always 
been more of a Republican. I 
used to be one, and I changed to 
put me back where I wa origi­
nally." 

At least one leading lobbyist 
-Frank Jemley, who represents 
the Kentucky Chamber of 
Commerce - also made the 
switch from Democrat to 
Republican. Jemley said he did­
o 't do so to improve relations 
with the uddenly dominant 
Republicans. 

"I've been voting more in 
recent years for Republican , •· 
he said. "It' becau e of the 
quality of the Republican office­
holders in the state." 

The Aetcher administration 
is now asking those seeking 
politically appointed positions 
to list their party registration on 
electronic application fonns. 

Charles Wells, executive 
director of the Kentucky 
Association of State Employees, 
said he sees "some concern 
among employees that just 
because they are a Democrat 
might cause them trouble." 

Wells said he can't recall any 
previou administration asking 
for political affiliation on job 
application . 

"What relevance does that 
have to someone's qualifica­
tions?" Well said. 

But Duncan aid, "You want 
people in the non-merit jobs 
who will help implement the 
policy, so you want people who 
are loyal and understand the pol­
icy. And one indicator may be 
being a Republican. It's not nec­
e arily the only indicator." 

Duncan said the decision to 
include the party registration 
question on the application was 
made by a group he headed in

PIKEVIT..LE - Some envi­
rorunental.ists are calling for 
improved oversight and stiffer 
penalties from state and federal 
regulatory agencies to curb the 
number of blackwater spills from 
coal-mining operations into 
Eastern Kentucky streams. 

The latest in a tring of spills 
occurred Monday, fouling eight 
miles of Johns Creek in Pike 
County, said Kerry Holt, spokes­
woman for the Kentucky Cabinet 
for Environmental and Public 
Protection. 

Holt said inspectors haven' t 
yet detennined which coal com· 
pany was responsible for the spill, 
the fifth to blacken an Eastern 
Kentucky ttcam in the pa.~t six 
weeks. 

Mick McCoy, a member of the 

environmental group Kentuckian. 
for the Commonwealth, said gov­
ernment n..:eds to send a trong 
mcs~age to coal compallies that 
the spill will not be tolerated. 

McCoy said he believe some 
coal companie · may have gotten 
the idea they can pollute streams 
without signi.licant repercussions 
in the wake of an administrative 
law judge's dc{:ision to reduced a 
$55,000 fine against Martin 
County Coal to $5.500. That fme 
involved a spill th:tt dumped some 
300 million gallons of ludge on 
corrununities outside Inez on Oct. 
11,2000. 

The sludge e:.capcd through 
the bottom of a 70-acre reservoir 
on a mountruntop and buried 
lawns in up to 7 feet of the 
molasses-like mixture. Drinking 
water upplie. were fouled along 
some 60 miles of the Big Sandy 
River and all aquatic life was 
annihilated. 

''IL's scary living in the country, 
especially in the coalfields where 
laws are not enforced and heads 
turn the other way," McCoy said. 
'The coal barons are in it to make 
money, and if they see they can 
break laws, they wiJJ break laws." 

Bill Caylor, president of the 
Kentucky Coal Association, said 
Martin County Coal didn't get otf 
easy by any means. 

Besides the federal fine, 
Martin County Coal, a subsidiary 
of V1rginia-based Massey Energy, 
spent about $40 million cleaning 
up the spill. The company a! o 
agreed to pay nearly $3.5 million 
in penalties and damages to the 
state of Kentucky and reached an 
undisclosed settlement with resi­
deniS who claimed property dam­
age. 

Caylor said he al, o ha~ een no 
trends to upport concerns voiced 
by environmentalists that black­
water spills are growing in num-

bers. He said five spills cannot be 
considered an epiderruc. 

"Once you know the facts, 
then you can establish if there are 
any trends, and, if there are, you 
can look at ways to minimize or 
prevent future occurrences," 
Caylor said. ''If there are trends 
we need to determine that, clearly. 
Until that time, Jt doesn't behoove 
us to speculate that the situation is 
getting wor e or better." 

