Fired nurse 
I claims age 
discimination

PRESTO SBURG - A 
registered nurse who was 
fired last year from 
Highlands Regional 
Medical Center is suing the 
hospital for age discrimina­
tion. 

Jo Ann Allen. 64, of 
Wittensville, claims that 
Highlands is "biased and in 
favor of young people." 

According to the lawsuit, 
A lien, a staff nurse in the 
surgery department, was 
fired Nov. 17 for removing 
medical records without a 
release. an accusation her 
lawyer claims to be more 
than frivolous. 

Prestonsburg attorney 
Earl M. McGuire filed the 
complaint last week on 
behalf of Allen and her for­
mer daughter-in-law, 
Tammy Davis. 

A lien, an employee of 25 
years, was terminated from 
her position after the hospi-

tal alleged that she obtained 
her granddaughter's med­
ical records without con­
sent, even though Davis 
claims she signed written 
authorization for Allen to 
pick up copies of the child's 
X-rays. The child. Davis' 
daughter, was treated in the 
hospital's emergency room 
on Oct. 30 for a broken ann. 

During an investigation 
into the incident, Highland 
hired a forensic expert to 
examine the signature on 
that form, "outrageous con­
duct" that McGuire says 
proves the hospital did 
"scheme and conspired to 
wrongfully defame" his 
clients. 

"If I say I sign something 
and say that it's my signa­
ture, then how could anyone 
deny that?" McGuire asked. 
"They didn't even call our 
lady, didn't ask for a sample 
of her handwriting or any­
thing.

FRANKFORT - A group 
representing state employees 
asked to join a lawsuit over the 
state budget Tuesday, claiming 
state workers should get a 5 per­
cent pay raise this year. 

The Kentucky A sociation of 
State Employees filed court 
papers in Franklin Circuit court.

Emie Fletcher's decision to give 
state government employees a 2-

percent pay raise this fiscal year, 
rather than a state-mandated 5-
percent increase. 

"We believe that the law is 
clear on this issue,'' Lee 
Jackson, president of KASE, 
said m a news release. "This 
issue needs to be decided once 
and for all by the courts so that 
there will be no question as to 
the governor's authority." 

The 2004 General Assembly 
adjourned in April without pa. s­
ing a state budget.

higher medical bills than younger 
employees. Allen made more than 
$25 per hour prior to her dis­
missal and received positive eval­
uations throughout the length of 
her employment, the suit says. 

"Whichever way we argued it, 

state employees receive an 
annualS-percent pay increase on 
their employment anniversary 
date each year. However, that 
increase is usually suspended by 
language in the budget law. 

The last state spending plan 
approved by the Legislature 
expired at the end of June. 
Without a budget in place, 
Fletcher has since been operat­
ing state guvemment on a 
spending plan he call the 
"Public Services Continuation 
Plan." 

That plan calls for a 2-percent 
pay increase. 

"It's against the law for Gov. 
Ernie Fletcher to give state 
workers a raise of less than 5 
percent," said Charles Wells, the 
group's executive director. 

Right now, the state cannot 
afford to give its employees that 
steep of a raise, Pletcher 
pokesman Doug Hogan said. 

However, the governor did not 
oppose giving state employees a 
raise, he said. 

"The 2-percent raises are not 
only legal, but fiscally prudent," 
Hogan said. · 

The group's claims were 
politically motivated, Hogan 
said, noting that the group did 
not sue when Kentucky was 
without a budget under former 
Gov. Paul Panon, a Democrat. 

"The only difference is you 
bave a Republican governor 
now," Hogan said. 

Wells said the group -
which is also affiliated with the 
American Federation of 
Teachers and the AFL-CIO -
had not changed its position. 
KASE officials considered filing 
a lawsuit before, but did not 
because they "dido 't believe that 
it would become a recurring 
problem."

A passage in a recent news story stirred a recollection. 
The Associated Press reported from Washington, D.C., on 

a survey dealing with the sexual mistreatment of schoolchild­
ren. Sponsors said that one of every 10 students in the survey 
reported being subjected to sexual misconduct by school 
employees. The findings were projected to support a declara..: 
tion that more than 4.5 million children had been thus mis­
treated. 

Critics said the definition of misconduct was so broad as 
to make the findings meaningless. They said the survey was 
flawed in that it gave suggestive notes and gestures equal 
weight with actual sexual abuse. 

Similar wordplay was involved in a 1993 survey by the 
same sponsoring organization - the American Association 
of University Women. 

The 1993 study, a World-Herald editorial said at the time, 
wa flawed because its catchall definition classified sexual 
harassment as anything from rape to suggestive hallway 
comments. Its conclusion: 85 percent of the girls and 74 per­
cent of the boys had been subjected to sexual harassment. 

The 1993 editorial concluded: "In a climate where an 
admiring but unwanted glance is in the same category with 
behavior that is prosecutable, dealing with the consequences 
may be difficult indeed." 

Time has not diminished that conviction. Words have 
meaning, and anyone who undertakes to shed light on the 
very serious discipline problems that exist generally in the 
schools had best be prepared to be precise. 

Frankly, it's impossible to know much from either survey. 
The key question is how many of the 4.5 million mistreated 
students received an inappropriate note or glance from a 
teacher - and how many were ubjected to prosecutable 
behavior? Not knowing that makes the survey results only 
lurid. not informative.

