29 arrested as latest 
drug roundup begins

Law enforcement agencies joined together 
Wednesday for another roundup of drug dealers in 
Floyd County. 

The latest roundup was the culmination of 
undercover investigations by Operation UNITE, 
Kentucky State Police, the Prestonsburg Police 
Department and the Floyd County Sheriff's Office. 
The Kentucky Attorney General also had represen­
tatives on hand. 

Lee Weddington, Task Force Supervisor, aid. 
"We all Joined together to get the job done. In order 
to solve the problem, you have to work together on 
it." 

All the agencies working together Wednesday 
did make some major accomplishment by arrest­
ing 29 of 45 alleged dealers wanted by police. 
There were seven teams, each consisting of sever­
al police units, that divided up and covered all cor­
ners of the county with warrants for 45 people. 

"These 45 arrests will result in a safer commu­
nity for Floyd County," said Karen Engle, execu­
tive director of UNITE. "We are sending a message 
to all the drug dealers in eastern and southern 
Kentucky: We will find you and we will put in an 
effort to eliminate the drug supply in the area."

One gentleman who was 
delivering inventory to the store 
sat down on the step of his truck 
and watched patiently as law 
enforcement did their jobs.

Martha Stewart has been sentenced to 
five months in prison, five months 
under house arrest, and a $30,000 fine 
for lying about noncriminal activity.

Former world chess cham­
pion Bobby Fischer may be turned over 
to U.S. authorities by the Japanese gov­
ernment for his I 992 defiance of a ban 
on travel to Yugoslavia, site of his 
rematch with Ru sian chess great Boris 
Spassky.

Kerry: Patriot or 
traitor? 

Benedict Arnold, of Connecticut, was 
an American patriot and a hero at 
Saratoga early in the American 
Revolution. However, this fact was can­
celled when he became a traitor later in 
the war. 

I served in a recon platoon and three 
infantry rifle companies during three 
tours in Vietnam. In 1971, I was wound­
ed for the seventh time. 

In 1971, John Kerry was working 
with Jane Fonda, aiding the enemy that 
we were fighting. They were burning 
American flags and carrying pictures of 
Ho Chi Minh and communist flags. The 
next year, propaganda posters could be 
found all over Vietnam's jungles of 
Fonda wearing an enemy uniform and 
manning an anti-aircraft weapon in 
Hanoi, and of Kerry leading a demon­
stration in Washington. 

U.S. attorneys possess powers that 
would put the inquisition and Star 
Chamber to shame. Insider trading is a 
hopelessly vague legal concept that has 
been applied in bizarre cases. Whether 
or not Stewart lied when she spoke to 
investigators, it is certain that she knew 
she was entering a legal Twilight Zone 
in which anything she said could be 
used against her.

The resulting 
arrest is thus backed up by 
strong evidence which makes 
for a high instance of prose­
cutable cases. 

Prestonsburg Police Chief 
Mike Ormerod took the podi­
um and announced that the 
Floyd County Drug Task Force 
will be joining UNITE from 
here on in. UNITE will be 
happy to get Task Force leader 
Stan Farler, who has rounded 
up a fair amount of drug deal­
ers and delivered all of his 
cases to the Commonwealth's 
Attorney's Office with strong 
audio, and often video, evi­
dence.

The majority 
of the indictments acted on for 
this roundup involved abuse of 
prescription drugs.

PRESTONSBURG - A dec­
laration of competency for a 
Johnson County resident facing 
20 or more years behind bars for 
a 2003 car crash led attorneys to 
the bargaining table yesterday. 

Dr. Steve Simon, director of 
the Kentucky Correctional 
Psychiatric Center, testified by 
telephone during a hearing for 
Anita Kimbler, concluding, for 
the second time, that she is com­
petent to stand trial. 

Charged with two counts of 
first-degree assault, driving 
under the influence, second­
degree drug possession and no 
insurance, Kimbler, of Nippa, is 
also cited as a persistent felony 
offender, which could enhance 
her sentence to more than 20 
years. 

She was arrested following a 
January 2003 accident that sent 
Johnson County Judge Daryl 
Sparks to Cabeli-Huntington 
Hospital with serious injuries, 
including a broken leg. 

