addiction and traffickmg. H1s

to open loopholes for prospec­
tive manufacturers. 

According to state law, a 
''person is guilty of manufac­
turing methamphetamine when 
he knowingly and unlawfully 
possesses the chemical or 
equipment for the manufacture 
of methamphetamine with the 
intent to manufacture metham­
phetamine." 

White says this makes 
charging or prosecuting indi­
viduals who have realized 
ways around the language in 
that 1998 statute difficult. 

"You might have somebody 
who has all the components to 
make meth except one or two," 
White told enforcement panel · 
members. "Well. according to 
state law. we can't charge 
them." 

White asked that the law be 
looked at, and also took sug­
gestions from Oav1ess County 
Sheriff Keith Cain, one of the 
state's leading authorities on 
rnetb manufacturing. 

While Cain. who holds 
meth lab seminars across the 
commonwealth, was assisting 
White. in an adjacent room, 
Floyd County Schools Asst.

would sound after it passed the 
area," said Callahan. 

The siren. which is placed on 
top of the Prestonsburg Fire 
Department. ha evolved from 
its original purpose since it was 
purchased by the city in the 
19605 as a way to call out volun­
teer firefighters. 

"Years and years and years 
ago, we had this big siren on lop 
of the old firehouse to let us 
know when we had a fire," 
Callahan said. "That's how tllcy 
called us out." 

Callahan explained that the 
siren would ring once to notify 
firefighters that there was a ftre 
in Lancer; twice for a fire in the 
lower end of town; thret: times 
for West Prestonsburg: and four 
times for Goble Roberts area. If 
the siren rang five or more times, 
that meant rhe rescue squad had 
been called out to duty. he said. 

The siren wa moved to its 
new location in 1974, when the 
Preslonsburg Fire Station was 
built. 

Callahan said he began as a 
volunteer firefighter at age 14, 
sleeping at his West 
Prestonsburg home with his win­
dow cracked each night in order 
to hear the alarm. 

Callahan said the fire depart­
ment's .. wish list" now entails 
moving that siren to a tower on 
top of a centrally located hill in 
the city. where its warning could 
reach more people. 

The Lancer Fire station is 
equip~ with the arne type of 
siren.

LOUISVILLE - Health 
ofticials in Kentucky say they 
are seeing an increase in cases 
of HIV among young people as

State officials, who began 
collecting HIV statistics three 
years ago, won't release the 
numhers, saying lhc data arc not 
accurate enough (O make sense. 
But clink workers and pharma-

cists arc reponing an increasing 
trend of HIV ca. es among 
younger and older Kenruckians, 
The Courier-Journal reported in 
Sunday's editions.

FRANKFORT- The Cabinet 
for Health anct Family Services 

nd local health departments 
will start regulating body pierc­
ing April I under a Jaw rcquinng 
registration and certification. 

The 2002 law requires per­
sons performing body piercing 
to become registered with their 
local health department nnd to 
obtain certification of the body 
piercing studio. 

Facilities that pierce only ear 
lohes using an ear piercing gun 
will be required to obtain a lim­
ited ear piercing studio certifica­
tion and a limited ear piercing 
registration for each person per­
forming the procedure, accord­
ing to Anita Travis with the 
Division of Public Health 
Protection and Safety. 

Local health department 
environmental health inspectors 
currently provide oversight for 
the tattoo program and will also 
provide oversight for the body 
piercing and limited ear piercing 
programs. 

This oversight will include: 
n The health and cleanliness 

of places of businesses, 
n Sterilization of body pierc­

ing instruments and equipment. 
n Procedures to prevent the 

spread of disease and 
n The registration process for 

body piercing and Jimited ear 
piercing artists and the certifica · 
t10n process for the body pierc­
ing and limited ear piercing stu­
dios. 

The body piercing studios 
will be inspected twice a year, as 
are the tattoo studios, and the 
limited ear piercing studios will 
be inspected once a year. The 
registration for the studio and 
those performing procedures 
will be posted in a conspicuous 
location within the studio for the

general public to view. 
Currently, there are 400 tattoo 
artists and 300 tattoo studios 
statewide. 

"The new law requires 
minors wishing to obtain a tat­
too or a body piercing to provide 
a written notari1.ed consent of a 
custodial parent or a legal 
guardian," Travis said. 

