Elizabeth Baldridge, in regard to 
a new rule banning sixth-grade 
students from hugging one 
another during the school day, 
McGuire suggested to his fellow 
board members that perhaps 
they should consider implement­
ing a new "dispute resolution 
process" in which the frustra­
tions of students and parents 
could be more easily addressed 
and brought to resolution. The 
students said that they had spo­
ken with their school principal in 
regard to the matter before 
deciding to come to the board 
with their complaint. 

McGuire suggested that one 
office within the school system 
could be designated as a means 
toward solving disputes before 
such disputes could become the 
focus ol potential lawsuits. 

"We need to create an avenue 
in which people could take their 
frustrations and address them ... 
I thjnk we would avoid law­
suits," McGuire said.

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McGuire said. "The attitude 
seems to be, ' We'll just let the 
board attorney take care of it and 
we 'U find out what really hap­
pened in three years."' 

As Stumbo banged her gavel 
in an attempt to bring order and 
to silence McGuire, he persisted 
for a moment longer saying, "I 
care about what happens to the 
kids." 

In regard to the statement 
made by the Adams Middle 
School students, Stumbo sug­
gested to the children that they 
speak to the members of the 
school's site-based council. 
Supt. Paul Fanning also directed 
the students to speak with Kerry 
Fannin, director of instruction, 
who was present at the meeting, 
about lheir concems. 

In a telephone interview 
Tuesday, Adams Middle School 
principal Jack Goodman said 
that he believed the "no hug­
ging" rule came about when 
another student almost fell in the 
hallway as a result of a group of 
girls hugging and obstructing the 
pathway. 

"It doesn't have anything at 
all to do with a message of not 
caring about each other," 
Goodman said. "It's just that the 
teachers, I believe, were afraid 
that someone would get hurt in 
the hallways.'' 

In a lerter handed out t9 board 
members Monday, the students 
said that children at their school 
were being punished for hugging 
by being made to write "l will 
keep my hands, feet and other 
objects to myself," 25 or more 
times. 

"They are taking away our 
freedom of expressing ourselves 
by hugging our friends and then 
punishing us for doing it," said 
Craft. "That's not fair."

hosted by Prestonsburg, it will 
expand tourism and revenue for 
the area. 

More than 150 people will 
compete in the event, scheduled 
tentatively for mid-June, and 
would bring with them more 
than $100,000 in touri m dol­
lars, Crum sajd, not to mention 
the expanse of future business 
that advenising alone would 
bring to Stonecrest. 

If Stonecrest hosts the event, 
KGA officials said it would also 
open the door to the opportunity 
for Stonecrest to host one of four 
other tournaments the 
Kentucky Mid Amateur, the 
Kentucky Two Man, the 
Kentucky Senior Amateur or the 
Kentucky Open - all of which 
are "totally dependent" on rev­
enues made during the Men 's 
State Amateur Tournament, 
Crum said. 

Another benefit to hosting the 
tournament would include the 
e:xtensive advertisement 
Stonecrest - and essentially, 
Prestonsburg - would receive. 
Those who donate courses to 
house the event are featured on 
the front cover of the annual 
Kentucky Golf Calendar, which 
is distributed to aU KGA mem­
bers and golf courses across the 
state. 

"You couldn't buy this kind 
of advertising." Prestonsburg 
Police Chief Mike Omerod said 
shortly before the meeting 
adjourned, a remark made sever­
al times by various members 
during the meeting. 

Another benefit would include 
the amount of revenue made for 
the city and Stonecrest from 
guest accommodations, with 
guests likely staying three or four 
nights in Prestonsburg or sur­
rounding areas . Those participat­
ing in the tournament would also 
likely visit up to three weeks early 
to test the greens before the game, 
officials said, and would likely 
bring their families with them. 

ln addition to obtaining spon­
sorship for KGA's expected Joss 
in revenue from a lag in registra­
tion, Stonecrest would have to 
close its doors to the public for 
three days during the tournament 
and provide accommodations in 
local motels for four or five KGA 
staff members, stipulations mem­
bers agreed are worth adhering to. 

