We have yet to meet, see or even hear about 
any candidate, anywhere in the world, promising to 
deliver more crime and corruption and fewer jobs and 
roads. 

Let's put it this way: Identifying a problem and saying 
you're against isn't really addressing the issue. It's called 
repeating the obvious. 

Beyond lip service to the issues, we also get a lot of the 
"my daddy is ... my mama is ... " which we have never 
really understood. What difference does that make? 
Should the person with the biggest family win by 
default? 

And all of the candidates support "family values" - as 
if there is some contingent somewhere seeking political 
power in order to rid the earth of families. But all fami­
lies have "values." Perhaps we should ask the candidates 
to clarify their positions by telling us which family's val­
ues they're talking about. Theirs? Ours? The Osbournes? 

But the truth is, the candidates just aren't telling us 
what they really plan to do. They offer no specific ideas 
for new laws or new programs. They don't tell us any 
particular bills they will propose or work to see passed. 
They just wrap themselves in warm, cozy ideas that are 
so vague, they couldn't possibly offend anyone. 

In these last few days before the election, we challenge 
all of the candidates to drop the rhetoric and tell us where 
they really stand on nuts-and-bolts issues. Give voters a 
real choice by telling us where you really stand, and let 
the chips fall where they may.

Did not fail 
children 

This letter is in response to 
Mrs. Stacye McQueen's letter 
to the editor last week. My 
name is Kimberly Hardy, the 
mother of the Hardy children. 
I have to say that while I 
found her letter very interest­
ing and personally quite 
humorous, it is very clear to 
me that she has no clue what 
she's talking about. 

She states that our family 
and Ms. Music "misled the 
public." This is simply untrue. 
If anything, there was more to 
this story that needed to be 
told. Yes, it is true that in the 
past, my husband and I did 
have some problems, most of 
which resulted from our own 
experience in the foster care 
system Mrs. McQueen so 
highly speaks of. 

If Mrs. McQueen is as 
experienced in her field as she 
claims, she should know that 
children separated from their 
parents and forced into the 
system are more likely to be 
drug abusers and more likely 
not to finish school, not to 
mention all the psychological 
trauma they have to endure 
while wondering where their 
parents are and the humilia­
tion of feeling unloved. 

As for the comment about 
having one child after another, 
we planned for each and every 
one of our seven children and 
they were and still are very 
much loved. 1 didn't know 
that it was a crime to have a 
big family. 

It was testified to in court 
by a certain so-called "dis­
gruntled social worker" that 
while in our care, the children 
excelled in their academics, 
bringing home many awards, 
"something they never did 
while in state's custody." Also, 

he states that the children 
were very happy and well 
taken care of while they were 
at home. 

What the public does not 
know about this case is that 
our oldest daughter testified at 
our February deposition hear­
ing that her former foster par­
ents and certain employees at 
the Cabinet for Families and 
Children put her up to telling 
lies on her mother and father 
by threatening to whip her 
with a belt if she ever told the 
truth. 

This was not the first accu­
sation of abuse while in state's 
custody by our children. One 
daughter also once told that 
her foster mother got on top of 
her and beat her on the head 
when she told her that she 
wanted to come home. My 
child was 5 at the time. Social 
services did a so-called inves­
tigation and found it unsub­
stantiated. They said a foster 
parent could never do such a 
horrible thing. But let that 
same child tum around and 
say her parents did that and 
they would have a one-way 
ticket to prison, end of story. 

These people are turning 
our babies into the future 
criminals and misfits of 
America.

The 
reality is that from day one, 
my husband and I have pub­
licly exposed them for the 
liars and cheats they really 
are. 

Saying that. I do realize 
there are some children out 
there that need to be removed. 
Our children are not among 
those. On any given day, just 
try to fmd a seat in the Floyd 
County family courtroom. A 
seat is nowhere to be found. 
Stacye McQueen cannot tell 
me every one there deserves

to be without their children. 
The truth is they started out 

hating my husband. He stood 
up to them, something that 
they are simply not used to. 
This is not the ftrst time that 
we have exposed them in the 
media. In August 2000, we 
did an article in The 
Paintsville Herald. The head­
line for that article was, 
"Abuse accusation creates liv­
ing hell for couple." That is 
truly when our hell began. We 
have been persecuted ever 
since. 

The sad thing is their hate 
for us for standing up for our 
children and wanting them 
back has turned imo a game to 
them. They could not care less 
for the welfare of the Hardy 
children. All they want to do 
now is win. That is all that 
matters to them. If anyone is 
being duped, it is the judicial 
system and the community 
that stands behind these peo­
ple. 

