Risner, employed as an interim 
teacher with the Magoffin County 
School System, was arrested for 
driving under the influence on 

March 31 by Kentucky Vehicle 
Enforcement officer Dennis 
Hutchin. on. On that day.

Risner. who failed preliminary 
breath tests at the time of her 
arrest, was "weaving from side to 
side" on Route 321.

Unless the mayor retracts the 
conditional demand, apologizes 
for allowing a Milwaukee 
Journal Sentinel photographer 
in Pietrowski's office and pays 
Pietrowski's legal fees, the 
alderman will sue, Earle said.

• WILMINGTON, Del. -
Delaware dwellers seeking more 
bang for their buck by using 
clam shells to pave driveways 
may get more bang than they 
bargained for. 

For the past three months, 
surplus munitions dumped at sea 
decades ago have been mming 
up in some shell-covered drive­
ways in Sussex County. 

Authorities believe the rusted 
explosives are being dredged up 
by clam harvesters from the 
sites where the Army dumped 
surplus ordnance after World 
War I and World War ll. 

Since early February, bomb 
disposal teams from the state 
police and Dover Air Force Base 
have responded to nine com­
plaints, removing nearly 100 
war relics from yards and drive­
ways. 

Many rural residents in 
Delaware and southern New 
Jersey, especially those living 
on farms and in beach towns, 
use crushed clamshells as an 
economical way to create a dri­
veway. 

Poultry grower Bill Layton 
spent $600 in November for 
about 50 tons of clamshells to 

cover his dtiveway Stone, 
asphalt and concrete could have 
cost anywhere from three to 10 
times as much. 

Last month, Layton spotted a 
grayish object that mrned out to 
be a World War I French rifle 
grenade. Thirteen more 
grenades were found later by a 
state police bomb team. 'We've 
been riding over them all win­
ter," he said. 

Assistant Delmar Fire 
Company Chief Joe Morris said 
state police bomb technicians 
retrieved three WWII pineapple 
grenades from his property. 

"They looked like clumps of 
rusted metal,'' he said. "I'm sur­
pri ed they hadn't blown apart." 

• AGOURA HILLS, Calif. 
-A 2-year-old black bear took 
a break from life in the Santa 
Monica Mountains and wan­
dered into the suburban LA low­
lands. 

The bear is back in the wild 
after confusedly combing 
tluough this suburb north of Los 
Angele for several hours 
Tuesday, startling residents but 
causing no apparent harm. 

The 175-pound male was so 
calm that California Fish and 
Game officials responding to 
911 calls decided to tranquilize 
it instead of killing it. The bear 
was then transported to a remote 
area in the Santa Monica 
Mountains, officials said. 

Mary Davis was having 
lunch with her great-grand­
daughter when she spotted the 
bear's face through the window. 

"I thought I was seeing 
things," said Davis, 76. 

The bear continued to amble 
through the family's daisies and 
tomato plants while Davis' son, 
Gary, called 911. 

As calls poured in, law 
enforcement and Fish and Game 
officers tracked the bear and 
slowly cordoned it off, trapping 
it in a backyard before shooting 
it with a tranquilizer gun.

As superintendent. Cecil has

mine whether or not her teaching 
license will be revoked. 

In a subsequent interview, 
Cecil said he is currently working 
with Scott Preston, the district's 
attorney, to present the allegations 
against Risner to the Educational 
Professional Standards Board. 

"Mrs. Risner is on leave at her 
request and presently is perform­
ing no duties for the Magoffin 
County School System," said 
Cecil, who refused to comment 
further because of the ongoing lit­
igation in the case. 

Mother's abuse case 
hearing "postpQned

PRESTONSBURG - Court 
proceedings have been contin­
ued for a Floyd County woman 
accused of physically abusing 
her daughter, according to docu­
ments fLied in district court this 
week. 

A pretrial conference sched­
uled for Angela R. Woods, 33, of 
Prestonsburg, for May I 0 has 
been rescheduled until May 24, 
court documents say. 

Woods. accused of punching 
and choking her 14-year-old 
daughter at their Highland 
Height· apartment Jan. 30, was 
arraigned in February on charge 
of fourth-degree assault and sec­
ond-degree criminal abuse. 

According to the arrest cita­
tion issued by Prestonsburg 
Police Officer Sam Goodman, 
the aiJeged altercation began 
when the child dropped some­
thing on the floor and woke 
Woods up while fixing herself 
something to eat. 