Tom FitzGerald, executive 
director of Lhe environmental 
advocacy group Kentucky 
Resources Council, said most 
blackwater spills could be avoided 
if coal companies properly 
designed and maintained 
impoundments used to collect 
sediment from mining operations. 

The problem, FitzGerald said, 
is that state and federal regulatocy 
agencies don't have the manpow­
er to closely monitor the design or 
the maintenance of such ponds.

Bill to create lottery 
game for veterans 
programs stalls

FRANKFORT - A bill to 
create a lottery scratch-off game 
to raise money for veterans' pro­
grams stalled m a House com­
mittee Tuesday. 

Les Beavers, commissioner 
of the Kentucky Department of 
Veterans Affairs, pitched the 
proposal as a way to belp meet 
the needs of the state's large, 
and graying, veterans' popula­
tion. 

Half the money from a 
"Kentucky veterans' benefit 
game" would go into the state 
trust fund for veterans' pro­
grams. The Kentucky Lottery 
corporation would keep the 
other half. 

Beavers said veterans' nur -
ing homes are filled and have 
waiting lists, and Kentucky still 
has more than 100,000 veteran 
of World War II and Korea. 
"We're just barely in front of the 
peak load that we're facing," he 
said. 

But the House Seniors, 
Military Affairs and Public 
Safety Commiuee was 
unmoved. Rep. Tom Riner, D­
Louisville, said the bill was well 
intentioned, "but in the end it 
expands gambling. 

"It has the effect of br:inging 
in people who olhenvise would­
n't be gambling," Riner said. 

'They think they're doing orne­
thing good and it encourage 
them to get into the gambling 
habit, which I think is very 
destructive." 

Rep. Bill Farmer, R-
Lcxington, said the game would 
be hindered by state law that 
prohibits advertising the use of 
lottery proceeds. 

The lottery now funds a col­
lege scholarship program, and 
Beavers said veterans don't 
want to diminish that. 

The lottery corporation doe 
not have a position on the bill, 
lottery pokesman Chip Polston 
said in a phone interview. 

"It's a great cause to provide 
veterans additional benefits, but 
the decision is not ours to 
make," Polston said. 

The committee did approve a 
bill that would authorize cre­
ation of a per onalloan program 
for qualitled veterans. It would 
receive no General Fund money 
but would be supported through 
private donations. 

The Department of Veterans 
Affairs would administer the 
program. 

Loan would be capped at 
$10,000 and could be u ed to 
buy a home or bu ine • for 
chooling or to pay medical or 

funeral expen es. The unremar­
ried spouses and children of 
deceased veterans also would be 
eligible.

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Fletcher's budget 
reflects 'lot of 
tough decisions'

FRANKFORT - Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher on Tuesday presented a 
$14.9 billion budget that he said 
would require "reasonable sacri­
fices." 

His two-year spending plan 
contained no tax increase but 
suggested some philosophical 
changes in the running of state 
government He described it as 
"conservative, goal-driven and 
compassionate" but a budget 
that also reflected "a lot of tougb. 
decisions." 

"It calls on each of you and 
every Kentuckian to make rea­
sonable sacrifices for a better 
future," Fletcher told a joint ses­
sion of the Kentucky House and 
Senate. 

"When I ran for this office, I 
promised to balance our budget 
without increasing the burden of 
taxes on hardworking 
Kentuckians. I have kept my 
promise," Fletcher said. 

He said he also intended to 
keep a second promise - to 
"manage government aggres­
sively" and increase its efficien­
cy. 

"Even if our government was 
overflowing with a surplus, it 
would still be our duty to give 
the people of Kentucky the best 
value for every doUar they give 
us;· Fletcher said. 

At the same tim~. Fletcher 
said his budget reflected ''tough 
decisions that will draw orne 
criucism.'' 

The propo ed budget, which 
the General Assembly now takes 
over, did not restore all the

On Jan. 5. I . igned a budget 
reduction order bringing spend­
ing under control and bringing 
the current year budget iota bal­
ance. Thi goal has not been 
achieved entirely by the efforts 
of the executive branch. 