On June 9, 2004, the Statewide Drug 
Control Assessment Summit held its final 
meeting to add fmishing touches to rec­
ommendations to be inC'luded in the 
Summit's report to Governor Fletcher on 
the widespread problem of illegal drugs in 
Kentucky. 

Many of our recommendations 
stemmed from the Summit's 16 public 
meetings held throughout the state since 
February. Meetings included more than 
180 hours of public testimony from a 
cross section of Kentuckians. Other rec­
ommendations came from panels of 
experts in the fields of prevention-educa-

One common concern among citizens 
and panel members involves the lack of 
coordination between law enforcement, 
treatment and education entities. I believe, 
as part of a comprehensive, long-tenn 
drug control strategy, there needs to be an 
independent office which would be 
referred to as the "Office of Drug Control 
Policy." Similar independent boanl.s have 
been created in other states, such as 
Florida, to curb the illegal drug trade and 
administer drug policy. 

In order to ensure the implementation 
of the Drug Summit's recommendatiol1s 
for a long-tenn strategy, I believe the 
Office of Drug Control Policy should be 
an independent body with board members 
appointed by virtue of their office or 
expertise in their field. 

The implementation of a long-tenn 
strategy would also require stable, long­
tenn funding. My proposal to realize this 
funding is to add 6-to-9 cents to the ciga-

Based on the testimony given to the 
panels, I also believe that consistent drug 
laws and sentencing guidelines should be 
enacted by the General Assembly. The 
Kentucky Commonwealth's Attorneys 
Association should be called upon to for­
mulate these laws and sentencing guide­
lines for the General Assembly's consid­
eration. The laws and guidelines should 
grant latitude to the courts in dealing with 
what we have identified as "addicts."

A deadly 
combination 

In recent months, and 
increasingly in recent weeks, 
we have been stung by the 
untimely deaths of young and 
old persons due to drug over­
dose. Generally, a combina­
tion of drugs is involved. 
Often, the primary drug 
named is "methadone." 

Do not confuse 
methadone, a powerful legal­
ly produced synthetic pain 
killer, with the substance pro­
duced in "meth labs". 
Methamphetamine is what is 
produced in meth labs, using 
common industrial chemicals. 
"Meth," as it is commonly 
called, is a fonn of .. speed." 

The effects of "meth" are 

very different from those of 
methadone - though the two 
are sometimes used together. 
When they are used together, 
it has a similar effect on the 
body as one would get trying 
to fill a frozen balloon with 
scalding water - if it holds 
up, the body's vein and artery 
system will have weak spots 
left that may eventually rip 
open and cause internal 
bleeding and/or stroke. 
Methadone is a powerful 
drug. and not one that will 
harmlessly work alongside 
other addictive drugs. 

I work in a clinic where 
persons addicted to pain pilJs 
can substitute addiction to 
methadone for their other 
addictive painkilling drugs. 
The technical name for these 
services is "opioid replace­
ment therapy." Once these 
were simply known as

"methadone clinics" because 
they were the only places 
where one could find 
methadone in use in this 
country, other than med/surg 
units in major hospitals. This 
is no longer the case. 

Today, methadone is 
increasingly given out at pain 
clinics where doses of I ,800 
mg to 3,000 mg are common­
ly prescribed to be taken in a 
30 day period - roughly 6-
to-10 10 mg tablets a day. 
Often, this prescription is 
given along with somethmg 
for "the nerves" - some­
thing like Ativana, Valium, 
Librium or Xanax. (not to be 
confused with Zantac - a 
common stomach medicine). 

At times, other physicians 
not licensed specifically to 
treat pain, also prescribe 
methadone, but this is a vio­
lation of the law. Outside of

pain clinics and opioid 
replacement clinics, 
methadone may legally be 
given only for a few days in 
small doses precisely because 
it can be so dangerous if used 
in combination with some 
other substances. 

Some may wonder why a 
powerfully addictive and 
potentially dangerous drug (if 
mixed with other drugs) 
could be considered as a 
"treatment of choice" for opi­
ate (painkiller) addicts. 
Remember that addiction 
happens to people - they do 
not plan to become addicts. 
Many people choose to take 
prescription or street drugs 
and never become addicted to 
the effects. Others who make 
the same choices, at first, 
soon become addicted. And

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Parents urged to get involved 
to combat childhood obesity

INDIANAPOLIS - Susan 
Hedrick and her 18-year-old 
daughter are turning the tide on 
year of fast food and sedentary 
living. In a bid to shed a com­
bined 180 pounds, they have 
been eating healthier and taking 
long walks this summer. 

And they are doing it togeth· 
er - something health and diet 
experts believe is a key to com­
bating the nation's growing 
obesity epidemic, particularly 
among kids. 

Research suggests healthy­
eating, active parents often pass 
their habits onto their kids, just 
as sedentary parents do, said 
Edward Laskowski, co-director 
of the Sports Medicine Center 
at the Mayo Clinic in 
Rochester, Minn. 

Laskowski suggests over­
weight parents serious about 
making themselves and their 
kids healthier sta11 by holding a 

family meeting. 
"You've got to say, 'Hey 

kids, you know we've been 
doing the wrong thing here. 
Mom and Dad are wrong too, 
and we've got to lose some 
weight. We don't want you to 
make the mistakes we' ve 
made,"' he said. 