Kimbler, who was released 
from KCPC on July 6, is diag­
nosed with several different dis­
orders including post-traumatic 
stress syndrome, personality dis­
order and manic depression, Dr. 
Simon testified, but she is 
knowledgeable of the legal stan-

dards surrounding her case. 
With no objections from the 

prosecution or Kimbler's attor­
ney, Bob Gainstine, Circuit 
Judge John David Caudill 
declared Kimbler competent to 
stand trial. As he proceeded to 
set the trial date, however, 
Gainstine requested to speak pri­
vately with Commonwealth's 
A ttomey Brent Turner - an 
attempt, he later said, to ''avoid a 
trial" in the case. They spoke 
privately in a conference room 
for approximately 20 minutes, 
during which time Kimbler sat 
stoically in tbe courtroom, hands 
quietly folded in her lap. 

Turner said after their return 
that no agreement was made 
because Judge Sparks was 
unavailable for comment on the 
matter. Caudill set a trial date for 
Nov. 15, but said he'd leave an 
option open for plea bargaining. 

Following the hearing, 
Gainstine declined to comment 
on whether he felt Kimbler 
would be found guilty by a jury. 
He did, however, voice his opin­
ion about the case. 

"There are a lot of aspects to 
the facts in this case," Gainstine 
said. "It's clear that an accident 
took place, there's no dispute 
about that. But there are unusual 
things with respect to the case 
that perplex me."

When Dale Earnhardt Jr.'s 
car burst into flames, television 
viewers got a frightening, up­
close look at the dangers drl vers 
face when they wreck. 

In-car camera shots showed 
Earnhardt surrounded by fire as 
he scrambled to unhook his seat 
belts and jump out of the burn­
ing Corvette, which he was dri­
vtng in a July 18 sports car event 
in Sonoma, Calif. 

Although the accident hap­
pened in a different car in a dif­
ferent series, the accident at 
lnfineon Raceway raised con­
cerns in NASCAR. 

"It doesn't happen often but, 
when it does, it gets everybody 

· thinking and the ideas come 
pouring in," said Gary Nelson, 
head of NASCAR 's research 

and development facility in 
Concord, N.C. "We've looked at 
different systems and made 
some rule chang~s in the past 
year that I think have helped on 
frre suppression. And we've 
made some great gains in fire 
prevention. But our goal 1s to 
eliminate the chance of fire." 

Perhaps, but there will 
always be potential for fire in a 
race car becau e of the fuel and 
parts that get hot under the vehi­
cles. 

Last year, after Cup drivers 
Ryan Newman, Ken Schrader, 
Dale Jarrett and Bobby Labonte 
were forced to scramble from 
burning cars in separate acci­
dents, NASCAR began requir­
ing a new fire extinguishing 
cylinder in the fuel cell area at 
the rear of the car in all of its top 
series. The system is triggered 
automatically in a fire, but it can 

also be started by the driver. 
N AS CAR also made changes 

to improve the fire-extinguish­
ing system in the driver's com­
partment. 

Earnhardt said he panicked 
for a second or two at Sonoma 
when he was unable to find the 
lever to start the fire-extinguish­
er system because he was unfa· 
m.iliar with the car. He never did 
find it and the car eventually 
burned to the ground. 

"When the car caught ftre, all 
1 saw was fire," he said. "I did­
n't even see where to go to get 
out. The fire was within the hel­
met and all around the visor ... I 
was just trying to find out how 
to get where the fire wasn't." 

Earnhardt was burned on his 
legs, neck and chin, and he 
needed a backup driver to finish 
last Sunday's race at New 
Hampshire. He is hoping to be

The accident reminded many 
in the sport that fire remams the 
biggest fear for most drivers, no 
matter what kind of car they 
race. Race historian Donald 
Davidson estimated that fire 
probably killed 80 percent of the 
drivers who died in race cars 
before the '70s. 

Technology has reduced the 
risks. The biggest improvement 
is the rubberized fuel cells 
developed for use in airplanes 
and helicopters during the 
Vietnam War to keep fuel from 
igniting when hit by snipers' 
bullets. Those fuel cells have 
been improved throughout rac­
ing by surroundmg them with 
fire-retardant foam.