Tattooing and body piercing 
is prohibited on skin which has a 
rash, pimples, ,evidence of infec­
tion, open lesions, mole, sun­
bum, or manifests any evidence 
of unhealthy conditions without 
the written clearance by a physi­
cian licensed by the Kentucky 
Board of Medical Licensure. 

The regulation requires that 
each client be provided with 
wri tteo and verbal after care 
instructions that includes infor­
mation on the care of the tattoo 
or piercing, possible side 
effects, any activity restrictions,

Nationally between 850,000 
and 950,000 Americans now live 
with HIV, according to the fed­
eral Centers for Disease Control 
and Prevention. That's the 
largest number since the epi­
demic began more than two 
decades ago. 

A preliminary estimate by the 
CDC found that about 3,900 
Kentuckians had HIV at the end 
of 2002 - about twice the num­
ber who had AIDS. 

At the same time HIV is 
increasing in new age groups, 
both the virus and AIDS contin­
ue to afflict a disproportionate 
number of blacks. 

Kentucky AIDS cases among 
whites have risen 23 percent 
since 2000, while cases among 
blacks have declined slightly. 
But the number of AIDS cases 
per 100,000 for blacks is about 
seven times higher than the rate 
for whites and other races. 

Blacks make up 7 percent of 
Kentucky's population, yet 
accounted for 37 percent of 
AIDS cases diagnosed in 2001. 
the latest year for which such 
analysis is available.

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House sponsor of gambling proposal says unlikely bill will pass

FRANKFORT - The House 
·ponsor of legislation to bring 
casino gambling to Kentucky 
liaid Monday it's unlikely to 
pass during this sesston of the 
Ger.eral Assembly. 

Speaker Pro 1em Larry Clark 
said he met with hor~e racing 

industry officials Monday after­
noon and they could not agree 
on a plan. 

'There'll be no gaming legis­
lation as far as I'm concerned 
passed this session," Clark told 
reporters in his Capitol Annex 
office. 

Clark introduced legislation 
lhat would put to vote~ a pro­
posed constitutional amendment 

that would allow for casino 
gambling. His plan calls for as 
many as nine casinos throughout 
the state. 

Casino gambling would be a 
windfall for the tate that could 
bring in more than $437 million 
each year, Clark has said. 

But industry officials could 
not agree on a plan, Clark said. 
Particularly, the industry would 

not agree to a provision that 
would allow local communities 
to have the final say whether 
they wanted a casino. 

'they also were unable to 
agree on terms that would have 
Churchill Downs build a casino 
in downtown Louisville, Clark 
said.

FRANKFORT- State law­
makers are considering a bill 
that would make it a felony to 
n1anufacture methamphetamine 
around children. 

A proposed Senate bill 
would create a separate offense 
for exposing a child to a lab or 
the highly toxic chemicals used 

to produce methamphetamine. 
"On a number of occasions 

we have taken children from 
houses where manufacturing is 
going on," said Sgt. Jim 
Acquisto, a Daviess County 
sheriff's detective who has 
joined other law enforcement 
officials in support of the bill. 

It sets up various penalties 
- one to five years if the child 
is exposed but isn't injured; 
five to 10 years if the child is 
injured; 1 0 to 20 years if there 
is a serious physical injury; and 
life in prison or the death 
penalty if the exposed child 
dies.

FRANKFORT 
Firefighters were the focus of 
legislation passed by the House 
Monday that would improve frre 
department funding and fire­
fighter training. 

House Bills 435 and 436 
would help paid and volunteer 
fire departments should the leg­
islation become law. HB 435, 
which was passed 93-1, would 
allocate $1 million from the 
state Firefighters Foundation 
Program Fund each fiscal year 
for firefighter training. The 
same amount was allotted from 
the fund each year from 1992 to 
2001 to provide revolving low­
interest loans to volunteer 
departments for major equip­
ment and construction. 

HB 436, which was passed 
92-0, would increase state aid to 
volunteer departments from 

$8,250 to $10,000 per year if at 
least 50 percent of the depart­
ment is IFSAC I (International 
Fire Service Accreditation 
Congress) certified, or up to 
$11,000 if at least 50 percent is 
IFSAC IT certified. The IFSAC 
accredits international, national, 
and regional frre service certifi­
cation programs, with special 
emphasis on examination proce­
dures. 

HB 436 would also provide a 
$3,000 salary supplement to 
each Kentucky ftre and rescue 
training coordinator employed 
by the Kentucky Community 
and Technical College System 
and each civilian ftrefighter 
employed by the Kentucky Air 
National Guard who meets 
rraining requirements. 