James, supporting the event, 
suggested that the committee 
"tantalize" the KGA into schedul­
ing the tournament for dates that 
correspond with the opening of 
the Jenny Wiley Theatre and 
headlining shows at the MAC. A 
downside to that suggestion, 
however, is that hotels in the area, 
such as May Lodge, are already 
booked for that time. James said 
the committee would need to 
work fast to locate and book a 
"host" hotel to accommodate the 
estimated 200-to-300 people who 
may come to visit or participate in 
the event. 

"I'm for it, totally for it,'' 
James said, shortly before agree­
ing to call a special meeting with 
the tourism board to allow 
Stonecrcst to make fonnal request 
for assistance. 

James said he would help 
Crum draft a letter to present to 
the Bureau, which will be bud­
geting for 2005 within the next 30 
days.

Student drug testing is now an issue before school board 
members and, like many we imagine, we have mixed feel­
ings. 

It is true that Floyd County in recent years has become a 
hotbed of drug activity and some of that has certainly filtered 
down jnto the school system. It is also true that now, more 
than ever, every reasonable effort to prevent drug abuse by 
our children should be exhausted, and when that fails every 
attempt should be made to help drug-abusing children kick 
the habit. 

But the specter of randomly forcing those same children to 
submit to drug tests is one that leaves us somewhat uncom­
fortable. 

Part of that discomfort, to be certain, is that too much is 
unknown at this point, when the proposal is really noth~ng 
more than speculation. It is too easy now to think of worst­
case scenarios when the topic is wide open and no concrete 
policy has been proposed. 

But the real-world effects of drug testing are also a con­
cern, especially those that will last long beyond the school 
system's interest in a chjld. 

Everyone knows that some students are going to be hard­
core drug users who will grow up to burden society with 
escalating criminal and social costs. By the same token, other 
students will make better choices and will never come near a 
drug. 

But in the middle, in probably a far greater number than 
anyone realizes, are otherwise good kids who are going to 
make mistakes on the road to adulthood. One ill-timed mis­
take could jeopardize the educations and, by extension, 
future careers of teens who might otherwise have learned 
from their mistakes. Are we truly willing to stigmatize these 
children for the rest of their lives? 

Another concern about drug testing is its invasive nature, 
especially into realms that have nothing to do with school. 
Certainly, schools have every right to demand that students 
not use, possess, sell or be under the influence of drugs while 
at school or school functions. 

But Jet us return to our hypothetical, otherwise good kid, 
who maybe makes a mistake one S&turday night, and then 
gets flagged by a drug test in school a short time later. The 
test makes no distinction about whether the child used, pos­
sessed or was under the influence of drugs during school 
hours, but that child would still be punished as such. 

Under that example, wruch we will admit is quite con­
structed, a drug-testing policy seems to give far too much 
intrusive power to schools, granting them de facto parental 
status.

Social Security's finances 
showed little change. 

The deteriorating financial pic­
ture for the health care program 
for older and disabled Americans 
is a result, in part, of the new 
Medicare prescription drug law 
that will swell costs by more than 
$500 billion over 10 years, accord­
ing to the annual report by govern­
ment trustees. 

Provisions of the law that 
President Bush signed into law in 
December "raise serious doubt 

.,> about the gugtainability of 
Medicare under current financing 
ammgemenrs," the trustees said 

Social Security's projected 

insolvency date remained 2042. 
The 2019 gcrbroke date for the 

Medicare trust fund. which is 
devoted primwily to paying bene­
ficiaries' hospital bills, is seven 
years sooner than what the trustees 
projected last year. 

The trustees' report is the first 
official estimates of the long-term 
costs of the Medicare law. Like 
last year, the trustees said that pro­
jected lower tax receipts devoted 
to the program and higher expen­
ditures for inpatient hospital care 
also contributed to the growing 
fmancial problem. 

White House spokesman Trent 
Duffy said the rising cost of health 
care - and not the prescription 
drug program - are causing 
Medicare costs to swell. "It's 
health care costs - over 70 per­
cent," he said. "Not prescription 
drugs." 

Government officials have 
been predicting for years that the

Last year, Medicare's insolven­
cy date was moved up 10 2026 
from 2030. The proj~.:eted insol­
vency date for Social Security, on 
the other hand. was extended to 
2042, one year later than what was 
forecast in 2002. 

The 2003 report also projected 
that Medicare will h<JYe to begm 
dipping into its trust fund in 20 I 3 
to keep up with expenditures -
three years sooner than what was 
predicted in 2002. The tmstees 
said then that Social Security 
expenditures wiU tart exceeding 
tax receipts for the program begin­
ning in 20 18.