This Letter is not for all 
social workers. There was at 
least one that by the grace of 
God had morals and knew 
how to tell the truth. That man 
I truly believe was sent by 
God to our family. He quit his 
job because of the, and I 
quote, "unethical behavior of 
his coworkers to our family 
and five other families." But 
now they are calling him just 
another disgruntled social 
worker. 

I would love to tell the 
public all the evidence that we 
have against the Cabinet for 
Families and Children, but it 
would compromise our 
upcoming court hearings. ... 

Yes, we stood up against 
them, but they can never hon­
estly say that we did not fol­
low down to the letter every 
thing they asked us to do. We 
have never even met Ms.

This whole situation seems 
like a bad dream. We feel like 
we are in the land of Oz.

Food companies scramble 
to come up with new 
low-carb products

CHICAGO - Take a piece 
of pita bread, a little tuna, some 
olives and capers and - presto 
- it's a low-carb "sort of 
Mediterranean" pizza. The 
impact of the Atkins diet, the 
South Beach diet and other low­
carbohydrate eating plans is 
everywhere at this year's food 
industry show of new products. 

Food companies are trying 
hard to fit the current low-carb 
diet craze into their familiar 
product lines, and Margaret 
Dennis' easy-to-make pita pizza 
was just one contribution at the 
exposition organized by the 
Food Marketing Institute. Also 
on display were low-carb can­
dtes, cereals and salad dressings. 

In her white chef's uniform. 
Dennis, a culinary consultant to 
Del Monte, was handing slices 
to passers-by. On the pita bread. 
she spread a corporate-brand 
pizza sauce, added flavored tuna 
that Del Monte sells in a pouch 
for the quick-lunch crowd, and 
threw on olives and capers. 

And as long as the cook uses 
pita instead of standard pizza 
dough, the result will be a thin­
crust product with 12 grams of 
carbohydrate per slice, roughly 
half the carbs of regular 
Mediterranean-style pizza, 
Dennis said. 

Kellogg Co. h~ reformulated 
a version of its calorie-sparing 
Special K cereal to be low-carb 
as well. "Consumers are looking 
for a low-carb lifestyle," said 
Mike Greene, vice president of 
customer marketing. "It's about 
alternatives." 

Kraft Foods Inc. also is 
exhibiting shelves of carb-ori­
ented products, some already in 
stores and others waiting to be 
launched. Supermarkets now 
have four Kraft salad dressings 
without carbs. 

In June, consumers could get 
a steak sauce with one gram of 
carbohydrate per serving to 
slather on their At.ltins-approved 
meats. Also in June, Kraft will 
launch CarbWell cereals. And 
the company that put out 
SnackWell cookies in the days

when consumers only watched 
fat calories will expand the line 
with SnackWell's CarbWell 
cookies. 

Kraft is not putting all its 
htgh-protein, Jow-carb eggs in 
one basket. "For folks who are 
watching fat, there's the sugar­
free SnackWell as well," said 
spokeswoman Pat R1so. 

The food industry knows 
from experience it is subject to 
being swept by waves of diet 
fads. 

Michael Sansolo, senior vice 
president of the Food Marketing 
Institute, said the current dis­
taste for carbohydrates might be 
supplanted in a couple of years 
by avoidance of trans fats. 
Those substances have been 
linked with clogged arteries, and 
the federal government is begin­
ning to require that amounts of 
trans fats be listed on labels. 

The industry also knows that 
consumers want to go with what 
tastes good, regardless of the 
current craze. 

At the Hershey Foods Corp. 
exhibit, there were dishes of 
bite-sized, individual!) wrapped 
Carb Alternative candies. Matt 
Podhajsky, an associate market­
ing manager for grocery prod­
ucts. said Hershey also had cre­
ated a chocolate sauce with half 
the carbohydrates of its standard 
sauce. 

This does not mean that the 
traditional fully carbed choco­
late sauce will be driven off the 
shelves, Podhajsky said. 

"There's a lot of people who 
are looking for it just purely for 
that decadent value," he said. 
"Especially people with ice 
cream."

"missing" and Stanley had 
gained approximately $2,000 in 
cash, Justice said. 

Stanley told authorities that 
he borrowed the money, but that 
he wasn't "sure who he had to 
pay it back to," the citation 
says.

That's beginning to improve. 
Last year. 10,154 Kentucky stu­
dents were enrolled in AP class­
es, 50 percent more than in 
1999, she said. 

Kentucky has received the 
AP mcentive grant twice before, 
but this time it targets poor stu­
dents.

The American Medical 
Association and several other 
sources have consistently cited 
domestic violence as the num­
ber-one cause of injury to 
American women and we know 
that these injuries can be severe 
enough to result in death, either 
directly or indirectly. However, 
this type of fatality can be dif­
ficult to track is often le s con­
sistently documented. 