The teenager told Goodman 
that her mother became very 
angry and gave her an ultimatum 
to either do the dishes or leave 
their apartment. Afterwards, the 
girl aid she went into her bed-

room with a friend, where 
Woods followed and allegedly 
knocked her into a bedroom 
wall, punched her in the stom­
ach, held her down and choked 
her during the struggle. 

AJlegedly woods told the girl, 
"I should kill you." 

Woods, represented by public 
advocate Leta Baharestan, 
pleaded not guilty to the charges 
during her arraignment in 
February, at which time the 
charge of second-degree crimi­
'nal abuse was dismissed in the 
case, a decision made after the 
court's consideration of a motion 
filed by her attorney. 

She is currently free on a 
$2,000 surety bond, which was 
posted a day following the inci­
dent.

It is critical to bear in mind that no one is known to have 
been found guilty of anything yet. 

That said, the principal question in Americans' minds as 
they study the allegations that U.S. and British forces' behav­
ior toward Iraqi prisoners was in violation of both U.S. and 
international rules has to be, what have we come to? 

The extent of the acts is as yet unclear .... The number of 
prisoners involved is unknown, but U.S. forces have held as 
many as an estimated 10,000 Iraqi prisoners, 5,000 of them 
in Abu Ghraib, which is under the command of U.S. military 
police. 

First and foremost, a thorough investigation of what took 
place needs to be carried out by U.S. military authorities as 
soon as possible, with reference both to the Universal Code 
of Military Justice and to the Geneva Convention Relative to 
the Treatment of Prisoners of War. . .. 

This development must be put alongside administration 
resistance to letting the returning coffins of U.S. troops be 
photographed, a company like the pro-administration Sinclair 
Broadcast Group refusing to carry on its TV stations a read­
ing of the names of service members lost in Iraq, and Deputy 
Secretary of Defense Paul Wolfowitz understating by a third 
in testimony last week the number of U.S. military lo tin 
combat in Iraq. It becomes sadly necessary to ask, in the face 
of these developments, what have we come to? 

The Buffalo (N.Y.) News, on media conglomerates and 
censorship: 

When "Nightline" anchor Ted Koppel read the names of 
American military dead for an entire show, one could almost 
predict the reaction. Depending on one's view of the war, it 
would be seen either as heartfelt tribute or anti-war tactic. 
But the controversy it stirred uncovered a real threat: censor­
ship by a media giant. 

Sinclair Broadcasting Group' blackout of "Nightline" on 
its 62 stations, which can reach nearly a quarter of the 
nation's viewer5, is a prime example of the kind of speech 
control that could result from last year's FCC action to relax 
rules in ways that encourage the growth of large media cor­
porations .... 

That said, the credibWty of "Nightline" rests not just on its

Stay out of 
the draft

After the Vietnam War, when the 
draft was history. Army Chief of Staff 
General Creighton Abrams redesigned 
the all-volunteer Army so it would 
never again be sent to war without the 
support of the American people. To that 
end. Abrams divided many logi tical 
support functions and long-term combat 
capability between the Army Reserves 
and National Guard. 'flus Army was 
structured so that while regular forces 
could handle short-term contingencies, 
longer term commitlneyJts or general 
war required mobilization of some, if 
not all, the Reserve components. 
General Abrams under tood that when 
citizen-soldier· are committed, the 
country is committed. 

It was a plan suited to the times and 
adequate for the most likely Cold War 
contingencies. The Army of 1975. struc­
tured for state·on-slate conventional 
warfare against other Industrial Age 
armies. also needed substantial numbers 

c 0 u m A 
of soldiers to find, fix and annihilate the 
enemy with massive firepower. Then 
things changed when the Soviet Union 
imploded and its massive army disinte­
grated. Accordingly, between 1991 and 
200 I the Army dropped from 20 to I 0 
divisions, down to 485,000 active duty 
soldiers. 

Simultaneou ly. the advem of the 
Information Age'and digitiLation 
enabled the Army to "leverage" technol­
ogy so thal fewer troops could fighl 
more effectively. Advances in communi­
cations coupled with nearly comprehen­
sive knowledge of friendly and enemy 
force dispositions enabled rapid maneu­
ver to bring firepower to bear precisely 
and effectively at the critical potnts on 
the battlefield. Victory in Information 
Age warfare depends on highly-motivat­
ed, smarter, well-trained and well-led 
oldier . 