I am grateful to Chief Justice 
Lambert for the spending reduc­
tions of nearly $2 million which 
he has pledged on behalf of the 
judicial branch. 

And l am grateful to 
President William · and Speaker 
Richards, for the contribution of 
over $800.000 from the legisla­
tive budget. To aJJ of you who 
have given tim . energy, encour­
agement, and even critici ms I 
say !.hartk you. 

Working together, we are 
going to make it. 

Our goal of saving at least 
$100 million before June 30 will 
be achieved without cutting 
MedicaJd or SEEK funding or 
local school districts. And that 
money will p~rrnit our govern­
ment to avo1d the more dramatic 
cuts next summer which so 
many Kentuckians have feared. 

nd it will permit u to 
examine the budget without 
reducing spending from its cur­
rent level , but as the continua­
tion of a baseline that we have 
already right-sized to the avail­
able revenue. 

On July L our common­
wealth will not step off imo a 
chasm We will step forward on 
a flilll and level spending path. 

Tn recent years we have 
relied heavily on nonrecurring 
revenue ource, to pay our bills. 
We· ve been spending a lot more 
than we've been taking Ln. 

Becau ·e of the upward trend 
in government spending, our 
state has be~n withdrawing from 
our savings accounts in large 
amounts. They are now deplet· 
ed, and we must ·Lop this prac­
tice.

also made a second promise. 

That I would manage govero­
mem aggressively to increase 
efficiency and add value to gov­
ernment pending.

In the private ector, compe­
tition demond5 efficiency. But 
efficiency in government is 
achieved nly through self di ·ci­
pline and diligent stewardship.

W1th this flexibility 
and your oversight we can make 
our government more effective 
and efficient.

that had been used for years, 
saving up lo $1 00.000 a year. If 
we replaced impact printers with 
laser printers we could save 
almost $2 million in local tax 
billing.

And we recognize that no 
part of this tate will be compet­
itive without clean water and an 
adequate wa te water system. 

Therefore, we have included 
money for such projects and 
instructed that they be chosen 
based on need and economic 
development potential. I have 
provided over $25 million dol­
lars for economic development 
to support our new economy ini­
tiatives.

federal government to fund the 
renovation of Young and 
Hathaway Halls. 

At long last, this brings our 
Commonwealth tO full compli­
ance with the partnership agree­
ment with the Federal Office of 
Civil Rights. 

Fifth, I want to provide our 
colleges and universities reason­
able funding for the operation 
and repair of existing facilities. 

I have studied closely the 
needs of higher education in 
Kentucky. I am convinced that 
even in tight times these five ini­
tiatives will help make 
Kentucky competitive. 

But we'll not be competitive 
until all have been empowered 
with the critical thinking and 
technology skills required in the 
knowledge-based economy. 

To impart these skills it is 
more essential than ever that we 
retain and attract outstanding 
teachers in our classrooms. My

the average of our neighboring 
states. 

To achieve that goal we must 
press forward even when times 
are hard and money is tight. 
Therefore, 1 will insist that we 
increase the salaries of 
Kentucky classroom teachers by 
1.5 percent in the first year and 
3 percent in the second year. 

Classified employees should 
be provided compensation 
increases of the same percent­
ages. 

During my campaign, I spoke 
of the need to get more money 
into the classroom where the 
magic of learning occurs. In the 
months ahead, we will be sug­
gesting ways to reduce overhead 
and get more resources into the 
classroom and to reduce the 
bureaucracy of the paperwork 
that teachers fac.e. 

An initiative that our fust 
lady is very passionate about i 
reading. We believe, and the sta-

I am grateful to Senators

Over the course of the next 
two years. I have increased the 
funding for our "'Read to 
Achieve" initiative by $4 mil 
lion to address the uchie'lcmcnt 
gap we have in specific coun­
ties, m addition to the current 
funding for reading initiat..ives 
across the state. 

Additionally, I have made 
reading a priority in directives 
for surplus spendiog. ll is 
absolutely imperative that we 
move forward aggre ively with 
this early reading initiative. 

Without rai ing taxes we 
want to keep our educational 
gains growing. 