Family bike rides, walks, 
hikes or double tennis are 
ways to get the whole family 
burning calories. And making 
sure everyone sits down togeth­
er for a healthy dinnertime 
meal is another important step, 
he said. 

Since the early 1970s, the 
percentage of American chil­
dren and adolescents defined as 
overweight h~s more than dou­
bled, to about 15 percent, 
according to the Centers for 
Disease Control and 
Prevention. 

Three out of four overweight 
teenagers remain overweight 
into adulthood. And with two­
thirds of American adults now 

overweight, they face an 
increased risk of diabetes, heart 
disease and other illnesses. 

Barbara Dennison, an asso­
ciate professor of clinical pedi· 
atrics at Columbia University, 
said so many children are now 
overweight or obese that it has 
changed parents' frame of ref­
erence. She said parents often 
do not realize their child i 
overweight. 

Two years ago, in interviews 
with 1,180 parents of over­
weight children, Dennison 
found that only about 25 per­
cent of those parents realized 
their child had a weight prob­
lem. 

Her research also found that 
parents of overweight children 
treat mealtime differently than 
parents of healthy children, 
often allowing the child to 
choose the meal. Some parents 
even used sweets to encourage 
their child to finish a meal.

Newer bean druu is found to be 
no better th n 1 e old standbv

CHICAGO - A newer blood 
thinner is no better than the old 
standby at treating victims of 
heart attacks or chest pain, 
according to two major studies 
involving nearly 14,000 
patients. 

While the newer drug -
enoxaparin - is more conve­
nient to use than heparin, it also 

9 caused modest increases in 
bleeding, the studies found. 

The results are likely to add 
to the debate among cardiolo­
gists over which drug to use. 

The studies appear in 
Wednesday's Journal of the 

American Medical Association. 
One was funded by enoxaparin 's 
maker, New Jersey-based 
Aventis Inc. 

Dr. David Moliterno, author 
of a JAMA editorial, said the 
results "look pretty darn lacklus­
ter, .. given earlier, smaller stud­
ies clearly favoring enoxaparin 
over heparin. 

He estimated 30 percent of 
heart patients receive enoxa­
parin but said most doctors have 
a favored drug and predicted the 
studies would do little to change 
their preferences.

A third study - also funded 

by Aventis - analyzed results 
from six studies including the 
two new ones and found that 
enoxaparin was more effective 
than the old standby, heparin. 
But other doctors questioned the 
findings since the analysis 
included older data from when 
treatment practices were differ­
ent. 

Heparin has been used for 
several decades to treat blood 
clots in heart patients. 
Enoxaparin, which is sold under 
the brand name Lovenox, is one 
of several newer, more potent 
heparin varieties with a lower 
molecular weight. Enoxaparin 
was approved by the Food and 
Drug Administration in the late 
1990s for use in heart patients. 

Enoxparin costs about $100 a 
day, several times more than 
heparin, Moliterno said. But 
enoxaparin supporters say the 
newer drug is ultimately the 
same in cost or cheaper because 
it is easier to administer. Unlike 
heparin, it can be delivered by 
injection rather than a continu­
ous IV drip and does not require 
blood tests to monitor how it is 
working. 

Both studies were conducted 
by researchers at Duke Clinical 
Research Institute in Durham, 
N.C., and other institutions. 

foods and snacks and spending 
too much time in front of the 
TV or the computer, Dennison 
said parents need to practice 
what they preach. 

"Parents are children's best 
and first role models. You can't 
have Mom watching TV for 
hours and saying, 'No, Johnny, 
you can't watch TV, it's bad for 
you,"' she said. 

Betsy A. Keller, an associate 
professor of exercise and sport 
sciences at Ithaca College in 
New York, recently surveyed 
130 parents about their chil­
dren's weight and lifestyle. 

She found that half of the 
parents of overweight children 
underestimated their child's 
weight status, deeming them at 
a normal weight. Keller said 
her study also found that par­
ents underestimate how much 
exercise their children get. 

"I don't think we're going to 
get at this issue of obesity until 
we ask the hard questions: 
What are you feeding your kid? 
What are you putting on the 
table? Why are you not doing 
some kind of physical activity 
with your kids?" she said. 

Hedrick, a 39-year-old pedi­
atric nurse who has struggled 
with her weight since child­
hood, is trying to do just that 
because she is detennined to 
make sure Niki does not carry 
her extra weight into adulthood. 

A recent high school gradu­
ate, Niki had been thin, like her 
two brothers, until unhealthy 
habits she adopted early in high 
school led to a 50-pound weight 
gain. 

After Hedrick enrolled earli­
er this year in a diet and exer­
cise program sponsored by the 
Indianapolis hospital where she 
works, she showed Niki some 
infonnation about the program. 

At first, the teen was not 
very interested, but in the past 
month or so she has been eating 
healthier, drinking fewer sug­
ary sodas, doing sit-ups and 
taking long walks. 

Niki has shed about 5 
pounds from her 5-foot-6 frame 
and is down to about 170 
pounds. She is aiming to lose 
40 pounds more. "It's just for 
my own personal self," she 
said. 

Hedrick, who hopes to lose 
about 130 pounds, believes she 
and her daughter can use the 
buddy system to make sure 
both of them stick to their diet 
and exercise plans. 