There is al o a wide variety 
of fire-retardant clothing and 
underclothing to protect drivers 
from flre. Still, Newman said 
more needs to be done to keep 
them safe. 

"The type of extinguisher 
that we're u ing ts not ideal for 
the situation because it's a gas," 
he said. "You pull the pin on 
something that's a gas, while 
you're running 150 mph. you've 
got the air moving, so you're 
basically putting out a fire that's 
100 yards behind you. 

"If you had a liquid or a 
semi-liquid, something like a 
foam that could suffocate a fire, 
even if it covered the driver, it 
would still be better than sitting 
there and getting burned." 

Nelson said NASCAR is 
always looking for way· to 
improve safety, but he added 
that gas products, like Halon, 
always come out on top in test­
ing of fcre extinguishers.

Different Tyson prepares 
for latest comeback fight 
Friday night

LOUISVILLE - There's no 
entourage anymore, no angry 
tirades and no bizarre new tat­
toos. Mike Tyson is coming back 
once again, but this time he's 
aging, broke, and seemingly 
detennined to show his gentler 
side. 

On the verge of his fight with 
Danny Williams, Tyson can,.t 
even bring himself to say any­
thing bad about his opponent. 

"I'm trying to be a decent 
man," Tyson said Wednesday. 

Some might say it's way too 
late for that after years of watch­
ing Tyson self destruct. In a larg­
er-than-life career, he's become 
notorious by biting ears, serving a 
prison term for rape and threaten­
ing to eat Lennox Lewis' chil­
dren. 

Tyson returns to the ring 
Ptiday night for the first time in 
J..7 months more a freak show 
than serious heavyweight con­
t~nder. But, perhaps knowing his 
time is running out at the age of 
38, he seems detennined not to 
b1ow this chance. 
· "My future seems so much 

lJighter than my past," 'J)tson 
sllid .. l'm a different person than 
1 was 17 months ago."

The fight will be televised on 
Showtime pay-per-view, and if 
enough people buy it, Tyson will 
be able to pay off some of the $38 
million he owes to various credi­
tors. 

They won't be paying to see a 
heavyweight contender, though 
it's likely Tyson could be one in a 
few fights. They're paying to see 
the circus and potential train 
wreck that now sum>unds every 
'J)tson fight 

"It's the theater of it, the 
drama," Showtime executive Jay 
Larkin said. "He's a very com­
pelling, dramatic individual." 

Tjson didn't seem all that 
compelling at Wednesday's pre· 
fight news conference, unless you 
were the fan who walked around 
without his shirt on so everyone 
could see Tyson's face tattooed 
on his back. 

Instead, he was reflective, 
without trying to make sense of 
what became of a career during 
which he once reigned as the bad­
dest man on the planet. 

"I let the past die. I can't dwell 
on the past," 'JYson said. "If you 
dwell in the past you're going to 
be miserable." 

The fight is only the second 
for Tyson since he was stopped 
by Lennox Lewis in the eighth 
round in June 2002 for the heaVy­
weight title. But it's in big con­
trast to his February 2003 fight 
with Clifford Etienne that was 
bizarre even by Tyson standards. 

Tyson partied his way through 
training for that fight, then took 
the week off before the fight to 
get his face tattooed. He threat-

ened not to fight, but when he did 
he stopped Etienne in only 48 
seconds. 

••t don't even know how I 
made it to the fight," he said. 

Williams is hardly a step up 
from Etienne, in fact he's proba­
bly a step down. The British 
fighter has never fought in 
America and admitted 
Wednesday that sometimes he 
gets s0 uptight before a fight that 
he breaks down crying in his 
dressing room. 

Even the British bookies don't 
think much of the 31-year-old 
journeyman, perhaps noting that 
he was knocked out in the fowth 
round by Julius Francis, the same 
fighter who went less than two 
rounds with 'J)tson. They make 
Williams a 9-1 underdog. 

Still, Williams knows an 
opportunity when he sees it, and 
there's no one better to make a 
name off of than 'J)tson. 

"I've been brought over here 
as a knockover fighter for Mike 
Tyson," Williams said. "But 
they've made a mistake." 

Tyson doesn't seem all that 
concerned. He's been spending 
time caring for eight pigeons in 
his hotel room that an admirer 
gave to him, and seems to be 
detennined not to get too excited 
about the fight itself. 