Both bills now go to the 
Senate for its consideration.

Host ·couldn't believe 
the dirt' i his auancv

FRANKFORT - Jim Host 
says his first day at the office as 
Gov. Ernie Fletcher's secretary of 
commerce was an eye opener. 

"I couldn't believe the dirt and 
the filth and the condition of the 
o ces," Host told The Associated 
Press. He said he had to quickly 
set about .. changing the culture" of 
a sprawling and newly reorga­
nized agency. 

Employees were told that their 
new boss expected offices to be 
clean. He expected hir; employees 
to be at work on time and to be 
cleanly dressed. "Just do the right 
things," Host said. 'That's all 
we' re asking people." 

But, according to Host, the 
grimy offices were metaphorical. 
J n a wide-ranging interview with 
the AP, Host said his new domain 
- made up mostly of the old 
Tourism Development Cabinet 
and its J?epartrnent of Parks -
was rife with inefficiency and 
deeper problems. 

Host said there was "huge evi­
dence" of sexual harassment in the 
parks department and that be 
expected to document three to four 

cases. There was cheating on time 
sheets. There was theft of state 
property. The agency was top­
heavy with employees but had a 
miserable record for minority hir­
ing. 

All cabinet employees in 
Frankfort were required to sign a 
policy statement on harassment. 
One employee has since been fired 
for making racial slurs, Host said 
The tolerance level is zero. 

"J told them if they got caught 
stealing anytlnng, and tl was docu­
mented. they'd be immediately 
fired," Host said ''There will be 
no second chance. I'll take my 
chance with the merit system," the 
civil service protection for state 
government employees. 

Taking a chance would be 
nothing new for Host, who gained 
a national reputation in marketing, 
especially sports marketing, 
through Host Communications, 
the company he founded in 
Lexington in 1971 after losing an 
election as the Republican nomi­
nee for lieutenant governor. Prior 
to that, be was Gov. Louie Nunn's 
commissioner for public informa­
tion- more marketing.

House leader: 
More money found 
for school raises

FRANKFORT The 
House's version of a budget will 
give more money for public 
chools and bigger raises to 

school employees and state 
workers than Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher proposed, ranking 
House members said Thursday. 

"1 believe teachers and state 
employees are going to be pretty 
pleased with what we've 
found," Speaker Jody Richards 
said after he and other legisla­
tors met with Fletcher. 

The House appropriations 
committee, which has held hear­
ings on Fletcher's budget, is to 
finish assembling its version 
Friday. The full House would 
vote on it as early as Tuesday. 
then send it to the Senate for 
another round of hearings. A 
final version would be negotiat­
ed by House and Senate confer­
ees. 

"We think it's an improve­
ment over the governor's bud­
get, and the No. l priority is 
education," Rep. Harry 
Moberly, chairman of the appro­
priations committee, told 
reporter . 

The governor's budget, a 
$14.9 billion spending plan for 
the biennium that begins July 1, 
would give Jess money for some 
education programs that are not 
part of the state's basic school 
funding formula. 

The budget also provided 
raises of 1.5 percent in the frrst 
year and 3 percent in the second 
to state employees and class­
room teachers. Other certified 
school employees - superin­
tendents, principal , counselors 
and librarians - were left out. 

School districts were expect­
ed to pay the first year's raise,

able to offer high-speed 
fntemet services at a low cost, 
Cinelli said.

An "enhancement" of the 
raises would come from tate 
dollars, not local dollars, he 
said. Richards did not say where 
the money was found, except 
that it came from "a Jot of dif­
ferent places."

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Whale back when 
Most historians believe that in prehistoric 
times, coastal people from all over the 
world probably killed and ate beached or 
stranded whales. The Norwegians are 
thought to be the first to hunt whales at 
sea. Four-thousand-year-old rock carvings 
in Norway depict whale-hunting scenes. 

The Basques 
The Basque people of southern France 
and northern Spain hunted whales in the 
Bay of Biscay in the 10th century. These 
early whalers used small boats and worked 
close to shore. They speared whales with 
harpoons attached to ropes until the ani­
mals eventually died, and then towed them 
to shore. By 1200, a commercial market for 
whales was established, 
and larger ships carried 
the smaller boats farther out 

· to sea. Whalers carved up the 
dead whales in the water and 
then lifted the whale blubber (fat) 
and baleen (long, bony plates in a 
whale's mouth) up to the larger ship. 