Teens aim to 'Kick Butts' March 31 
FRANKFORT - [n an effort 

to educate others, hundreds of 
teens across the state are planning 
Kick Butts Day activities -
events aimed at educating teens 
about the health risks of tobacco 
use, and alerting the public to the 
marlceting practices of the tobacco 
industry. 

Although Kick Butts Day -
March 31 - will fall during 
spring break for most Kentucky 
students, many areas have sched­
uled their activities before or after 
the early April school holiday. 

Currently, 34 percent of 
Kentucky high school students 
smoke; 15 percent of middle 
school students smoke. Both rates 
are well in excess of the national 
averages of28 percent and ll per­
cent respectively. To meet the 
Healthy Kentuckians 20 lO goals, 
current cigarette smoking must be 
reduced to 28 percent for high 
school students. 

"I'm glad to see our teens 
involved in helping to spread the 
word about the harm tobacco can 
cause," said Dr. Rice Leach, com­
missioner of the l)epartment for 
Public Health. "Teens don't real­
ize just how easy it is to become 
addicted by smoking just a few 

cigarettes before they leave high 
school. If we can encourage them 
not to start we can save lives and 
lower health care costs at the same 
tirne." 

Kick Butts Day is a national 
teen initiative to encourage teens 
to take an active role in choosing a 
healthier lifestyle - one that does 
not include tobacco use. Tobacco 
is the leading preventable cause of 
death in the United States. In 
Kentucky, nearly 8,000 die each 
year as a result of tobacco use. 
Every day more than 4,000 kids 
nationwide try their first cigarette; 
another 2,000 become addicted 
smokers. 

Across the state, teens will par­
ticipate in a variety of Kick Butts 
Day activities to increase aware­
ness of the effects of tobacco use. 
Some of those activities include: 

• Pike County students will 
receive a visit from "B utthead" 
who will tell them about all the 
smart reasons to maintain a 
healthy lifestyle. 

• Teens in Louisville will be 
cleaning up cigarette butts tossed 
out on sidewalks, park paths and 
roadways.

State Rep. Chuck Meade helps push 
state forward in first days of service 

In little more than a month of service, 
Rep. Meade has voted on a number of 
issues important to Floyd County and all of 
Kentucky. The most important, by far, was 
the budget the House of Representatives 
adopted earlier this month, and sent to the 
Senate for its cQnsideratiQn, 

Some of the House budget highlights include: 

• Raising per-pupil funding by more than 8 percent for the next two years. 

• Restoring cuts to academic programs, cut significantly in Gov. Ernie Fletcher's 
budget proposal. 

• Approving $50 million for new water and sewer projects in coal-producing counties. 

• Giving teachers and state employees 3 percent and 4.5 percent raises for the next two 
years. 

• Selling $250 million in bonds to do more state road projects. 

• Authorizing more than $280 million in projects for our public universities. 

• Spending more than $22 million for the next two years to operate the new Little 
Sandy Correctional Complex in Elliott County. 

Outside of the budget, Representative Meade has also compiled a long voting record 
on many of the other bills that have been approved by the House. Those include: 

• Supporting coal miners suffering from black lung, but who have had a difficult 
time getting their claims awarded. 

• Keeping sex offenders from even being able to step on the grounds of a school or 
day care, without written permission. 

• Clearing roadblocks so that more work can be done to tap coal-bed methane, 
which could be a tremendous new source of revenue for this region. It would also 
make mining the coal much safer. 

• Approving a bill that should make the health-insurance market more competitive. 
• Malting it a felony to traffic in the main ingredients used to produce 

methamphetamine. 

• Protecting young college students from being preyed upon by credit-card solicitors 
on campus. 

"A lot of decisions remain to be made between now and mid-April, when the Jegisla­
ture adjourns, so the next month will be anything but quiet and slow," Rep. Meade said. 
"I will continue representing the people of Floyd County as best as I can, taking their 
concerns into consideration, and fighting hard for the issues that affect their everyday 
lives. I take this opportunity to serve the public very seriously, and know how important 
it is for the people at home to have good representation." 

Rep. Meade stated, "I hope the people of Floyd County will let me know how they 
feel. because their views are crucial to the legislative process. I look forward to hearing 
from them."