Statistics related to homi­
cide also vary. According to the 
Bureau of Justice Statistics. 
one-third of all women mur­
dered in recent years were 
killed by an intimate partner. 
Some researchers believe the 
percentage is higher, with one 
study relating as many as two­
thirds of female homicides to 
domestic violence (Flitcraft). 

Given the quantity, quality 
and intent of statistics avail­
able. as well as the diverse 
parameters of studies involved, 
it is important that they be used 
appropriately. Please accept my 
apologies for the oversight.

The aftermath of the event, 
which contaminated drinking 
water and land belonging to the 
plaintiffs, "suffocated" all 
aquatic life throughout 
Coldwater Creek and Wolf 
Creek and killed all animals and 
livestock who came in contact 
with it. 

''To this day, miles of affect­
ed creek bed remain mostly life­
less and filled in places with 
black goo dense enough to hold 
a stick upright," Kirk wrote in 
the su1t. "After a heavy rainfall, 
the affected creeks still run 
black, and with each flood the 
sludge which has settled on the 
creek bottom is redeposited on 
the floodplain." 

In addition to their negli­
gence in causing the event, the 
defendants are also being cited 
in the suit for causing signifi­
cant damages to property during 
the subsequent "cleanup effort," 
and for causing emotional dis­
tress to plaintiffs. 

"Many still cope with 
heightened levels of anxiety 
due to the concern that the 
impoundment may fail again,'' 
the sult says. 

Since the 2000 spill, several 
state and federal agencies have 
taken action against Martin 
County Coal for its responsibil­
ity in the impoundment break. 

Immediately following the 
spill1 the Kentucky Department 
for Surface Mining 
Reclamation and Enforcement 
issued four notices of noncom­
pliance against the company. 
They were also sued by the 
Department of Water that same 
year. 

Since the 2000 spill, MCCC 
has paid millions in fines to the 
Natural Resources and 
Environmental Protection 
Cabinet, the Kentucky 
Department of Fish and 
Wildlife, and West Virginia's 
Department of Environmental 
Protection. 

On Feb. 13, 2001, the 
Kentucky Department for W 
Surface Mining Reclamation 
and Enforcement concluded 
that the coal barrier between the 
impoundment and the adjacent 
underground mine "fell short" 
of the minimum required and 
was only 10 feet thick in some 
places, hardly the thickness 
needed to hold back the 2 bil­
lion gallons of water in the 
impoundment.

Our State and County have numerous problems. As a 66-year-old CPA 
drawing Social Security.

Executives for Anthem Health Insurance received bonuses of $76,100,000 
last year, and many US citizens can't afford health insurance or the cost of 
needed drug prescriptions. 
2. Minimum Wage Increase: I would recommend a minimum increase of 
$1.00 per hour adjusted annually based on the cost of living index. Our 
politicians probably have no concept of living on $206 per week before 
deductions. 
3. Tax Modernization: The state needs to have a truly tax modernization. 
First, individuals should receive the same standard deduction and credit 
for exemptions as the federal government. After that, the tax rates should 
vary from 1% on the flrst $10,000 of taxable income to 10% on any taxable 
income over $200,000. Bush and Fletcher's "bleed down" economics won't 
work. It was tried by Bush Sr .• and Reagan, and failed. 
4. Drug Abuse Prevention: Action and not lip service. My wife and I pre­
pared a proposal for an after-school drug prevention program. The state 
approved $1,425,870 for a community center to "be used to establish and 
promote substance abuse programs for elementary and high school stu­
dents" per the budget passed by the 2000 General Assembly. The money 
came to Floyd County Fiscal Court. If elected as your Representative, 
my first priority will be to have the State Police concentrate on locating this 
building. 
5. Work Programs: I think the State should establish WPA-like work pro­
grams for the unemployed. Any able bodied person would have a job with 
medical benefits, along with a livable wage. People unable to work 
would draw State Assisted benefits. It is an indictment of any system when 
people get more money and benefits by not working. 
6. State Budget: Our state needs a budget, however, after watching 
Senator Williams on KET, I am not sure one can be passed by both houses. 
The House of Representatives (controlled by Democrats) should send a rea­
sonable budget to the Senate and let them take the fallout, if they 
fail to act.