This Army, although out-numbered 
4-to-1 by Iraqi forces, stormed to 
Baghdad in less than a month, with 
fewer casualties than its Vietnam prede­
cessor suffered during a moderate week. 
of fighting at the height of the conflict. 
Superior leader hip at every level from 
platoon to division, excellence in realis­
tic training and high-quality weaponry 
delivered quick- if not decisive­
victory. 

In Iraq, the Army face the toughest 
sort of challenge; insurgency and guer-

rilla warfare in towns and cities. The 
enemy has adopted an asymmetric strat­
egy of protracting the war while inflict­
ing as much pain as possible. Unable to 
win on the battlefield, the insurgents 
plan to win by breaking the will of the 
American people. The be t approach is 
to kill the insurgents and the Army ha 
the firepower to do ju t that. While 
more soldiers would be useful. bringing 
back the draft is not the answer. Here's 
why. 

First. Information Age warfare 
requires smart, highly-motivated sol-
diers. Today's Army attracts that kind of 
young man or woman. For instance. two • 
of my students - I am a college profes­
sor - have enlisted and are bound for 
basic trairung after graduation. Three 
others have earned commissions in the 
Marine Corps, another is headed for the 
Air Force and one young lady i going 
to the CIA. They are among today's best 
and brightest. 

Second. The draft will create a two­
tiered force consi ting of poorly-paid 
conscripts on one level and more highly 
compensated volunteers at another level. 
This will wreak havoc on morale. While 
today's enlistees, particularly those vol­
unteering for combat anns, arc not com­
pensated enough. they are comparative­
ly well-paid. Many entry-level teaching

part or all of thi public safety net for 
retiree .. But we mu 1 accept these 
fixe·, they warn, or the whole system 
will spulter and d1e. 

Of all 
government programs- including 
the bloated, fraud-riddt:n Pentagon -
Social Security is least in need of fix­
ing. It's the most efficient program 
we have. requiring a mere I percent 
of its total hudget for administrative 
costs. And even the political mechan­
ics who want to me:!> with the pro­
gram admit that Social Security i 
perfectly sound and capable of paying 
full benefit to future retirees through 
at lea ·t 2042. What insurance compa-

ny or bank can make that claim? And 
with only minor adjustment, the sys­
tem i solid through 2075- long 
after most of today's "fixers" will be 
dead. 

There is one fix. however, that 
would guarantee the soundne · of 
Social Security in perpetuity: Raise 
the current $88.000 income cap so 
that the salaries, bonu c , stock gains 
and other wealth of the elite· re also 
subject to Social Security taxe -
rather than keepmg the burden solely 
on the wages of low-income and mid­
dle-class working folks .

The best interest5 of baseball, 
which Selig is charged with pro­
tecting, are not served by sticking 
scarlet ads on the bases and on­
deck cu'Cies to hype a sequel to the 
movie about the masked man in 
tight<;. 

That's only a 'mall is ue for the 
moment when the promotion hits 
interleague games June ll-13. 
What this petty money grab por­
tends is something grander: corpo­
rate logos painted on the outfield 
grass, emblazoned on backstops 
and sewn onto unifonns. Umpires 
want in on the dough, hoping to 
sport patches for pay like the jock­
eys who won their legal fight to do 
that at the Kentucky Derby. 

Let the purists howl and ca<~t 
laments. 

"It' gotten beyond grotesque," 
says the ever-indignant presiden­
tial candidate and consumer advo-

cate Ralph Nader. 'The fans have 
to revolt here. Otherv•isc. they· U 
be looking at advertisements 
between advertisement5." 

Calm down, Ralph. They 
already are, with virtual ads flash­
ing acros. the TV screen. in every 
game. 

"I guess it'. inevitable, but it's 
ad," aid Fay Vmcent, a Fonner 

baseball commi sioner and Fonner 
president of CoJwnb.a Pictures. 
which is releasing "Sp1dcr-Man 
2." 

"I'm old-fashioned. I'm a 
romanticist.

What stopped baseball from 
going in that direction was an 
abiding sense that the base paths

going back to the 19th century and 
extending from Little League to 
the maJors. But baseball sold itself 
on its fidelity to the past in most 
regards: The bases stayed pure 
white, the uniforms kept their retro 
look, and the statistics from one 
era to the next could be compared 
with some degree of credibility -
at least until muscles and home 
run totals starting getting inflated. 