To do that we feel it is pru­
dent and appropriate that for one 
year we ask our local school dis­
tricts to u e their reserve funds 
held by law in re erve for tough 
lime!. to help u reach our goal 

fo1 our teacher . 
The current reserve\ hdd !ur 

such a Lime a~ this is over "255 
million or about 5 time what 
the entire state has in reserves. 
By comparison, the 1.5 percent 
increase in the ~alaric~ of teach­
ers and cla:;sified personnel >\ill 
resull in an expense of $36 mil­
lion. 

To take u to the next level it 
is critical that we recognize that 
the single most important factor · 
in the education of a child is the 
quality of the teacher in the 
classroom. 

Thus, in the most difftcult 
li:;cal year. '05, we ha' e autho­
rized local school di))tricts to 
n.:ducc their reserve reqUire­
ments to provide for this modest 
incrca. e in :-;alaries. 

~or the handful of school dis­
tricts for whom !his would cre­
ate an extraordinaJ) problem, 
we have created a supplemental 

. fund. ln the second year, the 
slate will fully fund both the 1.5 
percent increa e and the addi­
tional 3 percent increase. 

In their evaluation of this 
propo al, I encourage school 
administrators to remember this: 
We have and will continue to 

permit no cuts in the !-.late's 
SEEK funding of public 
~chools. 

In fact. I propose to increase 
U1e basic SEEK funding in the 
second year. Finally, I have 
re tored $25 million in funding 
to J!amily Youth Services 
Centers. 

We wish we could do even 
more, and we all kno\\ that tax 
modernization will make L.hat 
possible in the future. 

During this Just year I com· 
milted to other goals as well: To 
deliver a dollar's worth of ser­
' ice for every dollar of taxe . to 
resist pressures to rai~e taxes, to 
make the government account­
able to rhe will of the people, 
free of improper ini1uenccs, to 
bring efficiency, modern man­
agement and high technology to 
the delivery of essemial cr­
viccs. 

We are in the process of 
revt ing how we revtew per ·an­
al services through a system that 
will focus on maximizing value 
when ervice are needed 
through outsourcing. 

Fiscal responsibility involves 
particularly tough choices in the 
rield of medical care and health 
in ur.rnce because of the explod­
ing costs. 

The state government's cost 
of health care benefits for state 
!.!rnployces and local school dis­
tricts, if left unmanaged, will 
ri~e ut unprecedented rate:;, 35 
percent in the next two years. 

That level far exceeds the 
current financial capacity of our 
government. A bold new plan of 
action is required. 

That plan will enable us to 
empower every participant to 
make meaningful choices which 
cftect lhcir own health. A llC\\ 

plan wilh health ed~cation pro­
grams and healthy lifestyle 
in!1entives, exerci. e programs, 
obesity. smoking and disease 
management. and drug co, L con­
trols. 

A plan with those compo­
nent. will create savings. 

In addition, we will make 
available a larger selection of 
coverage options to move u 
toward a more consumer driven 
health care sy tern. That means 
we need to include increased 
personal re pon ibilit) in our 
plans.

make the employee health care 
plan more similar to employee 
health care programs in the pri­
vate marketplace. 

That means there will be 
increased cost sharing on every­
one's part. 

To ensure fairnes!). we will 
provide reduced rates to 
employees at the lowest end of 
the compensation scale, and to 
employees who need to enroll 
family members in the plan. 

• o employer, who expect to 
receive the respect and loyalty 
of employees. should fail to 
'how respect and loyalLy to 
them in return. 

Many people predicted that 
balancing the budget without 
rai ing taxes would force us to 
make drastic cut in the number 
of state merit employee . 

We have not done that. 
But, instead we have given 

tate government employees 
what we have done for teachers 
- a l.5 percent raise in the first 
year and 3.0 percent raise in the 
second. 

We have also funded the 
technology government 
employee need to do their 
work. And. we will continue 
funding the Kentucky 
Retuement System at its current 
rate. 

For a competitive Kentucky 
we must also modernize 
Medicaid. 