"I really don't see it as diet­
ing," Hedrick said. "I see it as a 
life-changing journey to make 
myself and Niki healthier."

Motorists co lide with 55 elk since 
animals returned to mountains

PIKEVILLE - Motori~ts 
have collided with 55 elk since 
the cow-sized animals were 
released back into Eastern 

Kentucky. yet no signs have 
been placed on highways in the 
mountain region to warn of the 
potential danger. 

The Kentucky Transportation 
Cabinet, which is responsible 
for erecting all types of road 
markers, has had no requests for 
elk crossing signs, said Mike 
Ooin::,, pokesman for the 
agency . 

Wildlife managers began 
reintroducing elk to Kentucky's 
Appalachian region in 1997. 

hoping to restore the majestic 
spcctes to a state where they had 
been hunted to extinction 150 
years earlier. The population is 
now estimated at between 3,000 
and 3,500. 

Western states that have more 
elk than Kentucky routmely post 
crossing signs on roadways in 
areas traveled by the animal 
that can reach 800 pounds at 
maturity. Some states are going 
so far as to build underpas es 
olely for use by elks beneath 

interstate highways and other 
heavily traveled roads. 

Goins said collisions with 
deer in Kentucky are far more 
common than with elk. Last 
year. 3, I 47 vehicle-deer colli­
sion were 1eported, resultmg in 
two deaths and 193 injurie . By 
comparison, nine vehicle-elk 
coli is ions were reported last 
year 111 Kentucky. 

The Kentucky Department of 
Fish and Wildlife Resources 
reported two elk-vehicle colli­
sions in 1998, five in 1999. 10 in 
2000, 14 in 200 I. eight in 2002, 
and seven so far this year. No 
fatalities have been reported.

Kentucky Vehicle 
Enforcement Office Landry

they stand there and look at 
you," he said.

"We would not put up signs 
unless we get a request from fish 
and wildlife, telling us that they 
have a problem with elk and 
identifying where there is a 
problem," Goins said.

Mark Marraccini, spokesman 
for the Kentucky Department of 
Fish and Wildlife Resources.

away from most highways, as 
long as forage is plentiful. Elk­
vehicle collisions, he said, are 
rare. Those that do occur usual­
ly are in late winter, when food 
isn't as abundant.

from the drugs used - unwant­
ed effects that are unplanned and 
not expected. In spite of that, 
and for reasons the addict can­
not adequately explain, he or she 
chooses to use again and again, 
always looking for a result that 
does not occur. 

In point of fact, methadone 
works as a treatment tool 
because: 

• Its effect does not produce 
a mind-numbing high, and 
allows the individual to carry 
out normal functions like work­
ing and going to school. 

• Though it is extremely 
addictive, the body's way of 
ignoring or getting used to its 
effects, tolerance, happens very, 
very slowly. 

• Persons with opiate addic­
tion appreciate the relative nor­
malcy that they experience in 
having a predictable time to 
dose in a safe environment. 

• It costs less than street 
drugs. 

• A single dose lasts 24 
hours without the painful opiate 
withdrawal that involves muscle 
jerks and cramps, nausea, diar­
rhea, runny nose and eyes -
along with nervousness and 
depression. 

• It kills the effects of other 
opiates taken "to get high."

In the past, officials covered 
the shortfall with other funds 
within the agency, but Davis 
said there isn't any more extra 
money for First Steps.

it are required to get counseling 
so that they may eventually stop 
if they wish to stop - but the 
counseling is a requirement. 

In methadone clinics, the 
dose is taken at one time so 
compliance with dosing can be 
determined. Trained medical 
persons administer the patient's 
dose. After a time of observed 
daily dosing, the person may get 
"rake-home doses," based on 
good performance with routine 
urine drug testing, daily dosing, 
attendance at counseling and 
paying their own fees. If another 
drug is found in the urine drug 
test, the treatment team deter­
mines if it is life-threatening, 
and if it is, the next dose of 
methadone will be lowered. This 
is especially true if benzodi­
azepines are found (Ativana, 
Valium, Librium and Xanax are 
the names of a few "benzos"). 

I challenge the makers of 
Ativana, Valium, Librium, 
Xanax or other benzodiazepines 
to disprove the unpredictability 
and lack of safety of taking them 
in combination with methadone 
- or with other opiates for that 
matter. These drugs, and barbi­
turates and Soma and ampheta­
mines and cocaine are always 
dangerous if taken in combina­
tion. But old experience in opi­
oid replacement therapy pro­
grams has shown that for 
Ativana, Valium, Librium and 
Xanax there is no safe dose, no 
LD50, when taken with 
methadone. An "LD50" is the 
drug industry standard for deter­
mining overdose levels for a 
various drugs. The practice 
refers to initial tests in which a 
group of mice is given some 
amount of a drug and the 
amount is gradually increased 
until a lethal dose for 50 percent 
of the population of mice is 
reached. In this way, safe dosage 
methods for various drugs are 
set. This has never been estab­
lished for methadone and the 
benzodiazepines. I have known 
users who routinely took benzo­
ctiazepines and methadone for 
quite a long time - until the day 
they did not wake up, on the 
same dose they had always 
taken before. 