Assuming he wins, Tyson will 
be on an ambitious schedule that 
could mean fights in September 
and December. It's all part of a 
plan to make him a serious 
heavyweight contender again, 
while at the same time replenish­
ing his bank account and paying 
off some of his creditors. 

"I don't know about any of 
that, I'm just looking forward to 
fighting Friday.'' 'J)tson said, 
adding: 

"Isn't it cool to be fighting 
Friday?"

Identifying what's need­
ed for the household, staying 
organized, and planning ahead 
of time truly helps to cut down 
on the chaos. By all means, 
make sure that you and other 
family members have fun and 
take the time to relax - it's 
excellent medicine for the soul. 
It is very important to avoid 
alcohol and drugs, since they 
only cover up stress and usually 
makes stress worse. Be con­
scious of your feelings and talk 
with someone. Even though 
they might not be able to 
remove the stress, talking about 
what is bothering you often 
help us to see solutions. 

Now, back to the new high 
school student. You might 
inquire of your child making 
such a change, about how she 
feels, whether really excited or 
really nervous. You might men­
tion to her the possible sources 
of the stress she feels. She 
might feel lost and confused 
until she is more familiar with 
the situation. She is likely to 
feel sad that she is not with the 
same old friends and misses 
talking with them. She might 
be lonely and unhappy, while 
waiting to make new friends. 
Anxiety and fear are likely to be 
created by her concerns abo1,1t 
being able to deal with the new 
classes. Then, there is the usual 
huge concern of maybe not fit­
ting in with anyone. 
Sometimes, kids are concerned 
that their parents will expect 
more of them than they can do. 
Remind her that she likely to 
feel more tired and worn out 
from using all the energy need­
ed to start something new. 
Discuss with your child how 
she can perhaps tolerate the sit­
uation better by remembering 
there is a whole group of new 
people, not just her. Thus, she 
does not need to feel that every­
one is staring at her. Encourage 
her to speak to someone by her 
imagining how relieved she 
would feel, if someone spoke to 
her. Talk about how her talking 
to someone could break the ten­
sion and give her someone to 
walk around with. Repeat often 
that she had been successful 
before in other schools with 
once new students and teachers 
and to give herself time. Also, 
encourage her to keep the posi­
tive aspects of being in high 
school in mind - more indepen­
dence, more variety in classes, 
some choice in what she wants 
to study. 

After doing whatever you 
can as a parent to reasonably 
support your child, recognize 
that your child might still need

A; Since the first week in 
August i celebrated in more 
than tOO countries around 

the globe as World Breastfeeding 
Week, this is a timely question. In fact, 
this year's heme -"Exclusive 
Breastfeeding: the Gold Standard -

Safe, Sound, Sustainable" - goes to 
the heart of your question. 

The period of exclusive breastfeed­
ing that's being referred to in this slo­
gan is, indeed, for six months. During 
this time the infant should receive only 
breast milk - from his or her mother, 
or a wet nurse, or expressed breast 
milk. The baby should receive no other 
food or drinks unless your doctor indi­
cates otherwise. 

So, you are right that at six months a 
baby is usually ready for some solid 
food. However, your daughter is cor­
rect that breastfeed.ing should continue 
beyond this point. According to many 
experts, it's a good idea to breastfeed 
for two years or more, with comple­
mentary foods. The child should still 

The benefits of continued breast­
feeding are supported by a great deal of 
solid research. For instance, babies 
breastfed for more than six months are 
three times less likely to develop child­
hood leukemia than those who were 
breastfed for a shorter period of time. 
Also, a Danish study found that babies 
who were breastfed for at least nine 
months had higher IQ test scores in 
their late teens and twenties. 

Other benefits of breastfeeding 
include a lower incidence of high blood 
pressure, respiratory infections. ear 
infections, diarrhea, juvenile diabetes, 
celiac disease, rheumatoid arthritis, uri­
nary tract infection, multiple sclerosis, 
and tooth decay. There is also substan­
tial evidence

It's the very best food for infants, and 
it's free. For anyone expecting, or the 
mother of a newborn, I'd encourage 
you to breastfeed for a minimum of six 
months, and up to two years whenever 
possible.