Basque whalers hunted a particular 
kind of whale. This whale was pre­
ferred because it was the right size, 
slow moving, had large amounts of 
baleen and floated when killed. It 
became known as the "right whale." 

Whaling's heyday 
By the 17th century, many nations compet­
ed for rich whale-hunting grounds. For the 
next 200 years, whalers expanded their 
operations and made huge profits. Dutch 
and English whalers preyed on bowhead 
whales around the islands of Svalbard 
(north of Norway). Within about 100 years, 
they killed all the whales in this region and 
began to hunt elsewhere in the Arctic. 

North America 
North American colonists hunted whales off 
the Atlantic coast during the 1600s. At first, 
they favored right whales, but during the 
18th and 19th centuries, spenn whales 
became the whale of choice. Whalers 
collected the pale yellow sperm 
oil from the head 
and blubber to 
make lamp oil and 
lubricants. Sperma­
ceti, a waxy oil 
found in the sperm whale's head, was 
used to make candles. AmbergriS came 
from the whale's lower intestines. Whales 
often vomited ambergris, and chunks of 
it could be found floating or washed 
ashore. Ambergris was used as a base 
for expensive perfumes and was worth its 
weight in gold. 

Whaling expanded to the Pacific Ocean, 
and between 1820 and 1850, the American 
sperm-whaling industry thrived on both 
coasts. The industry had a fleet of more 
than 730 ships and employed more than 
70,000 people. About 10,000 whales were 
killed each year. 

When the Calijomia gold rush began in 
1849, many people abandoned the sea for 
gold digging. By the end of the century, 
petroleum replaced spermaceti and sperm 
oil, and the whaling industry took a dive.

Whalers with time 
on their hands 
sometimes etched 
pictures into Whale 
teeth or bone. This 
art form, called 
scrimshaw, was first 
practiced by the Jnuit 
{Eskimo) people Of 
the far north. 

Commercial whalers did not hunt 
whales for food, but the demand 

for whales in the 19th century was 
as overwhelming as the number 

of products created from them. 
Bones and baleen were used to 

make fashionable corsets, 
umbrella ribs, canes, brushes 

and knickknacks. Blubber was 
refined into candles, lamp 011, 

margarine, soap, cosmetics, 
medicine and motor lubricants.

Modern whaling 
Whaling techniques changed very little for 
about 700 years. But in the mid-1800s, 
commercial whaling began to use modem 
inventions to assist in the hunt 

1852 -The bomb-lance, an explosive 
harpoon, was invented. This deadly harpoon 
allowed the whalers to keep a safer distance 
from the whale. 

1857- Steam engines were incorporated 
into whaling ships. This increased the speed 
and safety of the ships. But traqitional 
catchers, or rowing 5oats, were still used. 

1863- The first steam catcher was buitt 
by Svend Foyn, a Norwegian sea captain. 
It was an 82-foot (25m) schooner that 
combined open rowing and the steam 
engine. The speed and maneuverability 
of these boats greatly increased the danger 
to whales. 

1865- The darting gun was a highly 
accurate harpoon that exploded when 
embedded in the whale. 

1868- The mounted harpoon gun was 
another invention of Svend Foyn. It fired 
from a cannon-like device onboard a 
whaling ship. (A modem form of this gun is 
still used by whalers today.) 

Whaling cleats/spurs 

1925 - The factory ship was home to a 
crew of about 400 men and a fleet of about 
12 catcher boats. As the name suggests, it 
was a floating processing plant, which 
allowed the whalers to stay out at sea for 
longer. These vessels used aircraft. and 
later sonar, to find and track the whales. 

Conservation & conflict 
The excessive killing during the 1800s and 
early 1900s severely damaged whale 
populations around the world. 
The International Whaling Commission 
(IWC) was established in 1946 to regulate 
the whaling industry and to protect whales 
from over-hunting. 

In 1982, the IWC voted to ban commercial 
whale hunting worldwide. By 1988, most 
nations had complied wi1h the ban, but in 
the 1990s, Norway and Japan resumed 
whale hunting, shielded by exemptions. The 
IWC allows whaling for scientific purposes 
and allows native 
peoples who have 
traditionally hunted 
whales for food to 
continue their 
hunts under 
specific guidelines. 
Norway says that 
whaling is a vital part International 
of their culture, and Whaling 
Japan claims it kills Commission logo 

whales for scientific reasons (but sells the 
meat commercially).