He would have faced 25 years 
on both charges if he had been 
found guilty during trial, a fact IUs 
attorney, Stephen Owens, aid 
played a tremendous part on him 
entering a guilty plea to the charge 
yesterday.

Owen said when asked why 
Smith recounted his previous testi­
mony. ''He could get 10 to 20 
years for rape in the fJ.rsr and he· d 
have to erve at least 85 percent of 
that sentence if he was convicted.

Turner, who told The Floyd 
County Times he was relying on 
"pretty much'' the same testimony 
and eviden~ that was presented in 
the 2002 trial against Smith, told 
the jury that the man raped a 17-
year-old female Allen Central 
High School senior on New Year's 
Eve, 200 l. after following her 
home from the Speedway gas sta­
tion in Martin. 

Thmer told the jury that he'd 
.L bring in testimony of witnesses 
"~ who attended a party with the vic· 

tim that evening. as well as expert 
testimony from doctors, nurses 

and others who witnessed the vic­
tim's state of mind and health fol­
lowing the incident as weLl as red 
marks on her wrists he believed 
were cau. ed when she was bound 
by Smith in her car ,prior to the 
rape. 

Owens, combatting Turner's 
allegations. told the jur.y that 
Smith was a good and humble 
man who lived in and worked in 
the same location in Knott County 
for several years. Owens promised 
to bring in testimony from Smith's 
g1rlfriend of five years. Knott 
County Sheriff Ray Bowlin and a 
Knott County postmistress, who 
has known the man since he was a 
child, a character witnesses. 

Owens said that Smith. who 
had no criminal history record. 
never denied allegations that he 
had consensual sex with the vic­
tim, who is now 20 years old and 
lives on Spurlock in Martin.

Owens also said he'd bring in 
te timony from a stare clerk at the 
Martin Speedway, who would tes­
tify that she did not see Heather 
Watkins. a witness for the com­

The commonwealth opened ilc; 
case with testimony from the vic­
tim's gr.rndmother, Gabrielle 
Watson, of Little Mud, who told 
the court she talked her grand­
daughter into going to a New 
Year's Eve party in Bucks Branch 
and also testified as to the "ner­
vous and scared" behavior the girl 
displayed following the rape. 

Owens did.n 't cross-examine 
Watson, holding her, instead, in 
the witness room for possible 
future questioning, the same 
request he made after p~ ing the 
opportunity to cross-examine two 
of three other witnesses for the 
Commonwealth: Lynn Case, of 
Bucks Branc~ mother and parent 
chaperone to the New Year's Eve 
party, Robert Fitzpatrick, 20, and 
Amanda Vance, 20, both of 
Garrett 

Case testified that the victim 
attended the party, but that she 
wanted to get home shortly after 
watching the New Year's Eve ball 
drop to tend to her grandmother, 
who was ill. 

Vance testified that no drinking 
or drugs were used at the party and 
that she offered to allow the victim 
to spend the night, an offer she 
turned down because she had 
promised her grandmother she'd 
make it home after 12 p.m. 

Fitzpatrick testified that he 
attended the party and conversed 
with the victim, who he said he 
had a "crush" on and wanted to 
date. 

Testimony in the case wound 
down Monday with the question­
ing 

of Heather Watkins, 20, of 
Grurett, a h.igh school friend of the 
victim, who said she witnessed a 
man "glaring and staring" at the 
victim as she pumped gas at the 
Martin Speedway Station shortly 
after 12:30 a.m. 

Watson. who repeatedly 
answered "I don't know" or "I 
can't remember'' when directed 
with specific questions during 
cross-examination by Owens, said 
she witnessed the man staring at 
her friend. but didn't feel it was 
significant enough to warn the girl 
about it She also testified that she 
could onl) remember what type of 
truck the man was driving, and 
that she couJdn 't describe what he

When WatSOn seemed to con­
fuse descriptions of what she saw 
that night, Owens asked her to 
draw a picture of the gas station 
and the pump islands where the 
man and the victim were pumping 
gas. 

Doing , Watson recanted her 
own testimony that she initially 
gave, telling the jury that the man 
must have been putting gas in on 
the right side of IUs truck, rather 
than rhe left side as she originally 
te tified. 