What J 
discovered is that I know a lot 

I tend to lump all tick 
together as having the potential 
to spread disease to animals and 
humans. and I guess that's just 
as well. Better to err on the side 
of caution. Our first priority is 
to prevent infestation of pets 
and their people, and our second 
line of defense i to get rid of 

Ticks are not insects: they 
belong to the subclass Acari, 
which also includes the various 
mites. Plam insecticides won't 
kill them-you have to have 
something that has acancidal 
properties, so you have to be 
careful when you select a tick 
medication for your pet. Some 
agents (an example is the pre­
scription product Frontline®) 
have effects agalnst both tleas 
and ticks. Others are strictly 
effective on ticks. An example 
here. again available only by pre-

Still 
other products are combinations 
of anti-flea and anti-tick med­
ications. 

I can' t say this often enough; 
whatever you select-READ 
THE LABEL! Follow the 
directions to the letter and if it 
says "Do not use on cats", then 
don' t! 

Ticks can carry a number of 
diseases that can affect animals 
and/or humans. Among these 
are Lyme Disease, Rocky 
Mountain Spotted Fever, and 
Tick Paralysis. Although the 
chances of contracting any of 
these are fairly low, there is a 
definite risk. I ' ll put it in per­
spective from my own experi· 
ence. I have practiced for the 
better part of 22 years. In that 
time I have handled more ticks 
than I could possibly, count 
(yes, I pull them off by hand; 
yes, I know better), and have 
never had a problem. My hus­
band, Pat, on the other hand 
actually contracted Lyme 
Disease, probably during a trip 
we took to Northern Ohio, 
where we spent some time in 
the woods watching deer. I 
don' t know if it was just dumb 
luck, or whether I have built up 
some sort of tolerance over the 
years. 

When it comes to animals, I 
have seen one confirmed case 
of Lyme Disease in a dog, 
which had been bunted in 
Wisconsin. It doesn' t seem 
prevalent here. but I'm sure it 
exists at some level. 

A much more common prob­
lem we see is Tick Paralysis. 
Some years we see few, if any 
affected animals, even when 
ticks are plentiful. Other years,

one case follows another. I 
don't know what accounts for 
the difference. 

Tick Paralysis is caused by a 
neurotoxin produced by ticks 
and introduced into the host's 
body by a tick bite. More than 
twenty pecies of ticks report­
ed.Jy are capable of producing 
the condition. I have never 
seen this in anything except 
dogs, but according to the liter­
ature, cats can rarely be affeGt­
ed-Maybe beGause they are 
more efficient at grooming and 
remove most of their ticks? 
Apparently people, especially 
children are also at risk, which 
I did not realize! (Humans 
can't be infected from a sick 
pet, they would have to be bit­
ten by a tick themselves.) 

Tick Paralysis is an "ascend­
ing paralysis", meaning that the 
back half of the animal is 
affeGted first, and then moves 
forward if it is not treated. It is 
thought to be a type of Guillain­
Barre' syndrome. (Remember 
years ago, when so many peo­
ple were paralyzed after receiv· 
ing the "Swine Flu" vacciDe?) 
Typically, a dog will present 
either very unsteady on its hind 
legs, or totally unable to rise. 
Some are not able to move any­
thing, except their eyes and 
breathing muscles. lf allowed 
to progress, they would eventu­
ally become unable to breathe 
and die from suffocation. This 
is one of those "seat of the 
pants" diagnose , because there 
is no test to confirm this is the 
problem. We have to consider 
such problems as trauma, 
Tetanus, and Botulism as other 
causes of the symptoms. 

Most of these dogs are 
absolutely covered in ticks.

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One of my assistants decided to 
count them once, but gave up 
after she had removed 500 and 
had not even turned lhe dog 
over yet. I have read that one 
tick is capable of causing Tick 
Paralysis, but in practical 
terms, we don't see that. I do 
know that I see several dogs 
each year that are so heavily 
infested that I can' t help but 
wonder why they DON'T have 
it. 

The treatment obviously 
involves getting rid of the ticks . 
We generaJly dip the animal 
first in a tick-killing solution, 
and then set about physically 
removing as many of the little 
offenders as possible. In these 
cases, we wear gloves, and 
depending on the person's pref­
erence, either pull them off 
with hemostats or our fingers. 
We always try to get the head of 
the tick; leaving it in often 
results in a small foreign-body 
reaction and a sore at the site. 
Sometimes we have to shave 
the animal to find all the ticks 
and make it easier for the owner 
to keep tabs on their numbers 
the rest of the summer. 

Depending on how sick the 
dog is otherwise, we may need 
to give IV fluids, anti-inflam­
matory drugs and antibiotics. 
The recovery from Tick 
Paralysis is usually rapid and 
dramatic. Many dogs are back 
to normal the very next day. 

As 1 said earlier, this looks 
like a bad tick year, and I've 
already seen a dog with Tick 
Paralysis. (Already home and 
doing well, by the way), so 
keep an eye on your pets and 
your children, e pecially when 
they come indoors after a day's 
romp outside.