This also wasn't, as DuPuy 
claimed, a wonderful opportunity 
to reach out to "the youth market," 
a phrase that aptly sums up base· 
ball's m.i guided view of kids. 
Tho e aren't young fans out there; 
those are a demographic quartile 
along with Gen-Xers, Baby 
Boomers and senior citizens. 

It's doubtful that "the youth 
market" will develop a passion for 
baseball because of Spider-Man or 
any other superhero.

"Traveling With Chickens, 
Pigs, and Goats" 

Some helpful hints on 
international travel, 
especially for those 
who love animals.

Chickens and pigs have a bad rap 
as travel companions. Travelers writ­
ing about their experiences in Latin 
America, Asia, and Africa report hav­
ing these animals as fellow passen-

gers on buses and trains there. The 
US reader is surprised and amu ed if 
not a little shocked, and enjoys the 
travel tale even more. I would now 
like to defend chickens and pig as 
perfectly fine travel companions, and 
even better than some human travel­
ers. 

My first experience with chickens 
and pigs was on a bus in Guatemala. 
In the deep, steep mountains of this 
country to the south of Mexico. the 
buse are small. Bus-sized bu. es can­
not get around the sharp turns without 
serious effort. If seated according to 
US standards, these buse would hold 
about 15 people on comfortable, vinyl

covered, cushioned seats. However, I 
have never experienced one of these 
buses holding a mere 15 people. In 
thi ca e, the bus contained pos ibly 
only 20 passengers, but this was the 
first leg of my first international trav­
el, and the vehicle seemed crowded to 
me. In the search for more space, I 
went back to the small open area 
behind the last seat where the bag­
gage was and sat down on the floor. 

This was a local bus in a poor 
country with poor passengers and 
mine was the only real suitcase in the 
"baggage" section. The "baggage" 
section is where I first met animal 
passengers. I was right up close to 

them and can report reliably on their 
value as pas engers.

Not a single peep. Their eyes were 
open, but I could not tell from look­
ing at their eyes what they thought of 
their situation.

Things to ponder: Conquering Murphy's Law 
This past Monday was one of those 

really frustrating days. It seemed at times 
there were invisible obstructions to get­
ting jobs done. Thank goodness, none of 
the tasks or activities was of the "end of 
the world" type. There also seemed to be 
a neon sign that wanted to flash in big, 
bright, and glowing words, "Murphy's 
Law is ruling today," or in other words, 
"if anything can go wrong, it will." It is 
usually easy to identify such situations, 
but often it is another thing to conquer 
these events, especially when they occur 

one after the other. Do you laugh, 
cream, cry, or go on like nothing differ­

ent is happening? 
The actual origin of Murphy's Law has 

been debated over the years. A common­
ly held position is that the term 
"Murphy's Law" was fll'st coined by a 
Capt. Edward A. Murphy, an engineer 
working on an Air Force project at 
Edwards Air force Base in 1949 at North 
Base of the North Pole. The story goes 
that the uccess of their project had been 
contributed to the fmn belief in Murphy's 

Law and in the necessity to try and get 
around it. Another version of where it all 
started had to do with many Brinsh folks 
thinking that Murphy's Law is an lrish 
joke, since Murphy is an lri h name and 
the Irish typically have been on the 
receiving end of the Brit's jokes. 

Different twists have been presented in 
regard to Murphy's Law. These seem to 
show a wide variety. Among these: If 
anything can go wrong. it wi II - and at the 
most inopportune time. If there i a pos­
sibility of several things going wrong, the 

one that will cause the most damage will 
be the one to go wrong. If you perceive 
that there are four possible way in which 
omething can go wrong, and circumvent 

these, then a fifth way, unprepared for, 
will promptly develop. If everydling 
eems to be going well, you have obvi­

ously overlooked something. Things get 
worse under pressure. Smile ... tomor­
row wilJ be worse. Matter will be dam­
aged in direct proportion to its value. 
Everything takes longer than you think.

Whenever you set out to do 
something, something else must 
be done first Every solution 
breeds new problems.

Never argue with a fool, 
people might not know the differ­
ence. There's never time to do it 
right, but there's always time to 
do it over. And, fmally, Murphy's 

• golden rule: whoever has the 
gold makes the rules. 