If Medicaid grows nt the cur­
rent rate and remains unman­
aged it will provide neither 
quality health care nor remain 
sustainable for Kentucky. To 
begin that work, I have includ­
ed money to replace our 20-
year-old computer system that 
is written in COBOL. 

Only two livtng soul in 
state government posses the 
ability to maintain this anti­
quated system. We must 
upgrade our technology. 

The bottom line i that we 
mu t establi h better care, ben­
efit and cash management of 
Kentucky's Medicaid program 
to ensure the best care pos ible 
for our patients. 

We must remember that 
quality care is le expen ·ive 
than poor care. 

The goal of this administra­
tion i to maintain and better 
deliver Medicaid services with­
in the current budget. We wiU 

ensure more education and pre­
ventive care. 

One-quarter of the Medicaid 
budget goes toward helping 
Medicmd patients with diabetes 
and asthma - this will be 
ea,ed with education and dis­
ease management. 

Some patients receive over 
160 prescnption medication in 
one month under the current 
Medicaid sy tern - that is im­
ply bad medicme. 

Kentucky' Medicaid 
patient's annual prescriptions 
are more than double the 
national average. Modernizing 
Medicaid will bring us in line 
with the national average. 

Opportunity cannot exist 
without afe homes and com­
munities. 

J wlll maintain among the 
state police a sworn comple­
ment of officers at the current 
level. We will also provide 
funding to replace the outdated 
and inadequate facility in 
which criminal evidence is 
retained. 

We are going to provide 
budgetary relief to the offices 
of the commonwealth's attor­
neys and the county attorneys. 

Their work is essentiaJ to the 
law and order of our communi­
ties. 

Sadly, our Corrections 
Department is confronted with 
increased popu1ations creating 
new budgerary challenges. We 
have propo.ed funding to open 
the Elliott County prison to 
provide for additional needed 
prison capacity. 

But we bave done so under 
the plan of outsourcing and pri­
vatization to ensure that we can 
sustain its operation. This will 
secure jobs for the region while 
not taking funds from other 
important programs. 

I have also provided funds to 
open and operate three new 
juvenile detention centers. We 
all know that our state has been 
ravaged by drugs. 

Lieutenant Governor Pence, 
in his capacity as Secretary of 
Justice, has undertaken ono of 
the tate's most critical mis­
·ions. We will be increasing our 
empha is on treatment a an 
important component of a long­
term ·olution. 

We will use $24 million in 
federal funds for treatment pro-

grams, and we will be leverag­
ing our treatment efforts by 
reaching out to appropriate 
faith-based programs as part­
ners. We will aggressively pur­
sue federal grants, and we are 
confident this proactive 
approach will lead to greater 
federal support of our public 
safety programs. 

But we have lost federal 
funding of our drug court pro­
~am. and I propose that we 
appropriate, to the judicial 
branch, the funds needed to 
continue that program. 

In fact, I have included in 
the second year of this · budget 
at the request of Chief Justice 
Lambert and Senator Stivers 
sufficient funds to extend the 
drug court program to 61 new 
counties. 

Now, before I conclude, I am 
aware that we have made tough 
decisions that will draw some 
criticism. 

But, let me remind you that 
our current tax code deters eco­
nomic development and does 
not reflect the new, knowledge­
based economy. By moderniz­
ing our tax sy rem, we will be 
able to generate economic 
growth, expand opportunity 
and avoid uch tough times in 
the future. 

In my life as a doctor I have 
presented tough choices to 
troubled families facing tbe 
gravest days of their lives. 

As a new physician ftlled 
with fresh knowledge I remem­
ber an early encounter with a 
patient, I gave him all the diag­
nostic conclusions, the "what 
ifs" and my most likely diagno­
sis. 

I recommended a course of 
treatment. 

He replied. "That's all well 
and good but am I going to 
make it, am I going to get bet­
ter?" 

I bad failed to give him the 
most comfoning salve. I 
learned then that a patient 
needs more than medicine, they 
need hope. 

Tonight I have presented to 
you my pres ription for 
Kentucky's next two years. 

It is more than medicine. It 
is hope for Kentucky 's future. 

Thank you, may God bless 
you and may God Bless our 
great Commonwealth.