I challenge your readers to 
please tell everyone they know 
the danger of mixing these two 
substances. It is only a matter of 
time till anyone who is using 
both together will take a fatal 
dose. I have 32 years of experi­
ence working with persons who 
have addictions. I have never 
seen the death rate from over­
dose reach the current propor­
tions. 

One reason I am glad to be 
working in methadone treatment 
is that 1 can measure success by 
numbers of patients in treatment 
who are not dying. In treatment 
settings that were drug-free, I 
counted as many as 5 percent of 
the clients dying from drug· 
related causes. A recent national 
study of overdose deaths attrib­
utes the greatest rise in the death 
rate to methadone plus another 
drug (mostly benzodiazepines) 
and the source of the methadone 
was prescription from a pain 
clinic. The same study found no 
change in the overdose death 
rate among patients in 
methadone treatment. You may 
find infonnation on this study at 
http://dpt.samhsa.gov/. 

Save lives. Spread the word. 
Mixing methadone and benzodi­
azepines is insane, futile and 
deadly. Mixing methadone and 
benzodiazepines is the same as 
playing Russian roulette, but 
without the gun. 

Thank you for this opportuni­
ty to improve public awareness 
of this problem.

While the 2004 General 
Assembly did not pass a tate 
budget, it did send Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher 164 laws for his final 
approval.

Here's a look at some of the 
other laws taking effect: 

Motori t caught speeding in 
school zones will have to pay 
double the cost of an ordinary 
speeding ticket. Meanwhile, dri­
ver who leave their cars illegal­
ly parked in handicapped spots 
will be paying stiffer fines. 

Military personnel stationed 
in Kentucky will be allowed to 
have a concealed weapon 
license. 

And starting next week, fed­
erally licensed gun dealers can­
not be prohibited through zon­
ing rules from opening shop 
next to any other businesses. 

Universities will now have to 
tell students living on campus if 
their building has a sprinkler 
system in place. Schools also

"If the same people keep 
showing up on that database, 
then they're not using those pills 
for personal use, normally,'' said 
Kentucky State Police TrooJX:r 
Tim KiJburn. ''It will help us 
track who's getting the pill·." 

In that same vein, a different 
new law makes it a felony for 
someone to cheat on a drug or 
alcohol test. 

Also, the state will now track 
people who have tested positive 
for HIV b)' name. instead of the 
current system that lists them by 
a unique code.

Burch said First Step has 
been too loosely structured and 
gave too much power to tho e 
who provide the services, 
puning the program at risk of 
overuse and abuse. In the past, 
he said, providers have had too 
much latitude in deciding how 
many ervices a child needs. 

"I don't want a child denied 
any ervices, but I don't want to 
give them any more services 
than they need," he said. "It's 
just a matter of dollars and 
cents!'

FRANKFORT - Recovery 
officials are cautioning against 
careless disposal of any haz­
ardous waste Kentuckians may 
fmd in remaining storm debris 
or during post-disaster house­
hold cleanup. 

Household waste includes 
contaminated gasoline, oil and 
items such as floor cleaners, bug 
spray, drain cleaner, leftover 
paints, varnishes and similar 
household chemicals. They are 
to be disposed of only at autho­
rized collection sites. 

Although people use these 
items safely under normal cir­
cumstances, they are toxic and 
can become deadly if dispersed 
by a disaster where they could 

~ fall into the hands of children 
who do not understand the dan­
ger. Household hazardous waste 
should never be left for disposal 
at the curb or anywhere within 
reach of children or pets.

The Kentucky Division of 
' Emergency Management is 

working with local governments 
and the U.S. Environmental 
Protection Agency to arrange 
locations for the safe collection 
of household hazardous waste.

CINCINNATI - The gleam 
in Ken Griffey Jr.'s eyes 
revealed his excitement. For the 
first time in four years, he's 
going back to the All-Star game. 

The 34-year-old outfielder 
was one of four Cincinnati Reds 
players chosen for the All-Star 
game on Sunday. Griffey was 
the only one voted to the starting 
lineup by fans. 

Shortstop Barry Larkin, first 
baseman Sean Casey and closer 
Danny Graves also were picked. 

The spotlight will once again 
be on Griffey, who joins Sammy 
Sosa and Barry Bonds in a start­
ing NL outfield with three 500-
homer players - an All-Star 
first. 

"The 500 homers is going to 
be the thing for this outfield," 
said Griffey, who got his on 
June 20th and hasn't hit another 
since. "I'll try to sneak in there. 
I'm the little guy in the out­
field." 

For most of the 1990s. he 
was one of baseball's biggest 
stars, turning the game into a 
personal showcase. 

He was voted into the starting 
lineup 11 consecutive years 
through 2000, his first season in 
Cincinnati. He didn't play that 
year because of a sore knee. 

Five times in the 1990s, he 
got the most All-Star votes of 
any player. He holds the record 
with 6,079,688 votes in 1994. 

Griffey won the 1992 game's 
MVP award, and three times has 
won the home run contest - in 
1994, 1998 and 1999. 

Injuries the last three years 
have kept him from the game 
and turned him into an after­
thought when AU-Stars are 
counted. He has stayed healthy 
for most of this season and re­
emerged as one of the game's 
best with 19 homers and 55 
RBis. 

Asked if he's especially satis­
fied to make it back after a 
three-year absence, Griffey said, 
"No, because you always appre-

ciate it. You never take it for 
granted. The fans that took time 
out to punch my name - that 
means a lot to me." 