WatSOn, who said she couldn't 
remember seeing the man pay for 
his gas or leave the station. said 
she left the station before the vic­
tim left 

The commonwealth redirected 
questioning to Watson concerning 
her testimony prior to Caudill dis­
missing court for the day Monday. 

Neither the commonwealth nor 
Owens asked Watson specifically 
if Smith was the man she saw at 
the station that nighL 

Jurors reconvened yesterday 
morning, only to find out that 
Smith had contacted the common­
wealth Monday night to change 
his plea in the case, wjth the com­
monwealth prepared to present 
testimony from the victim first 

f • Continued lrom p1 
thing yesterday morning. 

During an interview following 
the hearing, Turner said Smith ·s 
plea stands as vindication for lhe 
victim, who has been dubbed a 
"liar" for years regarding the rape 
allegations. 

"We had discussions before the 
trial started and he was unwilling 
to do what we desired," Turner 
said. "We did not expect him to 
change his mind as abruptly as he 
did, I but it's not unusual when 
somiOne charged with a crime is 
facing a significant sentence.'' 

After Caudill relieved the jury 
of its duties yesterday, Smith 
entered a non-conditional guilty 
plea to one count of fust=degree 
unlaWful imprisonment and was 
scheduled for fonnal sentencing 
May?.

PRESTONSBURG - Two 
men accused of attempted murder 
and wanton endangennent pleaded 
not guilty to charges stemming 
from an alleged 2002 incident in 
which they are accused of kidnap­
ping, threatening and attempting to 
murder a Tram resident 

Paul Roberts, 49, of Harold, 
and Neil Ratliff, 34, of Pikeville, 

represented by attorneys Ned 
Pillersdort and Robert Wright1 

respectively, entered not guilty 
pleas to the charges against them 
Friday. according to documents 
filed Monday in circuit court. 

Both men were indicted earlier 
this month, nine mon1hs after the 
cases against them were dismissed

The word "calendar" is denved from the 
Latin the word for "account book," which is 
cafendarlum. Itself a denvation of the 
anc1ent Roman word kalendae or 
caf~ndae, which was the first day of each 
month - the day on which celebrations 
and events were proclaimed. 

Keeping track 
II is not known exactly how long people 
have been keeping track of the pas­
sage of time by counting the days, 
months and years, but archaeologists 
have discovered 15,000-year·old cave 
drawings of what may be moon phases, 
and ancient African and European cal­
endar sticks believed to be more than 
30,000 years old. These bone sticks 
had notches carved in them that record­
ed the phases of the moon.

Lunar time 
Many anc1ent civilizations used the moon to 
mark events. It takes the moon about 291r.! days 
to travel around the Earth. This is called a lunar 
month. The earliest calendars were based on 
the 12 cycles of the moon. The Sumerians of 
Mesopotamia, and the ancient Egyptians, 
Babylonians, Chinese, Greeks and Romans also 
used lunar calendars. A lunar year is about 
354.36 days. Today, there are many cultures 
that stilt use a lunar calendar to plan events.

The marvelous Maya 
The most sophisticated and accurate 
calendar was developed in the Americas by the 
Maya. Mayan mathematicians and astronomers 
calculated the solar year to be 365 days with a 
difference of only seconds from what modem 
scientists have concluded.

The Mayan calendar had 365 days divided Into 
18 months of 20 days each, with an extra five­
day period called Uayeb at the end. The days 
of Uayeb were constdered to be very unlucky.

Seven days a week 
The ancient Babylonians are believed to be the 
first to divide a week into seven days. They also 
divided the day into 24 hours, the hour into 60 
minutes and the minute into 60 seconds. They 
named the days for the sun (Shamash), the 
moon (Sin) and five stars (which were actually 
planets). 

Our days are based on old Roman and 
Anglo-Saxon translations of some of their 
gods: Sun (Sunday), Moon (Monday} and 
Saturn {Saturday) came from the Romans, 
while the Anglo-Saxons contnbuted liw 
{Tuesday), Woden {Wednesday), Thor 
(Thursday) and Frigg (Friday).

Calendars can be thought of as a kind of clock that 
keeps track of days, weeks, months and years. 

Today, there are several different kinds 
of calendars in use around the world. 