Although no research about 
the psychological aspects of 
Murphy's Law could be foUfid, 
several possibilities came to 
mind. One idea was that 
Murphy's Law was a way that 
folks might give a negative expla­
nation for "why something hap­
pened" or giving '1ust cause" for 
an irritating event. Thit_ ~so 
tends to run under the n~e 
concept of self-fulfilling~­
cy that creates a foundation for 
"not expecting good things to 

• happen to me" type of viewpoint 
- '1'm not worth something good 
happening" or "I'm bad, so things 
are not likely to work out." Self­
fulfilling prophecy can be sum­
marized in four key principles: 
(1) we form certain expectations 
of people or events - including 
ourselves; (2) we communicate 
those expectations with various 
cues, such as to ourselves with 
immediate mental reactions of 
negative thoughts about ourselves 
or behavior toward others; (3) 
people tend to respond to these 
cues by adjusting their behavior 
to match them, such as an auto-

• malic, conditioned reaction, that 
is done without thinking whether 
or not it is still appropriate for this 
situation. Just because we react­
ed a certain way in past similar 
circumstances, does not mean 
that we cannot choose to react 
differently the next time; and (4) 
the result is that the original 
expectation becomes true. 

So, back to whether or not we 
need to keep the negative view of 
Murphy's Law with its encourag­
ing us to accept "if anything can 
go wrong, it will." First of all, be

something "bad" happens. Just 
because there was a negative out­
come one time does not equal that 
the next will be. If we keep 
focusing on the negative, then it 
will be more likely than not that 
there will be a downward spiraJ of 
what we think, bow we view, and 
the way we rate ourselves. In 
contrast, if we quickly follow a 
negative outcome, that might 
have '1ust happened by chance," 
by one "good" thing, we are more 
prone to begin an upward spiral 
into better outcomes. Better yet, 
quickly think of 10 good things 
that have happened to you. It 
does not matter how simple the 
things are. Great benefit is creat­
ed by you thinking good and pos­
itive aspects of yourself. 

Another easy and simple way 
to counteract the negative psy­
chological impact of Murphy's 
Law is to sit quietly and write 
down 10 positive aspects about 
yourself. Put them on small cards 
so that you can carry them with 
you, if you need. At least every 
morning and every night, slowly 
read the positive commenrs you 
have said about yourself. The 
value of this is that it will often 
counteract one's negative 
thoughts and increase self­
esteem, sometimes giving an 
excellent beginning within two 
weeks. 

The bottom line is, when you 
want to react negatively and label 
a situation as "Oh, that's an 
example of Mtuphy's Law," you 
are best served by ignoring the 
whole thing. A good friend 
shared with me what her father 
often said, "It is not to measure a 
person as to whether or not he 
trips and falls, but to measure 
what the person does about the 
fall. The act of falling is not bad. 
It matters the most if you whine 
and want to be saved by someone 
else or you survive, conquer it, 
and do for yourself. An opti­
mistic view of Murphy's Law is, 
"Don't' worry about Murphy's 
Law. You know it's gonna hap­
pen anyway, so just get on with it 
and get it over with. If you make 
it through a Murphy Day ... you 
win! You are ready to conquer 
the world!

Social phobias are a fear of embar­
rassment or humiliation in social situa­
tions. Sometimes this is limited to spe­
cific situations, like stage fright, or it 
may be generalized to any social set­
ting. These phobias also alter behav­
ior, usually through avoidance of a 
social setting. This causes people to 
miss important events like school 
plays, company picnics or meetings at 
which they might be asked to make a 
report or otherwise participate. In 
some cases, the sufferer might also 
avoid eating in public or shun the use 
of public restrooms. Oftentimes, peo-

People with agoraphobia- literally 
a fear of the market place- have anx­
iety about being in places or situations 
from which escape might be difficult 
or embarrassing, or in which help may 
not be available if they have a panic 
attack. Examples of these fears 
include being outside the home alone; 
being in a crowd or standing in a line; 
being on a bridge; and traveling in a 
bus, train, or automobile. 

Agoraphobics have panic attacks, 
trembling, racing heart, shortness of 
breath, that force them to stay in places 
where they feel safe. This can be the 
most severe of all of the phobias as it 
can cause someone to not drive a car, 
ride an elevator, go to the store, or even 
leave the house.

Unfortunately, the Johnson 
County attraction has never - as 
far as I can tell - received the 
kind of local recognition and 
support it deserves. 

Instead. it's more like the 
bastard child. No one seems to 
want to take responsibility for it, 
to give it full support, to pro­
mote it, to appreciate it. 

What I'd like to see is for all 
the organizations involved to 
point the gun away from the 
feet, in fact, put it back in the 
cabinet, and work together to 
share the pride and the legacy of 
our forebears.