It also means a lot to go with 
Larkin; his close friend who is in 
his final season.

LOUlSVILLE Bad 
weather and ongoing construc­
tion at Churchill Downs con­
tributed to declines in atten­
dance and overall wagering 
during the 53-day spring meet, 
which ended Monday. 

Total attendance for the 53· 
day meet was 633,616, down 
11.5 percent from the 2003 
attendance total of 716,212. 
Daily attendance was 11,955, 
down 13.2 percent from the 
13,773 average in 2003. 

On-track wagering totalled 
$87,110,579, down 7 percent 
from last year's total of 
$93,682,160. Daily wagering 
averaged $1,643,596, down 8.8 
percent from the 2003 daily 
average of $1,801,580. 

The track does not count 
attendance and wagering totals 
from Kentucky Oaks and 
Derby Days in its spring meet 
figures. 

Total wagering on the spring 
meet, which topped the $600 

million mark for the first time 
in 2003, dropped by 8 .1 percent 
this year, to $596,332,284. 
Despite the decline, the 2003 
total was still the second largest 
figure on a spring meet in track 
history. 

The track is in the midst of a 
$121 million renovation, which 
includes a massive reconstruc­
tion of the clubhouse. 

Storms marred the track's 
signature days - Oaks and 
Derby days. Rain also fell on 
several regular racing dates, 
including Monday. 

The renovation will be com­
pleted next April, in time for 
next year's Kentucky Derby. 

Rafael Bejarano won the 
spring riding title, earning 81 
wins. Hall of Fame jockey Pat 
Day, Churchill's winningest 
rider. finished second, with 54. 

Steve Asmussen won the 
training title, with 35 victories, 
and Kenneth and Sarah Ramsey 
won their record ninth straight 
owners' title, leading the meet 
with 19 wins.

jockey was Cornelio Velasquez. 
Before Velasquez, Day won 12 
of the previous 14 spring riding 
titles, including seven in a row. 

Beating out a living legend 
made the honor even more spe· 
cial for Bejarano. 

"That means everything to 
me," Bejarano said. "I've 
always had good respect for Pat 
Day." 

Day met Bejarano Last year 
and was impressed. 

"I was quite taken by his 
horsemanship ability and 
skills," said Day, 51. "He was a 
bit aggressive when he first 
came on the scene and now he's 
tempered his aggression. He's 
got a great future." 

Day holds a collection of 
records and titles at Churchill 
- so many, it's hard for him to 
remember what happened and 
when.

"Days and months and years 
kind of run together and it's 
hard to differentiate," he said.

COLUMBUS, Ohio 
Phone records show hundreds of 
calls between numbers assigned 
to Ohio State basketball coaches 
and men who run a New York-

ased agency that represents 
professional players, a newspa­
per reported. 

The Dayton Daily News 
reported in its Saturday edition 
that at least 600 of the more than 
650 calls came from a school 
cell phone, calling card and 
other phone accounts assigned 
to former Ohio State assistant 
Paul Biancardi, now the head 
coach at Wright State 
University. 

Others came from numbers 
assigned to members of the 
Ohio State basketball staff, 

'including head coach Jim 
O'Brien. 

In addition. the newspaper 
reported, Marc Cornstein and 
Semi Pajovic made at least 175 
calls to an 800 number used by 
the ba ketball program. 
Cornstein is president and 
founder of Pinnacle 
Management Corp.. a New 
York-based firm that represents 
basketball players. Pajovic is 
listed as a vice president of the 
agency, which the Daily News 
said represents four former 
Buckeyes: Boban Savovic, 

•slobodan OcokoljJc, Velimir 
Radino•ic and Scoonie Penn. 

PaJOVic reportedly has helped 
three Serbians who were recruit­
ed by Ohio State. 

Andy Geiger, Ohio State's 
athletic director, said Saturday 
he was not aware of the report 
and does not generally check 
people's phone records. He 
added it's "not necessarily" a 
violation of NCAA or Ohio 
State policy for coaches to talk 
to agents. 

"It depends on what the 
nature of contact is and what the 
nature of the conversation is," 
he told The Associated Press. 
"There's no rule against talking 
to an agent." 

NCAA rules o prohibit 
coaches from using agents to 
help recruit athletes. 

Geiger declined further com­
ment, citing the ongoing NCAA 
investigation into Ohio State's 
basketball program. 

Geiger fired O ' Brien on June 
8 after O'Brien told him that he 
had given $6,000 to recruit 
Aleksandar Radojevic in 1999. 
The payment came to light in a 
lawsuit filed by a Columbus 
woman who said she provided 
housing and thousands of dol­
Jars to Savovic and did home­
work for lum. 

Kathleen Salyers alleged in 
sworn testimony that she 
believed O'Brien had knowl­
edge of the payments to Savovic 
and said she was directed by 
Biancard1 to ask faculty to 

change Savovic's grades. 
Biancardi has denied the allega­
tions.

"No one has power like Mike 
Tyson," said Tunur lbragimov, a 
Uzbekistan heavyweight who 
went the first three rounds with 
Tyson. "And I've never seen any­
body with his speed" 

Tyson's power and speed have 
seldom been questioned in the 18 
years since he first won the heavy­
weight title. 

It's the other things, mainly his 
bizarre ways both in and out of the 
ring. 