Solar time 
Scholars believe that the ancient 
Egyptians were the first to use a 
mainly solar calendar. The lunar 
calendar was always 1 0 or 11 days 
short of a seasonal year. Based on 
the earliest corresponding date 
they could find, historians believe 
the Egyptians began using a solar­
based calendar around 4236 B.C. The three seasons 

of the Egyptian year 
Qn terms of the Gregorian calendar). 
A solar year is about 365 days, the 
amount of time it takes for the Earth to travel around 
the sun (although the ancients believed the sun was 
traveling around the Earth). Their calendar had 365 
days divided into 12 months of 30 days each, with 
an extra five days added onto the end.

The amazing Aztecs 
The Aztecs built a mighty empire in the Valley of 
Mexico during the 1400s that continues to influ­
ence Mexican culture today. They built great 
temples and giant sculptures, and used a highly 
advanced 365-day solar calendar. The Spanish 
brought an end to the Aztecs' years of wealth 
and power in 1521 when they attacked and 
conquered Tenochtitlan (now Mexico City). 

Aztec days 
The Aztec calendar had 365 days divided into 
18 months of 20 days each, with an extra five 
days at the end of the year. This calendar 
worked for 52 years before it no longer matched 
the seasons. To compensate for this problem, 
they started a new calendar every 52 years.

Year of cohfusion 
In 46 B.C., Julius Caesar changed the lunar 
calendar to a solar one. The Julian calendar 
would have 365114 days, dMded into 12 months 
beginning in January. An extra day was added 
to February every three years (later corrected to 
four years). Caesar added 80 days to the year 
46 B.C. to get the seasons to align with the new 
solar calendar. The year 46 B.C. is known as 
annus confusionus- the year of confusion -
because it had 445 days instead ot 365. 

More changes 
The Julian calendar 
was used in Europe for 
more than 1 ,500 years. 

In A.D. 525, a Catholic 
monk calculated what 
he thought to be the 
birth of Jesus and 
created a Christian 
calendar where the 
year 1 B.C. ("before 
Christ) 'was followed by 
A.D. 1 (Anno Domini, 
l.atln for ,n the Year of 
Our Lord"}. 

In 1582, Pope Gregory 
XIII created the calen· 
dar we use most 
commonly today. It is 
called the Gregorian 
calendar. This calendar 
was designed to cor­
rect errors in the Julian 
calendar. The Gregori· 
an calendar year is 
very accurate and 
differs from a solar 
year by about 26 
seconds (one day 
every 2,500 years.) 

Pope Gregory XIII 

I~ took a long time for 
the Gregorian calendar 
to be adopted, and 
many countries 
continued to use the 
Julian calendar It was 
not used in England 
and North America until 
1752. Japan began to 
use it tn 1873. China 
adopted it in 1912, 
Russia in 1918 and 
Greece in 1924. Many 
countries use the 
Gregorian calendar 
for government and 
business only. 

Year of the monkey 
The oldest continuously used calendar in the 
world is the Chinese calendar (since about 
2637 B.C.). Ancient Chinese astronomers 
divided their calendar into 354 days with 12 
months of 29 or 30 days. Each year Is named 
for an animal, with the animal year occurring 
every 12 years. Last year was the Year of the 
Ram. The year 2004 is the Year of the Monkey. 
2005 will be the Year of the Rooster. The year 
starts at the second new moon after the begin­
ning of winter in the Northern Hemisphere. 
Thus, the Chinese New Year occurs no earlier 
than Jan. 21 and no later than Feb. 20. 

This traditional lunar/solar calendar is still used 
to identify the Chinese New Year and other 
special events, but modem China uses the 
Gregorian calendar in everyday business life. 

Islanric calendar 
The Islamic calendar is the religious calendar of 
all Muslims. This calendar begins with prophet 
Muhammad's flight from Mecca to Medina. This 
flight, called the Hegira, took place In A.D. 622 
on the Gregorian calendar. This lunar calendar 
has 12 months, each beginning at sunset on the 
day the moon's crescent is sighted.

Re:earch shows that one of the best way 
you can help your kids avoid drug use is by 
spending time with them. Here are some 
helpful suggestion for knowing what's 
going on in your child's world when they 
seem to close every door to you: 

Be a good role model for your kids.

3 ) Try to be home after school. The "'dan­
ger zone" for drug use and other risky 
behavior is between 4 and 6 p.m. lf you 
can, arrange to have flextime if it' avail­
able at your workplace. When your child 
will be with friends, make sure there is 
adult supervision.