Tyson has served time for mpe, 
binen Evander Holyfield's ear, 
tried to break another fighter's ann 
and threatened to eat Lennox 
Lewis' children. He's wasted 
away some $300 million, owes 
$38 million to various creditors, 
and is basically broke. 

Despite what a British tabloid 
reported, though, he's not borne­
less. 

"I told them I felt like I was 
homeless, not that I was," '!yson 
said. 

Sitting in the gym's dressing 
room, with swear nmn;ng down 
his face and chest, he tries to 
explain a life lived in oonstant tur­
moil, always on the edge of disas­
ter. 

"I've come to the conclusion 
I've had a bad psychological opin­
ion of myself," Tyson said ''I 
never realized how many people 
were pulling for me, wanted me to 
do well. It was too much pressure 
for me. I didn't know how to han­
dle it. I wanted people to think I'm 
a nonnal guy. 

"I'm a maniac, but I'm a good 
guy," he added ''I don't know if 
the two intertwine, but that's the 
real deal." 

A contradiction? Sure, but 
Tyson's whole life bas been a con­
tradiction. 

On this day, he talked about 
living a nonnallife, taking care of 
his five children and giving up 
most of the vices that always 
seemed to distract him. 

He celebrated his birthday by 
taking a big bite out of a cake 
before it was even cut He thought 
about going to a strip club to cele­
brate, but then began wondering 
how his children would feel and 
decided against it 

He's living in a modest two­
bedroom house in Phoenix where 
he tends to his pigeons at 4 a.m. 
every day, then goes h.inning. The 
Bentleys are gone, there's no 
entourage to speak of and '!yson 
insists he's trying to live a clean 
life. 

"I'm trying not to say bad 
things about anybody, or use bad 
language. It's part of my habit of 
being a good person," he said. 

Asked how long that had been 
going on, '!yson replied: 

'1'bis is new, very new." 
'!yson 's latest comeback is dri­

ven by money - or, more specif­
ically, a lack of it A bankruptcy 
reorganization plan filed last 
month in New York calls for him 
to fight up to seven times over the 
next three years to pay off his 
debts. 

That plan still has to be 
approved by a judge, who might 
have some second thoughts after 
looking at Tyson's recent record. 

He's fought only twice in the 
last three years - getting knocked 
out by Lewis in eight rounds and 
knocking out Clifford Etienne in 
49 seconds - and has seemed to

The Floyd County Historical and 
Genealogical Society held a formal 
ceremony on SatUrday, July 3, to dedi­
cate an historical marker placed at the 
site where "Old Red," the old 
Prestonsburg Toll Bridge, once stood. 

The site is along Prestonsburg's 
Front Avenue, located just near the 
entrance to another of Prestonsburg's 
landmarks, Billy Ray's Restaurant. 

Members of the Society, special

guests. and the general public all gath­
ered at I p.m. to recall a bit of the his­
tory of "Old Red," along with noting 
the significance that the C&O 
Railroad played in the area's hi tocy 
during the early 1900s. 

The Prestonsburg Toll Bridge was 
the ftrst of its kind when constructed 
in 1908. Its 430 foot span was sup­
]X>rted by twin concrete pillars, which 
still survive today. Pedestrians and 
travelers used the bridge as connection 
to the C&O Railway system, and to 
the town of Prestonsburg. "Without 

this bridge, why. the history of 
Prestonsburg would have been very 
different," said Marshall Davidson, 
Society member and well-known 
Prestonsburg attorney, now retired. 
"And without C&O Railroad, the 
town of Prestonsburg would have 
been cut off and isolated from the rest 
of the country,'' he said. 

The bridge. which spanned the 
l..evisa Fork of the Big Sandy River, 
earned its nickname becau e of the 
red paint which was used to adorn it. 
''Old Red" opened for foot passengers 

and vehicles on January 6, 1908.just 
behind the entry of C&O Railway to 
the area in November, 1904. C&O 
was a leader in passenger travel in and 
out of the area until the introduction of 
the automobile. Many older Aoyd 
Countians easily recall traveling, by 
passenger train, to cities such as 
Louisa, Cattletsburg. and Ashland for 
a day of shopping before embarking 
on the return trip, again via C&O, to 
Aoyd County.

regi:,tries for dogs. The best 
known multiple-breed registry 
is probably the American 
Kennel Club, or AKC. Other.~ 
include the United Kennel Club, 
the Universal Kennel Club, the 
Canadian Kennel CJllli!, the 
Continental Kennel 'Db and 
the Federation Cynofiigique 
Intemationale (1 may have 
spelled that wrong, but it's the 
best I can do!) The main reg­
istry in Britain is known simply 
as The Kennel Club. (A note 
here: the term "kennel club" 
may or may not mean tbe orga­
nization is a registry body. For 
example the Eastern Kentucky 
Kennel Club is a local dog club, 
not a registry, but they are afftJ­
iated with the AKC, which is a 
registry.) 

As if all this were not con­
founding enough, did you notice 
that two of the above organiza­
tions are abbreviated UKC, and 
two are CKC? No wonder the 
average pet owner is confused. 

Registry bodies are by no 
means created equal. The rep­
utable organizations were 
founded not only to keep track 
of individual dogs, but for the 
purpose of maintaining pure 
breeds as close to their ideal

standards as possible. They also 
provide educational materials, 
set rules for shows and perfor­
mance events, and they promote 
the welfare of all dogs. The 
most respectable registries are 
not-for-profit entities. 

I did some Internet searches 
on several of the dog registries, 
since I'm really familiar only 
with the AKC. Some organiza­
tions were very similar, and 
seemed to vary only in small 
ways- which breeds were rec­
ognized, how the breeds were 
grouped together, and some of 
the individual organizations' 
rules. Others appeared to me to 
be out for a quick buck, playing 
on the dog owner's ego. One 
even went so far as to comment 
that "people look down on 
unregistered animals". 

I found "registries" that 
required only that you send in a 
dog's name, color and gender, 
plus or minus photos (along 
with a fee, of course!). Many 
would register just about any 
breed, or sometimes combina­
tions of breeds. There were 
whole sections devoted to the 
"Poos"-you know, Cock-A­
Poos, Peke-A-Poos, Malti­
Poos. Occasionally your dog 
didn't even have to be all dog to 
be registered. Wolf-dog

If you just 
want to be able to say that you 
have a registered "wbatzit", 
then knock yourself out; there 
are more than enough organiza­
tions willing to take your 
money in exchange for a piece 
of paper. 

What really bugs me is when 
the term 'registered' is used to 
imply quality. It ain't necessari­
ly so! For example, I have two 
Dalmatians. Both were rescues. 
Desi has papers and a fancy 
name, and Ladybug doesn't. 
Neither of them would win in a 
show. Desi meets the breed 
standard better, while Ladybug 
has a more even temperament. 
At one time I had a beautiful, 
huge, unregistere~ male 
German Shepherd who would

knock your eyes out, and a 
spayed female with a multi­
generation pedigree who looked 
more like a mosquito than a 
dog, much less a German 
Shepherd. 

PaperS also don't mean any­
thing to the thousands of pure­
bred dogs euthanized in shelters 
each year. Many obedience 
competitors have adopted their 
pur~bred dog from a shelter, 
had it spayed or neutered, and 
obtained a special permit 
(called an ILP) from the AKC 
for performance competition. 
This is also an option with sev­
eral other organizations. The 
reputable ones always require a 
dog whose parents and ancestry 
are not known to be spayed or 
neutered. This is not just snob­
bish-knowing a dog's genetic 
history can be a matter of life 
and death when trying to rid a 
breed of a genetic disease or 
defect. 

I hope this helps clear up 
some confusion. If you plan to 
buy (although I would suggest 
checking out your local shelter 
first!) a purebred puppy, do 
your homework, buy from a 
serious and reputable breeder, 
and ask questions. Know what 
you are getting-buyer beware!

The new bridge replaced the need 
for "Old Red" and it was closed to 
traffic in the 1930s and dismantled 
in 1938. 

C&O continued its role in pas­

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Always on the move 
The global ocean is in con­
stant motion. Gravity pulls at 
the water, creating the rise 
and fall of tides. Wind and 
earthquakes result in waves 
and whitecaps breaking on 
the surface. Currents move 
through the sea like underwa­
ter highways. Even the ocean 
floor is in motion. 

Making waves 
Most waves are the result of wind 
moving over water. The size of a 
wave depends on wind speed and 
how long and far the wind blows. 
Some waves are caused by the 
movement of tectonic plates below 
the sea floor. Called tsunamis, or 
tidal waves, these waves can 
move across an entire ocean, 
reaching speeds of up to 600 mph 
(970 kmph). 
Ocean waves move up and down, but 
not forward. Just like when you tie a 
rope to a pole and shake it - the rope 
ripples, but does not move forward.

Tides are the rise and fall of the 
oceans caused by the gravitational 
pull of the moon and the sun. 
Because the moon is closer, 
its pull has more influence on 
tides than the sun. Generally, there 
are two high and two low tides 
every day (lasting for about 6 
hours each). Spring tides happen 
when the sun, moon and Earth are 
in a straight line, causing the tides 
to rise and fall more than usual. 
Neap tides do not rise or fall as 
much as usual. 

The sunlit zone 
Most of the animals that live in the 
sunlit, or epipelagic, zone are , 
strong swimmers. They have to be 
m order to cope with strong surface 
currents. This zone extends from 
the surface to 656 feet (200m). 

Weedy 
sea dragons 

are considerably larger 
than their cousin the dwarf 

sea horse, growing up to 
18 inches long (46 em). 

Dwarf sea horses and weedy 
sea dragons are spiny, fish­
like creatures that resemble

Plankton 
Plankton are the basic food of the 
sea. These tiny, often microscopic 
organisms travel with the currents 
and provide more than 90 percent of 
the food eaten by fish and other 
marine life. 
The two main types of plankton are 
tiny plants called phytoplankton that 
travel in ocean currents, and swim­
ming animals, such as water fleas 
and jellyfish, called zooplankton. 
Phytoplankton use the sun's energy 
to make food out of sunlight in a 
process called photosynthesis. 
Scientists estimate that phytoplank­
ton make more than 60 percent of 
the Earth's oxygen. 
Zooplankton feed on phytoplankton. 
Then larger zooplankton eat the 
smaller zooplankton and these in 
turn provide food for larger crea­
tures. Some zooplankton are plank· 
ton all their lives; others change into 
larger adult sea animals.
